1. Italy Il Conto Vecchio Pinot Grigio*    33
Veneto This delicately fruity wine has a light aroma of white

flowers and a fresh palate of citrus fruits.

2. France Picpoul de Pinet – Cap Cette *    37
Languedoc-
Roussillon,

Crystal clear lemon colour with green tinges. Soft, delicate
nose with hints of grapefruit, peach, acacia and briny notes.
Perfect pairing for any shellfish.

3. Spain Waltraud Riesling *    40 Bovie

Catalonia A benchmark Riesling, perfect for Chinese food aromas of 
lemon & lime, with lovely peach on the palate & a zesty, 
crisp finish. Fully dry.

4. France J. Moreau et Fils, Chablis *    48
Chablis Pale gold in colour. Aromas of mandarin & pineapple.

Fresh & generous showing a very pleasing minerality.

5. France Les Oliviers, Sauvignon Blanc *    32
Rhone A deliciously refreshing change from straight Sauvignon

Blanc, this wine takes the clean, zippy fruit from this
variety and complements it with the more luscious,
exotic fruit flavours of the Vermentino

6. New Zealand St Clair Vicars Choice Sauvignon Blanc*   36  Elsa
Marlborough Aromas of passionfruit, gooseberry and a herbaceous 

character leap from the glass. With the floral notes only 
found in New Zealand wines.

7. South Africa False Bay, Chardonnay *    32

W.O Coastal 
Region

Enticing aromas of limes & peach. This wine is beautifully
balanced with a degree of minerality at the core.

8. Spain Maruxa Godello *    42
Valdeorras A peachy, soft and round example from this underrated grape

grown in Galicia in Spain's north-west. There is no oak masking
the elegance, freshness and poise which is typical of great godello.

9. France Merlot, Champ de Fleuret, Bordeaux Supérieur *    34
Bordeaux This classic Merlot reveals a lovely aromatic complexity

combining ripe dark fruits, floral aromas, spice and a
hint of oak.

10. Argentina El Oscuro, Malbec*    36
Mendoza This wine is packed full with flavour of black fruit and

cherry with a subtle smokey nuance. The tannins are firm
and ripe, giving the wine great structure.

11. Italy Torre Dei Beati, Montepulciano d’Abruzzo *    37  Kevin
Abruzzo
[Organic]

Elegant notes of sweet spice, strawberry and red cherry. 
Medium bodied with delicious vibrancy of fresh red and 
black fruit character.

12. Italy Masi Bonacosta, Valpolicella Classico Superiore *    40
Veneto
[Vegan]

An intense bouquet of ripe cherry aromas which follows
through on the palate. Soft and silky tannins with hints of
vanilla. One of the classics of the great Veronese tradition.

13.  France Chateauneuf du Pape, Chapoutier, La Bernadine *    67
Rhone Valley Rich,  full-bodied  wine with an excellent finish & a hint of

sweet spice. Murmurs of burnt cinnamon and leather accent
brisk raspberry and sour-cherry preserves in this powerful
but elegant grenache.

14. New Zealand St Clair Vicars Choice , Pinot Noir *    39
Marlborough Ripe aromas of fresh strawberries with a hint of dried

herb & spice. Red fruit flavours of cherries & cranberries.

15. Spain Lopez De Haro Rioja Crianza *    42   Amy
Rioja Elegant with strawberry and raspberry aromas with notes 

of vanilla, spices, and red fruit compote. Fresh, pleasant 
and balanced wine with a long finish. Made from Garnacha,
Tempranillo and Graciano and produced by the iconic house
of Lopez de Haro

16. Spain Coastal Reserve, Tinto *    32
Vino de 
Espana

This medium, full-bodied, vegan Merlot fuses rich, red fruits with 
warm vanilla spice. Made in Spain, each bottle is crafted at the peak
of ripeness. Bursting with mouth-watering tones of plum and 
blackberry mixed with hints of liquorice with a vanilla-oak finish.

18. Chile Santa Digna, Sauvignon Blanc *    16
Central 
Valley

A fresh pale gold colour, with aromas reminiscent of ripe,
tropical fruits, hints of apple & fennel. Silky on the palate
with a good acid structure.

19. Chile Santa Digna, Cabernet Sauvignon *    16
Central 
Valley

A darkly pigmented wine with an intense aroma of dark
berries and sweet spice. Velvety and round with an elegant
finish.

20. France De la Petite Croix Rose d’Anjou*   32
Loire Valley A fresh and aromatic nose of raspberries and spices, this

wine is lively and rich on the palate.

21. France Rosabelle Rose*    36
Pays d’oc A beautiful pale coloured Rosé. Elegantly fragrant, with

aromas of wild strawberries, citrus and delicate floral notes.
Round and refreshing on the palate, with ripe red berry flavours.

Sparkling Wines

22. Italy Maschio del Cavalieri, Prosecco Spumante *    43
Treviso
[Organic]

A well-defined bouquet of glace fruits & sweet-smelling
flowers. The taste is dry, with full sparkle & persistant,
fine bubbles.

23. France Moet Imperial Champagne Brut *    95
Champagne A highly respected family run Champagne house, established

in 1869, producing a dry, elegant Champagne with fine
bubbles & a persistant mousse. Fabulous!

24. France Bollinger, Special Cuvee, Brut NV *    115
Champagne Golden in colour. Beautifully aromatic & complex, with

scents of apple compote and peaches. A subtle combination
of structure, length and vivacity. Bubbles like velvet with
notes of pear, brioche & fresh walnut.
