At the heart of TEE is the vision to equip 

everyone-everywhere for faith and 

ministry. One joy of running courses is that 

participants may then express a desire to 

run courses for others as well. This is just 

happening around us. First, a young man 

who has been in a few of my courses came 

and expressed his wish to run The Story of 

God with his colleagues at work so that they 

would also understand God better. Of 

course, we did it, and he has now started 

running the course at work. 

Then I was approached to train six young 

women from the church so they could use 

the course in the ladies’ Bible study that 

meets biweekly at the church. We have just 

started the programme to train them to 

train others.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

It also gave us the chance to reimagine how 

this kind of training for tutors/facilitators 

could look. We always knew we had to 

create a new training manual for 

facilitators, as the old ones needed revision 

anyway.
