Malawi Presidential Elections in September 2025 

General elections were held in Malawi on 16 

September 2025 to elect the president, the National 

Assembly and local councillors. The 85-year-old 

former president of Malawi, Peter Mutharika of the 

DPP (Democratic Progressive Party), won a majority of 

57% compared to Lazarus Chakwera of the MCP 

(Malawi Congress Party), who received 33% of the 

vote.  

 
 

After the election, there was tension, as both parties 

claimed victory, even though the election results had 

not been released.  In the end, remarkably, President 

Chakwera, statesman-like, conceded that he lost the 

election and congratulated the winner. The 

inauguration of the new president will take place here 

in Blantyre on the 4th of October.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The country was on the edge after the election, 

as political violence was expected, especially 

since, just after the election, claims on social 

media were posted that “showed” certain 

parties leading in the districts with huge 

majorities (some with majorities above 100% of 

the electorate). Economically, the last few years 

have not been good, which explains the 

electoral shift. Inflation is around 28% and last 

night fuel prices just went up by 40%
