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MANDATED PERSONS REPORTING FORM TO PRESBYTERY
Children First requires all organisations (our congregations) to identify who their Mandated Persons are. This is part of PCI requirements as well.
Mandated Person have 2 main legal responsibilities to: 
1. Report the harm of children above a defined threshold to Tusla 
2. To assist Tusla if requested in assessing a concern that has been the subject of a mandated report
Mandated Persons are people who have contact with children or families who because of their qualifications training, or employment role are in a key position to help safeguard children.
The list of mandated persons is set out in law in Schedule 2 of the Children First Act.  It includes a person employed as: a member of the clergy (however described) or pastoral care workers.
There is a further distinction in the Act around the extent of mandated reporting responsibilities, a teacher for example is only mandated for their role in school but members of the Garda and Tusla approved foster parents are 24/7 mandated persons and should be counted for this purpose when they are in positions of church leadership (but not as attending member of the congregation).
Changes should be notified to the Clerk of the Presbytery as they occur and the list should be formally tabled, discussed and minuted at Presbytery yearly.
