T HE design of the Feis Medal is t he work of Mother 
Clement Hogan, Loretto-C0nven t, Rathfarnham, 

a d augh ter of the eminent Irish sculptor, the late Mr. 
John Hogan. It is a Celtic Cross, a symbol of oar country's 
suffering. 

FRONT OF MEDAL. 
On the front, in a centre oval panel, is a laQdscape 

typIcal of Ireland, of mountain, field, and water-a round 
tower reaching h eavenwards in mute appeal appears in 
the foreground, whilst over th e mountain t op the rays of 
t he risin g sun burst forth in splendour, dispelling t he 
clouds of darkness and gloom, and sending in their stead 
a bright message of hope, peace, and gladness o'er water 
and land. A ring-symbol of eternity-en circles this 
panel. On the foreground of pan el appears an Irish harp 
- emblem of our country and of music- this harp partly 
frames th e panel picture, symbolically overshading the 
entire scen e. Radiating from cen tr e, and along each arm 
of cross, is a scheme of Celt ic in ter laced tracery, and at 
end of each ar m of cross ar e found t h e oakleaves of Dolre 
Colmcille. Th e circle of cross bears the inscription :­
Feis Doire Colmcille. 

REVERSE SIDE OF MEDAL. 

On left, at extreme end of arm of cross, is shown a 
dove-symbolic of St. Colmcille-whilst OPPOSite, on ex­
treme r igh t, a h arp appears; also an open book- symbolic 
of learning. On extreme base of perpendicula~' arm is an 
Irish tower, with a vista of hill and valley showing in 
dist an ce . Festoon ed on the circle of cross is t he sh am­
roc)~-emblem of St. Patrick and of our land. The centre 
of reverse side of -medal is r eserved for inscriptions. 
Framing t he space and ext en ding far out into arms of 
cross winds a chain- shown by Celtic circular interlacin g. 
wh ich chain is broken asun der , on upper part of perpen ­
dicul ar arm of cross by a church t r iumphantly crowning 
a ll- emblematic of Faith and Colmcille. Th e medal is t h us 
designed to stand at on e for P.1usic and learning-Doire 
and Erin--Coimcille and GOd. 
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AWARD OF MEDAL. 

The Medal is st ruck in Gold, Silver (Gold Centre), 
Silver and Bronze. The Gold Medal will be known as "The 
Feis Doire Colmcille Gold Medal ," and will be awarded 
only in case of special excellence in any subject. 

The ot her Medals will be t h e ordinary Medals award­
ed at t he Feis as 1st, 2nd, and 3rd Prizes, except in the 
case of Duets, Trios, and Quar tettes, which will be Silver 
and Bronze. 

Choirs, Bands, and Reels will be otherwise provided 
for by t he Committee.
