Inter-Cluster Mission to Agam IDP Camps – Summary Report
Saturday, 24 October 2009
Participants: Education Cluster (UNICEF), WASH cluster (UNICEF),  Shelter Cluster (IFRC), Food/Nutrition Cluster (WFP) Protection of Women, Elderly and Disabled, (UNFPA (first stop only) and OCHA.

1ST STOP: SUNGAI BATANG  (Eastern side of Lake Maninjau) – met with local officials and military commander who provided general information on the population. 
GPS Coordinates: S 00o 20’ 6.9” E 100 o 13’ 28.3”
General Conditions: camp is located approximately 200 to 300 feet uphill from main road and appears accessible by foot or truck.   The people have been here between 4 to 7 days.  Previously, they were staying in the market place on the main road of the village, but when the market reopened, the people moved to the camp. Others are staying with host families in the village.  There is not enough land available for more tents at the current site. 

Population: the people in the camp came from 4 jorongs on the southwestern side of the lake. This area has been declared a “red zone” by the government because of landslide risk. The jorong (sub-villages) of origin of the people in the camp include: Pandan, Galapang, Muko Jalan and Batu Ngganai. 
 The camp is comprised of: 
· 170 Households

· 705 people – 364 men, 341 women

· 94 tents (provided by Shelter Box)

WASH:  Oxfam has set up 4 standpipes and one bladder to provide safe water supply to the camp. 12 blocs of toilet (24) and showers been constructed.  IOM does water trucking and provides 18,000 liters per day. It is enough for toilet use and washing dishes.  People go to the lake to wash. They say bathing in the lake gives them skin problems. Arche Nova will check with Oxfam to provide more water in the camp.

Food: They are receiving distributions from the government and from private donors.  The Posko (local govt) assesses what is needed for the day and requests it through the sub district. IOM trucks are available for transport through the logistics cluster.  (IOM contact on distribution information: Andy IOM – 081374520404)

Health:  There is a health tent where services are provided through the government health office, local volunteer doctors with additional support from NGOs.  Mercy Malaysia was at the camp assessing whether it could provide additional support, if volunteer doctors were leaving.

Education: There are 88 primary school children, and 40 junior secondary and 30 senior secondary located in the camp.  Three schools have been affected by landslides in the original location and most of the students moved to the camp site. All the primary students are accommodated in the local school – along with the teachers from the displaced schools. The host school is operating in double shifts – IDP children attend school in the afternoon. As three small primary schools have been merged into one school, there is an excess of teachers. The sub District education authorities organised the logistics of the sharing arrangement and the headmaster is satisfied with the school arrangement, which is around 300-400 metres from the IDP camp. The displaced primary schools are SD 15, SD 21, SD 22 – Tanjung Raya. The host school received support from an NGO which provided learning materials and hygiene kits. It has also received text books and school uniforms from the District education office. Another NGO provided school bags.

There is a need for recreation materials which can be provided by UNICEF. 

95% of the primary school children in the camp are reported to be attending the host school. The secondary level children are still going to their original school based in the sub district and has not reported any need.

Shelter: There are 94 tents available and many people were out during the day working on the lake, but space is limited. Tents are quite close together and crowded with two families (approximately 8 people) in each. They are hot during the day and there is limited privacy. There is a kitchen tent, but people like to cook outside their own tent on oil stoves as well. Sufficient NFIs are available including blankets and bedding, cooking utensils and water containers. No health problems related to shelter were observed.

Protection: A quick walk through the camp indicated several older people in tents toward the back of the rows, as well as least one disabled person, which requires them to walk further for servies.  No decision has been made on relocation, but the government officials said two options were under consideration including 1) relocation to an area south of Padang city, which is far from the camp location and 2) a floating village on the lake.  Many of the people are fisherman and will want to be close to where they can continue to fish.  (The local officials said in the 1980’s people were moved because of landslides, but moved back after govt assistance ended because they needed to be close to where they could fish.) There is a serious risk of more landslides at their original villages. People do not have any information on the options available to them.

Child protection: Children need more attention since their parents are busy managing their own house and land farms have been damaged. Children can play around the camp site but need assistance to organize to do psycho social recovery. No abuse or violence reported. 

2ND STOP: SUNGAI TAMPANG –  (Western side of Lake Maninjau) 

GPS Coordinates: S 00o 18’ 29.8” E 100 o 9’ 53”

General: The team met with local officials who provided details on the camp. This camp is mostly used by people to sleep.  Very few people were there during the day, but more come at night because of fear of landslides.  The site is located right off a small road that has had some access issues, but was clear on the day we were there.  The area has not been declared unsafe but has had landslides close by. 

The electricity is improvised and may not be safe.  They could use a generator to help provide additional support. 

Population: the people sleeping in the camp came from the Sungai Tampang Jorong on the western side of the lake
· 120 Households

· 438 people

· 107 tents (provided by PMI)

Of the 438 people, ( detailed information provided by Health officials in health tent)

· 0-11 months – 12

· Less than 5 – 49

· Pregnant women – 5

· Lactating mothers – 24

· Elderly (defined as more than 60) – 48

A baby was born in one of the house tents about a week ago. 

WASH:  Water treatment unit has been provided by ITB (Bandung Technical Institute).  Water comes from the village of the people. At the moment there are no latrines. People use their toilets at home. Arche Nova will check the situation on WASH in the camp.

EDUCATION: There is 1 primary school next to the camp – 1 class was damaged by the earthquake and the school received a large tent from BNPB. The school has secured money from Central government (DAK) for rehabilitation and will start this coming Monday. 95% of the children are reportedly back to school – 120 primary school children attending the school. The teachers received orientation on psycho social support from the Muhamadyah University Padang and all teachers are present.

There is a need for recreation materials which UNICEF can provide.

SHELTER: 107 tents with additional reserve tents to use as a preparedness measure. 

Many people come only to sleep. The team was there during the day and not many people were there. 

Health: A health tent was open with supplies and while we were there MSF arrived to meet with them. 

Protection: same relocation options as outlined in the first camp. 

Child Protection: same comments as for the 1st camp site.

3RD STOP: MUKO MUKO 

GPS Coordinates: S 00o 17’ 30” E 100 o 8’ 55.9”

General: This camp has only been in place for 2-3 days. (not as much information available.) It is right off the main road on northern side of lake.  It is mainly used for sleeping.  There is electricity for the camp. The ground is very damp and no amount of drainage ditch digging will change this situation.  Many of the elderly stay during the day and others come at night.  Because of the rain, people were starting to arrive with mattresses as the team was leaving. 

Assessment of the surrounding hills has apparently revealed further cracks which could open to become more landslides.

Population: 

· 97 households

· 461 people

· 50 tents ( 1 tent for babies/mothers breast feeding)

WASH:  Since it is a public place, water is available in the camp. The public toilet for people visiting the lake is not working. Arche Nova will provide water for the toilets.

Shelter: People only using the camp at night to sleep and could bring their own bedding. Tents appear to be adequate for the purpose of temporary housing. Dampness around tents could become a problem if displacement is longer term.
Education: no place available for children to play in the camp site. The local primary school has received 3 UNICEF tents and is functioning. No request for emergency assistance.

Food: According to the local officials, the supply was adequate, but more would be welcome. 

Health: the people have access to a primary health clinic. 

Child Protection: particular attention to the children in this camp site is needed, since it is open to the public and the children are more exposed.
