But first, just what is transitional shelter? 
Transitional shelter should provide affected households with a secure, dignified, and healthy living environment to live in during the period between losing their house and achieving a durable solutionF
F. The rebuilding process can often take years, and transitional shelters should be durable enough to last this period. Support provided by Shelter Cluster members may take a variety of forms, including a mixture of building materials and shelter kits, cash, community mobilisation and safe building training. Affected families may also choose to stay with host-families, who will require support during this period.
For the purpose of this form, we are mainly interested to know how many households DO NOT have access to transitional shelter. In other words, do not have access to a secure, dignified, and healthy living environment to reside in for that period.
