	UNHCR gave an update on no-return and protection issues
· No agencies are currently aware of any no-build zone in Davao Oriental or ComVal having already been declared.
· There is a long process which includes consultation and investigation of mitigation measures which mean LGUs declaring ordinances of no-build zones are likely to be several months away.
· Agencies should not be scared of giving life-saving emergency shelter assistance to those in areas which are high or extreme hazard.
· Commission on Human Rights has a human rights advisory “Human Rights Standards on Housing, Land and Property Rights of Populations Affected by Tropical Storms and Other Natural Disasters”. This was circulated to all meeting attendees.
