	Seasonal assistance
	ICRC:
· ICRC is will undertake cash for winter on Sinjar Mountain.
· Beneficiary selection planned for next week.
· 500,000 IQD/household, this will cover the kerosene needs, clothing and heaters, targeting all the 2,020 households on the mountain, however, unsure if all the households are still there.
· Provided heaters to 29 schools in Sinjar district.
Medair:
· 200 households moved from Mount Sinjar to Sinjar town, due to cold.
· Medair is planning to provide winter top up kits including; in-kind kerosene, water jerry cans and blankets in Sinjar. Distributions are planned for end of December/ early January.
· According to authorities, there are 3600 households in Sinjar town. Medair is currently doing household assessments.
· Visited Telkaif, 30HH identified, in damaged shelters. More returns are expected in the area. Hygiene kits and top up NFIs might be necessary.
PWJ:
· In kind kerosene interventions around Amedi district.
TearFund:
· TearFund planned for 1,250 households in Zakho, but the needs are already met.
· Currently looking for new sites/ gaps. 
· SNFI- to look at potential needs in Wana.
QANDIL:
· Considering North Ninewa interventions, in coordination with HCR & SNFI Cluster
· Carried out BNFI distributions for new arrivals in Zakho
· Currently doing cash winter assistance in Zakho, targeting 9,908 IDP households, each receiving an equivalent of $200/HH
JEN
· Sinune families received kerosene, 100l/household, few months ago from the government.
· JEN is considering kerosene in-kind distribution to all the 2,800 households in Sinune, each family will receive 65litres. The blanket coverage approach will mitigate conflicts. The distribution is scheduled for 17/12, if permission granted.

· CRS- considering cash for shelter in Shariya, targeting 3,000+ HH
· GRC- cash kerosene in progress for IDPs and refugees in Amedi and Duhok respectively, targeting 700 households, 200$/household. GRC is also considering second round of cash kerosene assistance, targeting 1,381HH, in 2018.
· ACF- 1700 winter kits available, to cover gaps/ needs. Cluster to advise where the needs are.
· HCR- Sumel distributions of 750 kits are based on vulnerability assessments. 
· DRC - considering 850 HH in 2-3 villages in Zummar. DRC is coordinating with ACF to assess new areas for return. WHH to share list of villages already assessed
· SNFI – estimates 6,000 households living in critical shelters in Sumel district. 
· Agreement made by cluster than each family to receive at least one set of assistance, whether new arrival / old caseload rather than some groups receiving assistance twice i.e. cash and in kind if this stops of families from benefiting.
Telafar
· SNFI- returns to Telafar indicate 200 households
· MedAir- to check whether they can assist on Rapid Need Assessments (RNA)
· ACF- for possible NFI assistance.
· DRC- for wash interventions.
· SNFI- Interventions would be carried from Erbil? To be crosschecked.

New IDPs:
· SNFI- DORCAS, TearFund and QANDIL considering to provide basic needs to new IDP families.
	






















· Laurence to follow up on gaps/ needs with TF and ACF
































· OCHA to share the report on returns to Telafar.

	Camps
	· HCR- provided winter top up to families in Nargizliyah camp. 
· MODM- Is providing heaters, blankets and kerosene to IDP camps. The distribution of kerosene started in camps located in upper altitude; Dawoudiya and Bersive camps.
· CCCM and BRHA to coordinate and agree on the needs in camps.
· SNFI – Bersive 1 and Shekhan - need 2 tarpaulins per shelter. HCR is looking into this.
· CCCM: Transfer of old MODM tents in Nargizliyah, to be used in Shariya, is still pending clearance from MODM.
	


· CCCM and BRHA to coordinate and agree on the needs in camps.
