Overview
The meeting focused on:
1) Selection criteria and process
2) Review of data collection form
3) Opinion pieces
Abstracts and case study inclusion
· ACTION: AP to circulate a draft prioritized list of selected abstracts for inclusion/further write up. AP to start data collection on priority case studies.
· ACTION: Working Group to comment on the list, specifically on those projects where there is more uncertainty whether to include or exclude them.
· DECISION: Criteria for selection include: 1) Scale (absolute and relative to the emergency/crisis), 2) not previously represented countries, 3) innovative projects/added value to the sector, 4) breadth of contributing agencies, 5) range of response phases (even distribution of emergency-transition-recovery if possible), 6) particular vulnerabilities addressed by the project. 
· RECOMMENDATION: Consider inclusion of certain projects in opinion pieces or mention them in overviews and/or book introduction, if they are not included as a full case study.
Data collection
· ACTION: AP to circulate finalized data collection form with the working group. This version will be used for data collection.
· DECISION: The full data collection form will be shared only with the contributors of the pre-selected projects. However, some full case studies may be still excluded on quality grounds.
· DECISION: ask contributors to provide sex/age/vulnerability disaggregated data (optional)

Opinion pieces
· ACTION: All to express preference for the topics to include and suggest authors (by end of the week), based on the document at https://docs.google.com/spreadsheets/d/1ZRDAo6t9jqoQ6VTqLVgbKO8AW7-1WjieijIMKDQ3N1I/edit?usp=sharing 
· DECISION: Once topics have been prioritized, the suggested authors will be invited to submit an abstract (max 250 words).
Other
· ACTION: AP to share Indesign files with Habitat for Humanity for layout purposes, with some recommendations and estimate of the deliverables needed. The aim is to improve the current graphic layout, seeking inputs from graphic designer(s).
· DISCUSSION: Global Shelter Cluster can suggest a graphic designer who has been working on Cluster documents so far. Habitat for Humanity to follow up in terms of contracting.
· DISCUSSION: Peer review process: IOM to follow up on this if funding is confirmed.
· DISCUSSION: Overview pieces are not yet available, they will be defined in the Global Shelter Cluster Meeting in October, based on selected case studies.
· DISCUSSION: a photo competition will be launched to select the cover of Shelter Projects 2015-2016, and pictures displayed at the Global Shelter Cluster meeting for selection.
