	Needs in camps:
· Kabarto1 6 tents affected by the rain & need 2 NFIs.
· Kabarto2 10 tents including 8 families affected by the storm.
· Garmawa 70-90 families evacuated to a school, 37 tents damaged, 23 available in Garmawa, 14 tents need and secured from MoMD.
· Shikhan camp, 1 rub hall damaged, 53 tents damaged and requires replacement. 200 plus cases recorded in need of plastic sheets. NFIs can’t be delivered (first tents replacement)
· Sharia, pending assessment 
· BRHA requested UNHCR to instruct KURDS to take action since its responsible for care & maintenance

Out of camp:
· Sinjar we have received information from ICRC, DORCAS and JEN of damage to tents. ICRC reported 200 tents damaged.
	
· MoDM confirm tents in Nargazlia warehouse can be used, need installation (cement, sand, and concrete blocks for the base), NRC, GRC, KURDS, CRS to check availability of resources 





· MoDM to support flood response with tents, JEN or ICRC to support.

	Camps
	· Around 150 caravans need maintenance of the floors in Mamrashan. Dawudiya and Rwange now also mentioned. SC to follow up with UNHCR.
· UNHCR conducting need assessment by KURDS following 
	· Follow up with WHH and GRC to take action
· UNHCR to share their priorities of camp projects for discussion within two weeks.

	Out of Camp needs and responses
	· UNHCR through Human Appeal will expand their cash for shelter programme in Telafar
· CRS have expanded their team and are finishing projects in Bybokht, Tobzawa, Kabarli, and are seeking other villages. The cluster is supporting with villages around Bashiqa town to balance work in the town centre.
· DRC confirmed to work in three villages; Filfail, Kivrok, Hiqol Aldawajen. It’s possible they will expand towards Wana or Batnaya.
· 520 Arab families returned to destroyed villages along the Iraq – Syria boarder.
· IOM continue to plan for 225 houses for Telafar town
· ACTED have started their vouchers based projects in Khorsebad. 41 houses completed
· NRC, updates on Teskhirab Kabeer & Sagheer. 60% done, assessment ongoing
· UNDP continues with 500 houses in Sinjar and Sinouni
· New tool for rehab developed by UNHABITAT. National cluster encouraging to use this tool to avoid duplication and help for future plan.
