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RELOCATING TO BETTER SHELTERS

Gaalkayo town of Somalia is home to about 25,000 IDP households.

The Municipality of Galkacyo district and the Regional Administration of the Mudug Region have agreed to provide a
permanent lands for 1,150 head of IDP households by the end of the year. Currently, UNHCR is supporting with the
process with construction of 102 shelters in Galkacyo District (State of Puntland) by the end of December.

The project is done in partnership with other UN agencies and NGO partners. UNICEF has already committed to
build a school with six classrooms, latrines and a borehole. DRC plans to provide solar lights and construct a
community centre. While the Regional Administration of the Mudug region will provide the physical security.

There will still be GAPs to cover with regards to shelter.
