a) The Iraq Housing Rehabilitation Overview (as of 20th Feb.19) was presented, with focus on Centre and South. Partners were encouraged to share all their related interventions, straighten the coordination to avoid overlapping in field.

c) Tent replacement is a key concern for most of the camp mangers as they have been expressing the need. Agreed way forward is to first collect tent related issues in the CCCM FSMT. Then, from that overview, analysis and further verification can be done to confirm that need and advocate for the replacement. 

d) In Centre and South, partners have almost completed their winter distributions. The very few remaining gaps or complains from the IDP Call Centre are covered after thorough assessments, to avoid re-serving same beneficiaries. IOM and UNHCR have confirmed their availability to cover pending winter need if any.
