	Out of camps
	Out of camp locations in in Sumel and Zakho has been identified as hosting a significant number of IDPs living in critical shelter. Partners to prioritize these districts which have seen zero shelter achievements in 2019. 
	· Partners to check ILA VI data set to locate populations with critical needs.

	AOB
	MoMD: SNFI expressed concern over the lack of coordination and credible information on MoMD tents arrival in Dohuk. SNFI shared MoMD camp prioritization for replacement with BRHA and partners.
MoMD has been distributing food basket, hygiene kit, home/kitchen set and clothes in Akre, Zakho, Bardarash and Dohuk city in July. Plans are to continue distributions for in and out of camps in August. 

Fire Incident: 20 tents have been destroyed on 6 Aug in Chamishku IDP camp, due to electrical fault. No casualties – UNHCR has already replenish NFIs for the affected families.
