	1. Presentation on single use plastic policy and group discussions on implications on Shelter/NFI operations. 15 minutes. 
2. Review of use of plastics in Shelter/NFI operations followed by brainstorming in groups and report back on (a) uses which can be avoided using other materials, (b) uses which are critical and cannot be replaced, and (c) uses which may be subject to replacement at some point. 45 minutes. 
3. Presentation and break-out discussions on energy use in Shelter/NFI operations with a requested output focusing on options to reduce energy use. 30 minutes.
4. Breakout group brainstorming on how Sphere Shelter Standard 7 can be met, with each group focusing on one of the Standard indicators. 25 minutes. 
5. Wrap-up. 5 minutes.
