DTM Round 1 - Quick Update 

• New data available in DTM dashboard

• Ongoing process to produce final report, meantime:

• In Adiyaman, 257 sites/settlements/neighbourhoods reported needs

• 76,154 people staying in these locations

• This does not mean this is an actual number of people sheltering or complete list 

of needs assessed 

• About 69 sites  or 27% of these locations mentioned shelter as primary challenge.
