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The original stated objective for the assessment was, “to increase the knowledge around the IDPs and Host Communities needs in Shelter and Basic Domestic Items in the North-West and South-West regions.” During the assessment design phase, the assumption was that the only available information on population dynamics was the International Organization for Migration’s (IOM) Multi Sectorial Needs Assessment (MSNA) which provides estimates on the number of internally displaced people and returnees according to key informants per village level. Given that the MSNA can only be taken as indicative of the situation rather than representative, the assessment sought to fill a critical quantitative gap on the shelter and NFI needs of IDPs through a household assessment and complementary qualitative focus group discussions. At the time of the assessment design, the focus was on internally displaced persons and hosts of internally displaced people, but during data collection, enumerators actually encountered 3 types of populations: 
1. Internally Displaced People (IDPs)
2. Returnees – former internally displaced people returning to their villages
3. Non-displaced people/host community: People unable to be displaced or people hosting IDPs in their village
While the original sample size was drawn from the number of internally displaced people reported in IOM’s MSNA from August 2021 at divisional level, the Shelter Cluster team had to recalculate the sample size based on the actual population type of the respondents after data collection was completed in order to conduct the analysis to the three aforementioned population types. In Annex 1, you can find a detailed breakdown of the sampling size per population group per division. Below you will see a summary of the sampling per population at regional level. While the sampling in the NW was covering significantly more subdivisions and aimed to achieve 99% confidence, the context of the NW and SW is extremely volatile with frequent pendular movements and access constraints, therefore the confidence level is best placed at 95% confidence level according to the following population types with the following confidence intervals. This means that in the context of the Northwest and Southwest, if we were to repeat the data collection 100 times, 95% of the time we would get identical results. In the NW region, between 41.01 to 46.99% of the population would be internally displaced people; between 8.61% to 19.39% returnees; and 38.89 to 45.11 % non-displaced. In the SW region, between 34.99% to 41.01% of the affected population would be IDPs; 12.16 to 17.84 % returnees; and 44.15% to 49.85% non-displaced. A further limitation to the assessment in the Southwest is that Fako Division was not included in the sampling due to lack of resources and the assumption that Fako was well covered due to significant humanitarian presence and previous assessments. Shelter Cluster partners felt that this omission was significant due to the fact that this division hosts the second largest number of IDPs behind Meme Division. Therefore, not all conclusions on the Southwest could be considered representative due to this methodological omission. Nevertheless, the Shelter Cluster team when calculating the estimated number of estimated non-displaced people did not remove Fako Division from the calculation. It is important to bear this in mind when reading the percentages and conclusions made from the collected data, with the weakest and less stable data being available on returnees in the Northwest Region.

While the household tool was approved by the committee organising the assessment (see Annex 2), the Kobo tool was not given extensive enough view prior to it being deployed to the field. This created several data collection errors throughout the survey and required extensive data in order to analyse the minimum required data. 
Given some methodological questions that arose during the analysis of the results of the Plan Household assessment, the Shelter Cluster was fortunate to have another source of data coming from the OCHA/IOM Multisectoral Needs Assessment. This assessment was conducted during a fairly similar time period as the Plan Household assessment and therefore provided a point of comparison despite the different methodologies used. The Plan assessment was conducted in December 2021-January 2022, while the OCHA MSNA was conducted during the months of February and March 2022. This assessment used several different methodologies including key informants, focus group discussions, and direct observation. In this methodology, IOM and partners visited the majority of villages assessed in their assessment:

Shelter Cluster Partners in the Northwest and Southwest Regions of Cameroon held two workshops to analyse the findings of the two assessments and to also validate and give their perspective on whether the data matched what they were seeing in the field. 
1. April 13-14 2022: Workshop in Bamenda: Presentation and Action Points
2. April 27th-28th 2022: Workshop in Buea: Presentation and Action Points
Approximately 70% of the survey respondents in the NW were female and in all population groups, there were more women than men who were respondents to Plan International’s Household survey. 

Out of all respondents in the NW region, the distribution between male and female and IDP, returnee, and non-displaced populations is the following: 


In the divisions of the SW where the assessment was conducted, the distribution between male and female respondents was more even and across population groups, with more non-displaced/host males responding to the survey than females. 

