These guiding principles serve as the foundation for the design, procurement, and distribution of NFI kits, informing decisions about the selection of items, packaging, and distribution mechanisms. By adhering to these principles, humanitarian actors can maximize the impact of NFI assistance and better support the resilience and recovery of IDPs during times of crisis.
3. Guiding Principles for NFI Kit Composition





Transparency and Accountability: The procurement and distribution of NFI kits should be carried out in a transparent and accountable manner. Recipients should be informed about the contents of the kits and provided with opportunities to provide feedback on their usefulness and appropriateness.
Needs Based Approach: To ensure that the kit contents are tailored to address the specific needs and priorities of IDPs, the composition of NFI kits should be informed by a thorough needs assessment conducted among the displaced population.

Inclusivity & Accessibility: NFI kits should be accessible to all members of the displaced population, including those with disabilities or other special needs. Efforts should be made to ensure that the contents of the kits are inclusive and meet the diverse needs of all recipients.
Cultural Sensitivity: The composition of NFI kits should respect the cultural preferences, practices, and traditions of the displaced population. Efforts should be made to include items that are culturally appropriate and familiar to the recipients, while also avoiding any items that may be culturally insensitive or offensive.
Quality and Durability: Items included in NFI kits should be of high quality and durability to ensure they meet the needs of IDPs over an extended period. This includes sourcing items that are suitable for the local climate and conditions, and that they withstand the rigors of displacement and use in temporary living situations.
Each principle reflects a commitment to humanitarian values and aims to ensure that NFI assistance is needs-based, gender-sensitive, culturally appropriate, of high quality and durability, accessible to all, and delivered transparently and accountably. By understanding and applying these guiding principles, humanitarian organizations can contribute to the effectiveness and sustainability of their NFI interventions, ultimately enhancing the well-being and dignity of displaced populations in their time of need.

	· Access to essential health and safety supplies is crucial for addressing medical needs and ensuring the safety of displaced populations. NFI kits should contain mosquito nets for protection against mosquitos. 
· Other supplies may also be added including first aid kits, common medications, baby care items, and protection tools such as and signaling devices. 
· These components help IDPs address minor injuries, manage health conditions, and protect against health risks prevalent in displacement settings.

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Reinforced plastic tarpaulin in sheets of 4 x 5 meters was developed and designed for long outdoor use in all climates. Plastic Tarpaulins are to be used in support to humanitarian operations, for temporary shelter and are recommended for individual (family) shelter protection.
Made of woven high-density black polyethylene (HDPE) fibers, warp x weft, laminated on both sides with low density polyethylene (LDPE) coating, with reinforced rims by heat sealing on all sides, (or 2 sides heat sealing and 2 sides double stitching), and a 3 to 5 millimeters diameter PE or PP (flexible materials) rope on the edge, inside the hem. 1000 denier minimum.



Material net weight: minimum 190 g/m2 ±20 g/m2.
Tensile strength: minimum 600 N both directions of warp and weft (BS 2576, 50 mm grab test, or equivalent).
Tensile strength of the eyelets: minimum 700N inside the eyelets as per ISO 1421-1, pulling lengthwise with a hook of 8mm wire diameter. To test in 2 eyelets in each side.
UV resistance: stabilized against ultraviolet rays and excess heat for
long outdoor exposure.

[image: ]Synthetic sleeping mats are used to sleep on and must be waterproof, tear proof and material trim finished. The mats should be made from 100% synthetic yarns from virgin raw materials. Synthetic sleeping mats must not contain fillers, like calcium carbonate or any other type. The use of recycled materials is not allowed.
The synthetic yarns in a tightly woven 2/2 twill structure, using a monofilament or multifilament warp (PP tubes without fillers minimum 1000 tubes per meter length) and thick tape PP or polyester yarn in weft. The two short sides to be secured with a first stitch folded hem of the mat, plus one bias 40mm binding tape of minimum 10g/m with stitches through the fabric of the mat, OR with a double folded stitched hem. Four sides trim finished.
Weight: 0.500 kg/m2 minimum ±5%.
Color: Plain color, white or blue.Bursting Strength: ISO13938: 700 kPa minimum.
Tear Strength: The edges of the mat should not be tearable when strongly pulled outside by hand or other similar force.
Bursting Strength: ISO13938: 700 kPa minimum.
Expected Life Span: It is expected that sleeping mats will last for 12 months of use under hard tropical conditions. It has a shelf life of 4 years.
