Sohail-ur-Rehman, chaired the meeting. Mohammad Hashim Kakar DD SW Focal Person welcomed all the participants in meeting and appreciated their interventions and our view the situation of the relief activities. They elaborated and appreciated organizations efforts in affected areas. .Mr. Masood Atkhat (representative of NDMA) was also present in the meeting to monitor the overall progress of shelter cluster.

TRCS: 54 containers is completely installed in selected area and other are under construction in Waam, 
Muslim Hands and Helping Hand have discussed and sent proposal to their higher authorities for constructing boundary walls around TRCS Containers
DCO will ensure provision of transformer for electricity to expedite the work and instructed to fulfill their requirements.  
Al-Khair Foundation UK: Their medical teams are serving with close coordination of health department and the will discuss with their authorities to provide water tanks in TRCS installed containers for water storage facility. Further they will provide some equipment for shelter installation.
FAO: has launched it activities in earthquake affected areas they will provide 100 permanent animal shelters they already have identified 96 locations with the support of district government and livestock department

Al-Amin Trust: Completed 60 shelters and distributed 40 shelter material and they have provided with warm cloths for 300 families, 550 mounds wood and stoves in 9 villages of UC Kiwis. Moreover, they will implement the Qurbani project in same area.

Jamat-ut-Dawa: they have distributed the material for 584 shelters and they completed 100 shelters in assigned areas. They are facing delay in material delivery due to problems in Karachi
SCSPEB: Today they arranged an inauguration ceremony of recreation centers in Shin Warchoom. Moreover they are establishing 15 TLCs in identified areas..

They have completed the survey of areas where the will provide 50 home shelters.

CRS: The have planned to install 400 shelters with 200 latrines, and distributed material for 200 shelters in allocated areas.

So far the have not formally communicated with Distict Government tomorrow their team is likely to have meeting with district government to brief about their plan.

Muslim Hands International: have completed 103 shelters and structure ready of 60 shelters.

Boys’ Scout:  Their 45 volunteers are assisting TRCS in installation of shelters.   
NADRA: they are carrying out their activities for CNIC and birth registration in Gogi and Waam areas.
Helping Hand for Relief and Development: they are collecting data of orphans for their scholarship programme. They are already sponsoring 8,000 orphans in Azaad Kashmir.

PRCS: They have treated 102 (Male 49, Female 53) patients in Tor Zwar and Lail Ghat. And distributed complete package include tent, kitchen set, food parcel and 2 jerry cane per family in Basargi and Killi Shah Alam. Their new medical team has replaced previous team and has treated work from December 01, 2008 .

Human Appeal International:  they will implement their Qurbani Project.

Health Department: Dr Abdullah shared the progress of mobile medical teams working in Ahmedoom, Tangian, Kan, Suri, Sperer Ragha who has treated 25,000 patients of different diseases so far.
Merlin International: A medical team of male and female doctors has joined to serve in the district, who has provided shelter by TRCS, while their other medical teams are serving as planned in close coordination of Health department.
