TYPHOON MIRINAE (SANTI)
Update as of 04 November 2009
TYPHOON MIRINAE (SANTI)
Typhoon Mirinae entered the Philippine Area of Responsibility (PAR) on October 28, 2009 with maximum sustained winds of 140 kph. It intensified further the following day as it moved to Central Luzon. On Oct. 30, it moved closer to Aurora-Quezon-Camarines Norte areas. It also passed Southern Tagalog on Oct. 31, and weakened the next day as it moved farther away from the country. 
Casualties 

· Total affected families reached 61,596 (303,440 persons) in 582 barangays, 84  municipalities, 15 cities in 14 provinces in Regions III, IV-A, IV-B, V, and the National Capital Region (NCR). 
· 23,103 families (115,507 individuals) were preventively evacuated by local government units of Regions IV-A, V and NCR to 251 evacuation centers. 
· The total number of casualty is 28 (19 died, 6 were injured, 3 are missing). The deaths reported were in: Muntinlupa (1), Cavite (1), Laguna (4), Rizal (2), Quezon (1), Batangas (2), Camarines Norte (7), and in Catanduanes (1).
Damages  

· The number of houses damaged totalled 27,659 (3,129 were totally damaged, 24,530 were  partially damaged).

Casualties 

· Total affected families reached 954,087 families (4,478,284 persons) in 5,486 barangays, 364 municipalities, 36 cities in 27 provinces in Regions I, II, III, IV-A, V, VI, CAR and NCR. 

· Presently, there are 3,258 families (14,892 persons) living inside 54 evacuation centers.

Distribution of Home Repair Kits  

On November 1, Habitat for Humanity Philippines started with the distribution of the home repair/shelter kits in Malanday, Marikina City. A total of one hundred (100) families from Brgy. Malanday, Marikina City were benefited by shelter/repair kits. These are the families whose homes were damaged by typhoon Ondoy. Barangay officials mobilized their community to assist in the distribution. Houses are expected to be built within the week right after the distribution of materials.

HFHP targets the distribution of at least 10,000 Home Repair Kits to families whose homes were damaged by recent typhoons. The kits include basic home repair implements, such as roofing materials, lumber, plywood sheeting, nails, screws, tie wires, sealants, bags of cement, deformed bars, toilet fixtures, pipes, light bulbs, and other materials, subject to the needs of the families covered by this effort. One kit amounts to Php7,000.
This week, 200 shelter kits will be distributed among typhoon-affected families in Nangka and Malanday, Marikina City. They are scheduled to undergo orientation with HFHP prior to distribution.
