	1. Report on Partially and Totally Damage Houses
	ARD dela Cruz presented the data of the partially and totally damage houses as of this date.
The participants inquired if the data presented were validated.

ARD dela Cruz said that validation is on-going to ensure the correct data.
Moreover, they are also requesting the names of those who need to be relocated.

ARD dela Cruz said that DSWD will provide the cluster members the data/names once validation is complete.

	

	2. Status of Evacuation Centers
	ARD dela Cruz presented the status of the Evacuation Centers as of this date. She also emphasized that the survivors were given the family access card as basis of the services to be provided and to avoid duplication of services/relief goods.


	

	3. Areas not safe for Return
	The following areas are not safe for return:
*Isla de Oro

*Isla Copa

*Isla Bugnaw

*Isla Bacsan

*Isla Delta

*Cala-Cala

*Tambo Macasandig

The area should be cordoned by the PNP so that people will not go back in the area

Google Map was presented to have a picture of the damage areas.

Ms. Glofelia Uayan gave feedback on the meeting she attended on December 23, 2011 at DENR-X office. Accordingly, the identified relocation site is at Brgy. Cala-anan and the second option is at Brgy. Pagatpat.

Further, Ms. Uayan informed the body that MGB will conduct geo-hazard survey/assessment with the two identified areas on December 26, 2011 (Monday)


	Representative/s from the MGB should be around next meeting so that she/they can give feedback on their findings relative to their geo-hazard assessment.

The City Planning and Development Office should be invited next meeting so that the LGU will have representation 

The team who will assess the areas will be invited next meeting so they can report their findings.



	4. Urgent Concerns
	The concern on the temporary shelter of the evacuees since classes will already resume on January 3, 2011 was discussed.

Dep Ed commits to identify schools to be used as temporary shelter for evacuees. 
UNICEF will build tents as temporary shelter of the evacuees so that students can be accommodated in the classrooms once classes will resume.
For those evac. centers who were already closed, camp managers should account how many families who returned to their homes or where are they staying at the moment. 

Oro Habitat for Humanity is now preparing the relocation site in Cala-anan. The land area is now being bull-dozed to prepare for the tents or core shelter.


	Next meeting the team should validate the lot plan to have an account as to the number of families who will be relocated.

	5. Next Steps
	The following should be tackled next meeting:

*MGB should present their geo-hazard assessment of the identified relocation sites.
*Data as to the number of families affected in the danger zones/areas should be presented

*Follow-up with DepEd for the schools to be used as temporary shelter of the evacuees
*Report as to data of partially and totally damage houses should be emailed to the cluster members for their information
	IOM will follow-up with DepEd

DSWD-X will send the report through email.
