Mr. Nava presented the top ten combined Construction Materials for procurement. NFA Bulua bodega can be use as bodega if they will buy in bulk.

SHELTER BOX UPDATE


This afternoon they will transport 490 units. They can accommodate 200 families for Calaanan, add 50 tents at the back of the existing tent city, 150 at the 2nd site, 40 for Bulua Elem School and 50 for Seminary Ground. San Jose and Vianney Seminary is for approval.


The five areas in Calaanan: 1. Tent City with 365 families 2. 2nd Site with 150 families 3. Permanent Site where Pres Aquino will turn over the 4 houses to beneficiaries 4. Covered Court used as Wash facilities and 5. The area where the Compassion added 2 hectares yesterday. They asked IOM for 25 bunk houses for 120 families. City government is incharged of the site development.

Criteria is needed in transferreing fron tent city to permanent housing. Screening for families in evacuation center to transition areas is needed.

NO BUILD ZONE


The height of water is 3 meters.DENR will coordinate with LGU to check the No Build Zone because according to the law that LGU will decide on NBZ. HLURB is fast tracking for the NBZ because they have meeting tomorrow. DENR asked the group to push the Mayor for the urgency of this data. The 2009 data be available for reference ( Geohazzard warning ). NBZ delianiting will coordinate with City Planning coz it takes 6 months to make it. Ms Grace suggested that while waiting for the delianiting, we will use the 2009 Geohazzard warning.
