What is the implication in shelters about these people still living in the no build zone? 1st priorities for shelters are those in the evacuation centers. 8,333 families identified in the no build zone areas. Macasandig is in the first priority, since it is the badly hit area. Not all “tambo” is considered no build zone, especially in macasandig “Tambo”. 
Isla Copa is not an Island-not part of the declaration. 
Isla Bugnaw is not an island but included in the declaration.
· Make a walk declaration, to note areas which are no built zones/areas. And make a report/note on this street by street demarcation. Tuesday, Engr. Borja to present this in the City Council.

2. This shelter group will make a report and to make recommendation to RDRRMC to legislate for compensation by Virtue of the right to eminent domain- to compensate titled lots.

	Report of Indahag as permanent Site:
	Ocular Inspection conducted on January 30, 2012 and the following findings as follows:
*The proposed site is located in Lomboy, Brgy. Indahag

*The site is accessible through paved road. It is about 30 min. drive from the city’s center.

*Proposed site is own by the city government.

*It was formerly a multi-stock farm which has since been transferred to Brgy. Balubal. The property is now idle land.

*Proposed site is about 10.9 hectares. However, this is not contiguous as the other privately owned lots adjacent to the property.

*proposed site is generally flat to slightly undulating.

	What are the criteria that EMD follows?
	As of yesterday, it was decided that everybody in the evacuation center (west city central) is considered for the transfer to tents regardless whether owner, sharer, or renter. 

Due to the request in fast-tracking transfer of IDP’s to temporary tents, Beneficiary Selection Committee decided to relax, regarding criteria for temporary shelter, which would later on be strict in their criteria for the permanent shelter.
There are 200 more or less families from west city central ready for relocation. EMD, CSWD and DSWD, at least two from the three having same data prevailing like DSWD & CSWD the same then the person shall be considered qualified. 

DSWD, OCD & IOM can provide the logistics needed for the transfer of families from evacuation center to relocation site.
