PERMANENT SHELTER
-Last Friday February 10, 2012 ground breaking of 2.7 hectares in Indahag, Cagayan de Oro City is part of 10.99 hectares.
February 25, 2012 – the President is coming for the turnover of 300 Shelter Units both in Iligan and Cagayan de Oro City however the Habitat for Humanity targeted to finish the 300 units by April 2012.
Camaman-an, CDOC (near bulonsori) is also identified as permanent shelter and the houses will be built by Gawad Kalinga, the ground breaking will be on Feb.17, 2012. There are 19 awardees already since it is one of the City Government’s “Piso Piso Project”. The site was already developed with existing monuments.

	Beneficiary Selection Update:

	Permanent Shelter - 236 families are still from west city central, which is prioritized to be transferred to the transitional shelter. As of now only 99 families are still in the classrooms of West City Central School. 

Ms. Doris Siao of NHA shared that the List of Beneficiaries for permanent shelter will be posted in conspicuous areas, residents’ information charts, accompanied by radio information campaign.

Today is the deadline to filter the names from West City Central Evacuation. 248 units for Lumbia + 40 units from Calaanan = 328 units all in all.

	There was a report that XU will not allow additional families
	A suggestion was raised for a dialogue between XU & DSWD. There are 18 units from DSWD bunkhouses & 230 units from IOM bunkhouses ready to be occupied. 

	Due to the heavy rain, Calaanan 1 was flooded at the depression at the back portion about knee level. 200 tents affected and Calaanan 2 was also affected last night.
NHA-suggested to revisit the site to determine what part of Calaanan was flooded and its cause.
	To have drainage in the area and proper site development.
DENR-MGB and DSWD have scheduled tomorrow for the site visitation and to revisit the assessment of Calaanan.


	Sta. Elena, Iligan -permanent site. KIAC tents, 90% were destroyed. 111 families.
	To have a careful Site Development Preparation before installation of tents, will be recommended to the City Government.

	News states heavy rain for Philippines for Next 48 hours.
	Emphasizes that tents are really for emergency shelter only and not for transitional shelter; It must be bunkhouses or shelter as transition shelter instead of tents.

	Report of the proposed permanent site in Balulang, CDO
	The CENRO reported that the lot in Bldg Lot 3007 & 3008- already titled PN ROA, 3008-Crisiano Balase. All lots that they are claiming are all actually covered with patent. All lots which the barangay considered a Timber Land has private claimants.
Report is to be submitted to the Regional Director of DSWD upon request.
