1. Role of the TWIG
· Key areas where participants thought that the TWIG should focus on were:

a. Key outputs – appropriate materials, designs, technology

· The following was agreed by the group members:
GOAL: To support communities, humanitarian agencies, and governments in the reconstruction of housing damaged by Cyclone Sidr.

AIM: To provide locally based advice on appropriate materials, designs and technologies to assist community led-, humanitarian agency led-, and government led- housing reconstruction and rehabilitation.
OBJECTIVES:

To provide information and advice to agencies on technical issues such as appropriate materials, designs, technology
To provide a forum for agencies to present and share information for peer review by other agencies

To guide best practice on education, information and communication materials regarding housing reconstruction and rehabilitation
To guide training on disaster resistant reconstruction for local builders

b. Advising on different models of shelter and prices

Several participants noted that developing and recommending different models may be time consuming due to difficulties in getting official endorsement.
An alternative activity for the present time could be specifying what shelter or materials can be supplied at various price points.
Several participants ventured the approximate cost of materials packages they were planning on delivering. World Vision $600, Habitat, $600, CARE (reportedly – not confirmed, $3000)
