5. Press Release, Feedback from Agencies and Donors

Following the release last week of a press release on the urgent need for transitional shelter that remains in Sidr-Affected areas, agencies were asked to provide feedback:

The general view was that the fundraising situation had not changed much following the release of the press release. Although, it should be noted that many NGOs had not yet submitted proposals to donors for shelter projects at the time of the meeting.
6. Shelter Strategy and Programming Recommendations – The first draft of the “Shelter Programming Recommendations” was passed out to group members and comments were encouraged as the document should represent the combined perspective of all members agencies and not simply of the view of the Shelter Coordination Group itself. It was agreed that comments would be sent to the Shelter Cluster’s Technical Advisory, Sanjay Mukherjee – scg.technical@gmail.com, before the next SCG meeting

7. Update from Technical Working Group (TWIG). The TWIG group has produced a number of draft Information, Education and Communication (IEC) materials on the best practices in Shelter Construction. Comments were made on the desire to have more IECs on building with low-cost locally available materials such as palm leaves and that the minimum slop of the roof should be raised to 30 degrees.

8. Information Management Update. The subject of the categories of shelter activity being tracked was discussed and it was agreed that more categories should be added to capture the diversity in shelter programming. It was agreed that the Agency Summary Table would be modified to come into line with the Programmatic Recommendations prepared by the Field Coordinator and Technical Adviser for the SCG.

9. Early Recovery Discussion. The UN Habitat Representative, Salma Shafi, informed the meeting that the field work for the shelter component of the Early Recovery Assessment had been completed and that preliminary results would be presented at the next SCG meeting.


10. Cyclone Shelter Working Group Update. Salma Shafi from UN Habitat described the Cyclone Shelter Working Group’s first meeting. She informed that group that they would be gathering information on agencies plans in this sector and coordinating those agencies’ plans with government standards and initiatives.

11. Next Meeting. The chair proposes that the next meeting be scheduled for 1500 hrs on Wednesday 2 Jan 08 and that the meeting location would be changed to the CDMP Office.
