        No changes since sitrep 19
5.0    HEALTH
· Occupancy rates for the 5 sub-divisional hospitals are between 28% and 69%.
· Mortuary occupancy rates between 22% and 100%.
· All sub-divisional hospitals are operating normally with full restoration of Power and water supplies.
· Sub-divisional teams are still conducting public health activities on the ground which includes outpatient management, village/settlement assessment with antiseptic spraying,  quality water testing, food condemnation, mosquito larval surveys with focal spraying and general awareness on hygiene & environmental sanitation which needs multi-stakeholder approach to a mass cleanup campaign which needs to be activated from their relevant District DISMAC centres. 
· For most of the evacuees, their houses are generally clean & have been sprayed but the issue now is the general state of their environmental surroundings. 
· Concentrating on communicable diseases surveillance due to the increase in trend of suspected cases which is usually expected post disaster.  Sub-divisional hospitals have been advised to prepare back up plans in anticipating an increase in patient care.
