Analysis of the Current Status

Damage:

Currently the reported damage on the 3 typhoons is 240.000 houses (see Table 2). It is very likely that this number will further increase for 4 reasons:

· Based on reporting experience of the typhoons, many municipalities correct their initial figures (usually increase) up till one month after the disaster (see graph 1)

· A minimal number of 40 municipalities have not reported any damage, although they are clearly situated in the affected areas (see Map 1 and 2).

· The standing water in the municipalities around Laguna de Bay will slowly create more damage.

· More typhoons are expected.

Based on extrapolation of number for the not reported areas, where a distinction has been made for flooded areas (A1) and non flooded areas (A2) the expectation of the shelter cluster before the damage of Santi was reported was 325.000 damaged houses. With Typhoon Santi this will easily increase up to 350.000 houses.

Most affected regions are NCR, IV-A and region I (see graph 2). Region III has a relative high number of total damaged houses and a large number of not reported damage.
Need support

The number of households (individuals) that actually need (emergency) support after the damage (repair, reconstruction or relocation) is not clear because it is dependent on:

· Financial situation of the family and community

· The regulation if families are allowed / are willing to return home

· The plans of the government for relocation and emergency and transitional shelter
· The speed of receding water.

Currently the cluster works with the assumption that 50% of the households whose house has been damaged need emergency support.

Response

Currently 11 (national and international) organisations (and a number of implementing partners) have concrete shelter plans. The vast majority of the plans are waiting for funding (see table 1)

It is likely that this number of shelter organisations will rise the coming weeks and months, because there are many local initiatives. The Shelter cluster aims identifying and cooperating with these organisations.
GAP
The current needs – response GAP, bases on the current plans of the reported agencies and current (not inflated) needs (based on the 50% assumption) = 43%

The GAP varies very much per region and province (see table 2). This is caused by the fact that

· Agencies have not yet conducted detailed assessment and therefore not selected final target areas

· The data of especially region IV-A and III seems not reliable yet.

Graph 1: Total Damage reported Ondoy, Pepeng and Santi
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Conclusion is that the amount of damage reported stabilizes around 2 weeks.
