“A house that is in a safe location for return, 
which has remaining sufficient structural integrity
 to support and tie down a roof area of 3.5m2 per person”
· Total damage refers to houses so damage that they fail the above test. 

· Houses that are less damaged than the above test will not be focused on by the emergency shelter cluster
Validation for Evacuation Centre

· Families who are currently living (sleeping) in evacuation centres, who come from a Partially or fully damaged house and\or come from an area considered unsafe for return
Validation for Safe an Unsafe

· Cross check by NGO that the families original residence was in an area listed as unsafe

· Mac from, department of planning will email list of areas that must be relocated to google group
