Preliminary Results of the Multi-Agency Koshi River Flood Impact Assessment stated 
Improvements in the shelter situation are of utmost importance. Camps are overcrowded, poorly maintained and more than half of the displaced people report that their current shelter provides insufficient protection against the weather. 
Generally the conclusion regarding shelter was that still many families are yet did not get to be provided with appropriate shelter items and those in host families are of particular concern., especially the ones in host families….  It is evident that the registration of displaced people has been mostly concentrated in the established camps.
Saptari 
Emergency Shelter Cluster agencies have completed 4199 shelters and additional 890 Bamboo frames have been constructed. Plastic sheets distributed by agencies at the onset of the emergency are planned to be replaced by plastic sheets of higher quality. Plastic sheeting guidelines with reference to type and quality are available for downloading from the Emergency Shelter Cluster website.
A total of 3799 NFI sets have been distributed to the flood victims, an additional 1200 sets are available and will be distributed before Dashain festival. 

Relief support hampered by deteriorating security conditions and upcoming ‘Dashain’ festival. Local authorities report that criminals are trying to extort money from INGOs before Dashain.
Registration of flood-affected people in Saptari is now completed. 4,221 Nepali families have been registered and 1,600 Indian families have been identified (total 5,821). The CDO will undertake ‘verification’ after Dashain as there are reports of flood-affected people missing registration and non-flood-affected people receiving registration. Total displaced is expected to reach up to 6,500 families including more than 30% from India.
Storm events have destroyed some tarpaulins heightening the need for higher quality plastic sheets and additional rope. Agencies are planning to support displaced people with winter kits, which includes distribution of 4,000 heavy duty plastic sheets to 4000 families
Sunsari

Agencies have completed the distribution of 6700 NFI sets to the affected population. A further 5000 shelter kits including tools and plastic sheeting are planned for distribution. Plastic sheets distributed by agencies at the onset of the emergency are planned to be replaced by plastic sheets of higher quality.  
Issues: 
· Two formal camps constructed under the guidance of the Government of Nepal are currently not meeting Sphere Project standards. Discussions between the Government and implementing agencies are continuing with positive results thus far.

· Before constructing the shelters and relocation of people basic infrastructure facilities (water, sanitation, security etc) are required.
· DRC/CDO has made strategic planning provisions for ongoing registration and verification of past activities.
· Adjustments are required to avoid duplication of NFI distribution, agencies are working together to reduce the potential for duplication.
