	· Emergency shelter packages generally include tarpaulin, ropes, shelter tool kits (hammer, nails etc), tents, plastic sheets etc.
· Pre-positioning of shelter materials is difficult as those requires more space to store and maintenance is difficult

· Pre-positioning of shelter materials updated by the cluster on regular basis and when necessary due to emergencies
