Synthesis of Joint UNDAC-NDCC-IASC CT Rapid Needs Assessment
on the Impact of Typhoon Parma (Pepeng) on Pangasinan, Tarlac and Nueva Ecija Provinces, 13 October 2009
I. The Assessment Methodology

The rapid assessment covered areas reported by NDCC as the worst-hit areas in Pangasinan-Tarlac-Nueva Ecija provinces.  For a period of two and a half days, the 20-person team covered 20 local government units.  The Team’s Assessment Reports is attached as Annex B.  
II. Analysis 
The Team did an analysis of the priority needs of the most affected local government units (LGUs) in Pangasinan, Tarlac and Nueva Ecija.  The analysis focused on the critical needs on Food, WASH, Health, Shelter, Agriculture and Livelihood, and Other Relevant Issues.  The main challenge in the process was in getting the estimated number of the most- in-need populations outside evacuation centers as the great majority of the affected families have already returned to their homes or are staying with host families.  To address this, a critical percentage of the local government’s affected population was adopted based on feedback from interviews and ground observations.  This, however, does not necessarily mean that the rest may not need assistance anymore.  The initial provision of critical assistance would validate the need for more interventions (or confirm that they are no longer needed).
The identified critical needs require interventions aimed at preventing additional deaths, averting disease outbreaks, and facilitating coping mechanisms for marginal farmers who were severely affected by the floods.  This analysis also identified follow-on activities that need to be undertaken to ensure that the right assistance is provided to the right beneficiaries at the right time, in support of government efforts whose resources at the local government level has been fully exhausted.  It should be noted that in flood-prone areas of Pangasinan, there were already four flooding incidents that took place during the year before Typhoon Parma (Pepeng).
III. LGUs’ Critical Needs 
The consolidated critical needs indicate that 185,040 persons need food for a total of 191 days.  About 19,000 health kits and 6,100 water kits are likewise needed; 19 Rural Health Centers (RHCs) need Essential Medicine Supplies (EMS); 20,551 families need shelter family kits; and, there is a need for an in-depth assessment on agriculture and livelihood to look into the food security and vulnerability issues of some 93,000 farmers, and in the process determine the appropriate assistance for the poorest of the poor marginal farmers.
A. Pangasinan PDCC
1. Food – (See proposed interventions for affected towns/city)

2. WASH/NFIs and Shelter/NFIs – at the time of the assessment, the provincial authorities do not have an idea of the extent of WASH/Shelter issues in the province as it was still awaiting reports from municipalities

3. Health – The Regional Medical Center (RMC), located in Dagupan City, Pangasinan, would need restoration of essential services for a tertiary level hospital.  The Health Cluster should look into this as RMC is the government’s primary referral hospital in Region I.
4. Agriculture and Livelihood – With a reported total production losses of P1.3B, it is recommended that an in-depth assessment be conducted to determine the potential impact on food security of marginal farmers in the province.  This would also be the basis for further interventions that would offer the most vulnerable group of farmers coping mechanisms to deal with the impact of agricultural losses on their food security and vulnerability.
B. Rosales, Pangasinan

1. Food – Relief food items for 2,500 households (for the four most affected barangays) for a period of one (1) month.
2. WASH/NFIs – Hygiene and water kits for 2,500 households
3. Health – Provision of Essential Medicines and Supplies (EMS); acute respiratory infection (ARI), diarrhoea, cuts and abrasions are the most common cases reported
4. Shelter/NFIs - Shelter family kits for 2,500 households; a more detailed assessment on shelter is needed for the four most affected barangays; for the entire Municipality, a muti-sectoral assessment on shelter, nutrition, child protection and livelihood is recommended
5. Agriculture and Livelihood – Provision of seeds for rice, corn and vegetable for the most vulnerable farmers, which could be done after the conduct of a more in-depth assessment on agriculture and livelihood 

