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SCOPE OF THE PROJECT

The unprecedented frequency and magnitude of humanitarian crises is challenging national and international actors’ abilities to meet the demand for assistance and services in increasingly complex situations. In the face of this large number of complex crises, including natural and man-made disasters, the humanitarian community is compelled to develop new and innovative ways to meet the growing needs of affected populations around the world, while also recognizing and interfacing with the growing number and variety of humanitarian actors. 

Efforts to engage the Diaspora in humanitarian action are grounded in this shifting humanitarian context, wherein humanitarians are looking to involve a multitude of stakeholders for a more sustainable and effective response. IOM acknowledges the need for and the value of this engagement, and the World Humanitarian Summit (WHS) held in Istanbul in May 2016 reiterated with more vigor that Diasporas are key partners for more effective engagement. However, despite widespread interest in diaspora’s increased role as humanitarian actors, their engagement in disaster response has yet to be systematically explored and coordinated with other actors for maximum impact. This project, “Engaging Diaspora for Alternative Approach to Safe Shelters in Disaster Response and Preparedness” implemented with funds from the U.S. Office for Foreign Disaster Assistance (OFDA), aims to engage diaspora groups to foster increased awareness on disaster preparedness and response, with a focus on safer shelters. 

Diasporas often play a key role in disaster response in their countries of origin, directly or through resources sent to their communities. Migrants from developing countries send home billions of dollars in remittances every year – more than official aid and foreign direct investment. These remittances spike following natural disasters in the migrants’ home countries, facilitating a significant impact on disaster response. Diasporas are also involved in many other aspects of disaster response, including fundraising and medical missions to their home countries.

Despite significant development in the shelter sector, a very limited portion of the post-disaster demand for shelters is met, meaning relief response often falls short of population needs. Normally, only 10-20% of housing needs are met in the post-disaster period, while research has shown that those who are provided with shelter assistance see their incomes increase at a faster rate than others.
 The World Bank has noted since the devastating earthquake of 2010, Hurricane Matthew has caused extensive damage to the country’s critical infrastructure and civilian housing.

Recognizing the gaps in meeting shelter needs and the key role played by diasporas, this project intends to contribute to the promotion of safer shelters, taking a new approach to the issue by involving diaspora groups of three pre-selected countries: Haiti, Bangladesh, and the Philippines.

The objectives of the program are:

1. Increase the awareness of selected U.S.-based diaspora groups on the importance of safer shelters for disaster response and preparedness;

2. Identify and promote channels for diasporas’ support and investment towards safer shelters in the countries of origin, in target ways, compliant with international standards

The program intends to work with diaspora communities in the United States from Haiti, Bangladesh, and the Philippines. These countries have been selected based on country-level vulnerability, the incidence of large-scale disasters, and the size of the diaspora within the U.S. IOM intends to engage diaspora organizations from these countries to provide capacity building and awareness around safer shelter standards and practices, within disaster preparedness and response. Raising awareness of the needs and technical standards for safer shelters from the “supply” component that the diaspora can control may foster the demand for those standards in the home countries. 
SCOPE OF THE RESEARCH

In preparation for the capacity building phase, IOM conducted a targeted mapping of U.S.-based Haitian, Filipino, and Bangladeshi diaspora organizations. The main scope of this mapping was to explore the landscape of diaspora organizations, understand the level of past and current engagement of U.S.-based Haitian, Filipino, and Bangladeshi diaspora in disaster preparedness and response activities in their country of origin, as well as to assess their level of interest in being trained on safer shelters standards and exploring more effective ways to promote safer shelters within affected communities in Haiti, the Philippines, and Bangladesh.

Specific objectives of the mapping exercise were as follows: 
· To gather information on how diaspora from Haiti, Bangladesh, and the Philippines in the U.S. interact with their home country i.e. through remittances, investment etc. as well as the frequency and other conditions of these interactions.

· To gather information regarding existing knowledge of disaster preparedness and response, specifically regarding safe shelters.

· To gather information on how diaspora get information on disaster preparedness and response.

· To gather information on past and current engagement of the Diaspora groups on disaster preparedness and management. 

· To gather information on individuals’ and associations’ level of interest and wiliness to be engaged in disaster response and preparedness, specifically regarding safe shelters.

· To gather information on potential challenges or conditions for diaspora engagement in disaster response and preparedness. 

· To gather information on feasible communication channels for engagement in disaster preparedness and response. 

It is important to note though there is no broadly accepted legal definition of “diaspora”, the International Organization for Migration defines it as a “people or ethnic population that leave their traditional ethnic homeland, being dispersed throughout other parts of the world”.
 For the purpose of this exercise, “Haitian/Bangladeshi/Filipino Diaspora” will be broadly defined to include any person(s) of Haitian/Bangladeshi/Filipino origin or descent, currently having his/her permanent residence abroad and willing to maintain a connection with Haiti/Bangladesh/the Philippines (i.e. civic engagement groups, community organizations, or respective interest groups). However, the term “diaspora” is fluid, and self-assigned. That is, those belonging to transnational communities often do so purposefully and willingly of their own accord, recognizing themselves, as part of a “diaspora” network, and therefore this identity can be more inclusive than the definition noted in this project. 

The mapping exercise included two main components:

1. A desk review to gather available information on the demographics of the Haitian, Filipino, and Bangladeshi diaspora in the U.S., with a focus on number; geographical distribution; history of migration; past and current engagement in their country of origin; and their engagement in disaster preparedness and response.

2. A survey administered to the diaspora leaders of all identified (and responsive) organizations, with the scope to gather direct information on the level and terms of engagement in disaster preparedness and response by individuals and organization representatives, level of interest, needs and other views with regards to this type of engagement.  

ORGANIZATION OF THE REPORT

This report summarizes findings from both the desk review and the survey data analysis. It offers a general picture of the U.S.-based Haitian, Bangladeshi, and Filipino diaspora as well as key information on specific issues relevant to the project scope

The first section of the report provides a broad overview of the role that diaspora communities play in disaster response and preparedness, and how this role has evolved over time. It is then followed by the rationale for the country selection of these three communities addressed within this project. The results of the desk review are comprised within the following section, with regard to Diaspora-specific information; with a focus on numbers, history of migration, profiles and past and current engagement modalities. The analysis is of the aggregated data collected through the survey disseminated to the organization leaders is then presented and discussed, through a quantitative and qualitative lens. The report will end with recommendations and conclusive remarks, informed by the desk review and survey data. 

DESK REVIEW AND MAPPING EXERCISE

RESEARCH SCOPE AND METHODOLOGY

The research conducted in this project relied on an open-source methodology conducted during a desk review of US-based Haitian, Bangladeshi, and Filipino diaspora, including historical and biographical data in order to come to a comprehensive understanding of the population’s size and demographics. The subsequent survey and mapping exercise conducted through outreach once these populations and diaspora organizations were identified, was used to discuss risk mitigation-specific questions in regard to how the community implements preparedness and response plans to natural disaster events. 

DESK REVIEW

In developing a literature review on these diaspora groups, we consulted a wide range of primary and secondary resources through online open-source research that encompassed: 

· International organization reports (WBG, IMF, UN, etc)

· Primary sources (interview transcripts, legal documents, government documents)

· Secondary sources (academic journal articles, newspaper articles, and books). 

· Social media sites such as Facebook and Twitter

These resources helped us achieve a preliminary understanding on the type of conversations Diaspora members have had, actions they have taken in response to disasters and the gaps that remain unfilled or unmet around the issues of natural disasters and specifically safe shelters. 

MAPPING OF ORGANIZATIONS

Simultaneous to the desk review, we also conducted a mapping exercise of diaspora organizations in the United States. We focused on diaspora organizations rather than individual members of the diaspora community. For the purposes of this exercise, we define diaspora organizations as organized, collective initiatives by the diaspora living in the United States to give back to other diaspora members living in the U.S., or to their homelands. These organizations vary in their size and scope, initiatives, perceptions of development, and capacity to access resources. Nevertheless, they are all deeply committed to contributing to the prosperity and growth of their countries of origin. To identify these organizations, we built on previous contacts at IOM and conducted extensive online research, including social media searches of the most prevalent and active diaspora organizations. We also used the 501-C3 organization database, which we filtered for “Haiti” “Bangladesh”, and “the Philippines/Filipino” and then filtered to ensure they were in fact diaspora organizations and not American charities focused on these countries. The organizations found were compiled in an Excel sheet along with key data points about the organization, including where they are based, the type of activities they are involved in, and their contact information, which helped inform the outreach phase of the project.

OUTREACH METHODOLOGY 

Once diaspora organizations were identified, leaders and participants of the organizations were contacted for preliminary discussions on the scope and intent of the project. Diaspora organization leaders in the Greater District of Maryland and Virginia area were invited to the IOM DC office, and other diaspora organization leaders were engaged in bilateral discussions through email and video/phone calls. These initial conversations helped to strengthen the scope of the project and get a clearer understanding of the engagement of the diaspora in disaster-related needs in their countries of origin. 

SURVEY ELABORATION AND DISSEMANATION METHODOLOGY 

In addition to the desk review, initial mapping of diaspora organizations, and preliminary outreach activities, we also launched an online survey. The aim of the survey was to gather insights and inputs from diaspora leaders concerning the diaspora’s role in disaster preparedness and response efforts in their countries of origin, with a focus on the promotion of safer shelters. We targeted diaspora organization leaders because they were best fit to answer questions about their organization’s and network’s structure, goals, membership, etc. We define “diaspora leader” as anyone serving in a formal leadership position in the organization or simply a team member who would lead/coordinate disaster preparedness and response activities within the organization if the organization were to be engaged in these efforts. 

The survey was organized as follows: First, diaspora leaders were asked to provide their organization’s profile (i.e. goals and activities, structure, network, types of events held and their frequency, and their level of interest in disaster preparedness in their country of origin). Diaspora leaders were then requested to answer questions related to their organization’s past experiences, if any, in disaster preparedness and relief. In the final section, we sought to learn how knowledgeable members and participants of these organizations were about various aspects of disaster preparation and response by asking diaspora leaders to assess how well they think their members understand concepts and principles of disaster preparedness and response. Survey results will shape customized curricula of future capacity building initiatives hosted by IOM to further enhance the efficiency and effectiveness of assistance provided by diasporas to promote disaster response and preparedness, particularly related to safer shelters, in their countries of origin. 
CHALLENGES AND LIMITATIONS TO THE MAPPING EXERCISE

Though the project will aid in fostering an initial understanding of the rate and the degree of disaster occurrence in the Haiti, Bangladesh, and the Philippines, and the potential role of diaspora organizations, there are nonetheless several limitations to the study that must be recognized. First, resources on diaspora engagement are scarce. While there is reporting on how the diaspora in general provide aid in home countries via remittances and investment, on-the-ground work of diaspora organizations following natural disasters, particularly in the shelter sector, is often not publicized. Second, we found in our mapping exercise of the diaspora organizations that many organizations are not accessible online, and consequently we risk losing many potential partners because of this limitation. Third, the sheer geographic expanse of diaspora organizations located throughout the United States, limited our ability to contact all of them for initial discussions and increased the risk of losing important feedback from those outside of our immediate proximity. Fourth, some diaspora organizations we contacted did not express interest in our project, resulting in a narrower scope than we originally intended. Finally, the diaspora organizations consulted constituted of a small population that held experience in emergency relief, and disaster response filtering out many individuals and organizations within the US that have no practical experience or expertise in this sector. 

