To make your house more resistant to hurricanes and earthquakes, you need to
brace the frame and the roof. This will help to resist the pressure of high winds,
pressure of water in case of floods and the shaking from earthquakes.

Step 1: in each corner, double the stud (upright), nail two pieces of 2 x 4
together to geta 4 x 4.
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S Step 5: brace the roof
from the pole to the
rafters and from the
pole to the ridge beam
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
