	2. Discussions on outstanding ES/NFI needs in Nogob zone of Somali region and Oromia

	Afar ;-

· Questions were raised if there is still need in the region.
· As there were immediate responses by the regional government after the incident, it was suggested to may be identify if there is still need so as to see if it have to be prioritized for additional response.
Action Point – agencies to check their perspective prepositioned ES/NFI & share to the cluster

· NRC is currently intervening on WASH, food security, Livelihood, Education & SHELTER 
· According to NRC, some of the woredas they have done their assessment in Nogob zones are Kubi, Mayu Muluko, Lega hida & Selahadad.

· IRC – stated that there is a prepositioned kit in their store but needs to check for the exact figure.
· NRC – though NRC has done a joint rapid assessment, they are focused on other sectors rather than ES/NFI.
Action Point – contact COOPI if they have any need assessment report/updates and also for NRC to provide update on the needs/gaps if possible


	3. Presentation of emerging ES/NFI needs in SNNPR-ERCS

	ERCS
· Based on the report received from the government office from the region and the regional ERCS office, fire is the highest incident in the area.
· 1174HHs have been displaced in the town near ‘tabor sub city’

· Government distributed 518 quintals of wheat & cereal, 2600 Cooking pot, 3900 kitchen sets (???)  , 1300 blankets 

· ERCS has distributed 119 cups, 56 mats, 20 Jerry cans, 100 Plates & 15 Blankets

· In addition to the displaced people, it was stated that there are hundreds of people that is unknown where they have settled in. 

· Fire;-
· Hadya;- 581HH are displaced in 4 woredas (Gomboro, Gibe, Shash & West Bad,,,) and ERCS has responded with a partial kit of 581 Blanket, 581 of sleeping mat, 581 jerry cans and 1162 of laundry soap.

· 41HHs in kambata have been displaced and partial kits have been distributed recently by ERCS but there is still high needs.
· 594HHs have still not received anything.
· Suggestions was made to take a quick assessment may be of 2days to identify the exact need.

Action Point – UNOCHA to update the cluster if rapid needs assessment to be conducted with in the coming two days (to contact the ERCS staff on the ground)



	4. Presentation of major findings of joint assessment conducted in Gambella and the response mechanisms

	Team comprised from DPPFSA, OCHA, UNICEF, WFP, IOM and IRC conducted assessment in flood affected Woredas of Gambella Region from 24th February to 6th March, 2015. 
The team identified ES/NFI Needs, Response and Gaps for the ten affected woredas of Gambella Region. Accordingly, out of 17,462 HHs displaced only 4,065 HHs got ES/NFIs assistance. The remaining 13, 397 HHs did not get any ES/NFIs.
The team also verified that all of the flood displaced HHs in Gambella Region returned back to their place of origin.

IOM to distribute 1000 kit to Akobo and 700 to Wanthowa woredas of Nuer Zone in collaboration with ZoA.
