Inter-clan conflict in Moyale district of Kenya displaced 40,000 individuals from Borena and Gebra clans into Ethiopia. Following the humanitarian needs assessment, 8, 166 households were identified to require ES/NFI kits. However, this figured is yet to be verified as a re-registration exercise is taking place. So far, through the coordination of the ES/NFI Cluster, GOAL, ICRC/ERCS, IOM, IRC and UNICEF jointly mobilized 5,500 full standard kits of which 2,500 kits have been dispatched and pre-positioned in Moyale town in Ethiopia waiting to be distributed through the coordinated efforts of the Incident Command Post (ICP) once the verified numbers are made official.
