	1. Updates 

	UNICEF:

· 990 individuals (198 HHs) were displaced by flooding in Nyangatom Woreda in South Omo Zone of SNNP Region. 
GOAL
· Not currently working on ES/NFI’s but will be active in Water Purification assistance.
IOM 

· Plan to distribute 560 ES/NFIs for conflict IDPs in Babile woreda of Fafan zone.


	2. Gambella Displacements

	Flood:
· Flood displacements in multiple areas of Gambella – flood assessments being conducted.
· ERCS has a request to respond to flood displacements – verification of numbers needed.

Conflict:
· A conflict has taken place in Mezenger Zone in Godere and Mengesh Woredas – exact numbers need verification, an initial figure of 1,829HH has been shared – a further 666HH are said to have fled into Benchi Maji but more information is needed on this. 120 houses are reported to have been destroyed by fire.

· Access is very difficult due to security restrictions
· The displaced HH are located at 5 sites.

· ICRC is prepared to respond.
· Action Point – Partners to share all information as it reaches them – plans to respond will be coordinated in an extra-ordinary meeting once solid information and requests for assistance are received.

	3. Standardization

	IOM shared the draft Standard Kit for 2015 which included new metal items replacing plastic items which were of poor quality. Partners provided positive feedback on the change to metal items but stated that there is still an issue with the quality of plastic sheets. Partners requested to see the new items and receive information about item specifications and suppliers. 

IOM’s canvas bag is of interest to partners who would like to see the quality and specifications – to be included in standardization meeting.

Action Point – IOM to call a standardization meeting for partners to view new items and receive item specifications and supplier details.
