· In 2004,  Desa Jatisari, there were 120 household, and experiencing landslides. They still can’t be relocated cause there are no land, the land is filled with Plantation and Forestry. 

· Land ownership right has to have approval from government

· Mr. Rudi of KEMENPERA is responsible to find solutions on relocation.  
· Draft strategy
· Every shelter cluster need to have a strategy.

· Sekolah Tukang is good program but no black on white proof.
