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In the month of January DRC carried out distribution of core relief items to 353 households who were in need in the locality of Miselele Tiko subdivision. This distribution exercise targeted newly displaced families who had just arrived and didn’t have anything as possession. There are plans to further assist more persons recently displaced and settled in the area as they flee clashes in Muyuka subdivision.
In the North west, 1740 persons in 291 households where beneficiaries to core relief items distributed by UNHCR and partners in Bamenda 1, Mezam division.
The cluster is working on establishing modalities for cash-based interventions (CBI) in other facilitate access to financial assistance for NFI and shelter by the most vulnerable affected persons and members of the community. 
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
