· Lack of funding for both permanent and emergency shelter
· Drought will affect the displaced more. Over 90 per cent of the displaced are women, children and elderly.

Recommendations

1. Shelter cluster member’s advocate to get emergency shelter And NFIs for drought effect families. 
2. Encouraging Government to restrict and stop splitting IDPs that will result waste of resources.
3. Providing housing, land and property trainings for both concerned Government parts, IDPs leaders, Host communities in order to minimize the conflict among the IDPs and land lords and the government able to resolve all the issues according the agreed terms of tenure.
