VULNERABILITY ANALYSIS

Data Sources
ES/NFIs cluster identified as data sources the different joint assessment conducted in 2013 during the post disaster (conflict and/or natural disaster) assessments in different part of the country. IOM Internal Displacement Monitoring Reports (IDMRs) can be used as sources of data for the vulnerability assessments. The IDMR covers from July 2012 to September 2013 i.e. five different quarterly reports.       
Indicators 

ES/NFIs identified three indictors: the indicators should be SMART and depends on our sources of information.  

1. Number of disaster (s) occurred within a woreda in 12 months.

2. Average # of displaced individuals within a woreda per disaster within 12 months.

3. Average response time to ES/NFI needs in a woreda in days 
Methodology for vulnerability analysis 

Based on the source of information we have the range of the three indicators reviewed and given points from 20 up to 100 in different categories as it showed in below table.
