For the Ignorance Surveys Gapminder develops questions with clear-cut response alternatives for web-based survey together with the
Swedish company Novus International AB. The Ignorance Surveys have been conducted in five countries so far: Sweden, Norway, U.K,
U.S and South Africa.

The aim with these surveys is to understand how pronounced and how frequent the ignorance about major global development trends is
among the public in different countries, especially regarding the order of magnitude and speed of change of the most important aspects
of the life conditions of the world population. In this report we disclose the results. The CORRECT answer is marked and below each
question is the data source.

The Ignorance Survey: South Africa

To conduct the Ignorance Survey Gapminder works together with the Swedish research company Novus Group International. Novus has
supported Gapminder in designing adequate questions, the survey methodology in general and analysis. Novus and Gapminder have
conducted more than 12.000 interviews in Sweden to develop methodology and try out different survey designs.

The survey in S.A. was conducted in collaboration with Lighspeed GMI (Lighspeed GMI is a part of the Kantar Group). For more

The survey was done with an online representative sample of the adult population in South Africa.1 084 online interviews were
conducted, with a response rate of 25%. The sample was stratified on population group, age and gender. The data collection was
carried out between 30" October - 5th of November 2015. The interviews have been weighted on gender, age and population group.