Below is a disaggregation of all respondents in the SW region according to population type and gender: 

Data validation criteria was not used for the average age of the respondents, so 28 samples had to be dropped from the sample to calculate the average of respondents due to improper data entry. In the NW, the average age of female respondents was 49 years of age with, while the average of male respondents was 52. The minimum age of female respondents was 18 years for females and 20 years of age for males. The maximum age of female respondents in the NW was 84 years of age, while the maximum age of male respondents is 96 years of age. The breakdown by gender and status of population is the following: 

In the SW, the average age of female respondents is 47 years old, while the average age of male respondents is 49 years old. In the SW, the minimum age for both male and female respondents is 18 years of age. The maximum age of respondents is 86 years old for females, and 93 years old for males. The average age of respondents in the SW per population status is depicted in the graph below: 


[bookmark: _Toc102995271]Population Analysis
In terms of population breakdown, there was a data collection error: The data collection form did not seem to add any validation criteria to reflect that the number of people per age and gender in the household should equal the total number of people in the household. The question of number of people in the household perhaps did not have to be asked and could have been made a calculation question in Kobo. Based on the number of people in each age and gender category the total number of people in the household was recalculated and %s was applied to analyse the population pyramids of the affected population.
[bookmark: _Toc102995272]Age Gender Population Pyramids per Population Groups
Cameroon’s population is recognized for being relatively young as can be seen in these various population pyramids. According to the World Bank, Cameroon has on average 35 births per 1000 people, and a death rate of 9 people per 1000 people showing that the population will continue to grow at a rate of 2.7% each year.[footnoteRef:2] Accounting for the overall local population in Cameroon can be complicated as the country has only conducted two national censuses, with the last census conducted in 1987.[footnoteRef:3] According to population projections from the World Bank Indicators and Cameroon’s Institut National de la Statistique,  the Northwest (NW) and the Southwest (SW) comprise 17.5 % of the population of Cameroon (10% of the population in the NW and 7.5% in the SW).[footnoteRef:4] [2:  https://data.worldbank.org/country/CM ]  [3:  http://slmp-550-104.slc.westdc.net/~stat54/nada/index.php/catalog/58/related_materials ]  [4:  ibid] 

When one looks at the composition of the various population groups in the charts below, IDPs in both the NW (62% below the age of 18) and in the SW (61% below the age of 18) are the youngest population group, while non-displaced populations are the oldest with 56% of the population below the age of 18 in the NW, and 58% of the non-displaced population below the age of 18 years in the SW. This however is not a statistically significant difference, and therefore there is not a causal relationship in age differences and movement patterns of these two groups.

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Disability in the NW- 
Respondents were asked how many disabled people they had by type in their household. When taking the total number of people per household, 13% of non-displaced people in the NW have a disability as compared with 12% of returnees and 9% of internally displaced people. The difference between non-displaced disabled people and internally displaced disabled people is a statistically significant indicating that physical ability is a determiner in one’s displacement status. When one calculates the number of households with presence of disabilities in the NW, 37% of IDP households reported the presence of at least one disability; 47% of non-displaced households have at least one disability; and 50% of returnees reported at least one disability. The various types of disabilities per population group per the total number of people per household per respondent is depicted in the chart below: 

Disability in the SW
In the SW, 12% of non-displaced people have a disability as compared to 8% of internally displaced people and 8% of returnees. This difference between non-displaced disabled people and internally displaced disabled people is also a statistically significant one indicating that physical ability is a determiner in one’s displacement status. Of respondents in the SW, 31% of IDP respondents reported at least one disability in their household; 40% of non-displaced respondents reported at least one disability; and 31% of returnees reported at least one disability in their household. The various types of disabilities per population group is depicted in the chart below:

a. NW– 72% of respondents in the NW region are living in rural areas.
 
SW- 85% of respondents are living in rural areas. The SW region has a greater degree of informal and formal settlement locations.

Given the dominant narrative of the crisis being largely urban in character, it was interesting that Plan’s assessment seemed to illustrate that the majority of the crisis affected population were living in rural areas. This is in contrary to the OCHA MSNA which labelled the number of villages to be of an urban character: 
 
Shelter Cluster partners agreed IDPs were primarily sheltered in urban and semi-urban areas. This likely indicates that Plan’s assessment may have a selection bias in the sample. 
In order to better determine the living situation of internally displaced people, IDP respondents reported on the settlement scenario in which they found themselves. The following is a breakdown of the various settlement scenarios as reported by IDP household respondents: 
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Amongst the survey respondents, in addition not the %s shown in the chart, .2% was reportedly residing in formal planned settlements (camps or collective centres) which is representing only 2 such buildings in the sample.
In the SW, IDPs reported a greater presence of formal settlements and also a greater degree of owning or renting their own house or apartment than in the NW. Host families were also reported by a greater percentage of IDPs in the NW than in the SW. 