6. Other Issues – Immediate repair of the breached dykes is needed (Action Point for NDCC).
C. Villasis, Pangasinan

1. Food – Relief food items for 1,500 households for a period of two weeks.

2. WASH/NFIs – Hygiene and water kits for 1,500 households, and hygiene promotion materials; needs further validation after the first tranche.
3. Health – Rural Health Unit (RHU) need EMS
4. Shelter/NFIs – assistance for 145 totally and 500 partially damaged houses; shelter NFIs for 1,500 households (HH); needs further validation after first tranche
5. Agriculture and Livelihood – Assistance for 10,000 farmers needed; conduct of a more in-depth assessment on agriculture and livelihood is highly recommended to determine the appropriate assistance.
6. Other Issues – The municipality will not have power for at least three weeks; immediate repair of three sections of the breached dykes is needed (Action Point for NDCC).
D. Dagupan City and Astrodome Evacuation Center, Pangasinan

1. Food – the 132 families staying in the evacuation center need ration for a month; they are expected to stay in the evacuation center until the floodwater in their homes completely recedes; rising tide however makes this a long waiting process, hence the recommendation for a month’s ration
2. WASH/NFIs – Hygiene and water kits for 132 families needed.

3. Health – Rural Health Unit (RHU) need EMS

4. Shelter/NFIs –  Shelter family kits for 132 families
5. Agriculture and Livelihood – Conduct of a more in-depth assessment on agriculture and livelihood is highly recommended to determine the appropriate assistance needed for different farmer groups (rice/crop/fish farmers).
6. Other Issues –  Most parts of the city is still underwater at the time of the assessment. The City, together with Calasiao Municipality, make up the catch basin of the Province.  Floodwater from the rest of the province goes to the sea through this catch basin.  This causes prolonged flooding in both Dagupan City and Calasiao as floodwater is also affected by the daily changes in sea tide.  Continued rains would even prolong the flooding.  Technical assistance on camp coordination and camp management will be helpful in improving the conditions of the evacuees.
E. Calasiao and Evacuation Centers, Pangasinan

1. Food – food ration for 100 families inside four evacuation centers for a month; food ration for 2,500 families outside evacuation center (EC) for two weeks
2. WASH/NFIs – Hygiene and water kits for 2,600 families needed (inside and outside ECs).

3. Health – Rural Health Unit (RHU) need EMS and immunization supplies
4. Shelter/NFIs –  Shelter family kits for 100 families

5. Agriculture and Livelihood – Conduct of a more in-depth assessment on agriculture and livelihood is highly recommended to determine the appropriate assistance needed for different farmer groups (rice/crop/fish farmers).

6. Other Issues –  Similarly situated with Dagupan City, Calasiao is faces prolonged flooding.  Technical assistance on camp coordination and camp management will be helpful in improving the conditions of the evacuees.
F. Urdaneta City, Pangasinan

1. Food – No immediate need for food assistance

2. WASH/NFIs – Hygiene and water kits for 2,000 HH needed 

3. Health – Rural Health Unit (RHU) need EMS 

4. Shelter/NFIs –  Shelter family kits for 100 families

5. Agriculture and Livelihood – With reported losses of Php118M, the conduct of a more in-depth assessment on agriculture and livelihood is highly recommended to determine the appropriate assistance needed for different farmer groups (rice/crop/fish farmers).

6. Other Issues –  The Search and Rescue (SAR) capacity of the City needs to be beefed up and/or upgraded given the constant threats of flooding.  To date, the City only has one rubber boat. (Action Point for NDCC).

G. Bayambang, Pangasinan

1. Food – food ration for 2,000 families for two weeks

2. WASH/NFIs – No interventions required 

3. Health – Rural Health Unit (RHU) need EMS 

4. Shelter/NFIs –  No interventions required

5. Agriculture and Livelihood – With 1,600 hectares of farmlands flooded, the conduct of a more in-depth assessment on agriculture and livelihood is highly recommended to determine the appropriate assistance needed for different farmer groups (rice/crop/fish farmers).

6. Other Issues –  Repair of the 300 meters damaged section of the dyke. (Action Point for NDCC).

H. Manaoag, Pangasinan

1. Food – food ration for 550 families for two weeks

2. WASH/NFIs – Hygiene and water kits for 550 HH needed

3. Health – Rural Health Unit (RHU) need EMS 

4. Shelter/NFIs –  No interventions required

5. Agriculture and Livelihood – With Php19.8M estimated losses, the conduct of a more in-depth assessment on agriculture and livelihood is highly recommended to determine the appropriate assistance needed for different farmer groups (rice/crop/fish farmers).