THE ROLE OF DIASPORAS IN DISASTER RESPONSE AND PREPAREDNESS

The available literature on the role that diaspora communities play in their countries of origin, particularly with regard to remittances, is vast. This section aims to provide a summary of the existing literature on diaspora engagement with their communities of origin, keeping in mind that there is an abundance of research we were unable to cover in this section of the report. 

Diasporas are certainly not new actors within the field of disaster response. Due to their high degree of access, local knowledge, and ability to respond and mobilize quickly in disaster situations in their countries of origin, the international community has been exploring and developing a unique relationship with diaspora members and their networks.
 The increased visibility and reach of diaspora engagement in humanitarian response has attracted growing attention from the international community over the last few decades, which has resulted in new research, studies, events and publications covering this issue. Although we have reached a better understanding of “why” diaspora engagement in disaster response and preparedness matters, we are now faced with the need to ensure that this engagement takes place in an inclusive, effective and systematic manner. The Diaspora Emergency Aid & Coordination (DEMAC) Project implemented by the EU’s Humanitarian Aid and Civil Protection department (ECHO) seeks to address “an understanding to enhance mutual understanding between diaspora-led and conventional actors of emergency response, and effect better coordination”
. As diaspora communities become more influential in disaster response, particularly within the ability to:

· Provide assistance in non-conventional humanitarian ways

· In emergency settings, have access to first-hand information

· Insert large amounts of cash support

· Deploy skilled volunteers to their country of origin

· Access areas/communities conventional actors struggle to serve

Further, the World Bank estimates that remittances up to a total of USD 436 billion are sent to their countries of origin in 2014 three times the amount of traditional development aid, it is crucial to explore the link of how diaspora community disaster response can be incorporated into the humanitarian system.
  
Within the scope of preparedness, disaster risk mitigation and reduction within the humanitarian field has historically been focused on internal mechanisms of support created at all levels of a society to implement policies. Yet not much research or assessment have been conducted in regard to diaspora community engagement in the preparedness again natural disasters, though a joint World Bank-UN Assessment of the Economics of Disaster Risk Reduction used evidence-based and anecdotal case studies to determine that households receiving remittances from diaspora communities are better equipped ex ante to mitigate the shocks of a natural disaster, in the form of infrastructural development or financial reserves.

ROLE OF REMITTANCES IN DISASTER PREPAREDNESS

It is well known that diaspora involvement in humanitarian response traditionally takes the form of remittances that are sent back to families and communities in the countries of origin. Remittances are also proven countercyclical, increasing at a time where other financial sources are less available. There seems to be a significant pattern between the amount of money foreign workers send home and the timing of natural disasters in their home countries. A 2009 study by the World Bank found that remittances typically increase after a natural calamity hits overseas workers’ countries of origin.
 Migrant remittance flows increase in the aftermath of natural disasters, macroeconomic or financial crises, and act as a safety net for households that have migrants abroad. In the case of the Philippines, remittances from the diaspora increased by $600 million in the three months following Typhoon Haiyan,
 with charitable foundations working directly with the government and communities also making notable contributions. Conversely, with the 2010 earthquake in Haiti, many US-based Haitian diaspora organizations quickly shifted their priorities to reconstruction and relief, with remittance rates spiking to $1.1 billion by 2012.
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Remittances can also play a fundamental role in disaster preparedness by making resources available for investments in medical supply, food supply, and improvements in infrastructure to increase disaster resilience. For instance, the World Bank has found that Ghanaian families who receive international remittances tend to have concrete rather than mud houses that are found to be more useful in disaster preparedness.
 This is noted to be at a household and community-level investment. That is, the International Fund for Agricultural Development (IFAD) reports the introduction of remittances into a household or small community allows them to “reach their own SDG’s” – with an estimated 75 percent of remittance flows going towards immediate needs.
 

There seems to be a lack of research concerning diaspora groups’ involvement in humanitarian assistance, particularly regarding remittances; financial mapping may be a useful tool to collect more data. Establishing closer collaboration with financial institutions can help minimize the obstacles associated with transferring funds from diaspora groups to affected populations for both individuals and organizations were suggested. 

OTHER FORMS OF SUPPORT
Although financial remittances represent the most prevalent form of support offered by diaspora groups in the wake of humanitarian crises, Diasporas should be seen as more than just remittance providers. Beyond their financial value, diaspora groups also bring intellectual, political, social, and cultural capital. By having in-depth knowledge of the country and the language, as well as familiarity with social, cultural, and religious norms, diaspora communities have a much stronger link to their respective countries of origin than humanitarian organizations. Also, because of this personal link, they tend to remain committed to their country of origin long after humanitarian organizations have completed their engagement.

Diaspora involvement also includes in-kind support to friends, relatives, or civil society organizations in their countries of origin, as well as volunteerism in their homeland or host countries, either individually or as part of an organization or network. New technologies and innovations, particularly in communications and finance, have further enabled people in diaspora communities to be involved in disaster and emergency preparedness and response in a greater number of ways than ever before.
 Many contribute to relief efforts through the utilization of online platforms, including websites, donation platforms, and SMS donation mechanisms. In addition, diaspora groups’ media outlets and social media platforms are able to mobilize community efforts in times of crisis within their countries of origin.

As an example of diaspora-sponsored resilience building, in Somalia’s long-term crisis, the diaspora has been engaged for decades in delivering services, restoring infrastructure and responding to emergencies (man-made and natural), with an estimated 40% of the Somali population dependent on its support.
 Likewise, increasingly over the last five years, diaspora communities from Haiti, Libya, Somalia, Syrian Arab Republic, Pakistan and various Asian countries have seen significant sources of donations, volunteers and information in the wake of humanitarian emergencies in their countries of origin.

International donor aid can take weeks or months to mobilize and establish large-scale humanitarian programs. In contrast, diasporas play a significant role in delivering early assistance directly to those in need through e-vouchers and cash transfers. The affected communities use these direct cash transfers to revitalize local markets, restore family livelihoods and redirect emergency funds based on evolving needs. 

In addition to direct donations, diaspora communities are establishing an increasing number of non-governmental organizations (NGOs), charities and foundations to provide humanitarian assistance to affected populations in their home countries. For example, Pakistani-Americans created the American Pakistan Foundation at the end of 2009 to raise money for flood relief;
 the Somali Relief and Development Forum in the United Kingdom, an umbrella organization of Somali-led charities, provides relief and implements development projects throughout Somalia,
 and in 2013, a group of 18 United States–based relief organizations with ties to the Syrian community formed the American Relief Coalition for Syria to provide various forms of humanitarian assistance in response to the conflict.
 

Diaspora communities often send relief volunteers, doctors, nurses and engineers, who return to their countries of origin to provide assistance, and have the benefit of first-hand knowledge, cultural and language skills, and connections with affected populations and groups. For example, Haitian-American doctors and nurses flew back to Haiti in the aftermath of the earthquake and subsequent cholera epidemic to provide emergency medical care.
 The most actively engaged diaspora communities are usually those that have large percentages of well-educated, highly skilled professionals and entrepreneurs. (I would propose to rethink how this section is presented.  Right now it feels like its jumping all over the place)

The proliferation of new information and communications technologies is the most significant driver of the growing capacity of diaspora populations to play a greater role in humanitarian response. Diasporas have long used wire transfers to send remittances back home, but the proliferation, affordability and accessibility of new technologies—including mobile phones, online banking services, social media platforms, and digital currency—have strengthened the communication between diasporas and their home communities, and have facilitated the transfer of funds for humanitarian and development purposes.
 In addition to unconditional electronic cash transfers, diaspora NGOs are dispersing e-vouchers to enable affected families and civil society groups to buy food, pay rent, purchase shelter materials and household goods, and pay for medical and health care.
 New technology also results in faster reporting on disasters and crises worldwide from the affected people themselves, with text messaging and other forms of citizen or crowd-sourced reporting creating a new source of real-time information on crises for national actors and the international community.
 As was the case with Haiti, the innovation of open-source software increased the ability for relief organizations and communities to establish citizen-reported incidents, map infrastructural and geographically unsafe areas, and crow-source information in real time.
 Therefore the rapid evolution of technology presents a new advantageous frontier for the humanitarian field in engaging with diaspora relief organizations. Those who have established monetary, social media, and other forms of technological networks are well-equipped to partner with larger civil society and relief organizations during times of crisis in providing for the quick and effective dissemination of information and resources.

CHALLENGES 
Diaspora engagement in humanitarian response may be faced with some challenges, derived from a possible detachment of these diaspora groups from the current situation, outdated knowledge of the country, and possible frictions and differences in objectives between diaspora groups and their communities of origin. It is worthwhile to acknowledge real or perceived competition between locals and diaspora, whether along ethnic, political or economic lines,
 and how these elements could affect cooperation and coordination between these groups of stakeholders. 

Furthermore, the nature of the relations with the home country governments can affect the nature of the engagement, as well as the existing systems of diaspora engagement within the national and local structures. Diasporas sometimes distrust or even actively oppose the governments in their home countries and more often channel financial aid directly to family members, friends, hometown associations, and society groups, rather than contributing through international organizations Further, locals could also harbor distrust of the Diaspora and their objectives, viewing them removed from the day-to-day in the country of origin, so it is imperative to focus on strengthen not only government ties but the interactions between Diaspora and local communities. Yet, the role of the governments is key in strengthening their national policies and fully recognizing diaspora groups and migrant contributions, as well as integrating diaspora groups into their national development programs. Destination countries can, for instance, engage diaspora groups during preparedness efforts to help foster future contributions toward disaster response. In some cases, countries of origin have established specific departments within the government responsible for engaging with their diaspora groups, taking into consideration their nationals’ wish and ability to contribute to humanitarian and development efforts. 

But the number of countries engaged with their diaspora remains too few. A report from the Migration Policy Institute show that as of 2009, there were only 45 diaspora-engaging institutions in 30 developing countries. Countries that have established ministry-level diaspora institutions include Bangladesh, Haiti, India, Lebanon, Sri Lanka, and Yemen.
 Other countries such as Peru, Romania, Chile, Brazil, and the Philippines have established sub ministry-level institutions by creating special offices, typically under the Ministry of labor and/or foreign affairs. 

INTERNATIONAL HUMANITARIAN PRINCIPLES AND COORDINATION MECHANISMS 

It is relevant to note that in the light of the growing number of protracted crises worldwide, there is a widening funding gap between what is required and the resources available. In this sense, it has also been debated within the international community whether and how diaspora groups can bridge this gap. 

Although the involvement of diaspora groups is certainly seen as worthwhile, there may be concerns related to the adherence by this group of non-traditional humanitarian actors to international humanitarian principles. Since diaspora communities have direct connections with affected populations, they tend to provide their aid outside of established humanitarian assistance channels, often instead to individuals rather than groups or institutions.

Unlike international humanitarian organizations, independent diaspora groups do not necessarily have to function within the established frameworks of the core humanitarian principles of neutrality, humanity, impartiality, and independence. These principles provide the foundation for humanitarian action, and are central to establishing and maintaining access to affected people, whether in natural disasters or a complex emergency, separating life-saving humanitarian assistance from other political and military objectives, with the aim of ensuring that people receive assistance based on their needs without discrimination.
 Adherence to these humanitarian principles is an important component of the humanitarian sector’s overall legitimacy and accountability. 

Although diaspora groups do not officially abide by the standard humanitarian principles, many diaspora groups have their own set of principles and ideas on transparency and fairness, which may or may not correspond with the official humanitarian principles directing the action of more traditional humanitarian actors. This project intends to reduce this potential divide by increasing Diasporas’ awareness of these principles, along with best practices in safer shelters and overall coordination mechanisms in disaster response and preparedness. 