Shelter Cluster partners reported that likely for internally displaced people that the MSNA results were probably more accurate and that the majority of internally displaced people in the Northwest and Southwest were still living in hosted arrangements in homes. This also probably stems in part from the targeting and accessibility challenges for IDPs who are taking shelter in the bush. Given the contextual and security sensitivities of these locations, the Plan assessment likely under sampled makeshift shelter types and 


Given this feedback, it is equally assumed that the high number of people in the Plan assessment reporting to be in self-settled arrangements (renting or owning), were likely renting. It was agreed that the terminology of “self-settled” was not very clear and was probably confusing for enumerators. This also highlights the need for the Shelter Cluster to provide better guidance to all humanitarian stakeholders on how to classify shelter and settlement typologies. 
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89% of IDPs are living in houses according to respondents, followed by 10% in apartments with a few IDPs living in collective centre or tent-like accommodation: 

The breakdown of settlement type and shelter types for IDPs is depicted in the graph below: 
In the SW region, the predominant shelter types are the following: 


It is notable that in the SW, IDPs are able to report a greater availability of emergency shelters than in the NW likely due to the restrictions on the distribution of certain items that would support in the construction of emergency shelter in the NW. 
In the NW region, returnees and non-displaced people are in the majority living in apartments and houses as can be seen in the following graph:  

Given that the Shelter Cluster in the Northwest and Southwest regions have not really used tents as part of the response, this shelter type was not clear. It is perhaps a confusion with makeshift shelters.
In the SW region, there are a greater variety of shelter types, while houses and apartments remain in the majority.
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To calculate the occupancy ratio for IDPs living in apartments and homes (99% of IDPs in the NW), the survey employed a proxy indicator of # of rooms per person. Data validation criteria was missing for the question of number of rooms in addition to the validation criteria missing for the # of people living in each household. A significant number of entries had to be dropped out of this question due to the data collection error. Unfortunately due to the limited sample for this question, the results do not depict the reality of overcrowding especially for IDPs who are hosted in their homes. It is suggested that for future shelter assessments that an estimate of the roof surface area in m2 be used. It is also suggested to add a question on the number of people sleeping per room with the gender breakdown. The results of the Plan assessment are shown below:

[bookmark: _Toc102995279]Materials used in the Shelters of IDPs, Returnees and Non-Displaced and associated Damages
While there were no respondents who reported living in makeshift shelters in the NW of Cameroon, there was not a conditional formatting question in the kobo, so some respondents reported on the question of what kind of material their shelter was composed of. This happened in 27% of instances for IDP respondents, 12 % of instances for non-displaced respondents, and 3% of instances for returnees. The answers indicate that it is possible that IDPs and enumerators did not have clear guidance on shelter type. This highlights the need for the Cluster to better map out shelter typology and provide pictorial guidance on the types of Shelter found in the NW and SW. The indicative responses are illustrated in the graph below: 

In the SW, 39% of respondents answered to the question on makeshift shelter material regardless of the shelter type. There were 55% of instances among IDP respondents, 40% of such instances among non-displaced respondents, and 25% of instances among returnee respondents. The indicative materials used in makeshift shelters for the SW are illustrated in the table below: 

Many of the other response types indicated that there was a confusion with the composition of housing and apartments. The response rates should be taken as indicative rather than representative given the low sample answering this question. 
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A question was posed to all respondents living in houses and apartments which better indicates the type of housing generally found in the NW and SW. Again, the kobo quality control on this was lacking (no restriction to those who answered that they are residing in apartments or houses), so all respondents could provide a response to this question regardless of their shelter type. In the case of internally displaced people who said they were living in tents or in public buildings, they could be referencing shelters in their place of origin or not be familiar with the shelter type and terminology found in the survey. Notwithstanding, the results provide a clear overview about what are the main housing types found in the NW and SW of Cameroon. As illustrated by the graph below, mud brick housing is the most prevalent type of housing, followed by concrete, and then bamboo: 

There are a greater variety of housing and apartment types in the SW as illustrated in the graph below. Timber is the more predominant material than mud brick homes in the SW. 

Given that the terminology of shelter, settlement, and setting types seemed to be using many different terminologies both in the Plan Household Assessment and the OCHA Multi-Sectoral Needs Assessment, Shelter Cluster partners in the Northwest and Southwest regions brainstormed the following classifications to clarify terminology within the humanitarian context of the Northwest and Southwest regions of Cameroon:

[bookmark: _Toc102995281]Shelter Damage
When asked whether their shelters had recorded any damage or not, IDPs in the NW were the most common population group to report (60%) damage which is probably a main reason for why they were internally displaced, while returnees were the second largest population group to report damage (58%). Non-displaced population groups reported the least damage to their shelters (38%). 