Despite the increasing recognition of diaspora groups’ contributions, there are no structured frameworks for their engagement to help improve established coordination mechanisms. As noted during the consultations of the World Humanitarian Summit, cooperation and partnerships between humanitarian organizations and diaspora groups could enhance efficiency and utilize the potential of smaller groups and organizations, though it may increase the risk of exposing them to the same hindrances as international organizations, particularly regarding access and bureaucracy. To facilitate these partnerships and engagement, some argued that a shift in mindset that encourages humanitarian organizations and diaspora groups to work together is needed, including through capacity building and training on humanitarian skills and principles, as this project proposes. 

Traditional international humanitarian organizations and some international organizations recently have made efforts to more effectively engage with diaspora communities and enhance awareness, coordination and action in responding to disasters and humanitarian crises. IOM has formulated a comprehensive strategic approach centered on the 3Es for action: to enable, engage, and empower transnational communities as agents for disaster response and for development, with programs spanning from diaspora mapping to diaspora engagement in humanitarian disasters.

At this point, the question is how, as an international organization, to actively and appropriately engage with these diaspora groups to mutually benefit from each other’s experiences, skillsets, and resources. Humanitarian organizations and diaspora groups should undertake efforts to understand, acknowledge, and value each other’s initiatives and approaches where they work parallel to each other but lack mutual strategies. This requires closer collaboration and open dialogue between all stakeholders, and possibly a shift in the traditional international humanitarian architecture. IOM can play a convening role to help facilitate further discussions and partnerships between diaspora groups and humanitarian organizations. To integrate diaspora interventions in humanitarian response, policies, funding, support, and dialogue must be increased in order for international organizations, local actors, private sector entities, and government institutions to form relationships that fully engage diaspora groups as equal partners. 
 DIASPORA COMMUNITIES AND THEIR ENGAGEMENT IN DISASTER RESPONSE AND PREPAREDENESS
JUSTIFICATION FOR COUNTRY SELECTION

IOM looked at three criteria to determine which countries, and therefore which diaspora groups to select for the project. These criteria are: 

a) Large scale disaster occurred in country in the past ten years,

HAITI

NATURAL DISASTER RISK 

Haiti’s location in the Caribbean Basin puts the country at great risk for being hit by tropical storms.
 The country is also at high risk for earthquakes, since it is located on the Caribbean plate that is closely bordered by the North American plate. The boundary between these plates is a conservative plate boundary, meaning that they are slowly sliding past each other and earthquakes occur when strain is built up and they “jump” position.

Due to its geographic location, Haiti has experienced devastating earthquakes, flooding, mudslides, and hurricanes. The biggest natural disaster risks in Haiti are tropical storms, hurricanes, flash floods, mudslides droughts, and other incidents, such as earthquakes, at a frequency rate of 43.3%, 50.7%, 4.5%, and 1.5% respectively.
 Mortality from natural disasters is disproportionate from its incidence: between 1990 and 2014, 96.4% of deaths from natural disasters were caused by earthquakes, 2.2% by storms, and 1.3% by other disasters.
 Haiti also has the highest vulnerability to hurricanes relative to other small small island nations in the region.

Over the decade and a half, there have been several natural disasters, including Hurricane Jeanne that hit Gonaïves in September 2004, killing 3,000 people and leveling the city. In 2008, four hurricanes (Fay, Gustav, Hanna, and Ike) occurred within a 30-day period. These hurricanes killed over 800 people, destroyed over 60 percent of the country’s harvest, and caused eight billion dollars in damages. In January 2010, a magnitude-seven earthquake destroyed the majority of Haiti’s capital, Port-au-Prince, and devastated the country as a whole, killing at least 90,000 (although the official death toll of the government is as high as 300,000) and displacing approximately 1.5 million people. Following the devastation, in October 2010 a cholera outbreak occurred south of Port-au-Prince in the Artibonite Department spreading along the river, overwhelming hospitals and straining a city crowded with the one million internally displaced people (IDPs).
 

Most recently, in October 2016, Hurricane Matthew hit Haiti, resulting in catastrophic flooding and mudslides, in particular in the department of the Grand’Anse. At least 120,000 homes were damaged or destroyed, cell phone towers were knocked down, schools were damaged, and an outbreak of 10,000 cases of cholera were reported in the aftermath of the disaster, due to the significant damage of Haiti’s life support infrastructure.
  

In terms of country-level vulnerability, Haiti ranked 21st on the World Risk Index with 11.68% of its population deemed at high risk in 2016.
 This ranking is a combination of incidence of exposure to natural disasters (16.26%) and the vulnerability of the population to such disasters (45.91%). Vulnerability is a measurement of three key areas: susceptibility (likelihood of suffering harm) [see Table 1], lack of coping capacities (capacities to reduce negative consequences) [see Table 2], and adaptability (lack of adaptive capacities) [see Table 3].
 Haiti is ranked 3rd globally for having the greatest lack of capacity to cope with disasters [see Table 4], demonstrating the scale of vulnerability Haiti experiences.

FACTORS EXACERBATING HAITI’S GEOGRAPHIC VULNERABILITY

Many of the Haiti’s urban centers such as Port-au-Prince, Nord-Est, and Nord-Ouest have the highest poverty rates and the lowest hospital densities. The implication of this is that if natural disasters occur in these areas, those who need critical assistance will not likely be able to receive medical assistance. Poor governance compounds the impact of natural disasters, as preparedness and response capacities are lacking on a national level.
 Additionally, deforestation is a major problem in the country. Between 1990-1995, Haiti’s annual deforestation rate was 3.4% and as of 2010, only 2% of the country’s forest cover remained. Such environmental degradation has exacerbated Haiti’s already high vulnerability to flooding and landslides.
 

Poor shelters is a critical risk factor since high winds, flooding, land/mudslides, and storm surges during tropical storms can cause loss of life and damage to property.
 Earthquakes can also cause loss of life and property damage due to collapsing buildings and infrastructure, falling objects, landslides, and stampedes. These losses threaten the living standards of affected families, often translating to long-term loss of income. In impoverished countries like Haiti, when families lose a source of income, some, if not all children are forced to leave school to reduce expenses and contribute to their family’s income. This leads to accumulation of lower human capital that is detrimental to the individual, community, state, economy, and society at large.
 Natural disasters also increase transmission risk of diseases like diarrhea, malaria, dengue, hepatitis, etc. Haiti experienced cholerae outbreak following the 2010 earthquake and the 2016 hurricane.  

STAKEHOLDERS’ RESPONSES TO NATURAL DISASTERS

In response to the reoccurring and devastating natural disasters, the Government of Haiti began making official legal provisions for disaster preparedness in the 1980s. The Haitian National Disaster Risk Management System (NDRMS) was created as a network of groups such as the Direction de la Protection Civile (DPC), Caribbean Disaster Emergency Response Agency, and various local and international civic groups. DPC and the Permanent Secretariat for the Management of Risks and Disasters were the central drivers of NDRMS. The institution is also heavily supported by international partners. 

Following the 2010 earthquake, the Government of Haiti implemented a coordinated mechanism to work with the international community almost immediately. Over 900 local, regional and international organizations, individuals, and governments responded. Through the Camp Coordination and Camp Management (CCCM)/Shelter Cluster, IOM and its partners increased preparedness and response capacities in Haiti. In addition to coordinating services for IDPs and promoting durable solutions for earthquake-affected populations living in camps, IOM also provided consistent support to the Government of Haiti in information management, sensitization and preparedness for at-risk populations; contingency planning; registration of IDPs; and distribution of non-food items (NFIs) and emergency shelter materials.
 Despite their effort, academics and policymakers agree that more could have been done. One avenue for more efficient and effective disaster response is the implementation of innovative technical capacity building vis-à-vis diaspora. 

HAITIANS IN THE U.S.

NUMBERS

Migration, both domestic and international, has long been an important political and economic coping strategy for Haitians. Internal rural-to-urban migration has transformed both cities and the countryside. The capital city of Port-au-Prince absorbs some 75,000 migrants every year. Reportedly, close to a quarter of officially recognized Haitians live outside of the country in North America, Europe and the Caribbean, with the major destinations being United States, Canada, the Dominican Republic, French Caribbean Islands, France and the Bahamas.

The United States is home to the world’s largest Haitian diaspora. In 2014, the U.S.-based Haitian diaspora comprised approximately 915,000 people,
 a number which consists of 576,000 Haitian immigrants and 339,000 people who were born in the U.S. who report Haitian ancestry.
 However, Haitian American organizations notably believe that this census is inaccurate, claiming that the actual number of the diaspora is well over one million.
 Haitian migration largely follows a chain pattern, wherein one person gains citizenship and brings over their family members, who then bring over their family members.

PROFILES

The Haitian immigrant population and diaspora has grown considerably since 1960, when a reported 5,000 Haitians lived in the U.S.
 Until 1960, migration was limited due mostly to racial segregation in the United States.
 In 1980, there were around 90,000 Haitian immigrants in the U.S, in 2010 there were 587,149, and in 2015 there were 676,000.
 Overall, between 1990 and 2015, the number of Haitian immigrants in the U.S. tripled, and the majority of Haitians arrived in the U.S. before 2000.
  Table 5 below lists Haitian migrant population statistics in various metropolitan areas.

The Haitian diaspora in the U.S. is well-educated and earn higher incomes compared to Haitian diasporas in other countries in the region. They are therefore seen as a crucial part of Haiti’s development.
 The U.S.-based diaspora is significantly better educated than people back home in Haiti, with 93% of the population over age 25 in the U.S. having gone to school, compared to only 40% of the population over 25 in Haiti.
 This education disparity can be seen at all levels of education, from high school to post-secondary universities.
 80% of Haitians with university degrees belong to diaspora communities, resulting in the negative effect of severe brain drain and demonstrating the need for the engagement of the Haitian diaspora for sustainable approaches to Haiti’s overall development.
 

Graph 3 below shows a comparison in labour demographics of immigrants, Haitian immigrants, and native-born U.S. citizens across different occupations and sectors to gain a better sense of their integration into the U.S. workforce. Of Haitian immigrants in the US, 71% are over the age of 16, and participate in the formal labour market, which is higher than the average for immigrants and U.S.-born persons at 66% and 62%, respectively. This is significantly higher than in Haiti, where only 10% of Haitians are formally employed.
 The median age of Haitian immigrants is 45 years old, only 1 year higher that the median age for the total U.S. immigrant population, but 9 years older than the median age for the U.S.-born population.
 The majority of Haitian immigrants are of working age, with only 7.6% of the population being under the age of 18, much less than the U.S total population that is 23.7%.
 By sector, Haitian immigrants are most prevalent in the service industry and are more likely to be employed in service-related jobs than other immigrant populations and the U.S.-born population.
  Only 3.5% of Haitians own and run their own businesses, the others tend to be wage earners but more are moving towards managerial occupations over time.

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HISTORY OF MIGRATION AND TRENDS

The first mass migration of Haitians occurred in the 1960’s due to changes made to U.S. immigration and civil rights laws, as well as Haitians’ desires to escape the tyrannical dictatorship of Francois Duvalier.
 Therefore, the combined groups of Haitian political activists, businessmen and professionals who left Haiti during the 1960s and early 70s were mainly political exiles. A large portion of this group went to New York and Quebec, and some to France and Francophone Africa. The second mass migration of Haitians occurred in the 1980s, as Haitians continued to flee for political reasons.
 Once the Duvalier regime fell in 1986, migrants came to the U.S. with more diverse motives and spread to other cities, especially in south Florida. The third mass migration of Haitians occurred in the 1990’s after a coup against the democratically elected President occurred.