In the SW, IDPs reported the most damage to their shelter (47%) followed by returnees and non-displaced people (44% respectively). 

The survey asked respondents who reported damage the level of damage to their homes. However, there were several methodological errors when this question was being posed, including that the conditional formatting was not restricted to only those who reported damage to their homes. This therefore led to some data entry errors, including people who said they had no damage reporting various levels of damage, and also to people who said they had damage to reporting that they had no levels of damage. This makes it difficult to confirm the answers of the respondents. It is also important to remember that the respondents are providing their assessment of damages they witnessed, and the enumerators themselves were not technical. No photos were taken of the shelters, so it is also difficult to confirm the respondents’ opinion of their status. Also in humanitarian situations, respondents may be stressed by the damaged conditions of their shelters and could lack the technical terms to define the level of damage to their shelters. While language of structurally sound was used, this survey is in no position to make such judgements. In order to try to improve the quality of the data collected, a filter of reporting yes to damage was applied to the following breakdown of results. 


Houses were the most prevalent type to report damages as reported by 88% of all respondent types in the NW, followed by apartments with the following breakdown per shelter type for all respondents: 

In the SW, houses were also the most commonly type of shelter damaged as reported by 92% of all respondent types: 

It is important also to look at housing type for the levels of damage. This can help practitioners to determine and advocate for better building materials for housing and also in informing strategies to repair homes in the aftermath of damage or destruction to shelters. Mud brick houses sustained the most damages of all housing types regardless of population breakdown. The following is a chart for those who report living in a house (excluding apartments) and the associated levels of damage reported: 
 
Given the greater prevalence of timber houses reported in SW Cameroon, this shelter sustained more damage than mud bricks in the NW region. 
Households were asked if they had damages what were the main challenges to repairing their houses. The question was supposed to be asked only to those households who had damages, but there was improper conditional formatting used in the form, and this question was posed optionally to all respondents. The following responses were filtered to only those who responded that they had damages: 
 

[bookmark: _Toc102995282]Accessibility and Shelter Type
Disability mainstreaming in shelter interventions is critical in order to ensure that interventions are able to respond to the needs of the most vulnerable. Disabled people in the NW and SW are predominantly living in homes, per the following shelter types: 


The breakdown of households with at least one disability and reported damage to their shelter is illustrated in the graph below:

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The Plan Household Assessment sought to understand the various tenure types of households in both the Northwest and Southwest. The majority of IDPs state that they are renting with a formal agreement (31%) followed by being hosted by a family free of charge (26%). Most (45%) non-displaced people and returnees (48%) were appropriate the owner of the entire dwelling:  
The 

The situation in the Southwest region was similar with the majority of IDPs (43%) renting with a formal agreement or renting with an informal agreement (20%). In the Southwest region, however, the majority of returnees (21%) were renting with an informal agreement, while a majority of non-displaced households (20%) didn’t respond to the question.

Rent: As can be seen in the graphs above, the most common form of tenure arrangement for IDPs is renting mostly with a formal agreement. 
[bookmark: _Toc102995287]Modalities of Payment
A follow up question was posed to respondents who said they were renting or hosted and paying for their dwelling to examine the form of transaction that went on between landlords/hosts and the respondents. Unfortunately, in the Kobo design of the tool, there was no conditionality applied to only respondents that answered to these two criteria. This may indicate that respondents and enumerators did not fully understand all the land tenure types or that there are more complex transactions going on for all tenure types and that tenure in the context of the NW and SW may be need to more fully mapped. Shelter Cluster partners remarked that cash was the most prevalent way to pay for rent, due to the fears that formal mechanisms of payment would increase the risk of taxation on the transaction between tenants and landlords. Partners also remarked that culturally in hosting arrangements, it was likely that internally displaced persons provided in-kind support to the host family but that payment in itself would be unlikely culturally. 
Below you will find charts representing the main types of payments. Cash is the predominant form of payment for all population groups in the NW. Recall that this is a reduced sample and represents only 47% of IDPs, 9% of non-displaced, and 38% of returnees and therefore a wider margin of error is implied: 

In the SW, cash is the most prevalent form of payment. Remember that this only represents 71% of IDP respondents, 21% of non-displaced respondents, and 38% of returnees.

[bookmark: _Toc102995288]Source of Income for Rent
The primary sources of income for paying rent was filtered to only those paying rent or paying hosts a fee. Those results are illustrated below: 

Other sources of income including farming, unskilled labour, and other odd jobs. 