Migration also spiked after the 2010 Haiti earthquake, following which the U.S. government offered Temporary Protected Status (TPS) to around 58,000 Haitian immigrants who would have normally faced deportation.
 In November 2017, President Trump announced that the administration plans to end the TPS program by July 2019.
 As well as political instability and natural disasters, another key driver of migration from Haiti to the U.S. is widespread poverty.

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HAITIAN DIASPORA ENGAGEMENT WITH COUNTRY OF ORIGIN

Engaging with diaspora facilitates low-cost knowledge transfer from the diaspora to the home country. The diaspora has a vested interest in the development of their home countries and will work very hard in the most effective ways possible to engage with their countries of origin. In the past, the relationship between Haitian Diaspora and their country of origin have been at times challenging, due to political instability that led to mutual suspicion in some cases.
 According to the Center for Strategic and International Studies, “the new government has recognized the investment potential of the Haitian diaspora and has already implemented reforms that will allow it to become a much stronger economic partner going forward.”
 There is great hope that this recognition, together with the aforementioned recognition by the international humanitarian community, will improve diaspora’s engagement for disaster response and preparedness efforts. An example of government efforts to involve the diaspora include the establishment of the Ministry of Haitians Living Abroad. In 2011, the Ministry also declared 12th of January as “National Day of Remembrance and Reflection” and invited all Haitian citizens, in Haiti and abroad, to honor the memory of the 300,000 victims of the 2010 earthquake.

Yet challenges remain in faciliating government and diaspora engagment for disaster and risk reduction as political issues are exaccerbated within the diaspora. In 2017 when the Haitian government levied the so-called “diaspora tax”, it caused tension among the diaspora community who held issue not with the tax itself, but with the lack of political representation, accountability and transparency in the Haitian government.
 Therefore, the US-based Haitian diaspora has become increasingly politically active, so much so that in August 2018, after a year of lobbying efforts by the organization The United Front of the Diaspora, the Special Committee of the Chamber of Deputies within the Haitian Parliament presented proposals for thirty amendments to the Haitian Constitution ensuring the rights of the Diaspora.
 These proposals include among others, the right of nationality and suffrage, and Diaspora representation in Parliament with eight deputies and a senator per respective regions (US, Canada, Mexico, Central America and the Caribbean, South America, Asia, Dominican Republic, and Africa).
 The amendments are currently undergoing discussions by the Commission with results pending before the end of the parliamentary session in early 2019. However, this can be advantageous to the humanitarian sector, as the diaspora deepens its investment in the country, their incentive for disaster risk mitigation will concurrently grow allowing for opportunities of policy dialogue regarding preparedness and response.  

DIASPORA ORGANIZATIONS AND METHODS OF ENGAGEMENT 

Professional groups, student groups, religious organizations and individuals have been supporting country of origin needs through a variety of humanitarian and development programs. Haitian home town associations (HTAs), professional associations and church-based organizations have been important vehicles both for maintaining Haitian identity in the U.S. and affirming loyalties to their country of origin. They also promote mutual assistance and support newcomers’ economic, social and professional integration.
 While newly arrived individuals and families usually live insecurely and still have relatives to support in Haiti, a relatively small number of the Haitians abroad are wealthy--mostly thanks to the professional skills they brought to their host countries, and thanks to economic gains that many hardworking immigrants achieve
.

The Haitian diaspora in the U.S. has a strong sense of community and there are hundreds medium and small Haitian-specific organizations, most of which are informal and often lack the resources and funding.
 Diaspora organizations come in many forms and may be purely cultural, political, faith-based, professional development-oriented, or HTAs amongst others. HTAs emerge through the self-organization of people originating from the same town, village, or neighborhood with a shared interest of providing collective support for their communities back home. HTAs benefit communities with which the members identify and are one among many channels migrants have been using to improve conditions and services in their countries of origin.
 The Haitian diaspora in the U.S. engages with Haiti mainly through direct investment, remittances, and the sponsoring of projects in Haiti. As their connections are strongly familial, their engagement is particularly evident following natural disasters. 

REMITTANCES

Remittances are viewed by many as the most important way diasporas engage with their homeland. In Haiti, remittances have been critical to family survival and livelihoods.
 At the macro level, remittances help stabilize the exchange rate and increase net reserves of foreign currency. They also help with development, both through infrastructure building and the improvement of human capital.
 At the micro level, families who receive regular remittances are more equipped to handle sudden economic shocks. Moreover, they are more likely to invest in local businesses, education, and health.

Remittances sent to Haiti via formal channels have increased nearly four-fold since 2000, reaching 2.268 billion USD in 2016, according to World Bank data.
 Global remittances represent around 28.27% of Haiti’s gross domestic product (GDP). The Haitian diaspora based in the U.S. are responsible for the majority of remittances to Haiti: in 2015, remittances from the U.S. amounted to $1.3 billion.
 Of fragile states worldwide, Haiti receives some of the highest remittances.
 Remittances to Haiti doubled between 2003 and 2013.
 While data on the amount of remittances is well-tracked by the World Bank, tracking how remittances are used is much more challenging. However, scholars and policy makers speculate that remittances are used to support day to day lives of families that receive them. Remittances have been proven to reduce beneficiary families’ financial constraints, and increase families’ access to education, medical facilities, and standards of living.

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INVESTMENTS 
In addition to individual remittances to their families, the Haitian diaspora is also involved in collective action through investment in specific projects within the education and health sectors.
 HTAs typically engage in one project at a time and determine which projects to engage in based on their perception of community needs.
 Projects they invest in also include those that promote professional capacity in Haiti, such as the training of doctors and other medical staff. 

U.S.-BASED HAITIAN DIASPORA’S ENGAGEMENT IN DISASTER RESPONSE AND PREPAREDNESS

DISASTER PREPAREDNESS

The Haitian diaspora is actively involved in disaster response and preparedness in Haiti, with the 2010 Heart earthquake triggering a new and strengthened wave of cooperation and engagement, as evidenced by the rise of umbrella organizations
 and the mobilization of coordinated efforts between coalitions.
 “The diaspora must organize to help us,” Prime Minister Jean-Max Bellerive said in the aftermath of the disaster. “They have to be involved in Haiti; they have to be engaged.”
 Several Haitian Diaspora organizations activated their resources and networks. For example, The Haitian American Nurses Association, based in Miami, and the Haitian League in New Jersey sent dozens of Creole-speaking doctors and nurses to help. In Canada, hundreds of Haitians who worked for the government pushed for an absence program to allow them to help back home. 

At the request of diaspora leaders, the Organization of American States (OAS) convened in March 2010, an international gathering of Haitian diaspora organizations. Approximately 400 Haitian Diaspora representatives were present at the meeting, hailing from the United States, Canada, Latin America, Europe, in particular France, Dominican Republic and the Caribbean, and convening with the goal of contributing ideas for the reconstruction and future of Haiti. The Forum's objective was to develop a strategy for collaboration that identified key points in the recovery, reconstruction and development of Haiti. At the conclusion of the Forum, a series of recommendations were given for “Contributing to a Strategic Plan for Reconstruction and Development in Haiti.” Many of these recommendations related to disaster preparedness, calling for the improvement of humanitarian aid, creating a civil service corps, strengthening governance, and more.
 

Haitian Diaspora groups and other stakeholders with regard to the shelter sector discussed specific recommendations. These recommendations included the need to build smaller, more solid structures; to consider shelters like the ones build for Katrina victims in New Orleans (Dormitories) and work towards more resistant shelters rather than short-term tents.

The aftermath of the 2010 Haitian earthquake was also the first time that remittances were seen as a critical part of disaster relief.
 In 2012, $1.1 billion was transferred to Haiti from the U.S. alone, and there was a 20% increase in amount of money flowing to Haiti after the earthquake. The report states that in 2012, Haiti received 1.988 billion USD, comparative to 1.87 in 2008. 
 Reports also found that camp dwelling recipients of relief efforts viewed informal aid, and cash transfers in particular, as more timely and effective than formal aid
. 
After the 2010 earthquake, access to information and communication technologies seemed to have increased dramatically, as evidenced by the massive amount of information flowing between the Haitian diaspora and affected populations
. As the world has become more technologically interconnected, this has given Diasporas opportunities to assist their home countries in a more concrete way – as digital humanitarians. Mapping of needs using online platforms, either driven by or assisted by the diaspora, has allowed disaster response on the ground to be more effective.
 After the 2010 earthquake, several groups used mapping technologies to map tweets of people with disaster response needs, allowing responders to quickly identify and locate those in need of help.
 Other programs used text messages to achieve the same goal.

The Ushahidi Haiti Project (UHP) is a well-documented example of crisis mapping being used for humanitarian purposes. To date, the UHP has been used in other contexts as well as Haiti. An independent evaluation of UHP found that the project was effective in engaging both the affected population and Haitian diaspora to fill the gap in information needs prior to the UN and humanitarian system’s response. Volunteers and members of the Haitian diaspora were in direct contact with the affected population during and after the earthquake. This constant contact between the Haitian diaspora and the affected population helped provide information that could be immediately incorporated into the online maps, alongside information about the location of food and aid stations, and shared with responders and those in need of aid.

The international community has recognized the value of the Haitian diaspora in responding to and rebuilding after disasters. The United States Agency for International Development (USAID) has developed several projects that bring in members of the diaspora to assist in technical capacities.  In 2008, the USAID-funded Economic Development for a Sustainable Environment (DEED) project was designed to engage diaspora to focus on environmentally sustainable economic development.
 The agency has also established the Leveraging Effective Application of Direct Investment (LEAD) project to attract diaspora investments in Haitian small- and medium-sized enterprises.
 These investments are especially crucial to grow local businesses, create jobs, and generate income across Haiti, particularly following natural disasters.  

SHELTERS NEEDS IN HAITI

Shelter needs in Haiti have always outweighed capacity, and post-disaster shelter response has been historically inadequate.
 Prior to the 2010 earthquake, the housing deficit in Haiti was around 700,000 units.
 The earthquake in 2010 and Hurricane Matthew in 2016 severely exacerbated the situation, with other smaller hurricanes also adding to the needs on a somewhat smaller scale.

The 2010 earthquake rendered over 2 million Haitians homeless resulting in an urgent need for temporary shelters as well as long term rebuilding efforts.
 Around 250,000 houses were severely damaged or destroyed by the earthquake.
 In monetary terms, the damage to housing was around 2.3 billion USD, amounting to 40% of the total damage caused by the earthquake.
 Fundamental to understanding and addressing the shelter sector in Haiti are:

Inadequate post-disaster shelter response: As discussed above, shelter needs far outweigh the response.  Already weakened after the 2004 and 2008 floods, shelter needs were exacerbated post earthquake, In 2012, two years after the earthquake, there were still over 370,000 Haitians in squalid camps, as well as tens of thousands who had been forcibly evicted from camps and were subsequently living without shelters.

Lack of quality housing: Haiti was struggling to meet housing needs prior to the disaster. Post-disaster, this lack of quality housing was severely exacerbated. Haiti’s government estimates that over the next 10 years they will need an additional 500,000 housing units.
 Temporary housing is predominantly made of wood, which will not last more than 3-5 years in Haiti’s climate due to rotting and termites.
  