[bookmark: _Toc102995289]Average Payments
In terms of the average payments that affected populations are paying, there were also some conditional issues in the design of the assessment form, so respondents sometimes responded to this question even if they said they were not renting or hosted. Pending a verification of these entries or perhaps also misunderstanding the tenure type, the following graphs illustrate the number of responses by tenure type. Some samples were removed because respondents did not respond to their shelter type.



In order to show the number of population groups per type that are paying a certain price, the lack of constraints and conditional formatting on the survey prevented a more detailed look at which population groups were paying what. The Jenks Scale range by prices is illustrated in the table below for each of the population groups.

For the category of internally displaced people, the OCHA MSNA provides a secondary source of information on the prices. Shelter Cluster partners felt that these prices were more realistic of what they had observed. This is likely because key informants at the village level would be more aware of the average rental prices in their communities.

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To understand rental dynamics and prices, the type of house and the size of the house are critical indicators to understand how much rent is being paid. As can be seen from the graphs above, there is greatly reduced sampling for those who answered about how much they pay per month for their shelter. There were also errors identified in the proxy indicator for shelter size (# of rooms), as described earlier in this document. The lack of constraints and conditional formatting further does not enhance the analysis, but below are some charts that describe the size of the shelters and the percentage of each population groups paying that average cost per month. The %s were taken as a % of the whole sample of population. Some extreme values were discarded.

Lastly, the location of the shelter by settlement location is a key determiner in knowing rental dynamics, the indicators of geography and settlement type are therefore important to know the rental dynamics of the market. Below are some maps and graphs showing by settlement type, and then also by location and population type.

In the SW, urban non-displaced was dropped out due to a significantly higher average (outlier).

The Plan assessment sought to understand the risk of eviction. Shelter Cluster partners shared from their experiences that the risk of eviction was particularly high in urban areas. The Shelter Cluster is attempting to receive additional information from the Housing, Land, and Property Area of Responsibility in order to have a secondary source of information on the rate of eviction. In the Northwest region, Shelter Cluster partners mentioned a high rate of eviction and affordability issues for internally displaced people in Bamenda. In the Southwest this noted both as being a challenge throughout Fako division and larger cities such as Buea and Kumbo.

In terms of other sources of fuel mentioned in the NW, many respondents answered that they used bush lamps which uses kerosene as its source of fuel. Other respondents mentioned that they used torches which indicates a confusion between the more American reference flashlight which was a survey choice and the Anglican reference. Some other rare mentions included phone light and the light of a motorbike.

Of the other types of lighting sources, bush lamps were also the most frequent type of lighting used.

Shelter Cluster partners reflected that this was likely that following the achievement of having a roof over their heads, the other details of a shelter would follow after these other significant expenses were covered.

The cascading on this question was also not well applied, so that some people to whom this question did not apply replied to it. Given the analysis with the information collected from Key informants, the analysis of the Shelter Cluster 5W, and also this assessment, the %s are reflective of low coverage of shelter needs in the response. 


Other forms of assistance included for the most part food assistance, while some answers indicated that enumerators or respondents did not fully understand the definition of non-food item.

This questionnaire unfortunately did not use geographical cascading in Kobo, so it has required a lot of data cleaning to just track the interdivisional movement of patterns of IDPs from their place of origin to their place of displacement. More data cleaning could yield some interesting results on where the primary source of displacement to primary place of safety was. As can be seen in the charts below, the majority of IDPs in the NW would like to stay in their area of displacement as compared to the SW, where the majority are ready to return within the next year. Though it is also notable that in the SW there are an almost equal proportion of IDPs who are yet undecided about their intentions in the next year.

This question was also posed to all respondents regardless of their intentions. So in order to properly assess the question, a filter was applied to only those that replied that they had the intention of staying in their area of displacement: 


[bookmark: _Toc102995326]Reasons for Return Intentions 
Again this question was to only be applied to those who stated an intention to return, so a filter was reapplied to only those who stated that they had the intention of returning. In the response, IDPs could select up to 3 motivations for being willing to return.




The other reasons were not found in the dataset. 
In the assessment data validation workshop, Shelter Custer partners remarked on how housing was a primary factor in the decision-making and considerations of IDPs about their return movements. While this is a reduced proportion of the sample, as humanitarian actors move to adopt policies over the longer-term on intentions for return and support, it will be necessary to also conduct more in-depth studies on intentions. Housing and Shelter should be a key element of that research given that it is a key element of durable solutions.

Likely this should have only been asked to IDPs but seemed to be applied to more than one type of population. This question was mostly answered positively by IDPs showing that they are mostly welcome by the host communities in their area of displacement. Those not feeling integrated would perhaps be motivated to return at a later date.