People living in unsafe housing: USAID found that 65% of properties that were previously condemned were still being lived in after the earthquake.
 This directly relates to the lack of viable alternatives for Haitians affected by the earthquake. 

Unplanned urban growth and lack of management: Lack of land administration and regulations by the government resulted in approximately 70% of the population in Port-au-Prince lived in informal housing, even before the 2010 earthquake.
 By nature, informal settlements render the physical structures and their inhabitants more vulnerable to natural disasters.

Focus on temporary shelter over permanent solutions: Less than 20% of the housing solutions post-2010 earthquake were long-term solutions. In fact, 80% were temporary.
 Humanitarian agencies often seek temporary solutions rather than focusing on long-term development, though there has been a global push to address this gap between humanitarian and development aid. World Vision, for example, has made it clear that their focus is alleviating temporary challenges, saying that “building permanent housing is not part of World Vision’s general program objective.”
 In addition to assistance with building temporary shelters, programs like rent subsidizing have also been used, but these fail to address the housing shortage and subsequently drive up rent prices. The World Bank estimated that over 400 million USD worth of permanent shelter solutions are needed, but in reality, temporary solutions have taken up much of the shelter reconstruction budget.
  

HAITIAN DIASPORA’S ENGAGEMENT IN REGARD TO SHELTERS

The forum held by OAS in March 2010 following the earthquake was an opportunity for the Diaspora to officially engage in rebuilding initiatives. At the Forum, Diaspora urged the Government of Haiti to not only provide immediate temporary shelters to those affected, particularly women and children, but also to seek collaboration of aid agencies and local Haitian organizations to identify and prepare areas outside of Port-au-Prince that are less susceptible to natural disasters. The Diaspora urged for more seismic and cyclonic resistant temporary housing as well as adaptation and enforcement of building codes
 Members of the Haitian diaspora have also taken initiatives on their own following natural disasters. After the 2010 earthquake, there were incidences of diaspora members who left their homes in the U.S. to set up organizations that aimed to provide those affected with the aid they needed, including shelter-related relief.
   
THE PHILIPPINES

NATURAL DISASTER RISK 

The biggest natural disaster risks in the Philippines are tropical storms, floods, landslides, volcanoes, and earthquakes at a frequency rate of 51.3%, 31.9%, 6.4%, 4.6%, and 4.1% respectively.
 Between 1990 and 2014, 78.7% of mortality was caused by storms, 7.9% by earthquakes, 5.9% by floods, and 5.6% by landslides.
 79% of economic issues from natural disasters were caused by storms, 17.3% by floods, and 2.2% by earthquakes.
 Some of the deadliest natural disasters to occur in the last ten years alone include the Guinsaugon landslide, the Bohol Earthquake, and Typhoon Haiyan. On February 17, 2006, the village of Guinsaugon located in the southern part of the island of Leyte was hit by one of the world’s worst landslide, burying alive at least 1,000 people.
 On October 05, 2013, the island province of Bohol faced one of the deadliest earthquakes in the Philippines in 23 years
. The magnitude 7.2 earthquake damaged or destroyed almost 79,217 homes, and affected more than 1.3 million people
. In that same year, Typhoon Haiyan, known in the Philippines as Yolanda, first made its landfall in the eastern island of Samar on November 08, 2013, and eventually killed more than 6,000 people and forced almost 3.9 million families from their homes
. 1.12 million houses were damaged. This was the most destructive typhoon recorded in history.

The Philippines’ vulnerability to natural disasters is due to several factors including its geography. The country is made up of 7,107 islands and lies in the “Ring of Fire”, on the intersection of the Philippine plate and the Eurasia plate, making it susceptible to storms that gain traction over the seas, and putting it at high risk for earthquakes and volcanic eruption. There are about 22 active volcanoes in the Philippines, and the Philippine Institute of Volcanology and Seismology provides information on activities of volcanoes, earthquakes, tsunamis, and other geotectonic phenomena, and issuing warning when necessary
. 
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The frequent number of natural disasters makes the country one of the most vulnerable to climate change. In 2016, the Philippines has been ranked the 3rd most vulnerable country on the World Risk Index. This ranking is a combination of incidence of exposure to natural disasters (52.46%) and the vulnerability of the population to such disasters (26.7%).
 Vulnerability is a measurement of three key areas: susceptibility (likelihood of suffering harm), lack of coping capacities (lack of capacities to reduce negative consequences), and adaptability (lack of adaptive capacities).

FACTORS EXACERBATING PHILIPPINES’ GEOGRAPHICAL VULNERABILITY 

Natural disasters have both short term and long-term implications, and these implications are further exacerbated in developing countries like the Philippines. In the short run, natural disasters lead to immediate loss of human capital and destruction of property. Storms cause flooding, wind damage, and storm surges and earthquakes lead to property damage due to collapsing buildings and infrastructure, falling objects, landslides, stampedes as well as tsunamis. Furthermore, natural disasters lead to food shortage and the disruption of utility services like access to power, clean water, and medical care, not to mention the economic and human cost it takes to rebuild after a natural disaster. The tropical storm Washi that made landfall in the Philippines on December 16, 2011 for example, affected an estimated 1.1 million people, destroying homes, schools, health facilities and livelihood. The region did not have access to clean water and power for several months following the storm, and those who survived suffered from diseases such as acute respiratory infection, acute watery diarrhea, wounds, hypertension and skin diseases.
 The long-term effect of natural disasters includes physical and psychological stress on those impacted. The loss of loved ones, jobs, material goods, and livelihood can lead to stress and depression. Moreover, diseases that often spread after a natural disaster, as discussed above, lead to more long-term chronic illnesses. Those living in poverty are especially vulnerable to these diseases as they have limited opportunities to relocate and must seek shelter in crowded evacuation centers where infectious diseases are high. This is further exacerbated with improper land use practices and regulations. Environmental degradations put the country at higher risk of flooding and landslides, and the building of settlements in low lying areas using poor quality materials make the populations even more exposed. 

STAKEHOLDERS’ RESPONSES TO NATURAL DISASTERS

Over the years, the Government of the Philippines’ responses to natural disasters have progressively developed and grown more extensive. Following the Philippine Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Act of 2010, the government has established several institutions including the National Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Council, the Department of Social Welfare and Development, Armed Forces of the Philippines, and the Office of Civil Defense to coordinate relief efforts on the ground. In the aftermath of natural disasters, the government is active in its efforts to assist and evacuate those in need. In response to Yolanda, the Philippine government launched a four-year Reconstruction Assistance in Yolanda plan to rebuild areas affected by the typhoon. Furthermore, the government provided more than 24-room with one room per family of 469 “bunkhouses” for those unable to return to their homes, and in January 2014, the government announced its plan to build at least 60,000 permanent homes
. In December 2013, the President created the Office of the Presidential Assistant for Rehabilitation and Recovery (OPARR). Under this office, five clusters were established to manage rehabilitation, recovering, and reconstruction, including infrastructure, resettlement, social services, livelihood, and cluster support. Furthermore, the country has also received tremendous support from international partners, including the IOM. Most recently for example, IOM staff joined the Government of the Philippines assessment and response teams and were on the ground in Northern Luzon following Super Typhoon Haima (known locally as Lawin) October 2016.   

Thanks to the efficient preparedness and measures by the Philippine government and its partners, the Philippines has succeeded in significantly reducing natural-disaster related deaths. However, more can be done. One avenue of disaster response and preparedness is to engage the growing Filipino diaspora community living in the United States.    

FILIPINOS IN THE U.S. 

NUMBERS

The Filipino immigrant population constitutes one of the largest foreign-born groups in the United States. Since 1990, the Philippines is consistently among the top five countries of origin, and as of 2013, the Philippines represents the fourth largest immigrant group, accounting for 4.5 percent of the 41.3 million total immigrant population in the United States. According to the U.S. Census Bureau’s pooled 2009-13 ACS, there are 3.7 million Filipinos living in the U.S. This number includes those who are foreign born, and those who were born in the U.S. However, the total number of Filipino immigrant population is believed to be much higher than the census count. While the Department of Homeland Security places the number of undocumented Filipinos living in the United States to be at 310,000, other institutions estimate the range as high as 800,000
. 
PROFILES

The largest Filipino diaspora in the U.S. is in California where 45% of all Filipino migrants have settled. Other states with Filipino diaspora include Hawaii, New York, New Jersey, Illinois and Texas.
 Combined, these five states constitute 71% of total foreign-born Filipino population in the United States (Commission on Filipinos Overseas).

By city, the largest diasporas are in Los Angeles, San Francisco, and New York amounting to 289,000, 160,000, and 154,000 respectively. As a percentage of the metropolitan area, Filipino migrants represent 2.2% of the total population of Los Angeles, 3.6% of San Francisco, and 0.8% of New York.
  

/The median age of Filipino immigrants was 49 years, which is higher than the immigrant average of 43 and the average of 36 for U.S. born persons. 76% of Filipino immigrants are of working age. 69% of Filipino immigrants over 16 are employed in the labour force which is slightly higher than the total immigrant population and total U.S. born population. Most Filipinos are employed in management, business, science and arts and very few are employed in natural resources, construction, and maintenance. There is a strong contingent of Filipinos in the U.S. Armed Services.
 The median income for Filipinos is $74,000, significantly higher than the U.S. total median income of $50,000.

HISTORY OF MIGRATION AND TRENDS

The Philippines has a strong culture of migration overall, and there are many substantial Filipino diasporas around the world. However, U.S. remains one of the more popular destinations, with immigrants arriving from the Philippines to the U.S. having notably greater access to education and employment.
 

The Filipino diaspora in the U.S. is one of the fastest growing immigrant groups.
 This increasing trend can be observed throughout the 1900’s: in 1910, there were 3,000, in 1920 there were 26,000, and in 1930 there were around 100,000.
 Over the course of 33 years, the Filipino immigrant population in the U.S. has more than tripled. In 1980, there were 501,000 Filipino immigrants in the U.S., and in 2013 there were 1,844,000.
 This does not include the number of undocumented Filipinos living in the U.S. 

Migration from the Philippines to the U.S. dates back as early as 19th century when Filipino students were sponsored to come to the U.S. for post-secondary studies.
 Following this, Filipino immigrants came primarily in three main waves: prior to World War I to work in the agricultural sector, post-World War II and after 1965.
 The first major wave of migration began in 1906 when Filipinos, mostly single men, arrived from the Ilocos Region in Northern Philippines to work for Hawaii plantations like the Hawaii Sugar Planters Association, California farms, and Alaskan fish canneries.
 Following a major union strike in 1924 in Hawaii, many Filipino workers were banned in the territory and as a result, labor shifted to U.S. mainland California and other states
. Between 1906 and 1930, there are estimates of 120,000 Filipinos working as cheap labor in the U.S. In the same period, more than 140,000 Filipinos entered as students
. At the time, the Filipinos were at a great advantage because, as residents of an American colony, they were regarded as U.S. nationals. However, migration from the Philippines to the United States slowed with the Great Depression of 1929 and the passage of the Tydings-McDuffie Act of 1934, which officially proclaimed Philippine independence from U.S. rule, all Filipinos in the United States were reclassified as aliens
.

After World War II, more than 100 Filipinos arrived on annual basis outside of their quota, primarily as “war brides” to U.S. servicemen or as recruits to the U.S. armed forces, causing the second wave of immigration from the Philippines to the United States. Filipinos have always been an integral part of the U.S. military. Between 1920 and 1930 for example, they made up 5 percent of U.S. Navy manpower. The 1947 Military Base Agreement permitted U.S. government to continually recruit Filipinos even after Filipino independence. By 1970, there were more Filipinos in U.S. navy than the Philippines navy
. In addition, lucrative scholarships and exchange programs promoted by the U.S. government, encouraged Filipino students to train as engineers, doctors, and nurses in U.S. Many of these students then stayed on as professionals and gained American citizenship. The second wave started a phenomenon now known as “brain drain” as it attracted some of the best and brightest graduates from the top Philippine universities
. 

The third and contemporary wave of immigration, encouraged by the Goenment of the Philippines, began primarily with the passing of the 1965 Immigration and Nationality Act, which struck down nationality-based restrictions, causing Filipino immigration population in the U.S. to grow and diversify.
 In 1974, the Presidential Decree 422 of the Labor Code created the Overseas Employment Development Board and the National Seamen Board. In establishing these institutions, the government took some of its first steps in easing domestic unemployment and stabilizing the dollar reserves. During the Marcos regime, there were also many high-skilled workers and political activists who fled the country. 

FILIPINO DIASPORA ENGAGEMENT WITH COUNTRY OF ORIGIN

Engaging with diaspora facilitates low cost knowledge transfer from the diaspora to the home country. The diaspora has a vested interest in the development of their home countries and so will work very hard in the most effective ways possible in their engagement with their home countries. For the Philippines, the Department of Labor, Overseas Workers Welfare Administration, Philippine Overseas Employment Administration, Department of Foreign Affairs, and the Office of the Undersecretary for Migrant Workers’ Affairs have all created some form of sub ministry-level institutions in the Philippines. There are also institutions that report directly to the highest executive body. Here too, the Philippines have achieved tremendous success by establishing the Commission on Filipinos Overseas (CFO).
 CFO aims to protect Filipino emigrants abroad, and re-engage their link to the Philippines. The Commission has launched initiatives such as Diaspora to Development Flagship Program in 2011, and have hosted several gatherings including the annual Global Summit of Filipinos in the Diaspora to highlight best practices of diaspora engagement.
 In 2010, CFO also hosted the Vision 2020: Responding to the Challenges of Migration and Development conference, which gathered stakeholders involved in migration. The conference led to the inclusion of more than 60 provisions on migration and development in seven out of ten chapters of the Philippine Development Plan (PDP) 2011-2016
. The relationship between the Filipino diaspora and their country of origin is active. Diaspora members and Diaspora organizations engage in the Philippines via remittances, philanthropy, volunteerism, and investment.
DIASPORA ORGANIZATIONS AND METHODS OF ENGAGEMENT 
Filipino diaspora organizations are concentrated in areas of the highest Filipino immigration, and most Filipino diaspora organizations center around humanitarian and development efforts such as health, education, and housing, medical services and advocacy for veterans.
 Filipinos in the U.S. also stay culturally engaged with organizations and events centered around food, music, dance, and other cultural aspects. There are professional groups made up of doctors, nurses, engineers, accountants, and educators who come together for networking events and professional growth. There are alumni associations made up of graduates who attended the same college or university in the Philippines, and are now living in the United States. The Philippines Medical Alumni Society in America (UPMASA) for example is composed of alumni from the University of the Philippines
. There are organizations that are faith-based, community oriented, student oriented, cultural-oriented, and charitable organizations.
 There are around 1,000 Filipino Home Town Associations (HTAs), which are organizations of people from the same city or region that come together to share cultural experiences as well as give back to their home towns.
 These organizations often get together to raise funds for the Philippines – to establish student scholarships, build public facilities, or to donate following natural disasters. Some examples of HTAs include the Ivory Charities Foundation of Southern California that aim to improve the quality of life in Bhutan city, on the southern island of Mindano; faith-based organization called the Bugasong Pag-Ulikid which was established in Sacramento, California in 1989; and the Boholanos of Las Vegas funds bee-keeping livelihood programs in their home province of Bohol, an island province in the Visayas, in the central part of the Philippines.
 The Filipino diaspora give back to their hometowns through remittance transfers, direct investments, and philanthropic contributions.  

REMITTANCES
Remittances are viewed by many as the most important way diasporas engage with their homeland. Remittances have also been critical to family survival and livelihoods in the Philippines. At a macro-level remittances help stabilize the exchange rate and increase net reserves of foreign currency. They help with development, both through infrastructure building and the improvement of human capital. Families who receive regular remittances are more equipped to handle sudden economic shocks. Moreover, they are more likely to invest in local businesses, education, and health. 

The Philippines is the second largest recipient of remittances worldwide, with the first being Mexico. Remittances to the Philippines have steadily increased greatly over the past 50 years. In 2015, around USD $9.679 billion of the total $29.799 billion total remittances received by the Philippines that year came from the U.S. – this amounts to 36% of total remittances.
 In 2016, remittances to the Philippines totaled USD $31.145 billion.
 Total remittances from around the world represented 10.2% of the Philippines GDP of USD $304.905 billion in 2016.
 This does not include remittances sent via irregular channels (e.g. cash carried in person and in kind transfer). Nevertheless, while data on the amount of remittances is generally well tracked by the World Bank, tracking uses of remittances is much more challenging. A study found that households that received remittances spent more on education and health.
 Additionally, remittances are also used to support day-to-day lives of families that receive them. Remittances have been proven to reduce receiving families’ financial constraints, and increase families’ access to education, medical facilities, and better standard of living.

INVESTMENT

In addition to individual remittances to their families, the Filipino diaspora is also involved in investments – either directly as enterprise or indirectly as portfolio investors- in their home countries. Diasporas have superior knowledge about investment opportunities and business practices in their countries of origin, and consequently many diaspora are direct investors in small businesses in their countries of origin. By putting money into certain sectors or local businesses, these investments are considered longer-term growth. There are several online platforms that aim to encourage financial engagement of the diaspora by simplifying investment through financial literacy training and user-friendly instruction videos.

PHILANTHROPHY

As the Filipino community is primarily faith-based, existing literature suggest that Filipinos in the U.S. especially those who gained economic prosperity and/or are near retirement give back to their homeland for several reasons; including a wish to maintain ties or reconnect ties with their motherland, compassion for the underprivileged, especially those living in their home communities, and a central reason being an expression of their religious/spiritual faith which encourages giving back to the community. Donations from the United States to the Philippines are given as cash remittances, gifts, or are hand-carried from abroad.
 Diasporas have formed organizations amongst themselves to focus on variety of factors including facilitate migrant philanthropy.

U.S.-BASED FILIPINO DIASPORA ENGAGEMENT IN DISASTER PREPAREDNESS AND RESPONSE

DISASTER PREPAREDNESS AND RESPONSE

The Filipino diaspora is actively involved in disaster response and preparedness in the Philippines. Individuals regularly send remittances to loved ones back home who use the money received to invest in land, agriculture and other income generating initiatives, as well as better housing which helps communities be more resilient to natural disasters.
 

The challenge that remains is diaspora engagement in disaster response and preparedness in Bangladesh remain at the individual level. There are some documented evidence of diaspora organizations collectively organizing funds in response to a natural disaster. However, these evidences are limited. The diaspora has taken major initiative following natural disasters. Six months following the 2013 Typhoon Haiyan (Yolonda), which killed over 6,000 people and caused widespread injury and damage to property and infrastructure. remittances rose by 6% compared to the previous year. Given that in 2012, remittances to the Philippines were $24.5 billion, 6% is well over $1 billion. As discussed above, it is very difficult to trace uses of remittances but if the one billion increases in remittance was used for reconstruction, this would make the Filipino diaspora the second largest donor for response to Typhoon Haiyan after the government itself.
 For example, the U.S. Philippines Society have established a disaster program in Aklan
, and the Philippines Nursing Association have sent aid and actively participated in donation events with the Filipino embassy
. 
Large numbers of the Filipino diaspora work in the medical field, with high rates within the nursing profession. In response to Typhoon Haiyan, nurses in the diaspora mobilized to undertake a medical response mission working alongside Filipino nurses on the ground.
 Many members of the Filipino diaspora were also involved in fundraising for charities where it was through directly donating or organizing fundraising events like concerts.
 

SHELTER NEEDS IN THE PHILIPPINES 

The Government of Philippines have gone to great length to better prepare and respond to natural disasters. As noted above, the country has an effective warning system in place as well as several institutions aimed to prepare for natural disasters and protect those affected by natural disasters. Nonetheless, shelter needs in the Philippines is crucial, and requires attention. 

Key issues in understanding and addressing the shelter sector in the Philippines are: 

Lack of quality housing: Around four million people continue to live in unsafe, unsanitary and unsustainable housing conditions. The Philippines government’s current housing policy and mechanisms for housing subsidy has been deemed to be inadequate. According to some estimates, by 2030, the housing backlog will increase to about 6.5 million unit.
 People who live in these conditions are often the most vulnerable to losing their homes in times of disaster. 

Condition of emergency shelter centers: Existing shelter evacuation centers that are in place are overcrowded and poorly managed, with unsatisfactory sanitary condition and lack of clean drinking water supply. Tents that are sometimes provided to communities by agencies are poorly equipped. Moreover, residents often find themselves to be remained displaced, unsuitable housed in the same evacuation centers or tent, months after the natural disaster.
 Living in these conditions increase the likelihood of getting long-term illness that are often fatal. 

Urban growth: The National Urban Development and Housing Framework 2009-2016 finds that the magnitude of housing needs in urban areas is phenomenon. In Metro Manila for example, the total backlog has been projected to reach 496,928 housing unit.
 The large and growing rural to urban migration will only exacerbate the housing problem. Rural to urban migration is driven by rural poverty, river erosion, the frequency of natural disasters.
 However, although many travel to urban centres in search of more and better opportunities, they often find themselves in slums or informal settlements. As of 2010, there are more than 581,059 informal settlers. Often, these dwellers do not have access to safe water, food, sanitation facilities and other services such as schools and health centres. They are also the most vulnerable in case of natural disasters.  

FILIPINO DIASPORA’S ENGAGEMENT WITH REGARD TO SHELTER

As noted above, diaspora do provide disaster relief in the form of remittances and philanthropy following natural disasters, and these remittances help individual households recover following a natural disaster. Amongst the several organizations to give back following natural disasters, the Philippine Humanitarian Coalition have thus far awarded $100,000 in grants to typhoon building and recovery program
. Moreover, following Typhoon Haiyan, US-Philippines Society in partnership with the Philippine Disaster Recovery Foundation assisted victims through programs targeted toward rebuilding schools and housing, and restoring lives in the city of Tacloban
.
In addition, organizations like the Global Shelter Cluster have responded to natural disasters. 2010 Typhoon Megi destroyed 30,048 and damaged 118,174 houses. The organization provided vouchers to families as a response. Tropical storm Washi hit the Mindanao region of the Philippines in December 2011, affecting 624,600, displacing 430,000, and damaging or destroying 39,000. In addition to the government’s immediate rescue, evacuations, and response operation Global Shelter Cluster built 1,823 transitional shelters. The organization also built 4,139 transitional shelters and distributed emergency shelter materials to 10,233 families after 2012 Typhoon Bopha, which affect 6.2 million people, and damaged or destroyed 216,817. Moreover, in the first 10 months after Typhoon Yolanda, the Global Shelter Cluster provided 570,000 households with emergency shelter kits, and 160,000 households with durable roofing solutions. The organizations along with many other international agencies continued to actively assist the government in their effort to meet the needs of those displaced by the typhoon. As of 2016, the National Housing Authority (NHA) and Social Housing Finance Corporation (SHFC) continued to undertake significant resettlement construction projects in the regions affected by Haiyan. The NHA alone have constructed 29,661 houses on relocation sites, but more can be done.

Lack of quality housing: Around four million people continue to live in unsafe, unsanitary and unsustainable housing conditions. The Philippines government’s current housing policy and mechanisms for housing subsidy has been deemed to be inadequate. According to some estimates, by 2030, the housing backlog will increase to about 6.5 million unit.
 People who live in these conditions are often the most vulnerable to losing their homes in times of disaster. 

Condition of emergency shelter centers: Existing shelter evacuation centers that are in place are overcrowded and poorly managed, with unsatisfactory sanitary condition and lack of clean drinking water supply. Tents that are sometimes provided to communities by agencies are poorly equipped. Moreover, residents often find themselves to be remained displaced, unsuitable housed in the same evacuation centers or tent, months after the natural disaster.
 Living in these conditions increase the likelihood of getting long-term illness that are often fatal. 

Urban growth: The National Urban Development and Housing Framework 2009-2016 finds that the magnitude of housing needs in urban areas is phenomenon. In Metro Manila for example, the total backlog has been projected to reach 496,928 housing unit.
 The large and growing rural to urban migration will only exacerbate the housing problem. Rural to urban migration is driven by rural poverty, river erosion, the frequency of natural disasters.
 However, although many travel to urban centres in search of more and better opportunities, they often find themselves in slums or informal settlements. As of 2010, there are more than 581,059 informal settlers. Often, these dwellers do not have access to safe water, food, sanitation facilities and other services such as schools and health centres. They are also the most vulnerable in case of natural disasters. 

THE PHILIPPINES DIASPORA ENGAGEMENT IN REGARD TO SHELTERS

As noted above, diaspora do provide disaster relief in the form of remittances and philanthropy following natural disasters, and these remittances help individual households recover following a natural disaster. Amongst the several organizations to give back following natural disasters, the Philippine Humanitarian Coalition have thus far awarded $100,000 in grants to typhoon building and recovery program
. Moreover, following Typhoon Haiyan, US-Philippines Society in partnership with the Philippine Disaster Recovery Foundation assisted victims through programs targeted toward rebuilding schools and housing, and restoring lives in the city of Tacloban
.
In addition, organizations like the Global Shelter Cluster have responded to natural disasters. 2010 Typhoon Megi destroyed 30,048 and damaged 118,174 houses. The organization provided vouchers to families as a response. Tropical storm Washi hit the Mindanao region of the Philippines in December 2011, affecting 624,600, displacing 430,000, and damaging or destroying 39,000. In addition to the government’s immediate rescue, evacuations, and response operation Global Shelter Cluster built 1,823 transitional shelters. The organization also built 4,139 transitional shelters and distributed emergency shelter materials to 10,233 families after 2012 Typhoon Bopha, which affect 6.2 million people, and damaged or destroyed 216,817. Moreover, in the first 10 months after Typhoon Yolanda, the Global Shelter Cluster provided 570,000 households with emergency shelter kits, and 160,000 households with durable roofing solutions. The organizations along with many other international agencies continued to actively assist the government in their effort to meet the needs of those displaced by the typhoon. As of 2016, the National Housing Authority (NHA) and Social Housing Finance Corporation (SHFC) continued to undertake significant resettlement construction projects in the regions affected by Haiyan. The NHA alone have constructed 29,661 houses on relocation sites, but more can be done. 
BANGLADESH 

NATURAL DISASTER RISK

Bangladesh has endured several natural disasters in the past ten years, meeting the first criteria for country justification of this report. In terms of country-level vulnerability, Bangladesh ranked 5th on the World Risk Index with 19.17% in 2016.
 This ranking is a combination of incidence of exposure to natural disasters (31.7%) and the vulnerability of the population to such disasters (60.48%), with around 10 million Bangladeshi citizens affected by one or more natural hazards annually. 
 Vulnerability is a measurement of three key areas: susceptibility (likelihood of suffering harm), lack of coping capacities (lack of capacities to reduce negative consequences), and adaptability (lack of adaptive capacities).
 Bangladesh is ranked 8th most exposed country to natural disasters globally.

Bangladesh’s geographical vulnerability to natural disasters: Bangladesh’s location on the coast in the Bay of Bengal puts it at great risk of being hit by tropical storms. Furthermore, Bangladesh is extremely low lying and has over 230 rivers flowing through the country, putting it at greater risk of flooding during and after tropical storms.
 Bangladesh is located on the greater-Indian plate in a very tectonically active area putting it at risk of earthquakes. Many different risk indexes have placed Bangladesh at the top including Maplecroft, an environmental firm, and UNDP determined Bangladesh is the country at highest risk to tropical storms.
  Bangladesh’s geographical vulnerabilities can be assessed through: its vast network of rivers and channels, large number of islands, and strong tidal and wind action that have all become partial to the effects of climate change.
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That Bangladesh is a growing developing nation is an exacerbating factor in its geographic vulnerabilities. While its poverty levels are on the decline, the nation still faces issues with poverty and inequality that intensify disaster risk.
 Below, the graphs note an overview of the internationally reported losses due to natural disasters Bangladesh has experienced from 1990-2014.  
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Bangladesh’s Natural Disaster Risks: The biggest natural disaster risks in Bangladesh are tropical storms, floods, extreme temperature, and earthquakes at a frequency rate of 52.8%, 31.1%, 11.1%, and 2.8% respectively.
 Though mortality from natural disasters between 1990 and 2014 was as follows: 94.9% due to tropical storms, 3.6% due to floods, and 1.5% due to other causes.
 
Who is at risk? 70% of Bangladeshis live in areas at risk of flooding.

What are the effects of these disasters? Tropical storms can cause loss of life and damage to property because of the high winds, flooding, land/mudslides, and storm surges.
 Earthquakes can cause lack of life and property damage due to collapsing buildings and infrastructure, falling objects, landslides, and stampedes. Glaciers in the Himalayas are melting, sea levels in the Bay of Bengal are rising, and there has been an increase in monsoon rainfall – all of which increase flood risk in Bangladesh.
 

BANGLADESHI IN THE U.S. 

NUMBERS
The International Organization for Migration estimates that over five million Bangladeshis are living and working abroad and contributing to their communities and the Bangladeshi economy through remittances. The Ministry of Expatriate’s Welfare and Overseas Employment and the Bureau of Manpower, Employment and Training have engaged diaspora through remittances, overseas employment and the welfare of migrants has been a priority since 2001. As one of the top host countries, according to the U.S. Census Bureau, the United States was home to over 151,000 Bangladeshi in 2010. As of 2014, approximately 277,000 Bangladeshi immigrants and their children lived in the U.S. and are quite dispersed throughout the country. 
A majority of the Bangladeshi immigrants have become U.S. citizens. 187,000 are first generation accounting for just 0.5% of the foreign-born population in the U.S. in 2012.
 90,000 are second generation and are still extremely young: only 20% are of working age, 80% are below the age of 18, and the median age is 9 years.

The largest Bangladeshi diasporas are in the following states: New York, California, Texas, New Jersey, Michigan, Washington DC, Los Angeles and Florida.
 By city, there are more Bangladeshis in New York than anywhere else but they still represent less than 0.5% of the total population in the metropolitan area.
 

PROFILES

They have a median age of 39, and the vast majority of the population is working age (84%). The second generation of Bangladeshis is small and still relatively young.
 The first generation is an older, educated, wealthy, and professional/managerial generation and their children are young. They tend to visit Bangladesh almost once a year. The Bangladeshi diaspora population is better educated that the general U.S. population. 31% of Bangladeshis in the U.S. work in a professional or managerial role which includes fields like science, medicine, engineering, law as well as administration and human resources.
 Bangladeshis in the U.S. have approximately the same percentages of people in the labour force as the U.S. population though the percentage of Bangladeshi women employed was 39% compared to 58% in the overall U.S. population.
 Bangladeshis have higher median incomes that the median for all U.S. households. In 1980 there were only 5000 Bangladeshis in the U.S. and around 50% of the Bangladeshi migrants arrived after 2000, so most migrants are relatively new to the U.S.
Many Bangladeshis were students in the U.S., others were secondary migrants from other countries, and others still were escaping political persecution in Bangladesh.
 
HISTORY OF MIGRATION AND TRENDS
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US Bangladeshi diaspora organizations mostly are small, fragmented, nascent organizations that exist throughout the United States but are quite concentrated in California and New York. The greatest number of diaspora organizations focused on development and humanitarian issues in Bangladesh are in California, but others exist in New York and other areas. 

The US Bangladeshi diaspora is an important source of remittance inflow for Bangladesh. U.S.-based Bangladeshi remit US$10 billion or more each year to Bangladesh, comprising 13- 15% of total remittances to this significant remittance-recipient country. When remittances from Bangladeshi workers in the Middle East are extracted from the calculation, US Bangladeshi remittance inflows to Bangladesh rises to 33-42% each year over the past five years. Many individuals and groups in the US Bangladeshi diaspora community are philanthropically engaged both in the United States in their diaspora communities and in Bangladesh. Significant numbers of Bangladeshi diaspora members are interested in helping anyone in need in Bangladesh – as opposed to assisting specific individuals, groups, or organizations in the country. While US Bangladeshi diaspora members currently are investing in Bangladesh, the majority of this investment is made in the form of real estate either for personal use or rental or resale purposes. Investment interest is particularly high regarding investments in the healthcare and education sectors. U.S.-based Bangladeshi are significantly driven to invest by emotional and socioeconomic motivations, while financial and political motivations are less salient investment-motivation factors.
BANGLADESHI DIASPORA ENGAGEMENT WITH COUNTRY OF ORIGIN


DIASPORA ORGANIZATIONS AND METHODS OF ENGAGEMENT 

There are many Bangladeshi diaspora organization in the U.S. though many are not exclusively Bangladeshi but include Bengali populations from India.
 The diaspora organizations are mostly focused on either Bengali culture and language, or development writ large in the Bengal region.
 Many are registered as charitable organizations in the U.S. and raise tens of thousands of dollars each year.
 
REMITTANCES

Bangladesh is the third most remittent dependent country in the world; in 2012, remittances accounted for 12% of Bangladesh’s GDP.
 Remittances play an increasingly large role in Bangladesh’s GDP. Remittances from the U.S. are the fifth largest remittance source for Bangladesh.
  In 2012, $694 million in remittances were sent from the U.S. to Bangladesh, of a total $14.1 billion received from around the world. 

Between 1976 and 2012, remittances to Bangladesh followed an increasing trend. Between 2012 and 2013 remittances dropped from $14.12 billion to $13.867 billion and increased again until 2015 where they reached $15.388 billion. Though in 2016 they decreased to $13.68 billion. Uses of Remittances: While data on the amount of remittances is well tracked by the World Bank, tracking uses of remittances is much more challenging. 
INVESTMENT


Higher incomes in the U.S. in comparison to Bangladesh mean that diaspora members have more disposable income to invest in their home country.
 The majority of investment by the U.S. based Bangladeshi diaspora is in real estate.
 The Bangladeshi diaspora is particularly interested in investment opportunities that give them equity in Bangladeshi companies and establishing manufacturing facilities for export sales.
 

U.S.-BASED BANGLADESHI DIASPORA’S ENGAGEMENT IN DISASTER PREPAREDNESS AND RESPONSE


DISASTER PREPAREDNESS
It has been documented that Bangladesh has experienced upwards of 200 natural disasters over the last thirty years, leading to the loss of life of thousands, and the destruction of homes and livelihoods resulting in $16 billion in economic loss.
  From 2006-2015 the Government of Bangladesh had implemented the SAARC Framework of Action, and now the Sendai Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-2030, a comprehensive disaster and emergency management plan jointly comprised by multiple South Asian countries.
 The Ministry of Disaster Management and Relief, centered in Dhaka and established in 2012, has implemented early warning systems across the South Asia region to rapidly detect the onset of a storm.
 
SHELTER NEEDS IN BANGLADESH

In the aftermath of the devastating Cyclone Bhola of 1970, the deadliest tropical cyclone ever recorded, the Bangladeshi government has worked to improve its disaster resiliency and response systems. As the South Asian nation has historically been inundated with flooding, cyclones, and seasonal storms it is critical to understand that Bangladesh has concurrently suffered from a lack of shelter capacity, with the UNIDSR noting in 2012 the country only had 3,000 out of the 5,000 needed cyclone shelters.
 This has significantly impacted the population’s (i.e. government, civil society organizations, etc) ability to institute disaster preparedness and response planning. Currently, the World Bank is financing three projects in Bangladesh on disaster resiliency: Emergency 2007 Cyclone Recovery and Restoration Project (ECRRP), Coastal Embankment Improvement Project (CEIP I), and the Multipurpose Disaster Shelter Project (MDSP).
 Today, both the ECRRP and MDSP are implementing shelter plans, MDSP has financined the createion of 552 new shelters, including rehabilitating 450 existing ones, and constructing rural roades to improve the access between them along nine coastal districts.
 The goal behind the ECRRP is to have two million people have access to safe shelter by the project’s end, with the project so far providing shelter relief for Bangladeshis caught in Cyclone Mahasen (2013) and Cyclone Mora (2017).

Lack of quality housing: Bangladesh struggles to meet its ever-growing need for emergency shelter beyond that of human lives. In traditional coastal and agricultural areas, whereas livestock is the sole source of income for many, there is a lack of housing for livestock (ie. cows, sheep, goats, etc). In the construction of emergency shelters, there is a need to provide for the upwards of 70% of rural farmers that are displaced due to natural disaster who rely on livestock as their primary source of livelihiood.
 Information regarding shelters is limited, yet the government has built 2,590 cyclone and 200 flood shelters. 

People living in unsafe housing: Housing needs are improving as better shelter practices are improved upon over time, yet issues still remain. Of the 15% of the population who took refuge during Cyclone Sidr in cyclone shelters, 3791 were usable.
Before the World Bank’s MSDP initative, most shelters were constructed between 1991-2007 by the Bangladeshi government, and are used by citizens during non-emergency times as community centres, health centres, and rural schools.
 Locals often fortify their shelters using materials such as bamboo, whatever materials they have available to them. Moreover, as around 49% of the coastal population is female, improved internal shelter dwellings are important to provide safety and privacy, as many women have refused to enter emergency shelters citing instances of sexual harassment and violence.

Unplanned urban growth and lack of management: The World Bank estimates by 2030, South Asia will host 62 million climate refugees living in abject poverty, with Bangladesh alone estimating to hold more than 20 million climate-related IDPs.
  Therefore the World Bank has instituted the Urban Resiliency Project (URP) to strengthen government capacity around disaster resiliency infrastructure in major areas of populace such as Dhaka. 
BANGLADESH DIASPORA’S ENGAGMENT IN REGARD TO SHELTER

For Bangladeshi diaspora, in general, disaster preparedness takes the form of remittances, investing in land, housing, agriculture and other income generating initiatives that help family units and communities become more resilient, with a new report by the Commonwealth Secretariat noting 61% of Bangladeshi diaspora send money to family/friends.
 Following Cyclone Sidr in November of 2007, which killed around 4,500 people, affected 7 million, and caused widespread damage to homes, livestock, and crops, a United Bangladesh Appeal was formed to raise money. The program was led by Dristipat, a diaspora organization based in the U.S. and bought together 12 other organizations from the United Kingdom, Canada and the U.S. managing to raise over $300,000 USD.
 The UK further notes 55% of diaspora members responding to a 2018 survey said they sent home remittances for disaster relief efforts within the last year.
 
SURVEY DATA ANALYSIS 

The survey on Diaspora roles in disaster preparedness and response, with a focus on safer shelters, was created with the intention of gathering information from Diaspora organizations leaders and active members in the US from Bangladeshi, Haitian, and Filipino diaspora communities. The survey was designed on the basis of similar diaspora mappings conducted by IOM in the past but tailored to the specific needs of this project, primarily to understand what diaspora organizations already know on issues related to safer shelters, and what is their past and current engagement in this field. It was comprised of 46 questions (see Annex) covering issues such as organizational outreach, level of disaster preparedness expertise, type of partner organizations and international coordination efforts utilized, etc. In the survey, the term "diaspora" refers to migrants and their descendants that continue to maintain an affinity and association with their country of origin or heritage. The aim of the survey was to gather insights and input from diaspora leaders concerning diaspora roles in disaster preparedness and response in their countries of origin/heritage, with a focus on the promotion of safer shelters. 

Survey results shaped customized curricula of the capacity building initiatives aimed at enhancing the efficiency and effectiveness of the assistance that diaspora members provide to promote safer shelters, and more widely disaster response and preparedness in their countries of origin/heritage. Survey results also provide useful insights on diaspora organizations members’ capacities, and needs, as well as an initial baseline of their knowledge of the specific subject matter. 
The survey was first launched on February 6, 2018 testing 3 diaspora organizations on, and then again on February 21st and closed on March 24th. IOM staff emailed all the organizations listed in the database for which it was possible to trace an email account. Out of a total of 1,323 organizations, 400 approximately were emailed on three different occasions to promote the survey link, allowing for approximately 1200 emails sent by IOM detailing the project and asking participants to partake in the survey. The organizations that did not have email addresses readily available all received either Facebook messages or an online message through their website. Further, IOM staff was able to reach out by phone to about 50 organizations. The survey link was also distributed by key diaspora organizations to their own networks of about hundred individuals. 135 organization leaders opened the survey in which different questions received different degrees of responses (between 53 and 89 organizations’ leaders answered).
The main findings of the survey are summarized below (for full survey results see Annex). 
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The number of contacts, or emails, that an organization keeps on file can serve as an indicator of its outreach potential. Respondents were asked to estimate how many individuals were currently on their organization’s email list (see Question 19). IOM received responses from 41 Haitian organizations, 15 Filipino organizations, and 16 Bangladeshi organizations. Of the Haitian organizations, three have email lists of containing just 10-19 contacts, one has 20-49 contacts, three have 50-99 contacts, three have 100-199 contacts, and 14 have 200-499 contacts, two have 500-999 contacts, and lastly, 15 organizations have 1000 or more contacts. Thus, the vast majority of Haitian organizations have more than 200 email contacts on their email lists. Bangladeshi organizations are similar in that the majority (6 organizations) have at least 1000 email contacts on file. Four organizations have between 500-999, four have between 100-199 contacts, and two have 50-99 contacts. 

Filipino organizations, on average, tend to have fewer email contacts compared to Haitian and Bangladeshi organizations. Of the 15 organizations that responded, just one has 1000 or more email contacts. One has 20-49 contacts, one has 10-19 contacts, 4 have 50-99, two have 100-199, four have 200-499, and two have 500-999. 
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The majority of Bangladeshi, Filipino, and Haitian organizations report having either average or moderately high levels of expertise in disaster preparedness. Specifically, 28.77% of all organizations report a level of “average expertise,” while 27.4% percent report moderately high expertise. The vast majority, 67% of organizations, report having an average or above average level of competency in disaster preparedness. All three organizations follow a similar pattern, where the majority feels that they have “average” or “moderately high” levels of competency, and a smaller majority feel they have low levels of competency. It is important to note that this graph does not account for measures of confidence through an in-depth analysis; this is a broad question that is unable to determine the accuracy of such answers, but rather gives an insight into how adequately trained these groups perceive themselves to be.
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The majority of respondents reported that their organizations have an “average level of expertise” with regard to disaster response. In total, 27 of the 72 organizations, 37.5%, fall into the “average” response category.  Twenty five percent of organizations feel that their level of expertise is “moderately high,” while 11% say “high.” In the bottom two levels of expertise, 16.7% of organizations felt their expertise was “low,” while 9.7% say they have no expertise. Again, the Haitian diaspora community has the greatest response in “average”-“high” categories, with no responses from the Filipino community noting their level of expertise as “high”.
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41 of the 49 Haitian organizations polled reported having responded to a disaster, with 27 indicating they participated in some type of coordination. Of those who partook in coordination mechanisms, 14 participated in a humanitarian country team, whereas 13 participated in international coordination.  In contrast, just three Bangladeshi organizations have participated in country level and international coordination efforts. An additional six organizations have experience responding to a disaster, but did not participate in coordination efforts. Seven Bangladeshi organizations reported never having responded to a disaster. Of the Filipino organizations polled, the majority (6) reported having responded to a disaster, but not participating in coordination efforts. Four organizations have zero experience responding to a disaster, and five have participated in country or international coordination efforts. 
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IOM asked organizations to tell us in which types of activities their members typically engaged. The possible answer choices were capacity building, business continuity, shelter, water and/or sanitation, protection/safety, non-food items, food items, health, and education. Of these, the majority of Haitian, Bangladeshi, and Filipino organizations reported participating in the education sector, closely followed by health, food items, and capacity building. A moderate number of organizations reported some activity around non-food items, protection and safety, water and/or sanitation, and shelter needs. A smaller portion of organizations participated in business continuity. 
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Using an open-ended format, we asked respondents what were the main challenges that their organizations face when providing shelter solutions. We were able to code roughly 54 responses and group those into 12 main challenges. Those include the following: lack of funding and resources, inability to reach affected areas, lack of coordination, lack of knowledge and expertise, safety and security concerns, inability to reach affected areas due to customs issues, lack of infrastructure, inability to execute, determining beneficiaries, capacity building at the local level, sanitation issues, and time constraints. About ½ of the issues cited related to the lack of funding and resources available for providing shelter solutions.  The second most cited issue was the inability of diaspora organization to reach affected areas.  In two situations, the respondents specifically mentioned issues with customs and challenges with bringing/sending supplies across borders.

The follow graphic summarizes the aggregate data for Haitian, Bangladeshi, and Filipino organizations on their reported organizational knowledge and application of disaster preparedness and response (to view data on each organization see index). The data are presented as percentages of total knowledge within each category. Thus, if we analyze the first area of disaster reduction, humanitarian principles underlying all humanitarian action, we see that the largest percent of organizations said they have a “well understanding, and always practice” humanitarian principles. The three largest gaps in knowledge are in organizations’ knowledge and application of a) the sphere handbook, b) specific shelter and settlement standards, and c) differing shelter and settlement methods. 
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The overwhelming majority (over 85%) of respondents either “somewhat agree” or “strongly agree” with the following statement: “settlement responses require adequate expertise and resources”. The most vocal organizations to disagree with the statement were Bangladeshi diaspora groups, with 14% “strongly disagreeing.” Filipino and Haitian organizations share similar characteristics in that 70% and 71% (respectively) “strongly agree” and less than 3% for both group “strongly disagree.” Filipino organizations are evenly split between the remaining categories, whereas there is a bit more variance in responses between Bangladeshi and Haitian organizations. Yet 14.29 percent of the Bangladeshi respondents strongly disagreed with the statement (only representing 2 respondents though).
