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The Old Testament of the King James Version of the Bible


The First Book of Moses:Called Genesis

1:1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

1:2 And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness
wasupon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon
theface of the waters.

1:3 And God said, Let there be light: and there was light.

1:4 And God saw the light, that it was good: and God divided
thelight from the darkness.

1:5 And God called the light Day, and the darkness he
calledNight. And the evening and the morning were the first
day.

1:6 And God said, Letthere be a firmament in the midst of
thewaters, and let it divide the waters from the waters.

1:7 And God made the firmament, and divided the waters whichwere
under the firmament from the waters which were above thefirmament:
and it was so.

1:8 And Godcalled the firmament Heaven. And the evening and
themorning were the second day.

1:9 And God said, Let the waters under the heaven be
gatheredtogether unto one place, and let the dry land appear: and
it wasso.

1:10 And God called the dry land Earth; and the
gatheringtogether of the waters called he Seas: and God saw that it
wasgood.

1:11 And God said, Let the earth bring forth grass, the
herbyielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit after his
kind,whose seed is in itself, upon the earth: andit was so.

1:12 And the earth brought forth grass, and herb yielding
seedafter his kind, and the tree yielding fruit, whose seed was
initself, after his kind: and God saw that it was good.

1:13 And the evening and the morning were the third day.

1:14 AndGod said, Let there be lights in the firmament of
theheaven to divide the day from the night; and let them be for
signs,and for seasons, and for days, and years: 1:15 And let them
be forlights in the firmament of the heaven to give light upon the
earth:and it was so.

1:16 And God made two great lights; the greater light to rulethe
day, and the lesser light to rule the night: he made the
starsalso.

1:17 And God set them in the firmament of the heaven to
givelight upon the earth, 1:18 And to rule overthe day and over
thenight, and to divide the light from the darkness: and God saw
thatit was good.

1:19 And the evening and the morning were the fourth day.

1:20 And God said, Let the waters bring forth abundantly
themoving creature that hath life, andfowl that may fly above
theearth in the open firmament of heaven.

1:21 And God created great whales, and every living creaturethat
moveth, which the waters brought forth abundantly, after theirkind,
and every winged fowl after his kind: and God saw that it
wasgood.

1:22 And God blessed them, saying, Be fruitful, and multiply,and
fill the waters in the seas, and let fowl multiply in theearth.

1:23 And the evening and the morning were the fifth day.

1:24 And God said, Let the earth bring forth the living
creatureafter his kind, cattle, and creeping thing, and beast of
the earthafter his kind: and it was so.

1:25 And God made the beast of the earth after his kind,
andcattle after their kind, and every thing that creepeth upon
theearth after his kind:and God saw that it was good.

1:26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after
ourlikeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea,
andover the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all
theearth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon
theearth.

1:27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of
Godcreated he him; male and female created he them.

1:28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be
fruitful,and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdueit: and
havedominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the
air,and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.

1:29 And God said, Behold, I have given you every herb
bearingseed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and every
tree, inthe which is the fruit of a tree yielding seed; to you it
shall befor meat.

1:30 And to every beast of the earth, and to every fowl of
theair, and to every thing that creepeth upon the earth, wherein
thereis life, I have given every green herb for meat: and it was
so.

1:31 And God saw every thing that he had made, and, behold,
itwas very good. And the evening and the morning were the
sixthday.

2:1 Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all
thehost of them.

2:2 And on the seventh dayGod ended his work which he had
made;and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he
hadmade.

2:3 And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it:
becausethat in it he had rested from all his work which God created
andmade.

2:4 These are the generations of the heavens and of the
earthwhen they were created, in the day that the LORD God made the
earthand the heavens, 2:5 And every plant of the field before it
was inthe earth, and every herb of the field before it grew: for
the LORDGodhad not caused it to rain upon the earth, and there was
not aman to till the ground.

2:6 But there went up a mist from the earth, and watered
thewhole face of the ground.

2:7 And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground,
andbreathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became
aliving soul.

2:8 And the LORD God planted a garden eastward in Eden; andthere
he put the man whom he had formed.

2:9 And out of the ground made the LORD God to grow every
treethat is pleasant to the sight, andgood for food; the tree of
lifealso in the midst of the garden, and the tree of knowledge of
goodand evil.

2:10 And a river went out of Eden to water the garden; and
fromthence it was parted, and became into four heads.

2:11 The name of the first is Pison: that is it which
compasseththe whole land of Havilah, where there is gold; 2:12 And
the goldof that land is good: there is bdellium and the onyx
stone.

2:13 And the name of the second river is Gihon: the same is
itthat compasseth the whole land ofEthiopia.

2:14 And the name of the third river is Hiddekel: that is
itwhich goeth toward the east of Assyria. And the fourth river
isEuphrates.

2:15 And the LORD God took the man, and put him into the
gardenof Eden to dress it and to keep it.

2:16 And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, Of every treeof
the garden thou mayest freely eat: 2:17 But of the tree of
theknowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in
theday that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.

2:18 And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man shouldbe
alone; I will make him an help meet for him.

2:19 And out of the ground the LORD God formed every beast ofthe
field, and every fowl of the air; and brought them unto Adam tosee
what he would call them: and whatsoever Adam called everyliving
creature, that was the name thereof.

2:20 And Adam gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl of
theair, and to every beast of the field; but for Adam there was
notfound an help meet for him.

2:21 And the LORD God causeda deep sleep to fall upon Adam,
andhe slept: and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the
fleshinstead thereof; 2:22 And the rib, which the LORD God had
takenfrom man, made he a woman, and brought her unto the man.

2:23 And Adam said, This is now boneof my bones, and flesh of
myflesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out
ofMan.

2:24 Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother,
andshall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.

2:25 And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and werenot
ashamed.

3:1 Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the
fieldwhich the LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea,
hathGod said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden? 3:2 And
thewoman said unto theserpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees
ofthe garden: 3:3 But of the fruit of the tree which is in the
midstof the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither
shallye touch it, lest ye die.

3:4 And the serpent said unto the woman, Yeshall not surely
die:3:5 For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then
youreyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good
andevil.

3:6 And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food,
andthat it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to
makeone wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave
alsounto her husband with her; and he did eat.

3:7 And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew
thatthey were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together,and
madethemselves aprons.

3:8 And they heard the voice of the LORD God walking in
thegarden in the cool of the day: and Adam and his wife hid
themselvesfrom the presence of the LORD God amongst the trees of
thegarden.

3:9 And the LORD God called untoAdam, and said unto him,
Whereart thou? 3:10 And he said, I heard thy voice in the garden,
and Iwas afraid, because I was naked; and I hid myself.

3:11 And he said, Who told thee that thou wast naked? Hast
thoueaten of the tree, whereof I commanded thee that thou shouldest
noteat? 3:12 And the man said, The woman whom thou gavest to be
withme, she gave me of the tree, and I did eat.

3:13 And the LORD God said unto the woman, What is this thatthou
hast done? And the woman said, The serpent beguiled me, and Idid
eat.

3:14 And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou
hastdone this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every
beastof the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt
thou eatall the days of thy life: 3:15 And I willput enmity between
theeand the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall
bruisethy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

3:16 Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy
sorrowand thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth
children; andthy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule
overthee.

3:17 And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto
thevoice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I
commandedthee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed isthe
ground for thysake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of
thy life; 3:18Thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to
thee; and thoushalt eat the herb of the field; 3:19 In the sweat of
thy faceshalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for
out ofit wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt
thoureturn.

3:20 And Adam called his wife's name Eve; because she was
themother of all living.

3:21 Unto Adam also and to his wife did the LORD God make
coatsof skins, and clothed them.

3:22 And the LORD God said, Behold, the man is become as one
ofus, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand,
andtake also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:
3:23Therefore the LORD God sent him forth fromthe garden of Eden,
totill the ground from whence he was taken.

3:24 So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of
thegarden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned
everyway, to keep the way of the tree of life.

4:1 And Adam knew Evehis wife; and she conceived, and bare
Cain,and said, I have gotten a man from the LORD.

4:2 And she again bare his brother Abel. And Abel was a keeperof
sheep, but Cain was a tiller of the ground.

4:3 And in process of time it came to pass, that Cainbrought
ofthe fruit of the ground an offering unto the LORD.

4:4 And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock
andof the fat thereof. And the LORD had respect unto Abel and to
hisoffering: 4:5 But unto Cain and to his offering he had not
respect.And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance fell.

4:6 And the LORD said unto Cain, Why art thou wroth? and why
isthy countenance fallen? 4:7 If thou doest well, shalt thou not
beaccepted? and if thou doest not well, sin lieth at the door.
Anduntothee shall be his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.

4:8 And Cain talked with Abel his brother: and it came to
pass,when they were in the field, that Cain rose up against Abel
hisbrother, and slew him.

4:9 And the LORD said unto Cain, Where is Abel thy brother?
Andhe said, I know not: Am I my brother's keeper? 4:10 And he
said,What hast thou done? the voice of thy brother's blood crieth
untome from the ground.

4:11 And now art thou cursed from the earth, which hath
openedher mouth to receive thy brother's blood from thy hand; 4:12
Whenthou tillest the ground, it shall not henceforth yield unto
theeher strength; a fugitive and a vagabond shalt thou be in
theearth.

4:13 And Cain said unto the LORD, My punishment is greater thanI
can bear.

4:14 Behold, thou hast driven me out this day from the face
ofthe earth; and from thy face shall I be hid; and I shall be
afugitive and a vagabond in the earth; and it shall come to
pass,that every one that findeth me shall slay me.

4:15 And the LORD said untohim, Therefore whosoever slayethCain,
vengeance shall be taken on him sevenfold. And the LORD set amark
upon Cain, lest any finding him should kill him.

4:16 And Cain went out from the presence of the LORD, and
dweltin the land of Nod, on the east of Eden.

4:17 And Cain knew his wife; and she conceived, and bare
Enoch:and he builded a city, and called the name of the city, after
thename of his son, Enoch.

4:18 And unto Enoch was born Irad: and Irad begat Mehujael:
andMehujael begat Methusael: and Methusael begat Lamech.

4:19 And Lamech took unto him two wives: the name of the one
wasAdah, and the name of the other Zillah.

4:20 And Adah bare Jabal: he was the father of such as dwell
intents, and of such as have cattle.

4:21 And his brother's name wasJubal: he was the father of
allsuch as handle the harp and organ.

4:22 And Zillah, she also bare Tubalcain, an instructer of
everyartificer in brass and iron: and the sister of Tubalcain
wasNaamah.

4:23 And Lamech said unto his wives, Adah and Zillah, Hear
myvoice; ye wives of Lamech, hearken unto my speech: for I have
slaina man to my wounding, and a young man to my hurt.

4:24 If Cain shall be avenged sevenfold, truly Lamech seventyand
sevenfold.

4:25 And Adam knew his wife again; and she bare a son,and
calledhis name Seth: For God, said she, hath appointed me another
seedinstead of Abel, whom Cain slew.

4:26 And to Seth, to him also there was born a son; and hecalled
his name Enos: then began men to call upon the name of theLORD.

5:1 This is thebook of the generations of Adam. In the day
thatGod created man, in the likeness of God made he him; 5:2 Male
andfemale created he them; and blessed them, and called their
nameAdam, in the day when they were created.

5:3 And Adam lived an hundred and thirty years, and begat a
sonin his own likeness, and after his image; and called his name
Seth:5:4 And the days of Adam after he had begotten Seth were
eighthundred years: and he begat sons and daughters: 5:5 And all
thedays that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years: and
hedied.

5:6 And Seth lived an hundred and five years, and begat Enos:5:7
And Seth lived after he begat Enos eight hundred and sevenyears,
and begat sons and daughters: 5:8 And all the days of Sethwere nine
hundred and twelve years: and he died.

5:9 And Enos lived ninety years, and begat Cainan: 5:10 And
Enoslived after he begat Cainan eight hundred and fifteen years,
andbegat sons and daughters: 5:11 And all the days of Enos were
ninehundred and five years: and he died.

5:12 And Cainan lived seventy years and begat Mahalaleel:
5:13And Cainan lived after he begat Mahalaleel eight hundred and
fortyyears, and begat sons and daughters: 5:14 And all the days
ofCainan were nine hundred and ten years: and he died.

5:15 And Mahalaleel lived sixty and five years, and begat
Jared:5:16 And Mahalaleel lived after he begat Jared eight hundred
andthirty years, and begat sons and daughters: 5:17 And all the
daysof Mahalaleel were eight hundred ninety and five years: and
hedied.

5:18 And Jared lived an hundred sixty and two years, and hebegat
Enoch: 5:19 And Jared lived after he begat Enoch eighthundred
years, and begat sons and daughters: 5:20 And all the daysof Jared
were nine hundred sixty and two years: and he died.

5:21 And Enoch lived sixty and five years, and begat
Methuselah:5:22 And Enoch walked with God after he begat Methuselah
threehundred years, and begat sons and daughters: 5:23 And all the
daysof Enoch were three hundred sixty and five years: 5:24 And
Enochwalkedwith God: and he was not; for God took him.

5:25 And Methuselah lived an hundred eighty and seven years,
andbegat Lamech.

5:26 And Methuselah lived after he begat Lamech seven
hundredeighty and two years, and begat sons and daughters: 5:27 And
allthe days of Methuselah were nine hundred sixty and nine years:
andhe died.

5:28 And Lamech lived an hundred eighty and two years, and
begata son: 5:29 And he called his name Noah, saying, This same
shallcomfort us concerning our work and toil of our hands, because
ofthe ground which the LORD hath cursed.

5:30 And Lamech lived after he begat Noah five hundred ninetyand
five years, and begat sons and daughters: 5:31 And all the daysof
Lamech were seven hundred seventy and seven years: and hedied.

5:32 And Noah was five hundred years old: and Noah begat
Shem,Ham, and Japheth.

6:1 And it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the
faceof the earth, and daughters were born unto them, 6:2 That the
sonsof God saw the daughters of men that they were fair; and they
tookthem wives of all which they chose.

6:3 And the LORD said, My spirit shall not always strive
withman, for that he also is flesh: yet his days shall be an
hundredand twenty years.

6:4 There were giants in the earth in those days; and also
afterthat, when the sons of God came in unto the daughters of men,
andthey bare children to them, the same became mighty men which
wereof old, men of renown.

6:5 And God saw that the wickedness of man was great in
theearth, and that every imagination of the thoughts of his heart
wasonly evil continually.

6:6 And it repented the LORD that he had made man on the
earth,and it grieved him at his heart.

6:7 And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I have
createdfrom the face of the earth; both man, and beast, and the
creepingthing, and the fowls of the air; for it repenteth me that I
havemade them.

6:8 But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD.

6:9 These are the generations of Noah: Noah was a just man
andperfect in his generations, and Noah walked with God.

6:10 And Noah begat three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth.

6:11 The earth also was corrupt before God, and the earth
wasfilled with violence.

6:12 And God looked upon the earth, and, behold, it was
corrupt;for all flesh had corrupted his way uponthe earth.

6:13 And God said unto Noah, The end of all flesh is come
beforeme; for the earth is filled with violence through them;
and,behold, I will destroy them with the earth.

6:14 Make thee an ark of gopher wood; rooms shalt thou make
inthe ark, andshalt pitch it within and without with pitch.

6:15 And this is the fashion which thou shalt make it of:
Thelength of the ark shall be three hundred cubits, the breadth of
itfifty cubits, and the height of it thirty cubits.

6:16 A window shalt thou maketo the ark, and in a cubit
shaltthou finish it above; and the door of the ark shalt thou set
in theside thereof; with lower, second, and third stories shalt
thou makeit.

6:17 And, behold, I, even I, do bring a flood of waters upon
theearth, to destroyall flesh, wherein is the breath of life,
fromunder heaven; and every thing that is in the earth shall
die.

6:18 But with thee will I establish my covenant; and thou
shaltcome into the ark, thou, and thy sons, and thy wife, and thy
sons'wives with thee.

6:19 And of every living thing of all flesh, two of every
sortshalt thou bring into the ark, to keep them alive with thee;
theyshall be male and female.

6:20 Of fowls after their kind, and of cattle after their
kind,of every creeping thing of the earthafter his kind, two of
everysort shall come unto thee, to keep them alive.

6:21 And take thou unto thee of all food that is eaten, and
thoushalt gather it to thee; and it shall be for food for thee, and
forthem.

6:22 Thus did Noah; according to all that God commanded him,
sodid he.

7:1 And the LORD said unto Noah, Come thou and all thy houseinto
the ark; for thee have I seen righteous before me in
thisgeneration.

7:2 Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by sevens,
themale and his female: andof beasts that are not clean by two,
themale and his female.

7:3 Of fowls also of the air by sevens, the male and the
female;to keep seed alive upon the face of all the earth.

7:4 For yet seven days, and I will cause it to rain upon
theearth forty daysand forty nights; and every living substance
that Ihave made will I destroy from off the face of the earth.

7:5 And Noah did according unto all that the LORD
commandedhim.

7:6 And Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of
waterswas upon the earth.

7:7 And Noah went in, and his sons, and his wife, and his
sons'wives with him, into the ark, because of the waters of
theflood.

7:8 Of clean beasts, and of beasts that are not clean, and
offowls, and of every thing that creepeth upon the earth, 7:9
Therewent in two and two unto Noah into the ark, the male and
thefemale, as God had commanded Noah.

7:10 And it came to pass after seven days, that the waters ofthe
flood were upon the earth.

7:11 In the six hundredth year of Noah's life, in the
secondmonth, the seventeenth day of the month, the same day were
all thefountains of the great deep broken up, and the windows of
heavenwere opened.

7:12 And the rain was upon the earth forty days and
fortynights.

7:13 In the selfsame day entered Noah, and Shem, and Ham,
andJapheth, the sons of Noah, and Noah's wife, and the three wives
ofhis sons with them, into the ark; 7:14 They, and every beast
afterhis kind, and all the cattle after their kind, and every
creepingthing that creepeth upon the earth afterhis kind, and every
fowlafter his kind, every bird of every sort.

7:15 And they went in unto Noah into the ark, two and two of
allflesh, wherein is the breath of life.

7:16 And they that went in, went in male and female of allflesh,
as God had commanded him: and the LORD shut him in.

7:17 And the flood was forty days upon the earth; and the
watersincreased, and bare up the ark, and it was lift up above
theearth.

7:18 And the waters prevailed, and were increased greatly
uponthe earth; and the ark wentupon the face of the waters.

7:19 And the waters prevailed exceedingly upon the earth; andall
the high hills, that were under the whole heaven, werecovered.

7:20 Fifteen cubits upward did the waters prevail; and
themountains were covered.

7:21 And allflesh died that moved upon the earth, both of
fowl,and of cattle, and of beast, and of every creeping thing
thatcreepeth upon the earth, and every man: 7:22 All in whose
nostrilswas the breath of life, of all that was in the dry land,
died.

7:23 And every living substance was destroyed which was upon
theface of the ground, both man, and cattle, and the creeping
things,and the fowl of the heaven; and they were destroyed from the
earth:and Noah only remained alive, and they that were with him in
theark.

7:24 And the waters prevailed upon the earth an hundred andfifty
days.

8:1 And God remembered Noah, and every living thing, and all
thecattle that was with him in the ark: and God made a wind to
passover the earth, and the waters asswaged; 8:2 The fountains also
ofthe deep and the windows of heaven were stopped, and the rain
fromheaven was restrained; 8:3 And the waters returned from off
theearth continually: and after the end of the hundred and fifty
daysthe waters were abated.

8:4 And the ark rested in the seventh month, on the
seventeenthday of the month, upon the mountains of Ararat.

8:5 And the waters decreased continually until the tenth
month:in the tenth month, on the first day of the month, were the
tops ofthe mountains seen.

8:6 And itcame to pass at the end of forty days, that Noahopened
the window of the ark which he had made: 8:7 And he sentforth a
raven, which went forth to and fro, until the waters weredried up
from off the earth.

8:8 Also he sent forth a dove from him, to see if the waterswere
abated from off the face of the ground; 8:9 But the dove foundno
rest for the sole of her foot, and she returned unto him intothe
ark, for the waters were on the face of the whole earth: thenhe put
forth his hand, and took her, and pulled her in unto himinto the
ark.

8:10 And he stayed yet other seven days; and again he sent
forththe dove out of the ark; 8:11 And the dove came in to him in
theevening; and, lo, in her mouth was an olive leaf pluckt off:
soNoah knew that the waters were abated from off the earth.

8:12 And he stayed yet other seven days; and sent forth thedove;
which returned not again unto him any more.

8:13 And it came to pass in the six hundredth and first year,
inthe first month, the first day of the month, the waters were
driedup from off the earth: and Noah removed the covering of the
ark,and looked, and, behold, the face of the ground was dry.

8:14 And in the second month, on the seven and twentieth day
ofthe month, was the earth dried.

8:15 And God spake unto Noah, saying, 8:16 Go forth of the
ark,thou, and thy wife, and thy sons, and thy sons' wives
withthee.

8:17 Bring forth with thee every living thing that is with
thee,of all flesh, both of fowl, and of cattle, and of every
creepingthing that creepethupon the earth; that they may breed
abundantlyin the earth, and be fruitful, and multiply upon the
earth.

8:18 And Noah went forth, and his sons, and his wife, and
hissons' wives with him: 8:19 Every beast, every creeping thing,
andevery fowl, and whatsoever creepeth upon the earth, after
theirkinds, went forth out of the ark.

8:20 And Noah builded an altar unto the LORD; and took of
everyclean beast, and of every clean fowl, and offered burnt
offeringson the altar.

8:21 And the LORD smelled a sweetsavour; and the LORD said inhis
heart, I will not again curse the ground any more for man'ssake;
for the imagination of man's heart is evil from his youth;neither
will I again smite any more every thing living, as I havedone.

8:22 While the earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest, and
coldand heat, and summer and winter, and day and night shall
notcease.

9:1 And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them,
Befruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth.

9:2 And the fear of you and the dread ofyou shall be upon
everybeast of the earth, and upon every fowl of the air, upon all
thatmoveth upon the earth, and upon all the fishes of the sea;
intoyour hand are they delivered.

9:3 Every moving thing that liveth shall be meat for you; evenas
the green herb have I given you all things.

9:4 But flesh with the life thereof, which is the blood
thereof,shall ye not eat.

9:5 And surely your blood of your lives will I require; at
thehand of every beast will I require it, and at the hand of man;
atthe hand of every man's brother will I require the life of
man.

9:6 Whoso sheddeth man's blood, by man shall his blood be
shed:for in the image of God made he man.

9:7 And you, be ye fruitful, and multiply; bring forthabundantly
in the earth, and multiply therein.

9:8 And God spake unto Noah, and to his sons with him,
saying,9:9 And I, behold, I establish my covenant with you, and
with yourseed after you; 9:10 And with every living creature that
is withyou, of the fowl, of the cattle, and of every beast ofthe
earthwith you; from all that go out of the ark, to every beast of
theearth.

9:11 And I will establish my covenant with you, neither shallall
flesh be cut off any more by the waters of a flood; neithershall
there any more be a flood to destroy the earth.

9:12 And God said, This is the token of the covenant which Imake
between me and you and every living creature that is with you,for
perpetual generations: 9:13 I do set my bow in the cloud, andit
shall be for a token of a covenant between me andthe earth.

9:14 And it shall come to pass, when I bring a cloud over
theearth, that the bow shall be seen in the cloud: 9:15 And I
willremember my covenant, which is between me and you and every
livingcreature of all flesh; and the waters shall no morebecome a
floodto destroy all flesh.

9:16 And the bow shall be in the cloud; and I will look upon
it,that I may remember the everlasting covenant between God and
everyliving creature of all flesh that is upon the earth.

9:17 And God said unto Noah, Thisis the token of the
covenant,which I have established between me and all flesh that is
upon theearth.

9:18 And the sons of Noah, that went forth of the ark, wereShem,
and Ham, and Japheth: and Ham is the father of Canaan.

9:19 These are the three sons of Noah: and of them was the
wholeearth overspread.

9:20 And Noah began to be an husbandman, and he planted
avineyard: 9:21 And he drank of the wine, and was drunken; and
hewas uncovered within his tent.

9:22 And Ham, the father of Canaan, saw the nakedness of
hisfather, and told his two brethren without.

9:23 And Shem and Japheth took a garment, and laid it upon
boththeir shoulders, and went backward, and covered the nakedness
oftheir father; and their faces were backward, and they saw not
theirfather's nakedness.

9:24 And Noah awoke from his wine, and knew what his younger
sonhad done unto him.

9:25 And he said, Cursed be Canaan; a servant of servants
shallhe be unto his brethren.

9:26 And he said, Blessed be the LORD God of Shem; and
Canaanshallbe his servant.

9:27 God shall enlarge Japheth, and he shall dwell in the
tentsof Shem; and Canaan shall be his servant.

9:28 And Noah lived after the flood three hundred and
fiftyyears.

9:29 And all the days of Noah were nine hundred and fifty
years:and he died.

10:1 Now these are the generations of the sons of Noah,
Shem,Ham, and Japheth: and unto them were sons born after the
flood.

10:2 The sons of Japheth; Gomer, and Magog, and Madai, andJavan,
and Tubal, and Meshech, and Tiras.

10:3 And the sonsof Gomer; Ashkenaz, and Riphath,
andTogarmah.

10:4 And the sons of Javan; Elishah, and Tarshish, Kittim,
andDodanim.

10:5 By these were the isles of the Gentiles divided in
theirlands; every one after his tongue, after their families, in
theirnations.

10:6 And the sons of Ham; Cush, and Mizraim, and Phut,
andCanaan.

10:7 And the sons of Cush; Seba, and Havilah, and Sabtah,
andRaamah, and Sabtechah: and the sons of Raamah; Sheba,
andDedan.

10:8 And Cush begat Nimrod: he began to be a mighty one
intheearth.

10:9 He was a mighty hunter before the LORD: wherefore it
issaid, Even as Nimrod the mighty hunter before the LORD.

10:10 And the beginning of his kingdom was Babel, and Erech,
andAccad, and Calneh, in the land of Shinar.

10:11 Out of that land went forth Asshur, and builded
Nineveh,and the city Rehoboth, and Calah, 10:12 And Resen between
Ninevehand Calah: the same is a great city.

10:13 And Mizraim begat Ludim, and Anamim, and Lehabim,
andNaphtuhim, 10:14 And Pathrusim, and Casluhim, (out ofwhom
camePhilistim,) and Caphtorim.

10:15 And Canaan begat Sidon his first born, and Heth, 10:16
Andthe Jebusite, and the Amorite, and the Girgasite, 10:17 And
theHivite, and the Arkite, and the Sinite, 10:18 And the Arvadite,
andthe Zemarite, and theHamathite: and afterward were the families
ofthe Canaanites spread abroad.

10:19 And the border of the Canaanites was from Sidon, as
thoucomest to Gerar, unto Gaza; as thou goest, unto Sodom,
andGomorrah, and Admah, and Zeboim, even unto Lasha.

10:20 These are the sons of Ham, after their families,
aftertheir tongues, in their countries, and in their nations.

10:21 Unto Shem also, the father of all the children of Eber,the
brother of Japheth the elder, even to him were childrenborn.

10:22 The childrenof Shem; Elam, and Asshur, and Arphaxad,
andLud, and Aram.

10:23 And the children of Aram; Uz, and Hul, and Gether,
andMash.

10:24 And Arphaxad begat Salah; and Salah begat Eber.

10:25 And unto Eber were born two sons: the name of one
wasPeleg; for inhis days was the earth divided; and his brother's
namewas Joktan.

10:26 And Joktan begat Almodad, and Sheleph, and Hazarmaveth,and
Jerah, 10:27 And Hadoram, and Uzal, and Diklah, 10:28 And Obal,and
Abimael, and Sheba, 10:29 And Ophir, and Havilah, and Jobab:all
these were the sons of Joktan.

10:30 And their dwelling was from Mesha, as thou goest
untoSephar a mount of the east.

10:31 These are the sons of Shem, after their families,
aftertheir tongues, in their lands, after their nations.

10:32 These are the families of the sons of Noah, after
theirgenerations, in their nations: and by these were the
nationsdivided in the earth after the flood.

11:1 And the whole earth was of one language, and of
onespeech.

11:2 And it came to pass, as they journeyedfrom the east,
thatthey found a plain in the land of Shinar; and they dwelt
there.

11:3 And they said one to another, Go to, let us make brick,
andburn them thoroughly. And they had brick for stone, and slime
hadthey for morter.

11:4 And they said, Goto, let us build us a city and a
tower,whose top may reach unto heaven; and let us make us a name,
lest webe scattered abroad upon the face of the whole earth.

11:5 And the LORD came down to see the city and the tower,
whichthe children of men builded.

11:6 And the LORD said, Behold, the people is one, and they
haveall one language; and this they begin to do: and now nothing
willbe restrained from them, which they have imagined to do.

11:7 Go to, let us go down, and there confound their
language,thatthey may not understand one another's speech.

11:8 So the LORD scattered them abroad from thence upon the
faceof all the earth: and they left off to build the city.

11:9 Therefore is the name of it called Babel; because the
LORDdid there confound the language of all the earth: and from
thencedid the LORD scatter them abroad upon the face of all
theearth.

11:10 These are the generations of Shem: Shem was an
hundredyears old, and begat Arphaxad two years after the flood:
11:11 AndShem lived after he begat Arphaxad five hundred years, and
begatsons and daughters.

11:12 And Arphaxad lived five and thirty years, and begat
Salah:11:13 And Arphaxad lived after he begat Salah four hundred
andthree years, and begat sons and daughters.

11:14 And Salah livedthirty years, and begat Eber: 11:15
AndSalah lived after he begat Eber four hundred and three years,
andbegat sons and daughters.

11:16 And Eber lived four and thirty years, and begat
Peleg:11:17 And Eber lived after he begat Peleg four hundred and
thirtyyears, and begat sons and daughters.

11:18 And Peleg lived thirty years, and begat Reu: 11:19
AndPeleg lived after he begat Reu two hundred and nine years,
andbegat sons and daughters.

11:20 And Reu lived two and thirty years, and begat Serug:
11:21And Reu lived after he begat Serug two hundred and seven
years, andbegat sons and daughters.

11:22 And Serug lived thirty years, and begat Nahor: 11:23
AndSerug lived after he begat Nahor two hundred years, and begat
sonsand daughters.

11:24 And Nahor lived nine and twenty years, and begat
Terah:11:25 And Nahor lived after he begat Terah an hundred and
nineteenyears, and begat sons and daughters.

11:26 And Terah lived seventy years, and begat Abram, Nahor,
andHaran.

11:27 Now these are the generationsof Terah: Terah begat
Abram,Nahor, and Haran; and Haran begat Lot.

11:28 And Haran died before his father Terah in the land of
hisnativity, in Ur of the Chaldees.

11:29 And Abram and Nahor took them wives: the name of
Abram'swife was Sarai; and the nameof Nahor's wife, Milcah, the
daughterof Haran, the father of Milcah, and the father of
Iscah.

11:30 But Sarai was barren; she had no child.

11:31 And Terah took Abram his son, and Lot the son of Haran
hisson's son, and Sarai his daughter in law, his sonAbram's wife;
andthey went forth with them from Ur of the Chaldees, to go into
theland of Canaan; and they came unto Haran, and dwelt there.

11:32 And the days of Terah were two hundred and five years:
andTerah died in Haran.

12:1 Now the LORD had saidunto Abram, Get thee out of
thycountry, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto
aland that I will shew thee: 12:2 And I will make of thee a
greatnation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and
thoushalt be a blessing: 12:3And I will bless them that bless thee,
andcurse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of
theearth be blessed.

12:4 So Abram departed, as the LORD had spoken unto him; and
Lotwent with him: and Abram was seventy and five years old
whenhedeparted out of Haran.

12:5 And Abram took Sarai his wife, and Lot his brother's
son,and all their substance that they had gathered, and the souls
thatthey had gotten in Haran; and they went forth to go into the
landof Canaan; and into the land of Canaan they came.

12:6 And Abram passed through the land unto the place of
Sichem,unto the plain of Moreh. And the Canaanite was then in
theland.

12:7 And the LORD appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy
seedwill I give this land: and there builded he an altar unto the
LORD,who appeared unto him.

12:8 And he removed from thence unto a mountain on the east
ofBethel, and pitched his tent, having Bethel on the west, and Hai
onthe east: and there he builded an altar unto the LORD, and
calledupon the name ofthe LORD.

12:9 And Abram journeyed, going on still toward the south.

12:10 And there was a famine in the land: and Abram went
downinto Egypt to sojourn there; for the famine was grievous in
theland.

12:11 And it came to pass, when he was come near to enter
intoEgypt, that he said unto Sarai his wife, Behold now, I know
thatthou art a fair woman to look upon: 12:12 Therefore it shall
cometo pass, when the Egyptians shall see thee, that they shall
say,This is his wife: and they will kill me, but they will save
theealive.

12:13 Say, I pray thee, thou art my sister: that it may be
wellwith me for thy sake; and my soul shall live because of
thee.

12:14 And it came to pass, that, when Abram was come into
Egypt,the Egyptians beheld the woman that she was very fair.

12:15 The princes also of Pharaoh saw her, and commended
herbefore Pharaoh: and the woman was taken into Pharaoh's
house.

12:16 And he entreated Abram well for her sake: and he hadsheep,
and oxen, and he asses, and menservants, and maidservants,and she
asses, and camels.

12:17 And the LORD plagued Pharaoh and his house with
greatplagues because of Sarai Abram's wife.

12:18 And Pharaoh called Abram and said, What is this that
thouhast done unto me? why didst thou not tell me that she was
thywife? 12:19 Why saidst thou, She is my sister? so I might
havetaken her to me to wife: now therefore behold thy wife, take
her,and go thy way.

12:20 And Pharaoh commanded his men concerning him: and theysent
him away, and his wife, and all that he had.

13:1 And Abram went up out of Egypt, he, and his wife, and
allthat he had, and Lot with him, into the south.

13:2 And Abram was very rich in cattle, in silver, and
ingold.

13:3 And he went on his journeys from the south even to
Bethel,unto the place where his tent had been at the beginning,
betweenBethel and Hai; 13:4 Unto the place of the altar, which he
had makethere at the first: and there Abram called on the name of
theLORD.

13:5 And Lot also, which went with Abram, had flocks, and
herds,and tents.

13:6 And the land was not able to bear them, that they
mightdwell together: for their substance was great, so that they
couldnot dwell together.

13:7 And there was a strife between the herdmen of Abram'scattle
and the herdmen of Lot's cattle: and theCanaanite and thePerizzite
dwelled then in the land.

13:8 And Abram said unto Lot, Let there be no strife, I
praythee, between me and thee, and between my herdmen and thy
herdmen;for we be brethren.

13:9 Is not the whole land before thee? separate thyself, I
praythee, from me: if thou wilt take the left hand, then I will go
tothe right; or if thou depart to the right hand, then I will go
tothe left.

13:10 And Lot lifted up his eyes, and beheld all the plain
ofJordan, that it was well watered every where, before the
LORDdestroyed Sodom and Gomorrah, even as the garden of the LORD,
likethe land of Egypt, as thou comest unto Zoar.

13:11 Then Lot chose him all the plain of Jordan; and
Lotjourneyed east: and they separated themselves the one
fromtheother.

13:12 Abram dwelled in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelled inthe
cities of the plain, and pitched his tent toward Sodom.

13:13 But the men of Sodom were wicked and sinners before
theLORD exceedingly.

13:14 And the LORD said unto Abram, after thatLot was
separatedfrom him, Lift up now thine eyes, and look from the place
wherethou art northward, and southward, and eastward, and
westward:13:15 For all the land which thou seest, to thee will I
give it,and to thy seed for ever.

13:16 And I will make thy seed as the dust of the earth: so
thatif a man can number the dust of the earth, then shall thy seed
alsobe numbered.

13:17 Arise, walk through the land in the length of it and inthe
breadth of it; for I will give it unto thee.

13:18 Then Abram removed his tent, and came and dwelt in
theplain of Mamre, which is in Hebron, and built there an altar
untothe LORD.

14:1 And it came to pass in the days of Amraphel king of
Shinar,Arioch king of Ellasar, Chedorlaomer king of Elam, and Tidal
kingof nations; 14:2 That these made war with Bera king of Sodom,
andwith Birsha king of Gomorrah, Shinab king of Admah, and
Shemeberking of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela, which is Zoar.

14:3 All these were joined together in the vale of Siddim,
whichis the salt sea.

14:4 Twelve years they served Chedorlaomer, and in thethirteenth
year they rebelled.

14:5 And in the fourteenth year came Chedorlaomer, and the
kingsthat were with him, and smote the Rephaims in Ashteroth
Karnaim,and the Zuzims in Ham, and the Eminsin Shaveh Kiriathaim,
14:6 Andthe Horites in their mount Seir, unto Elparan, which is by
thewilderness.

14:7 And they returned, and came to Enmishpat, which is
Kadesh,and smote all the country of the Amalekites, and also the
Amorites,that dwelt in Hazezontamar.

14:8 And there went out the king of Sodom, and the king
ofGomorrah, and the king of Admah, and the king of Zeboiim, and
theking of Bela (the same is Zoar;) and they joined battle with
themin the vale of Siddim; 14:9 With Chedorlaomer the kingof Elam,
andwith Tidal king of nations, and Amraphel king of Shinar, and
Ariochking of Ellasar; four kings with five.

14:10 And the vale of Siddim was full of slimepits; and thekings
of Sodom and Gomorrah fled, and fell there; and they thatremained
fled to the mountain.

14:11 And they took all the goods of Sodom and Gomorrah, and
alltheir victuals, and went their way.

14:12 And they took Lot, Abram's brother's son, who dwelt
inSodom, and his goods, and departed.

14:13 And there came one that had escaped, and told Abram
theHebrew; for he dwelt in the plain of Mamre the Amorite, brother
ofEshcol, and brother of Aner: and these were confederate
withAbram.

14:14 And when Abram heard that his brother was taken captive,he
armed his trained servants, born in his own house, three hundredand
eighteen, and pursued them unto Dan.

14:15 And he divided himself against them, he and his
servants,by night, and smote them, and pursued them unto Hobah,
which is onthe left hand of Damascus.

14:16 And he brought back all the goods, and also brought
againhis brother Lot, and his goods, and the women also, and
thepeople.

14:17 And the king of Sodom went out to meet him after hisreturn
from the slaughter of Chedorlaomer, and of the kings thatwere with
him, at the valley of Shaveh, which is the king'sdale.

14:18 And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread andwine:
and he was the priest of the most high God.

14:19 And he blessed him, and said, Blessed be Abram of the
mosthigh God, possessor of heaven and earth: 14:20 And blessed be
themost high God, which hath delivered thine enemies into thy
hand.And he gave him tithes of all.

14:21 And the king of Sodom said unto Abram, Give me thepersons,
and take the goods to thyself.

14:22 And Abram said to the king ofSodom, I have lift up
minehand unto the LORD, the most high God, the possessor of heaven
andearth, 14:23 That I will not take from a thread even to
ashoelatchet, and that I will not take any thing that is thine,
lestthou shouldest say, I have made Abram rich: 14:24 Save only
thatwhich the young men have eaten, and the portion of the men
whichwent with me, Aner, Eshcol, and Mamre; let them take
theirportion.

15:1 After these things the word of the LORD came unto Abram ina
vision, saying, Fear not, Abram: I am thy shield, and thyexceeding
great reward.

15:2 And Abram said, LORD God, what wilt thou give me, seeing
Igo childless, and the steward of my house is this Eliezer
ofDamascus? 15:3 And Abram said, Behold, to me thou hast given
noseed: and, lo, one born in my house is mine heir.

15:4 And, behold, the word of the LORD came unto him,
saying,This shall not be thine heir; but he that shall come forth
out ofthine own bowels shall be thine heir.

15:5 And he brought him forth abroad, and said, Looknow
towardheaven, and tell the stars, if thou be able to number them:
and hesaid unto him, So shall thy seed be.

15:6 And he believed in the LORD; and he counted it to him
forrighteousness.

15:7 And he said unto him, I am the LORD that brought thee
outofUr of the Chaldees, to give thee this land to inherit it.

15:8 And he said, LORD God, whereby shall I know that I
shallinherit it? 15:9 And he said unto him, Take me an heifer of
threeyears old, and a she goat of three years old, and a ram of
threeyears old, and a turtledove, and a young pigeon.

15:10 And he took unto him all these, and divided them in
themidst, and laid each piece one against another: but the
birdsdivided he not.

15:11 And when the fowls came down upon the carcases, Abramdrove
them away.

15:12 And when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell
uponAbram; and, lo, an horror of great darkness fell upon him.

15:13 And he said unto Abram, Know of a surety that thy
seedshall be a stranger in a land that is not their's, and shall
servethem; and they shall afflict them four hundred years; 15:14
Andalso that nation, whom they shall serve, will I judge:
andafterward shall they come out with great substance.

15:15 And thou shalt go to thy fathers in peace; thou shalt
beburied in a goodold age.

15:16 But in the fourth generation they shall come hither
again:for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet full.

15:17 And it came to pass, that, when the sun went down, and
itwas dark, behold a smoking furnace, and a burning lamp
thatpassedbetween those pieces.

15:18 In the same day the LORD made a covenant with
Abram,saying, Unto thy seed have I given this land, from the river
ofEgypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates: 15:19 The
Kenites,and the Kenizzites, and the Kadmonites, 15:20 And the
Hittites, andthe Perizzites, and the Rephaims, 15:21 And the
Amorites, and theCanaanites, and the Girgashites, and the
Jebusites.

16:1 Now Sarai Abram's wife bare him no children: and she had
anhandmaid, an Egyptian, whose name was Hagar.

16:2 And Sarai said unto Abram, Behold now, the LORD
hathrestrained me from bearing: I pray thee, go in unto my maid; it
maybe that I may obtain children by her. And Abram hearkened to
thevoice of Sarai.

16:3 And Sarai Abram's wife took Hagar her maid
theEgyptian,after Abram had dwelt ten years in the land of Canaan,
and gave herto her husband Abram to be his wife.

16:4 And he went in unto Hagar, and she conceived: and when
shesaw that she had conceived, her mistress was despised in
hereyes.

16:5 And Sarai said unto Abram, My wrong be upon thee: I
havegiven my maid into thy bosom; and when she saw that she
hadconceived, I was despised in her eyes: the LORD judge between
meand thee.

16:6 But Abram said unto Sarai, Behold, thy maid is in
thinehand; doto her as it pleaseth thee. And when Sarai dealt
hardlywith her, she fled from her face.

16:7 And the angel of the LORD found her by a fountain of
waterin the wilderness, by the fountain in the way to Shur.

16:8 And he said, Hagar, Sarai's maid, whencecamest thou?
andwhither wilt thou go? And she said, I flee from the face of
mymistress Sarai.

16:9 And the angel of the LORD said unto her, Return to
thymistress, and submit thyself under her hands.

16:10 And the angel of the LORD said unto her, I willmultiplythy
seed exceedingly, that it shall not be numbered formultitude.

16:11 And the angel of the LORD said unto her, Behold, thou
artwith child and shalt bear a son, and shalt call his name
Ishmael;because the LORD hath heard thy affliction.

16:12And he will be a wild man; his hand will be against
everyman, and every man's hand against him; and he shall dwell in
thepresence of all his brethren.

16:13 And she called the name of the LORD that spake unto
her,Thou God seest me: for she said, Have Ialso here looked after
himthat seeth me? 16:14 Wherefore the well was called
Beerlahairoi;behold, it is between Kadesh and Bered.

16:15 And Hagar bare Abram a son: and Abram called his
son'sname, which Hagar bare, Ishmael.

16:16 And Abram was fourscoreand six years old, when Hagar
bareIshmael to Abram.

17:1 And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the
LORDappeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty God;
walkbefore me, and be thou perfect.

17:2 And I will make my covenant between me and thee, and
willmultiply thee exceedingly.

17:3 And Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him,saying,
17:4 As for me, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thoushalt be
a father of many nations.

17:5 Neither shall thy name any more be calledAbram, but thyname
shall be Abraham; for a father of many nations have I madethee.

17:6 And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will
makenations of thee, and kings shall come out of thee.

17:7 And I will establish my covenant between me and theeand
thyseed after thee in their generations for an everlasting
covenant,to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee.

17:8 And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee,
theland wherein thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for
aneverlasting possession; and I will be their God.

17:9 And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my
covenanttherefore, thou, and thy seed after thee in their
generations.

17:10 This is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me
andyou and thy seed afterthee; Every man child among you shall
becircumcised.

17:11 And ye shall circumcise the flesh of your foreskin; and
itshall be a token of the covenant betwixt me and you.

17:12 And he that is eight days old shall be circumcised
amongyou, every man childin your generations, he that is born in
thehouse, or bought with money of any stranger, which is not of
thyseed.

17:13 He that is born in thy house, and he that is bought
withthy money, must needs be circumcised: and my covenant shall be
inyour flesh for an everlasting covenant.

17:14 And the uncircumcised man child whose flesh of hisforeskin
is not circumcised, that soul shall be cut off from hispeople; he
hath broken my covenant.

17:15 And God said unto Abraham, As for Sarai thy wife,
thoushalt notcall her name Sarai, but Sarah shall her name be.

17:16 And I will bless her, and give thee a son also of her:yea,
I will bless her, and she shall be a mother of nations; kingsof
people shall be of her.

17:17 Then Abraham fell upon his face, and laughed, and said
inhis heart, Shall a child be born unto him that is an hundred
yearsold? and shall Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear? 17:18
AndAbraham said unto God, O that Ishmael might live before thee!
17:19And God said, Sarah thy wife shall bear thee a son indeed; and
thoushalt call his name Isaac: and I will establish my covenant
withhim for an everlasting covenant, and with his seed after
him.

17:20 And as for Ishmael, I have heard thee: Behold, I
haveblessed him, and will make him fruitful, andwill multiply
himexceedingly; twelve princes shall he beget, and I will make him
agreat nation.

17:21 But my covenant will I establish with Isaac, which
Sarahshall bear unto thee at this set time in the next year.

17:22 And he left off talking with him, and God went up
fromAbraham.

17:23 And Abraham took Ishmael his son, and all that were bornin
his house, and all that were bought with his money, every maleamong
the men of Abraham's house; and circumcised the flesh oftheir
foreskin in the selfsame day, as God had said unto him.

17:24 And Abraham was ninety years old and nine, when he
wascircumcised in the flesh of his foreskin.

17:25 And Ishmael his son was thirteen years old, when he
wascircumcised in the flesh of his foreskin.

17:26 In the selfsame day was Abraham circumcised, and
Ishmaelhis son.

17:27 And all the men of his house, born in the house, andbought
with money of the stranger, were circumcised with him.

18:1 And the LORD appeared unto him in the plains of Mamre:
andhe sat in the tentdoor in the heat of the day; 18:2 And he lift
uphis eyes and looked, and, lo, three men stood by him: and when
hesaw them, he ran to meet them from the tent door, and bowed
himselftoward the ground, 18:3 And said, My LORD, if now I have
foundfavour inthy sight, pass not away, I pray thee, from thy
servant:18:4 Let a little water, I pray you, be fetched, and wash
yourfeet, and rest yourselves under the tree: 18:5 And I will fetch
amorsel of bread, and comfort ye your hearts; after that ye
shallpasson: for therefore are ye come to your servant. And they
said,So do, as thou hast said.

18:6 And Abraham hastened into the tent unto Sarah, and
said,Make ready quickly three measures of fine meal, knead it, and
makecakes upon the hearth.

18:7 And Abraham ran unto the herd, and fetcht a calf tender
andgood, and gave it unto a young man; and he hasted to dress
it.

18:8 And he took butter, and milk, and the calf which he
haddressed, and set it before them; and he stood by them under
thetree, and they dideat.

18:9 And they said unto him, Where is Sarah thy wife? And
hesaid, Behold, in the tent.

18:10 And he said, I will certainly return unto thee accordingto
the time of life; and, lo, Sarah thy wife shall have a son.
AndSarah heard it in the tent door,which was behind him.

18:11 Now Abraham and Sarah were old and well stricken in
age;and it ceased to be with Sarah after the manner of women.

18:12 Therefore Sarah laughed within herself, saying, After I
amwaxed old shall I have pleasure, my lord beingold also? 18:13
Andthe LORD said unto Abraham, Wherefore did Sarah laugh,
saying,Shall I of a surety bear a child, which am old? 18:14 Is any
thingtoo hard for the LORD? At the time appointed I will return
untothee, according to the time of life, and Sarah shall have
ason.

18:15 Then Sarah denied, saying, I laughed not; for she
wasafraid. And he said, Nay; but thou didst laugh.

18:16 And the men rose up from thence, and looked toward
Sodom:and Abraham went with them to bring them on the way.

18:17And the LORD said, Shall I hide from Abraham that
thingwhich I do; 18:18 Seeing that Abraham shall surely become a
greatand mighty nation, and all the nations of the earth shall
beblessed in him? 18:19 For I know him, that he will command
hischildren and his household after him, and they shall keep the
wayof the LORD, to do justice and judgment; that the LORD may
bringupon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him.

18:20 And the LORD said, Because the cry of Sodom and Gomorrahis
great, and because their sin is very grievous; 18:21 I will godown
now, and see whether they have done altogether according tothe cry
of it, which is come unto me; and if not, I will know.

18:22 And the men turned their faces from thence, and wenttoward
Sodom: but Abraham stood yet before the LORD.

18:23 And Abraham drew near, and said, Wilt thou also destroythe
righteous with the wicked? 18:24 Peradventure there be
fiftyrighteous within the city: wilt thou also destroy and not
spare theplace for the fifty righteous that are therein? 18:25 That
be farfrom thee to do after this manner, to slay the righteous with
thewicked: and that the righteous should be as the wicked, that be
farfrom thee: Shall not the Judge of all the earth do right? 18:26
Andthe LORD said, If I findin Sodom fifty righteous within the
city,then I will spare all the place for their sakes.

18:27 And Abraham answered and said, Behold now, I have
takenupon me to speak unto the LORD, which am but dust and ashes:
18:28Peradventure there shall lack fiveof the fifty righteous: wilt
thoudestroy all the city for lack of five? And he said, If I find
thereforty and five, I will not destroy it.

18:29 And he spake unto him yet again, and said,
Peradventurethere shall be forty found there. And he said, I
willnot do it forforty's sake.

18:30 And he said unto him, Oh let not the LORD be angry, and
Iwill speak: Peradventure there shall thirty be found there. And
hesaid, I will not do it, if I find thirty there.

18:31 And he said, Behold now, I have taken uponme to speak
untothe LORD: Peradventure there shall be twenty found there. And
hesaid, I will not destroy it for twenty's sake.

18:32 And he said, Oh let not the LORD be angry, and I willspeak
yet but this once: Peradventure ten shall be found there. Andhe
said, I will not destroy it for ten's sake.

18:33 And the LORD went his way, as soon as he had leftcommuning
with Abraham: and Abraham returned unto his place.

19:1 And there came two angels to Sodom at even; and Lot sat
inthe gate of Sodom: and Lotseeing them rose up to meet them; and
hebowed himself with his face toward the ground; 19:2 And he
said,Behold now, my lords, turn in, I pray you, into your
servant'shouse, and tarry all night, and wash your feet, and ye
shall riseup early, and go onyour ways. And they said, Nay; but we
will abidein the street all night.

19:3 And he pressed upon them greatly; and they turned in
untohim, and entered into his house; and he made them a feast, and
didbake unleavened bread, and they did eat.

19:4 But before they lay down, the men of the city, even the
menof Sodom, compassed the house round, both old and young, all
thepeople from every quarter: 19:5 And they called unto Lot, and
saidunto him, Where are the men which came in to thee this night?
bringthem out unto us, that we may know them.

19:6 And Lot went out at the door unto them, and shut the
doorafter him, 19:7 And said, I pray you, brethren, do not
sowickedly.

19:8 Behold now, I have two daughters which have not known
man;let me, I pray you, bring them out unto you, and do ye to them
asis good in your eyes: only unto these men do nothing; for
thereforecame they under the shadow of my roof.

19:9 And they said, Stand back. And they said again, This
onefellow came in to sojourn, and he will needs be a judge: now
willwe deal worse with thee, than with them. And they pressed sore
uponthe man, even Lot, and came near to break the door.

19:10 But the men put forth their hand, and pulled Lot into
thehouse to them, and shut to the door.

19:11 And they smote the men that were at the door of the
housewith blindness, both small and great: so that they
weariedthemselves to find the door.

19:12 And the men said unto Lot, Hast thou here any besides?
sonin law, and thy sons, and thy daughters, and whatsoever thou
hastin the city, bring them out of this place: 19:13 For wewill
destroythis place, because the cry of them is waxen great before
the faceof the LORD; and the LORD hath sent us to destroy it.

19:14 And Lot went out, and spake unto his sons inlaw,
whichmarried his daughters, and said, Up, get you out of this
place; forthe LORD will destroy this city. But he seemed as one
that mockedunto his sons in law.

19:15 And when the morning arose, then the angels hastened
Lot,saying, Arise, take thy wife, and thy two daughters, which
arehere; lest thou be consumed in the iniquity of the city.

19:16 And while he lingered, the men laid hold upon his hand,and
upon the hand of his wife, and upon the hand of his twodaughters;
the LORD being merciful untohim: and they brought himforth, and set
him without the city.

19:17 And it came to pass, when they had brought them
forthabroad, that he said, Escape for thy life; look not behind
thee,neither stay thou in all the plain; escape to the mountain,
lestthou be consumed.

19:18 And Lot said unto them, Oh, not so, my LORD: 19:19
Beholdnow, thy servant hath found grace in thy sight, and thou
hastmagnified thy mercy, which thou hast shewed unto me in saving
mylife; and I cannot escape to the mountain, lestsome evil take
me,and I die: 19:20 Behold now, this city is near to flee unto, and
itis a little one: Oh, let me escape thither, (is it not a
littleone?) and my soul shall live.

19:21 And he said unto him, See, I have accepted thee
concerningthis thingalso, that I will not overthrow this city, for
the whichthou hast spoken.

19:22 Haste thee, escape thither; for I cannot do anything
tillthou be come thither. Therefore the name of the city was
calledZoar.

19:23 The sun was risen upon the earth when Lot entered
intoZoar.

19:24 Then the LORD rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrahbrimstone
and fire from the LORD out of heaven; 19:25 And heoverthrew those
cities, and all the plain, and all the inhabitantsof the cities,
and that which grew upon the ground.

19:26 But his wife looked back from behind him, and she became
apillar of salt.

19:27 And Abraham gat up early in the morning to the place
wherehe stood before the LORD: 19:28 And he looked toward Sodom
andGomorrah, and toward all the land of the plain, and beheld,
and,lo, the smoke of the country went up as the smoke of a
furnace.

19:29 And it came to pass, when God destroyed the cities of
theplain, that God remembered Abraham, and sent Lot out of the
midstof the overthrow, when he overthrew the cities in the which
Lotdwelt.

19:30 And Lot went up out of Zoar, and dwelt in the mountain,and
his two daughters with him; for he feared to dwell in Zoar: andhe
dwelt in a cave, he and his two daughters.

19:31 And the firstborn said unto the younger, Our father isold,
and there is not a man in the earth to come in unto us afterthe
manner of all the earth: 19:32 Come, let us make our fatherdrink
wine, and we will lie with him, that we may preserve seed ofour
father.

19:33 And they made their father drinkwine that night: and
thefirstborn went in, and lay with her father; and he perceived
notwhen she lay down, nor when she arose.

19:34 And it came to pass on the morrow, that the firstborn
saidunto the younger, Behold, I lay yesternight with my father: let
usmake him drink wine this night also; and go thou in, and lie
withhim, that we may preserve seed of our father.

19:35 And they made their father drink wine that night also:
andthe younger arose, and lay with him; and he perceived not when
shelay down, nor when she arose.

19:36 Thus were both the daughters of Lot with child by
theirfather.

19:37 And the first born bare a son, and called his name
Moab:the same is the father of the Moabites unto this day.

19:38 And the younger, she also bare a son, and called his
nameBenammi: the same is the father of the children of Ammon unto
thisday.

20:1 And Abraham journeyed from thence toward the south
country,and dwelled between Kadesh and Shur, and sojourned in
Gerar.

20:2 And Abraham said of Sarah his wife, She is my sister:
andAbimelech king of Gerar sent, and took Sarah.

20:3 But God came to Abimelech in a dream by night, and said
tohim, Behold, thou art but a dead man, for the woman which thou
hasttaken; for she is a man's wife.

20:4 But Abimelech hadnot come near her: and he said, LORD,
wiltthou slay also a righteous nation? 20:5 Said he not unto me,
She ismy sister? and she, even she herself said, He is my brother:
in theintegrity of my heart and innocency of my hands have I
donethis.

20:6 And God said unto him in a dream, Yea, I know that
thoudidst this in the integrity of thy heart; for I also withheld
theefrom sinning against me: therefore suffered I thee not to
touchher.

20:7 Now therefore restore the man his wife; for he is aprophet,
andhe shall pray for thee, and thou shalt live: and ifthou restore
her not, know thou that thou shalt surely die, thou,and all that
are thine.

20:8 Therefore Abimelech rose early in the morning, and
calledall his servants, and told all these things in their ears:
and themen were sore afraid.

20:9 Then Abimelech called Abraham, and said unto him, What
hastthou done unto us? and what have I offended thee, that thou
hastbrought on me and on my kingdom a great sin? thou hast done
deedsunto me that ought not to be done.

20:10 And Abimelech said unto Abraham, What sawest thou,
thatthou hast done this thing? 20:11 And Abraham said, Because
Ithought, Surely the fear of God is not in this place; and they
willslay me for my wife's sake.

20:12 And yet indeed she is my sister; she is the daughter of
myfather, but not the daughter of my mother; and she became
mywife.

20:13 And it came to pass, when God caused me to wander from
myfather's house, that I said unto her, This is thy kindness
whichthou shalt shew unto me; at every place whither we shall come,
sayof me, He is my brother.

20:14 And Abimelech took sheep, and oxen, and menservants,
andwomenservants, and gave them unto Abraham, and restored him
Sarahhis wife.

20:15 And Abimelech said, Behold, my land is before thee:
dwellwhere it pleaseth thee.

20:16 And unto Sarah he said, Behold, I have given thy brother
athousand pieces of silver: behold, he is to thee a covering of
theeyes, unto all that are with thee, and with all other: thus she
wasreproved.

20:17 So Abraham prayed unto God: and God healed Abimelech,
andhis wife, and his maidservants; and they bare children.

20:18 For the LORD had fast closed up all the wombs of the
houseof Abimelech, because of Sarah Abraham's wife.

21:1 And the LORD visitedSarah as he had said, and the LORD
didunto Sarah as he had spoken.

21:2 For Sarah conceived, and bare Abraham a son in his old
age,at the set time of which God had spoken to him.

21:3 And Abraham called the name of his son that was born
untohim, whomSarah bare to him, Isaac.

21:4 And Abraham circumcised his son Isaac being eight days
old,as God had commanded him.

21:5 And Abraham was an hundred years old, when his son Isaacwas
born unto him.

21:6 And Sarah said, God hath made me to laugh, so that all
thathear will laugh with me.

21:7 And she said, Who would have said unto Abraham, that
Sarahshould have given children suck? for I have born him a son in
hisold age.

21:8 And the child grew, and was weaned: and Abraham made agreat
feast the same daythat Isaac was weaned.

21:9 And Sarah saw the son of Hagar the Egyptian, which she
hadborn unto Abraham, mocking.

21:10 Wherefore she said unto Abraham, Cast out this
bondwomanand her son: for the son of this bondwoman shall not be
heir withmy son, evenwith Isaac.

21:11 And the thing was very grievous in Abraham's sight
becauseof his son.

21:12 And God said unto Abraham, Let it not be grievous in
thysight because of the lad, and because of thy bondwoman; in all
thatSarah hath said unto thee, hearkenunto her voice; for in
Isaacshall thy seed be called.

21:13 And also of the son of the bondwoman will I make a
nation,because he is thy seed.

21:14 And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and took
bread,and a bottle of water, and gave it unto Hagar, putting it on
hershoulder, and the child, and sent her away: and she departed,
andwandered in the wilderness of Beersheba.

21:15 And the water was spent in the bottle, and she cast
thechild under one of the shrubs.

21:16 And she went, and sat her down over against him a good
wayoff, as it were a bow shot: for she said, Let me not see the
deathof the child. And she sat over against him, and lift up her
voice,and wept.

21:17 And God heard the voice of the lad; and the angel of
Godcalled to Hagar out ofheaven, and said unto her, What aileth
thee,Hagar? fear not; for God hath heard the voice of the lad where
heis.

21:18 Arise, lift up the lad, and hold him in thine hand; for
Iwill make him a great nation.

21:19 And God opened her eyes, and she saw awell of water;
andshe went, and filled the bottle with water, and gave the
laddrink.

21:20 And God was with the lad; and he grew, and dwelt in
thewilderness, and became an archer.

21:21 And he dwelt in the wilderness of Paran: and his
mothertook him awife out of the land of Egypt.

21:22 And it came to pass at that time, that Abimelech
andPhichol the chief captain of his host spake unto Abraham,
saying,God is with thee in all that thou doest: 21:23 Now therefore
swearunto me here by God that thou wilt not deal falsely with me,
norwith my son, nor with my son's son: but according to the
kindnessthat I have done unto thee, thou shalt do unto me, and to
the landwherein thou hast sojourned.

21:24 And Abraham said, I will swear.

21:25 And Abraham reproved Abimelech because of a well of
water,which Abimelech's servants had violently taken away.

21:26 And Abimelech said, I wot not who hath done this
thing;neither didst thou tell me, neither yet heard I of it, but
today.

21:27 And Abraham took sheep andoxen, and gave them
untoAbimelech; and both of them made a covenant.

21:28 And Abraham set seven ewe lambs of the flock
bythemselves.

21:29 And Abimelech said unto Abraham, What mean these seven
ewelambs which thou hast set by themselves? 21:30 And he said,
Forthese seven ewe lambs shalt thou take of my hand, that they may
bea witness unto me, that I have digged this well.

21:31 Wherefore he called that place Beersheba; because
therethey sware both of them.

21:32 Thus they made a covenant at Beersheba: then Abimelechrose
up, and Phichol the chief captain of his host, and theyreturned
into the land of the Philistines.

21:33 And Abraham planted a grove in Beersheba, and called
thereon the name of the LORD, the everlasting God.

21:34 And Abrahamsojourned in the Philistines' land
manydays.

22:1 And it came to pass after these things, that God did
temptAbraham, and said unto him, Abraham: and he said, Behold, here
Iam.

22:2 And he said, Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac,
whomthou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer
himthere for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I
willtell thee of.

22:3 And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and saddled
hisass, and took two of his young men with him, and Isaac his son,
andclave the wood for the burnt offering, and rose up, and went
untothe place of which God had told him.

22:4 Then on the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes, and
sawthe place afar off.

22:5 And Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here
withtheass; and I and the lad will go yonder and worship, and
comeagain to you.

22:6 And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and laidit
upon Isaac his son; and he took the fire in his hand, and aknife;
and they went both of them together.

22:7 And Isaac spake unto Abraham his father, and said,
Myfather: and he said, Here am I, my son. And he said, Behold
thefire and the wood: but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?
22:8And Abraham said, My son, God will provide himself a lamb for
aburnt offering: so they went both of them together.

22:9 And they came to the place which God had told him of;
andAbraham built an altar there, and laid the wood in order, and
boundIsaac his son, and laid him on the altar upon the wood.

22:10 And Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the knifeto
slay his son.

22:11 And the angel of the LORD called unto him out of
heaven,and said, Abraham, Abraham: and he said, Here am I.

22:12 And he said, Lay not thine hand upon the lad, neither
dothou any thing unto him: for now I know that thou fearest
God,seeing thou hast not withheld thy son, thine only son from
me.

22:13 And Abraham lifted up his eyes, and looked, and
beholdbehind him a ram caught in a thicket by his horns: and
Abraham wentand took the ram, and offered him up for a burnt
offering in thestead of his son.

22:14 And Abraham called the name of that place Jehovahjireh:
asit is said to this day, In the mount of the LORD it shall
beseen.

22:15 And the angel of the LORD called unto Abraham out ofheaven
thesecond time, 22:16 And said, By myself have I sworn,saith the
LORD, for because thou hast done this thing, and hast notwithheld
thy son, thine only son: 22:17 That in blessing I willbless thee,
and in multiplying I will multiply thy seed as thestars of the
heaven, and as the sand which is upon the sea shore;and thy seed
shall possess the gate of his enemies; 22:18 And inthy seed shall
all the nations of the earth be blessed; becausethou hast obeyed my
voice.

22:19 So Abraham returned unto his youngmen, and they rose upand
went together to Beersheba; and Abraham dwelt at Beersheba.

22:20 And it came to pass after these things, that it was
toldAbraham, saying, Behold, Milcah, she hath also born children
untothy brother Nahor; 22:21 Huz his firstborn, and Buz his
brother,and Kemuel the father of Aram, 22:22 And Chesed, and Hazo,
andPildash, and Jidlaph, and Bethuel.

22:23 And Bethuel begat Rebekah: these eight Milcah did bear
toNahor, Abraham's brother.

22:24 And his concubine, whose name was Reumah, she bare
alsoTebah, and Gaham, and Thahash, and Maachah.

23:1 And Sarah was an hundred and seven and twenty years
old:these were the years of the life of Sarah.

23:2 And Sarah died in Kirjatharba; the same is Hebron in
theland of Canaan: and Abrahamcame to mourn for Sarah, and to weep
forher.

23:3 And Abraham stood up from before his dead, and spake
untothe sons of Heth, saying, 23:4 I am a stranger and a sojourner
withyou: give me a possession of a buryingplace with you, that I
maybury my deadout of my sight.

23:5 And the children of Heth answered Abraham, saying unto
him,23:6 Hear us, my lord: thou art a mighty prince among us: in
thechoice of our sepulchres bury thy dead; none of us shall
withholdfrom thee his sepulchre, but that thou mayest bury thy
dead.

23:7 And Abraham stood up, and bowed himself to the people ofthe
land, even to the children of Heth.

23:8 And he communed with them, saying, If it be your mind thatI
should bury my dead out of my sight; hear me, and intreat for meto
Ephron the son of Zohar, 23:9 That he may give me the cave
ofMachpelah, which he hath, which is in the end of his field; for
asmuch money as it is worth he shall give it me for a possession of
aburyingplace amongst you.

23:10 And Ephron dwelt among the children of Heth: and Ephronthe
Hittite answered Abraham in the audience of the children ofHeth,
even of all that went in at the gate of his city, saying,23:11 Nay,
my lord, hear me: the field give I thee, and the cavethat is
therein, I give it thee; inthe presence of the sons of mypeople
give I it thee: bury thy dead.

23:12 And Abraham bowed down himself before the people of
theland.

23:13 And he spake unto Ephron in the audience of the people
ofthe land, saying, But if thou wilt give it, I pray thee, hear me:
Iwill give thee money for the field; take it of me, and I will
burymy dead there.

23:14 And Ephron answered Abraham, saying unto him, 23:15
Mylord, hearken unto me: the land is worth four hundred shekels
ofsilver; what is that betwixt me andthee? bury therefore
thydead.

23:16 And Abraham hearkened unto Ephron; and Abraham weighed
toEphron the silver, which he had named in the audience of the
sonsof Heth, four hundred shekels of silver, current money with
themerchant.

23:17 And the fieldof Ephron which was in Machpelah, which
wasbefore Mamre, the field, and the cave which was therein, and
allthe trees that were in the field, that were in all the
bordersround about, were made sure 23:18 Unto Abraham for a
possession inthe presence of the children of Heth, before all that
went in atthe gate of his city.

23:19 And after this, Abraham buried Sarah his wife in the
caveof the field of Machpelah before Mamre: the same is Hebron in
theland of Canaan.

23:20 And the field, and the cave that is therein, were madesure
unto Abraham for a possession of a buryingplace by the sons
ofHeth.

24:1 And Abraham was old, and well stricken in age: and the
LORDhad blessed Abraham in all things.

24:2 And Abraham said unto his eldest servant of his house,
thatruled over all that he had, Put, I pray thee, thy hand under
mythigh: 24:3 And I will make thee swear by the LORD, the God
ofheaven, and the God of the earth, that thou shalt not take a
wifeunto my son of the daughters of the Canaanites, among whomI
dwell:24:4 But thou shalt go unto my country, and to my kindred,
and takea wife unto my son Isaac.

24:5 And the servant said unto him, Peradventure the woman
willnot be willing to follow me unto this land: must I needs bring
thyson again unto the land from whence thou camest? 24:6 And
Abrahamsaid unto him, Beware thou that thou bring not my son
thitheragain.

24:7 The LORD God of heaven, which took me from my
father'shouse, and from the land of my kindred, and which spake
unto me,and that sware unto me, saying, Unto thy seed will I give
thisland; he shall send his angel before thee, and thou shalt take
awife unto my son from thence.

24:8 And if the woman will not be willing to follow thee,
thenthou shalt be clear from this my oath: only bring notmy son
thitheragain.

24:9 And the servant put his hand under the thigh of Abraham
hismaster, and sware to him concerning that matter.

24:10 And the servant took ten camels of the camels of
hismaster, and departed; for all the goods of his master were in
hishand: and he arose, and went to Mesopotamia, unto the city
ofNahor.

24:11 And he made his camels to kneel down without the city by
awell of water at the time of the evening, even the time that
womengo out to draw water.

24:12 And he said O LORD God of my master Abraham, I pray
thee,send me good speed this day, and shew kindness unto my
masterAbraham.

24:13 Behold, I stand here by the well of water; and
thedaughters of the men of the city come out to draw water: 24:14
Andlet it come to pass, that the damsel to whom I shall say, Let
downthy pitcher, I pray thee, that I may drink; and she shall
say,Drink, and I will give thy camels drink also: let the same be
shethat thou hast appointed for thy servant Isaac; and thereby
shall Iknow that thou hast shewed kindness unto my master.

24:15 And it came to pass, before he had done speaking,
that,behold, Rebekah came out, who was born to Bethuel, son of
Milcah,the wife of Nahor, Abraham's brother, with her pitcher upon
hershoulder.

24:16 And the damsel was very fair to look upon, a
virgin,neither had any man known her: and she went down to the
well, andfilled her pitcher, and came up.

24:17 And the servant ran to meet her, and said, Let me, I
praythee, drink a little water of thy pitcher.

24:18 Andshe said, Drink, my lord: and she hasted, and let
downher pitcher upon her hand, and gave him drink.

24:19 And when she had done giving him drink, she said, I
willdraw water for thy camels also, until they have done
drinking.

24:20 And she hasted, and emptied her pitcher into the
trough,and ran again unto the well to draw water, and drew for all
hiscamels.

24:21 And the man wondering at her held his peace, to witwhether
the LORD had made his journey prosperous or not.

24:22 And it came to pass, as thecamels had done drinking,
thatthe man took a golden earring of half a shekel weight, and
twobracelets for her hands of ten shekels weight of gold; 24:23
Andsaid, Whose daughter art thou? tell me, I pray thee: is there
roomin thy father's house for usto lodge in? 24:24 And she said
untohim, I am the daughter of Bethuel the son of Milcah, which she
bareunto Nahor.

24:25 She said moreover unto him, We have both straw
andprovender enough, and room to lodge in.

24:26 And the man bowed down his head, andworshipped
theLORD.

24:27 And he said, Blessed be the LORD God of my master
Abraham,who hath not left destitute my master of his mercy and his
truth: Ibeing in the way, the LORD led me to the house of my
master'sbrethren.

24:28 And the damsel ran, andtold them of her mother's
housethese things.

24:29 And Rebekah had a brother, and his name was Laban:
andLaban ran out unto the man, unto the well.

24:30 And it came to pass, when he saw the earring and
braceletsupon his sister's hands, and when he heard the words of
Rebekah hissister, saying, Thus spake the man unto me; that he came
unto theman; and, behold, he stood by the camels at the well.

24:31 And he said, Come in, thou blessed of the LORD;
whereforestandest thou without? for I have preparedthe house, and
room forthe camels.

24:32 And the man came into the house: and he ungirded
hiscamels, and gave straw and provender for the camels, and water
towash his feet, and the men's feet that were with him.

24:33 And there was set meat before him to eat: but he said,
Iwill not eat, until I have told mine errand. And he said,
Speakon.

24:34 And he said, I am Abraham's servant.

24:35 And the LORD hath blessed my master greatly; and he
isbecome great: and he hath given him flocks, and herds, and
silver,and gold, and menservants, and maidservants, and camels,
andasses.

24:36 And Sarah my master's wife bare a son to my master whenshe
was old: and unto him hath he given all that he hath.

24:37 And my master made me swear, saying, Thou shalt not
takeawife to my son of the daughters of the Canaanites, in whose
land Idwell: 24:38 But thou shalt go unto my father's house, and to
mykindred, and take a wife unto my son.

24:39 And I said unto my master, Peradventure the woman will
notfollow me.

24:40 And he said unto me, The LORD, before whom I walk,
willsend his angel with thee, and prosper thy way; and thou shalt
takea wife for my son of my kindred, and of my father'shouse:
24:41Then shalt thou be clear from this my oath, when thou comest
to mykindred; and if they give not thee one, thou shalt be clear
from myoath.

24:42 And I came this day unto the well, and said, O LORD God
ofmy master Abraham, if now thou do prosper my way which I go:
24:43Behold, I stand by the well of water; and it shall come to
pass,that when the virgin cometh forth to draw water, and I say to
her,Give me, I pray thee, a little water of thy pitcher to drink;
24:44And she say to me, Both drink thou, and I will also draw for
thycamels: let the same be the woman whom the LORD hath appointed
outfor my master's son.

24:45 And before I had done speaking in mine heart,
behold,Rebekah came forth with her pitcher on her shoulder; and she
wentdown unto the well, and drew water: and I said unto her, Let
medrink, I pray thee.

24:46 And she made haste, and let down her pitcher from
hershoulder, and said, Drink, and I will give thy camels drink
also:so I drank, and she made the camels drink also.

24:47 And I asked her, and said, Whose daughter art thou? Andshe
said, the daughterof Bethuel, Nahor's son, whom Milcah bareunto
him: and I put the earring upon her face, and the braceletsupon her
hands.

24:48 And I bowed down my head, and worshipped the LORD,
andblessed the LORD God of my master Abraham, which had led me in
theright way to take my master's brother's daughter unto his
son.

24:49 And now if ye will deal kindly and truly with my
master,tell me: and if not, tell me; that I may turn to the right
hand, orto the left.

24:50 Then Laban and Bethuel answered and said, The
thingproceedeth from the LORD: we cannot speak unto thee bad
orgood.

24:51 Behold, Rebekah is before thee, take her, and go, and
lether be thy master's son's wife, as the LORD hath spoken.

24:52 And it came to pass, that, when Abraham's servant
heardtheir words, he worshipped the LORD, bowing himself to
theearth.

24:53 And the servant brought forth jewels of silver, and
jewelsof gold, and raiment, and gave them to Rebekah: he gave also
to herbrother and to her mother precious things.

24:54 And they did eat and drink, he and the men that were
withhim, and tarried all night; and they rose up in the morning,
and hesaid, Send me away unto my master.

24:55 And her brother and her mother said, Let the damsel
abidewith us a few days, at the least ten; after that she shall
go.

24:56 And he said unto them, Hinder me not, seeing the LORD
hathprospered my way; send me away that I may go to my master.

24:57 And they said, We will call the damsel, and enquire at
hermouth.

24:58 And they called Rebekah, and saidunto her, Wilt thou
gowith this man? And she said, I will go.

24:59 And they sent away Rebekah their sister, and her nurse,and
Abraham's servant, and his men.

24:60 And they blessed Rebekah, and said unto her, Thou art
oursister, be thou the mother ofthousands of millions, and let
thyseed possess the gate of those which hate them.

24:61 And Rebekah arose, and her damsels, and they rode upon
thecamels, and followed the man: and the servant took Rebekah,
andwent his way.

24:62 And Isaac came from theway of the well Lahairoi; for
hedwelt in the south country.

24:63 And Isaac went out to meditate in the field at
theeventide: and he lifted up his eyes, and saw, and, behold,
thecamels were coming.

24:64 And Rebekah lifted up her eyes, and when she sawIsaac,
shelighted off the camel.

24:65 For she had said unto the servant, What man is this
thatwalketh in the field to meet us? And the servant had said, It
is mymaster: therefore she took a vail, and covered herself.

24:66 And the servant told Isaacall things that he had done.

24:67 And Isaac brought her into his mother Sarah's tent,
andtook Rebekah, and she became his wife; and he loved her: and
Isaacwas comforted after his mother's death.

25:1 Then again Abraham took a wife, and her name
wasKeturah.

25:2 And she bare him Zimran, and Jokshan, and Medan, andMidian,
and Ishbak, and Shuah.

25:3 And Jokshan begat Sheba, and Dedan. And the sons of
Dedanwere Asshurim, and Letushim, and Leummim.

25:4 And the sons of Midian; Ephah, and Epher, and Hanoch,
andAbidah, and Eldaah. All these were the children of Keturah.

25:5 And Abraham gave all that he had unto Isaac.

25:6 But unto the sons of the concubines, which Abraham
had,Abraham gave gifts, and sent them away from Isaac his son,
while heyet lived,eastward, unto the east country.

25:7 And these are the days of the years of Abraham's life
whichhe lived, an hundred threescore and fifteen years.

25:8 Then Abraham gave up the ghost, and died in a good old
age,an old man, and full of years; and was gathered to his
people.

25:9 And his sons Isaac and Ishmael buried him in the cave
ofMachpelah, in the field of Ephron the son of Zohar the
Hittite,which is before Mamre; 25:10 The field which Abraham
purchased ofthe sons of Heth: there was Abraham buried,and Sarah
his wife.

25:11 And it came to pass after the death of Abraham, that
Godblessed his son Isaac; and Isaac dwelt by the well Lahairoi.

25:12 Now these are the generations of Ishmael, Abraham's
son,whom Hagar the Egyptian, Sarah's handmaid, bareunto Abraham:
25:13And these are the names of the sons of Ishmael, by their
names,according to their generations: the firstborn of Ishmael,
Nebajoth;and Kedar, and Adbeel, and Mibsam, 25:14 And Mishma, and
Dumah, andMassa, 25:15 Hadar, and Tema, Jetur,Naphish, and Kedemah:
25:16These are the sons of Ishmael, and these are their names, by
theirtowns, and by their castles; twelve princes according to
theirnations.

25:17 And these are the years of the life of Ishmael, an
hundredand thirty and seven years: and he gave up the ghost and
died; andwas gathered unto his people.

25:18 And they dwelt from Havilah unto Shur, that is
beforeEgypt, as thou goest toward Assyria: and he died in the
presence ofall his brethren.

25:19 And these are the generationsof Isaac, Abraham's
son:Abraham begat Isaac: 25:20 And Isaac was forty years old when
hetook Rebekah to wife, the daughter of Bethuel the Syrian
ofPadanaram, the sister to Laban the Syrian.

25:21 And Isaac intreated the LORD for his wife, because she
wasbarren: and the LORD was intreated of him, and Rebekah his
wifeconceived.

25:22 And the children struggled together within her; and
shesaid, If it be so, why am I thus? And she went to enquire of
theLORD.

25:23 And the LORD said unto her, Two nationsare in thy womb,and
two manner of people shall be separated from thy bowels; andthe one
people shall be stronger than the other people; and theelder shall
serve the younger.

25:24 And when her days to be delivered were fulfilled,
behold,there were twins in her womb.

25:25 And the first came out red, all over like an hairygarment;
and they called his name Esau.

25:26 And after that came his brother out, and his hand tookhold
on Esau's heel; and his name was called Jacob: and Isaac
wasthreescore yearsold when she bare them.

25:27 And the boys grew: and Esau was a cunning hunter, a man
ofthe field; and Jacob was a plain man, dwelling in tents.

25:28 And Isaac loved Esau, because he did eat of his
venison:but Rebekah loved Jacob.

25:29 And Jacob sod pottage: and Esau came from the field, andhe
was faint: 25:30 And Esau said to Jacob, Feed me, I pray thee,with
that same red pottage; for I am faint: therefore was his namecalled
Edom.

25:31 And Jacob said, Sell me this day thy birthright.

25:32 And Esausaid, Behold, I am at the point to die: and
whatprofit shall this birthright do to me? 25:33 And Jacob said,
Swearto me this day; and he sware unto him: and he sold his
birthrightunto Jacob.

25:34 Then Jacob gave Esau bread and pottage of lentiles;
andhedid eat and drink, and rose up, and went his way: thus
Esaudespised his birthright.

26:1 And there was a famine in the land, beside the first
faminethat was in the days of Abraham. And Isaac went unto
Abimelech kingof the Philistines unto Gerar.

26:2 And the LORD appeared unto him, and said, Go not down
intoEgypt; dwell in the land which I shall tell thee of: 26:3
Sojournin this land, and I will be with thee, and will bless thee;
forunto thee, and unto thy seed, I will give all these countries,
andI will perform the oath which I sware unto Abraham thy father;
26:4And I will make thy seed to multiply as the stars of heaven,
andwill give unto thy seed all these countries; and in thy seed
shallall the nations of the earth be blessed; 26:5 Becausethat
Abrahamobeyed my voice, and kept my charge, my commandments, my
statutes,and my laws.

26:6 And Isaac dwelt in Gerar: 26:7 And the men of the
placeasked him of his wife; and he said, She is my sister: for he
fearedto say, She is my wife; lest, saidhe, the men of the place
shouldkill me for Rebekah; because she was fair to look upon.

26:8 And it came to pass, when he had been there a long
time,that Abimelech king of the Philistines looked out at a window,
andsaw, and, behold, Isaac was sporting with Rebekah his wife.

26:9 And Abimelech called Isaac, and said, Behold, of a
suretyshe is thy wife; and how saidst thou, She is my sister? And
Isaacsaid unto him, Because I said, Lest I die for her.

26:10 And Abimelech said, What is this thou hast doneunto us?one
of the people might lightly have lien with thy wife, and
thoushouldest have brought guiltiness upon us.

26:11 And Abimelech charged all his people, saying, He
thattoucheth this man or his wife shall surely be put to death.

26:12 Then Isaac sowed in that land, and received in the
sameyear an hundredfold: and the LORD blessed him.

26:13 And the man waxed great, and went forward, and grew
untilhe became very great: 26:14 For he had possession of flocks,
andpossession of herds, and great storeof servants: and
thePhilistines envied him.

26:15 For all the wells which his father's servants had diggedin
the days of Abraham his father, the Philistines had stoppedthem,
and filled them with earth.

26:16 And Abimelech said unto Isaac, Go from us; for thou
artmuch mightier than we.

26:17 And Isaac departed thence, and pitched his tent in
thevalley of Gerar, and dwelt there.

26:18 And Isaac digged again the wells of water, which they
haddigged in the days of Abraham his father; for the
Philistineshadstopped them after the death of Abraham: and he
called their namesafter the names by which his father had called
them.

26:19 And Isaac's servants digged in the valley, and found
therea well of springing water.

26:20 And the herdmen of Gerar did strive with Isaac's
herdmen,saying, The water is ours: and he called the name of the
well Esek;because they strove with him.

26:21 And they digged another well, and strove for that also:and
he called the name of it Sitnah.

26:22 And he removed from thence, and digged another well;
andfor that they strove not: and he called the name of it
Rehoboth;and he said, For now the LORD hath made room for us, and
we shallbe fruitful in the land.

26:23 And he went up from thence to Beersheba.

26:24 And the LORD appeared unto him the same night, and said,
Iam the God of Abraham thy father: fear not, for I am with thee,
andwill bless thee, and multiply thy seed for my servant
Abraham'ssake.

26:25 And he builded an altar there, and called upon the name
ofthe LORD, andpitched his tent there: and there Isaac's
servantsdigged a well.

26:26 Then Abimelech went to him from Gerar, and Ahuzzath one
ofhis friends, and Phichol the chief captain of his army.

26:27 And Isaac said unto them, Wherefore come ye to me,
seeingyehate me, and have sent me away from you? 26:28 And they
said, Wesaw certainly that the LORD was with thee: and we said, Let
therebe now an oath betwixt us, even betwixt us and thee, and let
usmake a covenant with thee; 26:29 That thou wilt do us no hurt,
aswe have not touched thee, and as we have done unto thee nothing
butgood, and have sent thee away in peace: thou art now the blessed
ofthe LORD.

26:30 And he made them a feast, and they did eat and drink.

26:31 And they rose up betimes in the morning, and sware one
toanother: and Isaac sent them away, and they departed from him
inpeace.

26:32 And it came to pass the same day, that Isaac's
servantscame, and told him concerning the well which they had
digged, andsaid unto him, We have found water.

26:33 And he called it Shebah: therefore the name of the city
isBeersheba unto this day.

26:34 And Esau was forty years old when he took to wife
Judiththe daughter of Beeri the Hittite, and Bashemath the daughter
ofElon the Hittite: 26:35 Which were a grief of mind unto Isaac
andto Rebekah.

27:1 And it came to pass, that when Isaac was old, and his
eyeswere dim, so that he could not see, he called Esau his eldest
son,and said unto him, My son: and he said unto him, Behold, here
amI.

27:2 And he said,Behold now, I am old, I know not the day of
mydeath: 27:3 Now therefore take, I pray thee, thy weapons,
thyquiver and thy bow, and go out to the field, and take me
somevenison; 27:4 And make me savoury meat, such as I love, and
bringit to me, that I may eat; that my soul may bless thee before
Idie.

27:5 And Rebekah heard when Isaac spake to Esau his son. AndEsau
went to the field to hunt for venison, and to bring it.

27:6 And Rebekah spake unto Jacob her son, saying, Behold,
Iheard thy father speak unto Esau thy brother, saying, 27:7 Bring
mevenison, and make me savoury meat, that I may eat, and bless
theebefore the LORD before my death.

27:8 Now therefore, my son, obey my voice according to thatwhich
I command thee.

27:9 Go now to the flock, and fetch me from thence two good
kidsof the goats; and I will make them savoury meat for thy
father,such as he loveth: 27:10 And thou shalt bring it to thy
father,that he may eat, and that he may bless thee before his
death.

27:11 And Jacob said to Rebekahhis mother, Behold, Esau
mybrother is a hairy man, and I am a smooth man: 27:12 My
fatherperadventure will feel me, and I shall seem to him as a
deceiver;and I shall bring a curse upon me, and not a blessing.

27:13 And his mother said unto him, Upon mebe thy curse, my
son:only obey my voice, and go fetch me them.

27:14 And he went, and fetched, and brought them to his
mother:and his mother made savoury meat, such as his father
loved.

27:15 And Rebekah took goodly raiment of her eldest son
Esau,whichwere with her in the house, and put them upon Jacob
heryounger son: 27:16 And she put the skins of the kids of the
goatsupon his hands, and upon the smooth of his neck: 27:17 And she
gavethe savoury meat and the bread, which she had prepared, into
thehand of her son Jacob.

27:18 And he came unto his father, and said, My father: and
hesaid, Here am I; who art thou, my son? 27:19 And Jacob said
untohis father, I am Esau thy first born; I have done according as
thoubadest me: arise, I pray thee, sit andeat of my venison, that
thysoul may bless me.

27:20 And Isaac said unto his son, How is it that thou hastfound
it so quickly, my son? And he said, Because the LORD thy Godbrought
it to me.

27:21 And Isaac said unto Jacob, Come near, I pray thee,
thatImay feel thee, my son, whether thou be my very son Esau
ornot.

27:22 And Jacob went near unto Isaac his father; and he felthim,
and said, The voice is Jacob's voice, but the hands are thehands of
Esau.

27:23 And he discerned him not, because his handswere hairy,
ashis brother Esau's hands: so he blessed him.

27:24 And he said, Art thou my very son Esau? And he said,
Iam.

27:25 And he said, Bring it near to me, and I will eat of
myson's venison, that my soul may bless thee. And he brought it
neartohim, and he did eat: and he brought him wine and he
drank.

27:26 And his father Isaac said unto him, Come near now, andkiss
me, my son.

27:27 And he came near, and kissed him: and he smelled the
smellof his raiment, and blessed him, and said, See, the smell of
my sonis as the smell of a field which the LORD hath blessed:
27:28Therefore God give thee of the dew of heaven, and the fatness
ofthe earth, and plenty of corn and wine: 27:29 Let people
servethee, and nations bow down to thee: be lord over thybrethren,
andlet thy mother's sons bow down to thee: cursed be every one
thatcurseth thee, and blessed be he that blesseth thee.

27:30 And it came to pass, as soon as Isaac had made an end
ofblessing Jacob, and Jacob was yet scarce gone out from the
presenceof Isaac his father, that Esau his brother came in from
hishunting.

27:31 And he also had made savoury meat, and brought it unto
hisfather, and said unto his father, Let my father arise, and eat
ofhis son's venison, that thy soul may bless me.

27:32 And Isaac his father said unto him, Who art thou? And
hesaid, I am thy son, thy firstborn Esau.

27:33 And Isaac trembled very exceedingly, and said, Who?
whereis he that hath taken venison, and brought it me, and I have
eatenof all before thou camest, and have blessed him? yea, and he
shallbe blessed.

27:34 And when Esau heard the words of his father, he cried
witha great and exceeding bitter cry, and said unto his father,
Blessme, even me also, O my father.

27:35 And he said, Thy brother came with subtilty, and hathtaken
away thy blessing.

27:36 And he said, Is not he rightly named Jacob? for he
hathsupplanted me these two times: he took away my birthright;
and,behold, now he hath taken away my blessing. And he said, Hast
thounot reserved a blessing for me? 27:37 And Isaac answered and
saidunto Esau, Behold, I have made him thy lord, and all his
brethrenhave I given to him for servants; and with corn and wine
have Isustained him: and what shall I do now unto thee, my son?
27:38 AndEsausaidunto his father, Hast thou but one blessing, my
father?bless me, even me also, O my father. And Esau lifted up his
voice,and wept.

27:39 And Isaac his father answered and said unto him,
Behold,thy dwelling shall be the fatness of the earth, and of
thedew ofheaven from above; 27:40 And by thy sword shalt thou live,
andshalt serve thy brother; and it shall come to pass when thou
shalthave the dominion, that thou shalt break his yoke from off
thyneck.

27:41 And Esau hated Jacob because of the blessingwherewith
hisfather blessed him: and Esau said in his heart, The days
ofmourning for my father are at hand; then will I slay my
brotherJacob.

27:42 And these words of Esau her elder son were told toRebekah:
and she sent and called Jacob her younger son, and saidunto him,
Behold, thy brother Esau, as touching thee, doth comforthimself,
purposing to kill thee.

27:43 Now therefore, my son, obey my voice; arise, flee thou
toLaban my brother to Haran; 27:44 And tarry with him a few
days,until thy brother's fury turn away; 27:45 Until thy brother's
angerturn away from thee, and he forget that which thou hast done
tohim: then I will send, and fetch thee from thence: why should I
bedeprived also of you both in one day? 27:46 And Rebekah said
toIsaac, Iam weary of my life because of the daughters of Heth:
ifJacob take a wife of the daughters of Heth, such as these which
areof the daughters of the land, what good shall my life do me?
28:1And Isaac called Jacob, and blessed him, and charged him, and
saidunto him, Thou shalt not take a wife of the daughters
ofCanaan.

28:2 Arise, go to Padanaram, to the house of Bethuel thymother's
father; and take thee a wife from thence of the daughersof Laban
thy mother's brother.

28:3 And God Almighty bless thee,and make thee fruitful,
andmultiply thee, that thou mayest be a multitude of people; 28:4
Andgive thee the blessing of Abraham, to thee, and to thy seed
withthee; that thou mayest inherit the land wherein thou art
astranger, which God gave unto Abraham.

28:5 And Isaac sent away Jacob: and he went to Padanaram
untoLaban, son of Bethuel the Syrian, the brother of Rebekah,
Jacob'sand Esau's mother.

28:6 When Esau saw that Isaac had blessed Jacob, and sent
himaway to Padanaram, to take him a wife from thence; and that as
heblessed him he gave him a charge, saying, Thou shalt not take
awife of the daughers of Canaan; 28:7 And that Jacob obeyed
hisfather and his mother, and was gone to Padanaram; 28:8 And
Esauseeing that the daughters of Canaan pleasednot Isaac his
father;28:9 Then went Esau unto Ishmael, and took unto the wives
which hehad Mahalath the daughter of Ishmael Abraham's son, the
sister ofNebajoth, to be his wife.

28:10 And Jacob went out from Beersheba, and went
towardHaran.

28:11 And he lighted upon a certain place, and tarried there
allnight, because the sun was set; and he took of the stones of
thatplace, and put them for his pillows, and lay down in that place
tosleep.

28:12 And he dreamed, and behold a ladder set up on theearth,and
the top of it reached to heaven: and behold the angels ofGod
ascending and descending on it.

28:13 And, behold, the LORD stood above it, and said, I am
theLORD God of Abraham thy father, and the God of Isaac: the
landwhereon thou liest, to thee will I give it, and to thy seed;
28:14And thy seed shall be as the dust of the earth, and thou
shaltspread abroad to the west, and to the east, and to the north,
andto the south: and in thee and in thy seed shall all the families
ofthe earth be blessed.

28:15 And, behold, I am with thee, and will keep thee in
allplaces whither thou goest, and will bring thee again into
thisland; for I will not leave thee, until I have done that which
Ihave spoken to thee of.

28:16 And Jacob awaked out of his sleep, andhe said, Surely
theLORD is in this place; and I knew it not.

28:17 And he was afraid, and said, How dreadful is this
place!this is none other but the house of God, and this is the gate
ofheaven.

28:18 And Jacob rose up early in the morning, and took
thestonethat he had put for his pillows, and set it up for a
pillar, andpoured oil upon the top of it.

28:19 And he called the name of that place Bethel: but the
nameof that city was called Luz at the first.

28:20 And Jacob vowed a vow, saying, If God will be with me,
andwill keep me in this way that I go, and will give me bread to
eat,and raiment to put on, 28:21 So that I come again to my
father'shouse in peace; then shall the LORD be my God: 28:22 And
thisstone, which I have set for a pillar, shallbe God's house: and
ofall that thou shalt give me I will surely give the tenth
untothee.

29:1 Then Jacob went on his journey, and came into the land
ofthe people of the east.

29:2 And he looked, and behold a well in the field, and,
lo,there were threeflocks of sheep lying by it; for out of that
wellthey watered the flocks: and a great stone was upon the
well'smouth.

29:3 And thither were all the flocks gathered: and they
rolledthe stone from the well's mouth, and watered the sheep, and
put thestoneagain upon the well's mouth in his place.

29:4 And Jacob said unto them, My brethren, whence be ye?
Andthey said, Of Haran are we.

29:5 And he said unto them, Know ye Laban the son of Nahor?
Andthey said, We know him.

29:6 And he said unto them, Is he well? And they said, He
iswell: and, behold, Rachel his daughter cometh with the sheep.

29:7 And he said, Lo, it is yet high day, neither is it timethat
the cattle should be gathered together: water ye the sheep,and go
and feed them.

29:8 And they said,We cannot, until all the flocks be
gatheredtogether, and till they roll the stone from the well's
mouth; thenwe water the sheep.

29:9 And while he yet spake with them, Rachel came with
herfather's sheep; for she kept them.

29:10 And it came to pass, when Jacob saw Rachel the daughter
ofLaban his mother's brother, and the sheep of Laban his
mother'sbrother, that Jacob went near, and rolled the stone from
the well'smouth, and watered the flock of Laban his mother's
brother.

29:11 And Jacob kissed Rachel, and lifted up his voice,
andwept.

29:12 And Jacob told Rachel that he was her father's brother,and
that he was Rebekah's son: and she ran and told her father.

29:13 And it came to pass, when Laban heard the tidings of
Jacobhis sister's son, that he ran to meet him, and embraced him,
andkissed him, and brought him to his house. And he told Laban
allthese things.

29:14 And Laban said to him, Surely thou art my bone and
myflesh. And he abode with him the space of a month.

29:15 And Laban said unto Jacob, Because thou art my
brother,shouldest thou therefore serve me for nought? tell me, what
shallthy wages be? 29:16 And Laban had two daughters: the name of
theelder was Leah, and the name of the younger was Rachel.

29:17 Leah was tender eyed; butRachel was beautiful and
wellfavoured.

29:18 And Jacob loved Rachel; and said, I will serve thee
sevenyears for Rachel thy younger daughter.

29:19 And Laban said, It is better that I give her to thee,
thanthat I should give her to another man: abide with me.

29:20 And Jacob served seven years for Rachel; and they
seemedunto him but a few days, for the love he had to her.

29:21 And Jacob said unto Laban, Give me my wife, for my daysare
fulfilled, that I may go in unto her.

29:22 And Laban gathered together all the men of the place,
andmade a feast.

29:23 And it came to pass in the evening, that he took Leah
hisdaughter, and brought her to him; and he went in unto her.

29:24 And Laban gave unto his daughter Leah Zilpah his maid
foran handmaid.

29:25 And it came to pass, that in the morning, behold, it
wasLeah: and he said to Laban, What is this thou hast done unto
me?did not I serve with thee for Rachel? wherefore then hast
thoubeguiled me? 29:26 And Laban said, It must not be so done in
ourcountry,to give the younger before the firstborn.

29:27 Fulfil her week, and we will give thee this also for
theservice which thou shalt serve with me yet seven other
years.

29:28 And Jacob did so, and fulfilled her week: and he gave
himRachel his daughter to wife also.

29:29 And Laban gave to Rachel his daughter Bilhah his
handmaidto be her maid.

29:30 And he went in also unto Rachel, and he loved also
Rachelmore than Leah, and served with him yet seven other
years.

29:31 And when the LORD saw that Leah was hated, he opened
herwomb: but Rachel was barren.

29:32 And Leah conceived, and bare a son, and she called hisname
Reuben: for she said, Surely the LORD hath looked upon
myaffliction; now therefore my husband will love me.

29:33 And she conceived again, and bare a son; and said,
Becausethe LORD hath heard I was hated, he hath therefore given me
thisson also: and she called his name Simeon.

29:34 And she conceived again, and bare a son; and said, Nowthis
time will my husband be joined unto me, because Ihave born himthree
sons: therefore was his name called Levi.

29:35 And she conceived again, and bare a son: and she said,
Nowwill I praise the LORD: therefore she called his name Judah;
andleft bearing.

30:1 And when Rachel saw that she bare Jacob no children,
Rachelenvied her sister; and said unto Jacob, Give me children, or
else Idie.

30:2 And Jacob's anger was kindled against Rachel: and he
said,Am I in God's stead, who hath withheld from thee the fruit of
thewomb? 30:3 And she said, Behold my maid Bilhah, go in unto her;
andshe shall bear upon my knees, that I may also have children
byher.

30:4 And she gave him Bilhah her handmaid to wife: and Jacobwent
in unto her.

30:5 And Bilhah conceived, and bare Jacob a son.

30:6 And Rachel said, God hathjudged me, and hath also heard
myvoice, and hath given me a son: therefore called she his
nameDan.

30:7 And Bilhah Rachel's maid conceived again, and bare Jacob
asecond son.

30:8 And Rachel said, With great wrestlings have I wrestled
withmy sister, and I have prevailed: and she called his
nameNaphtali.

30:9 When Leah saw that she had left bearing, she took Zilpahher
maid, and gave her Jacob to wife.

30:10 And Zilpah Leah's maid bare Jacob a son.

30:11 And Leah said, A troop cometh: and she called
hisnameGad.

30:12 And Zilpah Leah's maid bare Jacob a second son.

30:13 And Leah said, Happy am I, for the daughters will call
meblessed: and she called his name Asher.

30:14 And Reuben went in the days of wheat harvest, and
foundmandrakes in the field,and brought them unto his mother Leah.
ThenRachel said to Leah, Give me, I pray thee, of thy
son'smandrakes.

30:15 And she said unto her, Is it a small matter that thou
hasttaken my husband? and wouldest thou take away my son's
mandrakesalso? And Rachel said, Therefore he shall lie with thee to
nightfor thy son's mandrakes.

30:16 And Jacob came out of the field in the evening, and
Leahwent out to meet him, and said, Thou must come in unto me;
forsurely I have hired thee with my son's mandrakes. And he lay
withher that night.

30:17 And God hearkened unto Leah, and she conceived, and
bareJacob the fifth son.

30:18 And Leah said, God hath given me my hire, because I
havegiven my maiden to my husband: and she called his
nameIssachar.

30:19 And Leahconceived again, and bare Jacob the sixth son.

30:20 And Leah said, God hath endued me with a good dowry;
nowwill my husband dwell with me, because I have born him six
sons:and she called his name Zebulun.

30:21 And afterwards she bare a daughter, and called her
nameDinah.

30:22 And God remembered Rachel, and God hearkened to her,
andopened her womb.

30:23 And she conceived, and bare a son; and said, God hathtaken
away my reproach: 30:24 And she called his name Joseph; andsaid,
The LORD shall add to me another son.

30:25 And it came to pass, when Rachel had born Joseph,
thatJacob said unto Laban, Send me away, that I may go unto mine
ownplace, and to my country.

30:26 Give me my wives and my children, for whom I have
servedthee, and let me go: for thou knowest my service which I have
donethee.

30:27 And Laban said unto him, I pray thee, if I have
foundfavour in thine eyes, tarry: for I have learned by experience
thatthe LORD hath blessed me for thy sake.

30:28 And he said, Appoint me thy wages, and I will give it.

30:29 And he said unto him, Thou knowest how I have served
thee,and how thy cattle was with me.

30:30 For it was little which thou hadst before I came, and itis
now increased unto a multitude; and the LORD hath blessed theesince
my coming: and now when shall I provide for mine own housealso?
30:31 And he said, What shall I give thee? And Jacob said,Thou
shalt not give me any thing: if thou wilt do this thing forme, I
will again feed and keep thy flock.

30:32 I will pass through all thy flock to day, removing
fromthence all the speckled and spotted cattle, and all the
browncattle among the sheep, and the spotted and speckled among
thegoats: and of such shall be my hire.

30:33 So shall my righteousness answer for me in time
tocome,when it shall come for my hire before thy face: every one
thatis not speckled and spotted among the goats, and brown among
thesheep, that shall be counted stolen with me.

30:34 And Laban said, Behold, I would it might be according
tothy word.

30:35 Andhe removed that day the he goats that were
ringstrakedand spotted, and all the she goats that were speckled
and spotted,and every one that had some white in it, and all the
brown amongthe sheep, and gave them into the hand of his sons.

30:36 And he setthree days' journey betwixt himself and
Jacob:and Jacob fed the rest of Laban's flocks.

30:37 And Jacob took him rods of green poplar, and of the
hazeland chesnut tree; and pilled white strakes in them, and made
thewhite appear which was in the rods.

30:38 And he set the rods which he had pilled before the
flocksin the gutters in the watering troughs when the flocks came
todrink, that they should conceive when they came to drink.

30:39 And the flocks conceived before the rods, and broughtforth
cattleringstraked, speckled, and spotted.

30:40 And Jacob did separate the lambs, and set the faces of
theflocks toward the ringstraked, and all the brown in the flock
ofLaban; and he put his own flocks by themselves, and put them
notunto Laban's cattle.

30:41 And it came to pass, whensoever the stronger cattle
didconceive, that Jacob laid the rods before the eyes of the cattle
inthe gutters, that they might conceive among the rods.

30:42 But when the cattle were feeble, he put them not in: sothe
feebler were Laban's, and the stronger Jacob's.

30:43 And the man increased exceedingly, and had much cattle,and
maidservants, and menservants, and camels, and asses.

31:1 And he heard the words of Laban's sons, saying, Jacob
hathtaken away all that was ourfather's; and of that which was
ourfather's hath he gotten all this glory.

31:2 And Jacob beheld the countenance of Laban, and, behold,
itwas not toward him as before.

31:3 And the LORD said unto Jacob, Return unto the land of
thyfathers, and to thy kindred; and I will be with thee.

31:4 And Jacob sent and called Rachel and Leah to the field
untohis flock, 31:5 And said unto them, I see your
father'scountenance, that it is not toward me as before; but the
God of myfather hath been with me.

31:6 And yeknow that with all my power I have served
yourfather.

31:7 And your father hath deceived me, and changed my wages
tentimes; but God suffered him not to hurt me.

31:8 If he said thus, The speckled shall be thy wages; then
allthe cattle bare speckled: and if he said thus, The
ringstrakedshall be thy hire; then bare all the cattle
ringstraked.

31:9 Thus God hath taken away the cattle of your father,
andgiven them to me.

31:10 And it came to pass at the time that the cattle
conceived,that I lifted up mine eyes, and saw in a dream, and,
behold, therams which leaped upon the cattle were ringstraked,
speckled, andgrisled.

31:11 And the angel of God spake unto me in a dream,
saying,Jacob: And I said, Here am I.

31:12 And he said, Lift up now thine eyes, and see, all the
ramswhich leap upon the cattle are ringstraked, speckled, and
grisled:for I have seen all that Laban doeth unto thee.

31:13 I am the God of Bethel, where thou anointedst the
pillar,and where thou vowedst a vow unto me: now arise, get theeout
fromthis land, and return unto the land of thy kindred.

31:14 And Rachel and Leah answered and said unto him, Is
thereyet any portion or inheritance for us in our father's house?
31:15Are we not counted of him strangers? for he hath sold us, and
hathquite devoured also our money.

31:16 For all the riches which God hath taken from our
father,that is ours, and our children's: now then, whatsoever God
hathsaid unto thee, do.

31:17 Then Jacob rose up, and set his sons and his wives
uponcamels; 31:18And he carried away all his cattle, and all his
goodswhich he had gotten, the cattle of his getting, which he had
gottenin Padanaram, for to go to Isaac his father in the land
ofCanaan.

31:19 And Laban went to shear his sheep: and Rachel had
stolentheimages that were her father's.

31:20 And Jacob stole away unawares to Laban the Syrian, in
thathe told him not that he fled.

31:21 So he fled with all that he had; and he rose up, andpassed
over the river, and set his face toward the mountGilead.

31:22And it was told Laban on the third day that Jacob
wasfled.

31:23 And he took his brethren with him, and pursued after
himseven days' journey; and they overtook him in the mount
Gilead.

31:24 And God came to Laban the Syrian in a dream by night,
andsaidunto him, Take heed that thou speak not to Jacob either good
orbad.

31:25 Then Laban overtook Jacob. Now Jacob had pitched his
tentin the mount: and Laban with his brethren pitched in the mount
ofGilead.

31:26 And Laban said to Jacob, What hast thou done, that
thouhast stolen away unawares to me, and carried away my daughters,
ascaptives taken with the sword? 31:27 Wherefore didst thou flee
awaysecretly, and steal away from me; and didst not tell me, that
Imight have sent thee away with mirth, and with songs, with
tabret,and with harp? 31:28 And hast not suffered me to kiss my
sons andmy daughters? thou hast now done foolishly in so doing.

31:29 It is in the power of my hand to do you hurt: but the
Godof your father spake unto me yesternight, saying, Take thou
heedthat thou speak not to Jacob either good or bad.

31:30 And now, though thou wouldest needs be gone, because
thousore longedst after thy father's house, yet wherefore hast
thoustolen my gods? 31:31 And Jacob answered and said to
Laban,BecauseI was afraid: for I said, Peradventure thou wouldest
take by forcethy daughters from me.

31:32 With whomsoever thou findest thy gods, let him not
live:before our brethren discern thou what is thine with me, and
take itto thee. For Jacob knew notthat Rachel had stolen them.

31:33 And Laban went into Jacob's tent, and into Leah's tent,and
into the two maidservants' tents; but he found them not. Thenwent
he out of Leah's tent, and entered into Rachel's tent.

31:34 Now Rachel had taken the images,and put them in thecamel's
furniture, and sat upon them. And Laban searched all thetent, but
found them not.

31:35 And she said to her father, Let it not displease my
lordthat I cannot rise up before thee; for the custom of women is
uponme. And he searched but found not the images.

31:36 And Jacob was wroth, and chode with Laban: and
Jacobanswered and said to Laban, What is my trespass? what is my
sin,that thou hast so hotly pursued after me? 31:37 Whereas thou
hastsearched all my stuff, what hastthou found of all thy
householdstuff? set it here before my brethren and thy brethren,
that theymay judge betwixt us both.

31:38 This twenty years have I been with thee; thy ewes and
thyshe goats have not cast their young, and the rams of thy
flockhaveI not eaten.

31:39 That which was torn of beasts I brought not unto thee;
Ibare the loss of it; of my hand didst thou require it,
whetherstolen by day, or stolen by night.

31:40 Thus I was; in the day the drought consumed me, and
thefrost by night; andmy sleep departed from mine eyes.

31:41 Thus have I been twenty years in thy house; I served
theefourteen years for thy two daughters, and six years for thy
cattle:and thou hast changed my wages ten times.

31:42 Except the God of my father, the God of Abraham, and
thefear of Isaac, had been with me, surely thou hadst sent me away
nowempty. God hath seen mine affliction and the labour of my
hands,and rebuked thee yesternight.

31:43 And Laban answered and said unto Jacob, These daughtersare
my daughters, and these children are my children, and thesecattle
are my cattle, and all that thou seest is mine: and what canI do
this day unto these my daughters, or unto their children whichthey
have born? 31:44 Now therefore come thou, let us make acovenant,I
and thou; and let it be for a witness between me andthee.

31:45 And Jacob took a stone, and set it up for a pillar.

31:46 And Jacob said unto his brethren, Gather stones; and
theytook stones, and made an heap: and they did eat there upon
theheap.

31:47 And Laban called it Jegarsahadutha: but Jacob called
itGaleed.

31:48 And Laban said, This heap is a witness between me and
theethis day.

Therefore was the name of it called Galeed; 31:49 And Mizpah;for
he said, The LORD watch between me and thee, whenwe are absentone
from another.

31:50 If thou shalt afflict my daughters, or if thou shalt
takeother wives beside my daughters, no man is with us; see, God
iswitness betwixt me and thee.

31:51 And Laban said to Jacob, Behold this heap, and behold
thispillar, which I have cast betwixt me and thee: 31:52 This heap
bewitness, and this pillar be witness, that I will not pass over
thisheap to thee, and that thou shalt not pass over this heap and
thispillar unto me, for harm.

31:53 The God of Abraham, andthe God of Nahor, the God of
theirfather, judge betwixt us. And Jacob sware by the fear of his
fatherIsaac.

31:54 Then Jacob offered sacrifice upon the mount, and calledhis
brethren to eat bread: and they did eat bread, and tarried allnight
in the mount.

31:55 And early in the morning Laban rose up, and kissed hissons
and his daughters, and blessed them: and Laban departed,
andreturned unto his place.

32:1 And Jacob went on his way, and the angels of God
methim.

32:2 And when Jacob saw them, he said,This is God's host: and
hecalled the name of that place Mahanaim.

32:3 And Jacob sent messengers before him to Esau his
brotherunto the land of Seir, the country of Edom.

32:4 And he commanded them, saying, Thus shall ye speak unto
mylord Esau; Thy servant Jacob saith thus, I have sojourned
withLaban, and stayed there until now: 32:5 And I have oxen, and
asses,flocks, and menservants, and womenservants: and I have sent
to tellmy lord, that I may find grace in thy sight.

32:6 And the messengers returned to Jacob, saying, We came tothy
brother Esau, and also he cometh to meet thee, and four hundredmen
with him.

32:7 Then Jacob was greatly afraid and distressed: and hedivided
the people that was with him, and the flocks, and herds,and the
camels, into two bands; 32:8 And said, If Esau come to theone
company, and smite it, then the other company which is leftshall
escape.

32:9 And Jacob said, O God of my father Abraham, and God of
myfather Isaac, the LORD which saidst unto me, Return unto
thycountry, and to thy kindred, and I will deal well with thee:
32:10I am not worthy of the least of all the mercies, and of all
thetruth, which thou hast shewed unto thy servant; for with my
staff Ipassed over this Jordan; and now I am become two bands.

32:11 Deliver me, I pray thee, from the hand of my brother,
fromthe hand of Esau: for I fear him, lest he will come and smite
me,and the mother with the children.

32:12 And thou saidst, I will surely do thee good, and make
thyseed as the sand of the sea, whichcannot be numbered
formultitude.

32:13 And he lodged there that same night; and took of thatwhich
came to his hand a present for Esau his brother; 32:14 Twohundred
she goats, and twenty he goats, two hundred ewes, andtwenty rams,
32:15 Thirty milch camels with their colts, fortykine, and ten
bulls, twenty she asses, and ten foals.

32:16 And he delivered them into the hand of his servants,
everydrove by themselves; and said unto his servants, Pass over
beforeme, and put a space betwixt drove and drove.

32:17 And he commanded the foremost, saying, When Esau mybrother
meeteth thee, and asketh thee, saying, Whose art thou? andwhither
goest thou? and whose are these before thee? 32:18 Thenthou shalt
say, They be thy servant Jacob's; it is a present sentunto my lord
Esau: and, behold, also he is behind us.

32:19 And so commanded he the second, and the third, and allthat
followed the droves, saying, On this manner shall ye speakunto
Esau, when ye find him.

32:20 And say ye moreover, Behold, thy servantJacob is behindus.
For he said, I will appease him with the present that goethbefore
me, and afterward I will see his face; peradventure he willaccept
of me.

32:21 So went the present over before him: and himself
lodgedthat night in the company.

32:22And he rose up that night, and took his two wives, and
histwo womenservants, and his eleven sons, and passed over the
fordJabbok.

32:23 And he took them, and sent them over the brook, and
sentover that he had.

32:24 And Jacob was left alone; and therewrestled a man with
himuntil the breaking of the day.

32:25 And when he saw that he prevailed not against him,
hetouched the hollow of his thigh; and the hollow of Jacob's
thighwas out of joint, as he wrestled with him.

32:26 And he said, Let me go, forthe day breaketh. And he said,I
will not let thee go, except thou bless me.

32:27 And he said unto him, What is thy name? And he
said,Jacob.

32:28 And he said, Thy name shall be called no more Jacob,
butIsrael: for as a prince hast thou power with Godand with men,
andhast prevailed.

32:29 And Jacob asked him, and said, Tell me, I pray thee,
thyname. And he said, Wherefore is it that thou dost ask after
myname? And he blessed him there.

32:30 And Jacob called the name of the place Peniel: for
Ihaveseen God face to face, and my life is preserved.

32:31 And as he passed over Penuel the sun rose upon him, and
hehalted upon his thigh.

32:32 Therefore the children of Israel eat not of the sinewwhich
shrank, which is upon the hollow of the thigh, unto this
day:because he touched the hollow of Jacob's thigh in the sinew
thatshrank.

33:1 And Jacob lifted up his eyes, and looked, and, behold,
Esaucame, and with him four hundred men. And he divided the
childrenunto Leah, and unto Rachel, and unto the twohandmaids.

33:2 And he put the handmaids and their children foremost,
andLeah and her children after, and Rachel and Joseph
hindermost.

33:3 And he passed over before them, and bowed himself to
theground seven times, until he came near to his brother.

33:4 And Esau ran to meet him, and embraced him, and fell on
hisneck, and kissed him: and they wept.

33:5 And he lifted up his eyes, and saw the women and
thechildren; and said, Who are those with thee? And he said,
Thechildren which God hath graciouslygiven thy servant.

33:6 Then the handmaidens came near, they and their children,and
they bowed themselves.

33:7 And Leah also with her children came near, and
bowedthemselves: and after came Joseph near and Rachel, and they
bowedthemselves.

33:8 And hesaid, What meanest thou by all this drove which Imet?
And he said, These are to find grace in the sight of mylord.

33:9 And Esau said, I have enough, my brother; keep that
thouhast unto thyself.

33:10 And Jacob said, Nay, I pray thee, if now I have foundgrace
in thy sight, then receive my present at my hand: fortherefore I
have seen thy face, as though I had seen the face ofGod, and thou
wast pleased with me.

33:11 Take, I pray thee, my blessing that is brought to
thee;because God hath dealt graciously with me, and because I
haveenough. And he urged him, and he took it.

33:12 And he said, Let us take our journey, and let us go, and
Iwill go before thee.

33:13 And he said unto him, My lord knoweth that the childrenare
tender, and the flocks and herds with young are with me: and ifmen
should overdrive them one day, all the flock will die.

33:14 Let my lord, I pray thee, pass over before his servant:and
I will lead on softly, according as the cattle that goethbefore me
and the children be able to endure, until I come unto mylord unto
Seir.

33:15 And Esau said, Let me now leave with thee some of the
folkthat are with me. And he said, What needeth it? let me find
gracein the sight of my lord.

33:16 So Esau returned that day on his way unto Seir.

33:17 And Jacob journeyed to Succoth, and built him an house,and
made booths for his cattle: therefore the name of the place
iscalled Succoth.

33:18 And Jacob came to Shalem, a city of Shechem, which is
inthe land of Canaan, when he came from Padanaram;and pitched
histent before the city.

33:19 And he bought a parcel of a field, where he had spread
histent, at the hand of the children of Hamor, Shechem's father,
foran hundred pieces of money.

33:20 And he erected there an altar, and called
itEleloheIsrael.

34:1 And Dinah the daughter of Leah, which she bare unto
Jacob,went out to see the daughters of the land.

34:2 And when Shechem the son of Hamor the Hivite, prince of
thecountry, saw her, he took her, and lay with her, and
defiledher.

34:3 And his soul clave unto Dinah the daughter of Jacob, and
heloved the damsel, and spake kindly unto the damsel.

34:4 And Shechem spake unto his father Hamor, saying, Get methis
damsel to wife.

34:5 And Jacob heard that he had defiled Dinah his daughter:
nowhis sons were with his cattle in the field: and Jacob held
hispeace until they were come.

34:6 And Hamor the father of Shechem went out unto Jacob
tocommune with him.

34:7 And the sons of Jacob came out of the field when they
heardit: and the men were grieved, and they were very wroth,
because hehad wrought folly in Israel in lying with Jacob's
daughter: whichthing ought not to be done.

34:8 And Hamor communed with them, saying, The soul of my
sonShechem longeth for your daughter: I pray you give her him
towife.

34:9 And make ye marriages with us, and give your daughters
untous, and take our daughters unto you.

34:10 And ye shall dwell with us: and the land shall be
beforeyou; dwell and trade ye therein, and get you
possessionstherein.

34:11 And Shechem said unto her father and unto her brethren,Let
me find grace in your eyes, and what ye shall say unto me Iwill
give.

34:12 Ask me never so much dowry and gift, and I will
giveaccording as ye shall say unto me: but give me the damsel
towife.

34:13 And the sons of Jacob answered Shechem and Hamor hisfather
deceitfully, and said, because he had defiled Dinah theirsister:
34:14 And they said unto them, We cannot do this thing, togive our
sister to one that is uncircumcised; for that were areproach unto
us: 34:15 But in this will we consent unto you: If yewill be as we
be, that every male of you be circumcised; 34:16 Thenwill we give
our daughters unto you, and we will take yourdaughters to us, and
we will dwell with you, and we will become onepeople.

34:17 But if ye will not hearken unto us, to be circumcised;then
will we take our daughter, and we will be gone.

34:18 And their words pleased Hamor, and Shechem Hamor'sson.

34:19 And the young man deferred not to do the thing, because
hehad delight in Jacob's daughter: and he was more honourable
thanall the house of his father.

34:20 And Hamor and Shechem his son came unto the gate of
theircity, and communed with the men of their city, saying, 34:21
Thesemen are peaceable with us; therefore letthem dwell in the
land, andtrade therein; for the land, behold, it is large enough
for them;let us take their daughters to us for wives, and let us
give themour daughters.

34:22 Only herein will the men consent unto us for to dwell
withus, to be one people, if every male among us be circumcised,
asthey are circumcised.

34:23 Shall not their cattle and their substance and every
beastof their's be our's? only let us consent unto them, and they
willdwell with us.

34:24 And unto Hamor and unto Shechem his son hearkened all
thatwent out of the gate of his city; and every male was
circumcised,all that went out of the gate of his city.

34:25 And it came to pass on the third day, when they were
sore,that two of the sons of Jacob, Simeon and Levi, Dinah's
brethren,took each man his sword, and came upon the city boldly,
and slewall the males.

34:26 And they slew Hamor and Shechem his son with the edge
ofthe sword, and took Dinah out of Shechem's house, and went
out.

34:27 The sons of Jacob came upon the slain, and spoiled
thecity, because they had defiled their sister.

34:28 They took their sheep, and their oxen, and their asses,and
that which was in the city, and that which was in the field,34:29
And all their wealth, and all their little ones, and theirwives
took they captive, and spoiled even all that was in thehouse.

34:30 And Jacob said to Simeon and Levi, Ye have troubled me
tomake me to stink among the inhabitants of the land, among
theCanaanites and the Perizzites: and I being few in number,they
shallgather themselves together against me, and slay me; and I
shall bedestroyed, I and my house.

34:31 And they said, Should he deal with our sister as with
anharlot? 35:1 And God said unto Jacob, Arise, go up to Bethel,
anddwell there: and makethere an altar unto God, that appeared
untothee when thou fleddest from the face of Esau thy brother.

35:2 Then Jacob said unto his household, and to all that
werewith him, Put away the strange gods that are among you, and
beclean, and change your garments: 35:3 And let us arise, and go
upto Bethel; and I will make there an altar unto God, who answered
mein the day of my distress, and was with me in the way which
Iwent.

35:4 And they gave unto Jacob all the strange gods which were
intheir hand, and all their earrings which were in their ears;
andJacob hid them under the oak which was by Shechem.

35:5 And they journeyed: and the terror of God was upon
thecities that were round about them, and they did not pursue
afterthe sons of Jacob.

35:6 So Jacobcame to Luz, which is in the land of Canaan,
thatis, Bethel, he and all the people that were with him.

35:7 And he built there an altar, and called the place
Elbethel:because there God appeared unto him, when he fled from the
face ofhis brother.

35:8 But Deborah Rebekah's nurse died, and she was buriedbeneath
Bethel under an oak: and the name of it was calledAllonbachuth.

35:9 And God appeared unto Jacob again, when he came out
ofPadanaram, and blessed him.

35:10 And God said unto him, Thy name is Jacob: thy name
shallnot be called any more Jacob, but Israel shall be thy name:
and hecalled his name Israel.

35:11 And God said unto him, I am God Almighty: be fruitful
andmultiply; a nation and a company of nations shall be of thee,
andkings shall come out of thy loins; 35:12 And the land which I
gaveAbraham and Isaac, to thee I will give it, and to thy seed
afterthee will I give the land.

35:13 And God went up from him in the place where he talked
withhim.

35:14 And Jacob set up a pillar in theplace where he talked
withhim, even a pillar of stone: and he poured a drink
offeringthereon, and he poured oil thereon.

35:15 And Jacob called the name of the place where God spakewith
him, Bethel.

35:16 And they journeyed from Bethel; and there was but a
littleway to come to Ephrath: and Rachel travailed, and she had
hardlabour.

35:17 And it came to pass, when she was in hard labour, that
themidwife said unto her, Fear not; thou shalt have this son
also.

35:18 And it came to pass, as her soul was indeparting, (for
shedied) that she called his name Benoni: but his father called
himBenjamin.

35:19 And Rachel died, and was buried in the way to
Ephrath,which is Bethlehem.

35:20 And Jacob set a pillar upon her grave: that is the
pillarof Rachel's grave unto this day.

35:21 And Israel journeyed, and spread his tent beyond the
towerof Edar.

35:22 And it came to pass, when Israel dwelt in that land,
thatReuben went and lay with Bilhah his father's concubine: and
Israelheard it. Now the sons of Jacob were twelve: 35:23 The sons
ofLeah; Reuben, Jacob's firstborn, and Simeon, and Levi, and
Judah,and Issachar, and Zebulun: 35:24 The sons of Rachel; Joseph,
andBenjamin: 35:25 And the sons of Bilhah, Rachel's handmaid; Dan,
andNaphtali: 35:26 And the sons of Zilpah, Leah's handmaid: Gad,
andAsher: these are the sons of Jacob, which were born to him
inPadanaram.

35:27 And Jacob came unto Isaac his father unto Mamre, unto
thecity of Arbah, which is Hebron, where Abraham and
Isaacsojourned.

35:28 And thedays of Isaac were an hundred and
fourscoreyears.

35:29 And Isaac gave up the ghost, and died, and was
gatheredunto his people, being old and full of days: and his sons
Esau andJacob buried him.

36:1 Now these are the generations of Esau, who is Edom.

36:2 Esau took his wives of the daughters of Canaan; Adah
thedaughter of Elon the Hittite, and Aholibamah the daughter of
Anahthe daughter of Zibeon the Hivite; 36:3 And Bashemath
Ishmael'sdaughter, sister of Nebajoth.

36:4 And Adah bare to Esau Eliphaz; and Bashemath bare
Reuel;36:5 And Aholibamah bare Jeush, and Jaalam, and Korah: these
arethe sons of Esau, which were born unto him in the land
ofCanaan.

36:6 And Esau took his wives, and his sons, and his
daughters,and all the persons of his house,and his cattle, and all
hisbeasts, and all his substance, which he had got in the land
ofCanaan; and went into the country from the face of his
brotherJacob.

36:7 For their riches were more than that they might
dwelltogether; and the land wherein theywere strangers could not
bearthem because of their cattle.

36:8 Thus dwelt Esau in mount Seir: Esau is Edom.

36:9 And these are the generations of Esau the father of
theEdomites in mount Seir: 36:10 These are the names of Esau's
sons;Eliphaz the son ofAdah the wife of Esau, Reuel the son of
Bashemaththe wife of Esau.

36:11 And the sons of Eliphaz were Teman, Omar, Zepho, andGatam,
and Kenaz.

36:12 And Timna was concubine to Eliphaz Esau's son; and shebare
to Eliphaz Amalek: these were the sons of Adah Esau'swife.

36:13 And these are the sons of Reuel; Nahath, and
Zerah,Shammah, and Mizzah: these were the sons of Bashemath
Esau'swife.

36:14 And these were the sons of Aholibamah, the daughter ofAnah
the daughter of Zibeon, Esau's wife: and she bareto EsauJeush, and
Jaalam, and Korah.

36:15 These were dukes of the sons of Esau: the sons of
Eliphazthe firstborn son of Esau; duke Teman, duke Omar, duke
Zepho, dukeKenaz, 36:16 Duke Korah, duke Gatam, and duke Amalek:
these are thedukes that came ofEliphaz in the land of Edom; these
were the sonsof Adah.

36:17 And these are the sons of Reuel Esau's son; duke
Nahath,duke Zerah, duke Shammah, duke Mizzah: these are the dukes
thatcame of Reuel in the land of Edom; these are the sons of
BashemathEsau's wife.

36:18 And these are the sons of Aholibamah Esau's wife;
dukeJeush, duke Jaalam, duke Korah: these were the dukes that came
ofAholibamah the daughter of Anah, Esau's wife.

36:19 These are the sons of Esau, who is Edom, and these
aretheir dukes.

36:20 These are the sons of Seir the Horite, who inhabited
theland; Lotan, and Shobal, and Zibeon, and Anah, 36:21 And
Dishon,and Ezer, and Dishan: these are the dukes of the Horites,
thechildren of Seir in the land of Edom.

36:22 And the children of Lotan were Hori and Hemam; and
Lotan'ssister was Timna.

36:23 And the children of Shobal were these; Alvan, andManahath,
and Ebal, Shepho, and Onam.

36:24 And these are the children of Zibeon; both Ajah, and
Anah:this was that Anah that found the mules inthe wilderness, as
he fedthe asses of Zibeon his father.

36:25 And the children of Anah were these; Dishon, andAholibamah
the daughter of Anah.

36:26 And these are the children of Dishon; Hemdan, and
Eshban,and Ithran, and Cheran.

36:27 The children ofEzer are these; Bilhan, and Zaavan,
andAkan.

36:28 The children of Dishan are these; Uz, and Aran.

36:29 These are the dukes that came of the Horites; duke
Lotan,duke Shobal, duke Zibeon, duke Anah, 36:30 Duke Dishon, duke
Ezer,duke Dishan: these are the dukes that came of Hori, among
theirdukes in the land of Seir.

36:31 And these are the kings that reigned in the land of
Edom,before there reigned any king over the children of Israel.

36:32 And Bela the son of Beor reigned in Edom: and the name
ofhis city was Dinhabah.

36:33 And Bela died, and Jobab the son of Zerah of Bozrahreigned
in his stead.

36:34 And Jobab died, and Husham of the land of Temani reignedin
his stead.

36:35 And Husham died, and Hadad the son of Bedad, who
smoteMidian in the field of Moab, reigned in his stead: and the
name ofhis city was Avith.

36:36 And Hadad died, and Samlah of Masrekah reigned in
hisstead.

36:37 And Samlah died, and Saul of Rehoboth by the river
reignedin his stead.

36:38 And Saul died, and Baalhanan the son of Achbor reigned
inhis stead.

36:39 And Baalhanan the son of Achbor died, and Hadar reigned
inhis stead: and the name of his city was Pau; and his wife's
namewas Mehetabel, the daughter of Matred, the daughter of
Mezahab.

36:40 And these are the names of the dukes that came of
Esau,according to their families, after their places, by their
names;duke Timnah, duke Alvah, duke Jetheth, 36:41 Duke Aholibamah,
dukeElah, duke Pinon, 36:42 Duke Kenaz, duke Teman, duke Mibzar,
36:43Duke Magdiel, duke Iram: these be the dukes of Edom, according
totheir habitations in the land of their possession: he is Esau
thefather of the Edomites.

37:1 And Jacob dwelt in the land wherein his father was
astranger, in the land of Canaan.

37:2 These are the generationsof Jacob. Joseph, being
seventeenyears old, was feeding the flock with his brethren; and
the lad waswith the sons of Bilhah, and with the sons of Zilpah,
his father'swives: and Joseph brought unto his father their evil
report.

37:3 Now Israel loved Joseph more than all his children,
becausehe was the son of his old age: and he made him a coat of
manycolours.

37:4 And when his brethren saw that their father loved him
morethan all his brethren, they hated him, and could not
speakpeaceably unto him.

37:5 And Joseph dreamed a dream, and he told it his brethren:and
they hated him yet the more.

37:6 And he said unto them, Hear, I pray you, this dream which
Ihave dreamed: 37:7 For, behold, we were binding sheaves in
thefield, and, lo, my sheaf arose, and also stood upright;
and,behold, your sheaves stood round about, and made obeisance to
mysheaf.

37:8 And his brethren said to him, Shalt thou indeed reign
overus? or shalt thou indeed have dominion over us? And they hated
himyet the more for his dreams, and for his words.

37:9 And he dreamed yet another dream, and told it his
brethren,and said, Behold, I have dreamed a dream more; and,
behold, the sunand the moon and the eleven stars made obeisance to
me.

37:10 And he told it to his father, and to his brethren: and
hisfather rebuked him, and said unto him, What is this dream that
thouhast dreamed? Shall I and thy mother and thy brethren indeed
cometo bow down ourselves to thee to the earth? 37:11 And his
brethrenenvied him; but his father observed the saying.

37:12 And his brethren went to feed their father's flock
inShechem.

37:13 And Israel said unto Joseph, Do not thy brethren feed
theflock in Shechem? come, and I will send thee unto them. And he
saidto him, Here am I.

37:14 And he said to him, Go, I pray thee, see whether it bewell
with thy brethren, and well with the flocks; and bring me
wordagain. So he sent him out of the vale of Hebron, and he came
toShechem.

37:15 And a certain man found him, and, behold, he was
wanderingin the field: and the man asked him, saying, What seekest
thou?37:16 And he said, I seek my brethren: tell me, I pray thee,
wherethey feed their flocks.

37:17 And the man said, They are departed hence; for I heardthem
say, Let us go to Dothan. And Joseph went after his brethren,and
found them in Dothan.

37:18 And when they saw him afar off, even before he came
nearunto them, they conspired against him to slay him.

37:19 And they said one to another, Behold, this
dreamercometh.

37:20 Come now therefore, and let us slay him, and cast him
intosome pit, and we will say, Some evil beast hath devoured him:
andwe shall see what will become of his dreams.

37:21 And Reuben heard it, and he delivered him out of
theirhands; and said, Let us not kill him.

37:22 And Reubensaid unto them, Shed no blood, but cast him
intothis pit that is in the wilderness, and lay no hand upon him;
thathe might rid him out of their hands, to deliver him to his
fatheragain.

37:23 And it came to pass, when Joseph was come unto
hisbrethren,that they stript Joseph out of his coat, his coat of
manycolours that was on him; 37:24 And they took him, and cast him
intoa pit: and the pit was empty, there was no water in it.

37:25 And they sat down to eat bread: and they lifted up
theireyes and looked, and, behold, a company of Ishmeelites came
fromGilead with their camels bearing spicery and balm and myrrh,
goingto carry it down to Egypt.

37:26 And Judah said unto his brethren, What profit is it if
weslay our brother, and conceal his blood? 37:27 Come, and let
ussell him to the Ishmeelites, and let not our hand be upon him;
forhe is our brother and our flesh. And his brethren were
content.

37:28 Then there passed by Midianites merchantmen; and they
drewand lifted up Joseph out of the pit, and sold Joseph to
theIshmeelites for twenty pieces of silver: and they brought
Josephinto Egypt.

37:29 And Reuben returned unto the pit; and, behold, Joseph
wasnot in the pit; and he rent his clothes.

37:30 And he returned unto his brethren, and said, The child
isnot; and I, whither shall I go? 37:31 And they took Joseph's
coat,and killed a kid of the goats, and dipped the coat in the
blood;37:32 And they sent the coat of many colours, and they
brought itto their father; and said, This have we found:know now
whether itbe thy son's coat or no.

37:33 And he knew it, and said, It is my son's coat; an
evilbeast hath devoured him; Joseph is without doubt rent
inpieces.

37:34 And Jacob rent his clothes, and put sackcloth upon
hisloins, and mourned for his son many days.

37:35 And all his sons and all his daughters rose up to
comforthim; but he refused to be comforted; and he said, For I will
godown into the grave unto my son mourning. Thus his father wept
forhim.

37:36 And the Midianites sold him intoEgypt unto Potiphar,
anofficer of Pharaoh's, and captain of the guard.

38:1 And it came to pass at that time, that Judah went down
fromhis brethren, and turned in to a certain Adullamite, whose name
wasHirah.

38:2 And Judah saw there a daughter of acertain Canaanite,
whosename was Shuah; and he took her, and went in unto her.

38:3 And she conceived, and bare a son; and he called his
nameEr.

38:4 And she conceived again, and bare a son; and she called
hisname Onan.

38:5 And she yet again conceived,and bare a son; and called
hisname Shelah: and he was at Chezib, when she bare him.

38:6 And Judah took a wife for Er his firstborn, whose name
wasTamar.

38:7 And Er, Judah's firstborn, was wicked in the sight of
theLORD; and the LORD slew him.

38:8 And Judah said unto Onan, Go in unto thy brother's wife,and
marry her, and raise up seed to thy brother.

38:9 And Onan knew that the seed should not be his; and it
cameto pass, when he went in unto his brother's wife, that he
spilledit on the ground, lestthat he should give seed to his
brother.

38:10 And the thing which he did displeased the LORD:
whereforehe slew him also.

38:11 Then said Judah to Tamar his daughter in law, Remain
awidow at thy father's house, till Shelah my son be grown: for
hesaid,Lest peradventure he die also, as his brethren did. And
Tamarwent and dwelt in her father's house.

38:12 And in process of time the daughter of Shuah Judah's
wifedied; and Judah was comforted, and went up unto his
sheepshearersto Timnath, he and his friend Hirah the
Adullamite.

38:13 And it was told Tamar, saying, Behold thy father in
lawgoeth up to Timnath to shear his sheep.

38:14 And she put her widow's garments off from her, and
coveredher with a vail, and wrapped herself, and sat in an
openplace,which is by the way to Timnath; for she saw that Shelah
wasgrown, and she was not given unto him to wife.

38:15 When Judah saw her, he thought her to be an harlot;because
she had covered her face.

38:16 And he turned unto her by the way, and said, Go to, I
praythee, let me come in unto thee; (for he knew not that she was
hisdaughter in law.) And she said, What wilt thou give me, that
thoumayest come in unto me? 38:17 And he said, I will send thee a
kidfrom the flock. And she said, Wilt thou give me apledge, till
thousend it? 38:18 And he said, What pledge shall I give thee? And
shesaid, Thy signet, and thy bracelets, and thy staff that is in
thinehand. And he gave it her, and came in unto her, and she
conceivedby him.

38:19 And she arose, and went away, and laid by her vail
fromher, and put on the garments of her widowhood.

38:20 And Judah sent the kid by the hand of his friend
theAdullamite, to receive his pledge from the woman's hand: but
hefound her not.

38:21 Then he asked the men of that place, saying, Where is
theharlot, that was openly by the way side? And they said, There
wasno harlot in this place.

38:22 And he returned to Judah, and said, I cannot find her;
andalso the men of the place said, that there was no harlot in
thisplace.

38:23 And Judah said, Let her take it to her, lest we be
shamed:behold, I sent this kid, and thou hast not found her.

38:24 And it came to pass about three months after, that it
wastold Judah, saying, Tamar thy daughter in law hath played
theharlot; andalso, behold, she is with child by whoredom. And
Judahsaid, Bring her forth, and let her be burnt.

38:25 When she was brought forth, she sent to her father in
law,saying, By the man, whose these are, am I with child: and she
said,Discern, I pray thee, whose are these, the signet, and
bracelets,and staff.

38:26 And Judah acknowledged them, and said, She hath been
morerighteous than I; because that I gave her not to Shelah my son.
Andhe knew her again no more.

38:27 And it came to pass in the time ofher travail,
that,behold, twins were in her womb.

38:28 And it came to pass, when she travailed, that the one
putout his hand: and the midwife took and bound upon his hand
ascarlet thread, saying, This came out first.

38:29 And it came to pass, as he drew back his hand,
that,behold, his brother came out: and she said, How hast thou
brokenforth? this breach be upon thee: therefore his name was
calledPharez.

38:30 And afterward came out his brother, that had the
scarletthread upon his hand: and his name was called Zarah.

39:1 And Joseph was brought down to Egypt; and Potiphar,
anofficer of Pharaoh, captain of the guard, an Egyptian, bought
himof the hands of the Ishmeelites, which had brought him
downthither.

39:2 And the LORD was with Joseph, and hewas a prosperous
man;and he was in the house of his master the Egyptian.

39:3 And his master saw that the LORD was with him, and that
theLORD made all that he did to prosper in his hand.

39:4 And Joseph found grace in his sight, and he served him:
andhe made him overseer over his house, and all that he had he
putinto his hand.

39:5 And it came to pass from the time that he had made
himoverseer in his house, and over all that he had, that the
LORDblessed the Egyptian's house for Joseph's sake; and theblessing
ofthe LORD was upon all that he had in the house, and in
thefield.

39:6 And he left all that he had in Joseph's hand; and he
knewnot ought he had, save the bread which he did eat. And Joseph
was agoodly person, and well favoured.

39:7 And itcame to pass after these things, that his
master'swife cast her eyes upon Joseph; and she said, Lie with
me.

39:8 But he refused, and said unto his master's wife, Behold,
mymaster wotteth not what is with me in the house, and he
hathcommitted all that he hath to my hand; 39:9 There is none
greaterin this house than I; neither hath he kept back any thing
from mebut thee, because thou art his wife: how then can I do this
greatwickedness, and sin against God? 39:10 And it came to pass, as
shespake to Joseph day by day, that he hearkened not unto her, to
lieby her, or to be with her.

39:11 And it came to pass about this time, that Joseph went
intothe house to do his business; and there was none of the men of
thehouse there within.

39:12 And she caughthim by his garment, saying, Lie with me:
andhe left his garment in her hand, and fled, and got him out.

39:13 And it came to pass, when she saw that he had left
hisgarment in her hand, and was fled forth, 39:14 That she called
untothe men of her house,and spake unto them, saying, See, he
hathbrought in an Hebrew unto us to mock us; he came in unto me to
liewith me, and I cried with a loud voice: 39:15 And it came to
pass,when he heard that I lifted up my voice and cried, that he
left hisgarment withme, and fled, and got him out.

39:16 And she laid up his garment by her, until his lord
camehome.

39:17 And she spake unto him according to these words,
saying,The Hebrew servant, which thou hast brought unto us, came in
untome to mock me: 39:18 And itcame to pass, as I lifted up my
voiceand cried, that he left his garment with me, and fled out.

39:19 And it came to pass, when his master heard the words ofhis
wife, which she spake unto him, saying, After this manner didthy
servant to me; that his wrath was kindled.

39:20 And Joseph's master took him, and put him into the
prison,a place where the king's prisoners were bound: and he was
there inthe prison.

39:21 But the LORD was with Joseph, and shewed him mercy,
andgave him favour in the sight of the keeper of the prison.

39:22 And the keeper of the prison committed to Joseph's handall
the prisoners that were in the prison; and whatsoever they
didthere, he was the doer of it.

39:23 The keeper of the prison looked not to any thing that
wasunder his hand; because the LORD was with him, and that which
hedid, the LORD made it to prosper.

40:1 And it came to pass after these things, that the butler
ofthe king of Egypt and his baker had offended their lord the king
ofEgypt.

40:2 And Pharaoh was wrothagainst two of his officers,
againstthe chief of the butlers, and against the chief of the
bakers.

40:3 And he put them in ward in the house of the captain of
theguard, into the prison, the place where Joseph was bound.

40:4 And the captain of the guardcharged Joseph with them, andhe
served them: and they continued a season in ward.

40:5 And they dreamed a dream both of them, each man his dreamin
one night, each man according to the interpretation of hisdream,
the butler and the baker of the king ofEgypt, which werebound in
the prison.

40:6 And Joseph came in unto them in the morning, and lookedupon
them, and, behold, they were sad.

40:7 And he asked Pharaoh's officers that were with him in
theward of his lord's house, saying, Wherefore look ye sosadly to
day?40:8 And they said unto him, We have dreamed a dream, and there
isno interpreter of it. And Joseph said unto them, Do
notinterpretations belong to God? tell me them, I pray you.

40:9 And the chief butler told his dream to Joseph, and
saidtohim, In my dream, behold, a vine was before me; 40:10 And in
thevine were three branches: and it was as though it budded, and
herblossoms shot forth; and the clusters thereof brought forth
ripegrapes: 40:11 And Pharaoh's cup was in my hand: and I took
thegrapes, and pressed them into Pharaoh's cup, and I gave the
cupinto Pharaoh's hand.

40:12 And Joseph said unto him, This is the interpretation ofit:
The three branches are three days: 40:13 Yet within three daysshall
Pharaoh lift up thine head, and restore thee unto thy place:and
thou shalt deliver Pharaoh's cup into his hand, after theformer
manner when thou wast his butler.

40:14 But think on me when it shall be well with thee, and
shewkindness, I pray thee, unto me, and make mention of me
untoPharaoh, and bring me out of this house: 40:15 For indeed I
wasstolen away out of the land of the Hebrews: and here also have
Idone nothing that they should put me into the dungeon.

40:16 When the chief baker saw that the interpretation was
good,he said unto Joseph, I also was in my dream, and, behold, I
hadthree white baskets on my head: 40:17 And in the uppermost
basketthere was of all manner of bakemeats for Pharaoh; and the
birds dideat them out of the basket upon my head.

40:18 And Joseph answered and said, This is the
interpretationthereof: The three baskets are three days: 40:19 Yet
within threedays shall Pharaoh lift up thy head from off thee, and
shall hangthee on a tree; and the birds shall eat thy flesh from
offthee.

40:20 And it cameto pass the third day, which was
Pharaoh'sbirthday, that he made a feast unto all his servants: and
he liftedup the head of the chief butler and of the chief baker
among hisservants.

40:21 And he restored the chief butler unto his butlershipagain;
andhe gave the cup into Pharaoh's hand: 40:22 But he hangedthe
chief baker: as Joseph had interpreted to them.

40:23 Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but
forgathim.

41:1 And it came to pass at the end of two full years,
thatPharaoh dreamed: and, behold, he stood by the river.

41:2 And, behold, there came up out of the river seven
wellfavoured kine and fatfleshed; and they fed in a meadow.

41:3 And, behold, seven other kine came up after them out of
theriver, ill favoured and leanfleshed; andstood by the other
kineupon the brink of the river.

41:4 And the ill favoured and leanfleshed kine did eat up
theseven well favoured and fat kine. So Pharaoh awoke.

41:5 And he slept and dreamed the second time: and, behold,seven
ears of corn came up upon one stalk, rank and good.

41:6 And, behold, seven thin ears and blasted with the east
windsprung up after them.

41:7 And the seven thin ears devoured the seven rank and
fullears. And Pharaoh awoke, and, behold, it was a dream.

41:8 And it came to passin the morning that his spirit
wastroubled; and he sent and called for all the magicians of
Egypt,and all the wise men thereof: and Pharaoh told them his
dream; butthere was none that could interpret them unto
Pharaoh.

41:9 Then spake the chief butlerunto Pharaoh, saying, I
doremember my faults this day: 41:10 Pharaoh was wroth with
hisservants, and put me in ward in the captain of the guard's
house,both me and the chief baker: 41:11 And we dreamed a dream in
onenight, I and he; we dreamed each manaccording to the
interpretationof his dream.

41:12 And there was there with us a young man, an Hebrew,servant
to the captain of the guard; and we told him, and heinterpreted to
us our dreams; to each man according to his dream hedid
interpret.

41:13 And it came to pass, as he interpreted to us, so it was;me
he restored unto mine office, and him he hanged.

41:14 Then Pharaoh sent and called Joseph, and they brought
himhastily out of the dungeon: and he shaved himself, and changed
hisraiment, and camein unto Pharaoh.

41:15 And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, I have dreamed a dream,
andthere is none that can interpret it: and I have heard say of
thee,that thou canst understand a dream to interpret it.

41:16 And Joseph answered Pharaoh, saying, It is not inme:
Godshall give Pharaoh an answer of peace.

41:17 And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, In my dream, behold, I
stoodupon the bank of the river: 41:18 And, behold, there came up
out ofthe river seven kine, fatfleshed and well favoured; and they
fed ina meadow: 41:19 And, behold, seven other kine came up after
them,poor and very ill favoured and leanfleshed, such as I never
saw inall the land of Egypt for badness: 41:20 And the lean and the
illfavoured kine did eat up the first seven fat kine: 41:21 And
whenthey had eaten them up, it could not be known that they had
eatenthem; but they were still ill favoured, as at the beginning.
So Iawoke.

41:22 And I saw in my dream, and, behold, seven ears came up
inone stalk, full and good: 41:23 And, behold, sevenears,
withered,thin, and blasted with the east wind, sprung up after
them: 41:24And the thin ears devoured the seven good ears: and I
told thisunto the magicians; but there was none that could declare
it tome.

41:25 And Joseph said unto Pharaoh, The dream of Pharaoh is
one:God hath shewed Pharaoh what he is about to do.

41:26 The seven good kine are seven years; and the seven
goodears are seven years: the dream is one.

41:27 And the seven thin and ill favoured kine that came upafter
them are seven years; and the seven empty ears blasted withthe east
wind shall be seven years of famine.

41:28 This is the thing which I have spoken unto Pharaoh:
WhatGod is about to do he sheweth unto Pharaoh.

41:29 Behold, there come seven years of great plenty
throughoutall the land of Egypt: 41:30 And there shall arise after
them sevenyears of famine; and all the plenty shall be forgotten in
the landof Egypt; and the famine shall consume the land; 41:31 And
theplenty shall not be known in the land by reason of that
faminefollowing; for it shall be very grievous.

41:32 And for that the dream was doubled unto Pharaoh twice;
itis because the thing is established by God, and God will
shortlybring it to pass.

41:33 Now therefore let Pharaoh look out a man discreet andwise,
and set him over the land of Egypt.

41:34 Let Pharaoh do this, and let him appoint officers over
theland, and take up the fifth part of the land of Egypt in the
sevenplenteous years.

41:35 And let them gather all the food of those good
yearsthatcome, and lay up corn under the hand of Pharaoh, and let
themkeep food in the cities.

41:36 And that food shall be for store to the land against
theseven years of famine, which shall be in the land of Egypt;
thatthe land perish not through the famine.

41:37 And the thing was good in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in
theeyes of all his servants.

41:38 And Pharaoh said unto his servants, Can we find such a
oneas this is, a man in whom the Spirit of God is? 41:39 And
Pharaohsaid unto Joseph, Forasmuch as Godhath shewed thee all this,
thereis none so discreet and wise as thou art: 41:40 Thou shalt be
overmy house, and according unto thy word shall all my people be
ruled:only in the throne will I be greater than thou.

41:41 And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, See,I have set thee over
allthe land of Egypt.

41:42 And Pharaoh took off his ring from his hand, and put
itupon Joseph's hand, and arrayed him in vestures of fine linen,
andput a gold chain about his neck; 41:43 And he made him to ride
inthe second chariot which he had; and they cried before him, Bow
theknee: and he made him ruler over all the land of Egypt.

41:44 And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, I am Pharaoh, and
withoutthee shall no man lift up his hand or foot in all the land
ofEgypt.

41:45 And Pharaohcalled Joseph's name Zaphnathpaaneah; and
hegave him to wife Asenath the daughter of Potipherah priest of
On.And Joseph went out over all the land of Egypt.

41:46 And Joseph was thirty years old when he stood
beforePharaoh king of Egypt. And Joseph went out from the presence
ofPharaoh, and went throughout all the land of Egypt.

41:47 And in the seven plenteous years the earth brought forthby
handfuls.

41:48 And he gathered up all the food of the seven years,
whichwere in the land of Egypt, and laid up the food in the cities:
thefood of the field, which was round about every city, laid he up
inthe same.

41:49 And Joseph gathered corn as the sand of the sea, verymuch,
until he left numbering; for it was without number.

41:50 And unto Joseph were borntwo sons before the years
offamine came, which Asenath the daughter of Potipherah priest of
Onbare unto him.

41:51 And Joseph called the name of the firstborn Manasseh:
ForGod, said he, hath made me forget all my toil, and all my
father'shouse.

41:52And the name of the second called he Ephraim: For God
hathcaused me to be fruitful in the land of my affliction.

41:53 And the seven years of plenteousness, that was in the
landof Egypt, were ended.

41:54 And the seven years of dearth began to come, according
asJoseph had said: and the dearth was in all lands; but in all
theland of Egypt there was bread.

41:55 And when all the land of Egypt was famished, the
peoplecried to Pharaoh for bread: and Pharaoh said unto all
theEgyptians, Go unto Joseph; whathe saith to you, do.

41:56 And the famine was over all the face of the earth:
andJoseph opened all the storehouses, and sold unto the Egyptians;
andthe famine waxed sore in the land of Egypt.

41:57 And all countries came into Egypt to Joseph for tobuycorn;
because that the famine was so sore in all lands.

42:1 Now when Jacob saw that there was corn in Egypt, Jacob
saidunto his sons, Why do ye look one upon another? 42:2 And he
said,Behold, I have heard that there is corn in Egypt: get you
downthither, and buy for us from thence; that we may live, and
notdie.

42:3 And Joseph's ten brethren went down to buy corn
inEgypt.

42:4 But Benjamin, Joseph's brother, Jacob sent not with
hisbrethren; for he said, Lest peradventure mischief befall
him.

42:5 Andthe sons of Israel came to buy corn among those
thatcame: for the famine was in the land of Canaan.

42:6 And Joseph was the governor over the land, and he it
wasthat sold to all the people of the land: and Joseph's
brethrencame, and bowed down themselves before him with their faces
to theearth.

42:7 And Joseph saw his brethren, and he knew them, but
madehimself strange unto them, and spake roughly unto them; and he
saidunto them, Whence come ye? And they said, From the land of
Canaanto buy food.

42:8 And Joseph knew his brethren, but they knew not him.

42:9 And Joseph remembered the dreams which he dreamed of
them,and said unto them, Ye are spies; to see the nakedness of the
landye are come.

42:10 And they said unto him, Nay, my lord, but to buy food
arethy servants come.

42:11 We are all one man's sons; we are true men, thy
servantsare no spies.

42:12 And he said unto them, Nay, but to see the nakedness ofthe
land ye are come.

42:13 And they said, Thy servants are twelve brethren, the
sonsofone man in the land of Canaan; and, behold, the youngest is
thisday with our father, and one is not.

42:14 And Joseph said unto them, That is it that I spake
untoyou, saying, Ye are spies: 42:15 Hereby ye shall be proved: By
thelife of Pharaoh ye shallnot go forth hence, except your
youngestbrother come hither.

42:16 Send one of you, and let him fetch your brother, and
yeshall be kept in prison, that your words may be proved,
whetherthere be any truth in you: or else by the life of Pharaoh
surelyyeare spies.

42:17 And he put them all together into ward three days.

42:18 And Joseph said unto them the third day, This do, andlive;
for I fear God: 42:19 If ye be true men, let one of yourbrethren be
bound in the house of your prison: go ye, carry cornforthe famine
of your houses: 42:20 But bring your youngest brotherunto me; so
shall your words be verified, and ye shall not die. Andthey did
so.

42:21 And they said one to another, We are verily
guiltyconcerning our brother, in that we saw the anguish of his
soul,when he besought us, and we would not hear; therefore is
thisdistress come upon us.

42:22 And Reuben answered them, saying, Spake I not unto
you,saying, Do not sin against the child; and ye would not
hear?therefore, behold, also his bloodis required.

42:23 And they knew not that Joseph understood them; for hespake
unto them by an interpreter.

42:24 And he turned himself about from them, and wept;
andreturned to them again, and communed with them, and took from
themSimeon, and bound himbefore their eyes.

42:25 Then Joseph commanded to fill their sacks with corn, andto
restore every man's money into his sack, and to give themprovision
for the way: and thus did he unto them.

42:26 And they laded their asses with the corn, and
departedthence.

42:27 And as one of them opened his sack to give his
assprovender in the inn, he espied his money; for, behold, it was
inhis sack's mouth.

42:28 And he said unto his brethren, My money is restored;
and,lo, it is even in my sack: and their heart failed them, and
theywere afraid, saying one to another, What is this that God hath
doneunto us? 42:29 And they came unto Jacob their father unto the
landof Canaan, and told him all that befell unto them; saying,
42:30The man, who is the lord of the land, spake roughly to us, and
tookus for spies of the country.

42:31 And we said unto him, We are true men; we are no
spies:42:32 We be twelve brethren, sons of our father; one is not,
andthe youngest is this day with our father in the land of
Canaan.

42:33 And the man, the lord of the country, said unto us,
Herebyshall I know that ye are true men; leave one of your brethren
herewith me, and take food for the famine of your households, and
begone: 42:34 And bring your youngest brother unto me: then shall
Iknow that ye are no spies, but that ye are true men: so will
Ideliver you your brother, and ye shall traffick in the land.

42:35 And it came to pass as they emptied their sacks,
that,behold, every man's bundle of money was in his sack: and
whenboththey and their father saw the bundles of money, they
wereafraid.

42:36 And Jacob their father said unto them, Me have ye
bereavedof my children: Joseph is not, and Simeon is not, and ye
will takeBenjamin away: all these things are against me.

42:37 AndReuben spake unto his father, saying, Slay my two
sons,if I bring him not to thee: deliver him into my hand, and I
willbring him to thee again.

42:38 And he said, My son shall not go down with you; for
hisbrother is dead, and he is left alone: if mischief befall him
bythe way in the which ye go, then shall ye bring down my gray
hairswith sorrow to the grave.

43:1 And the famine was sore in the land.

43:2 And it came to pass, when they had eaten up the corn
whichthey had brought out of Egypt, their father said unto them,
Goagain, buy us a little food.

43:3 And Judah spake unto him, saying, The man did
solemnlyprotest unto us, saying, Ye shall not see my face, except
yourbrother be with you.

43:4 If thou wilt send our brother with us, we will go
downandbuy thee food: 43:5 But if thou wilt not send him, we will
not godown: for the man said unto us, Ye shall not see my face,
exceptyour brother be with you.

43:6 And Israel said, Wherefore dealt ye so ill with me, as
totell the man whether ye had yeta brother? 43:7 And they said,
Theman asked us straitly of our state, and of our kindred, saying,
Isyour father yet alive? have ye another brother? and we told
himaccording to the tenor of these words: could we certainly know
thathe would say, Bring your brother down? 43:8 And Judah said
untoIsrael his father, Send the lad with me, and we will arise and
go;that we may live, and not die, both we, and thou, and also
ourlittle ones.

43:9 I will be surety for him; of my hand shalt thou requirehim:
if Ibring him not unto thee, and set him before thee, then letme
bear the blame for ever: 43:10 For except we had lingered,surely
now we had returned this second time.

43:11 And their father Israel said unto them, If it must be
sonow, do this; take of the best fruits in the land in your
vessels,and carry down the man a present, a little balm, and a
littlehoney, spices, and myrrh, nuts, and almonds: 43:12 And take
doublemoney in your hand; and the money that was brought again in
themouth of your sacks, carry it again in your hand; peradventure
itwas an oversight: 43:13 Take also your brother, and arise, go
againunto the man: 43:14 And God Almighty give you mercy before the
man,that he may send away your other brother, and Benjamin. If I
bebereaved of my children, I am bereaved.

43:15 And the men took that present, and they took double
moneyin their hand and Benjamin; and rose up, and went down to
Egypt,and stood before Joseph.

43:16 And when Joseph saw Benjamin with them, he said to
theruler of his house, Bring these men home, and slay, and make
ready;for these men shall dine with me at noon.

43:17 And the man did as Joseph bade; and the man brought themen
into Joseph's house.

43:18 And the men were afraid, because they were brought
intoJoseph'shouse; and they said, Because of the money that
wasreturned in our sacks at the first time are we brought in; that
hemay seek occasion against us, and fall upon us, and take us
forbondmen, and our asses.

43:19 And they came near to the steward of Joseph's house,
andthey communed with him at the door of the house, 43:20 And said,
Osir, we came indeed down at the first time to buy food: 43:21
Andit came to pass, when we came to the inn, that we opened our
sacks,and, behold, every man's money was in themouth of his sack,
ourmoney in full weight: and we have brought it again in our
hand.

43:22 And other money have we brought down in our hands to
buyfood: we cannot tell who put our money in our sacks.

43:23 And he said, Peace be to you, fear not: your God, and
theGod of your father, hath given you treasure in your sacks: I
hadyour money. And he brought Simeon out unto them.

43:24 And the man brought the men into Joseph's house, and
gavethem water, and they washed their feet; and he gave their
assesprovender.

43:25 And they made ready the present against Joseph came
atnoon: for they heard that they should eat bread there.

43:26 And when Joseph came home, they brought him the
presentwhich was in their hand into the house, and bowed themselves
to himto the earth.

43:27 And he asked them of their welfare, and said, Is
yourfather well, the old man of whom ye spake? Is he yet alive?
43:28And they answered, Thy servant our father is in good health,
he isyet alive. And they bowed down their heads, and made
obeisance.

43:29 And he lifted up his eyes, and saw his brother
Benjamin,his mother's son, and said, Is this your younger brother,
of whomye spake unto me? And he said, God be gracious unto thee,
myson.

43:30 And Joseph made haste; for his bowels didyearn upon
hisbrother: and he sought where to weep; and he entered into
hischamber, and wept there.

43:31 And he washed his face, and went out, and
refrainedhimself, and said, Set on bread.

43:32 And they set on for him by himself, and for them
bythemselves, and for the Egyptians, which did eat with him,
bythemselves: because the Egyptians might not eat bread with
theHebrews; for that is an abomination unto the Egyptians.

43:33 And they sat before him, the firstborn according to
hisbirthright, and the youngest according to his youth: and the
menmarvelled one at another.

43:34 And he took and sent messes unto them from before him:
butBenjamin's mess was five times so much as any of their's. And
theydrank, and were merry with him.

44:1 And he commanded the steward of his house, saying, Fill
themen's sacks with food, as much as they can carry, and put
everyman's money in his sack's mouth.

44:2 And put my cup, the silver cup, in the sack's mouth of
theyoungest, and his corn money. And he did according to the word
thatJoseph had spoken.

44:3 As soon as the morning was light, the men were sent
away,they and their asses.

44:4 And when they were gone out of the city, and not yet
faroff, Joseph said unto his steward, Up, follow after the men;
andwhenthou dost overtake them, say unto them, Wherefore have
yerewarded evil for good? 44:5 Is not this it in which my
lorddrinketh, and whereby indeed he divineth? ye have done evil in
sodoing.

44:6 And he overtook them, and he spake unto them these
samewords.

44:7 And they said unto him, Wherefore saith my lord thesewords?
God forbid that thy servants should do according to thisthing: 44:8
Behold, the money, which we found in our sacks' mouths,we brought
again unto thee out of the land of Canaan: how thenshould we steal
out of thy lord's house silver or gold? 44:9 Withwhomsoever of thy
servants it be found, both let him die, and wealso will be my
lord's bondmen.

44:10 And he said, Now also let it be according unto your
words:he with whom it is found shall be my servant; and ye shall
beblameless.

44:11 Then they speedily took down every man his sack to
theground, and opened every man his sack.

44:12 And he searched, and began at the eldest, and left at
theyoungest: and the cup was found in Benjamin'ssack.

44:13 Then they rent their clothes, and laded every man his
ass,and returned to the city.

44:14 And Judah and his brethren came to Joseph's house; for
hewas yet there: and they fell before him on the ground.

44:15 And Joseph said unto them, What deed is this that ye
havedone? wot ye not that such a man as I can certainly divine?
44:16And Judah said, What shall we say unto my lord? what shall
wespeak? or how shall we clear ourselves? God hath found out
theiniquity of thy servants: behold, we aremy lord's servants,
bothwe, and he also with whom the cup is found.

44:17 And he said, God forbid that I should do so: but the manin
whose hand the cup is found, he shall be my servant; and as foryou,
get you up in peace unto your father.

44:18 Then Judah came near unto him, and said, Oh my lord,
letthy servant, I pray thee, speak a word in my lord's ears, and
letnot thine anger burn against thy servant: for thou art even
asPharaoh.

44:19 My lord asked his servants, saying, Have ye a father, or
abrother? 44:20 And we said unto my lord, We have a father, an
oldman, and a child of his old age, a little one; and his brother
isdead, and he alone is left of his mother, and his father
lovethhim.

44:21 And thou saidst unto thy servants, Bring him downunto
me,that I may set mine eyes upon him.

44:22 And we said unto my lord, The lad cannot leave his
father:for if he should leave his father, his father would die.

44:23 And thou saidst unto thy servants, Except your
youngestbrother come down with you,ye shall see my face no
more.

44:24 And it came to pass when we came up unto thy servant
myfather, we told him the words of my lord.

44:25 And our father said, Go again, and buy us a
littlefood.

44:26 And we said, We cannot go down: if our youngest brother
bewith us, then will we go down: for we may not see the man's
face,except our youngest brother be with us.

44:27 And thy servant my father said unto us, Ye know that
mywife bare me two sons: 44:28 And the one went out from me, and
Isaid, Surely he is torn in pieces; and I saw him not since:
44:29And if ye take this also from me, and mischief befall him, ye
shallbring down my gray hairs with sorrow to the grave.

44:30 Now therefore when I come to thy servant my father, andthe
lad be not with us; seeing that his life is bound up in thelad's
life; 44:31 It shall come to pass, when he seeth that the ladis not
with us, that he will die: and thy servants shall bring downthe
gray hairs of thy servant our father with sorrow to thegrave.

44:32 For thy servant became surety for the lad unto my
father,saying, If I bring him not unto thee, then I shall bear the
blameto my father for ever.

44:33 Now therefore, I pray thee, let thy servant abide
insteadof the lad a bondman to my lord; and let the lad go upwith
hisbrethren.

44:34 For how shall I go up to my father, and the lad be notwith
me? lest peradventure I see the evil that shall come on
myfather.

45:1 Then Joseph could not refrain himself before all them
thatstood by him; and he cried, Cause everyman to go out from me.
Andthere stood no man with him, while Joseph made himself known
untohis brethren.

45:2 And he wept aloud: and the Egyptians and the house
ofPharaoh heard.

45:3 And Joseph said unto his brethren, I am Joseph; doth
myfather yet live? And his brethren could not answer him; for
theywere troubled at his presence.

45:4 And Joseph said unto his brethren, Come near to me, I
prayyou. And they came near. And he said, I am Joseph your
brother,whom ye sold into Egypt.

45:5 Now therefore be not grieved, nor angry with
yourselves,that ye sold me hither: for God did send me before you
to preservelife.

45:6 For these two years hath the famine been in the land:
andyet there are five years, in the which there shall neither
beearing nor harvest.

45:7 And God sent me before you to preserve you a posterity
inthe earth, and to save your lives by a great deliverance.

45:8 So now it was not you that sent me hither, but God: and
hehath made me a father to Pharaoh, and lord of all his house,
andaruler throughout all the land of Egypt.

45:9 Haste ye, and go up to my father, and say unto him,
Thussaith thy son Joseph, God hath made me lord of all Egypt: come
downunto me, tarry not: 45:10 And thou shalt dwell in the land
ofGoshen, and thou shalt be near unto me, thou, and thy children,
andthy children's children, and thy flocks, and thy herds, and
allthat thou hast: 45:11 And there will I nourish thee; for yet
thereare five years of famine; lest thou, and thy household, and
allthat thou hast, come to poverty.

45:12 And, behold, your eyes see, and the eyes of my
brotherBenjamin, that it is my mouth that speaketh unto you.

45:13 And ye shall tell my father of all my glory in Egypt,
andof all that ye have seen; and ye shall haste and bring down
myfather hither.

45:14 And he fell upon his brother Benjamin's neck, and wept;and
Benjamin wept upon his neck.

45:15 Moreover he kissed all his brethren, and wept upon
them:and after that his brethren talked with him.

45:16 And the fame thereof was heardin Pharaoh's house,
saying,Joseph's brethren are come: and it pleased Pharaoh well, and
hisservants.

45:17 And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Say unto thy brethren,
Thisdo ye; lade your beasts, and go, get you unto the land of
Canaan;45:18 And take your father and your households, and come
unto me:and I will give you the good of the land of Egypt, and ye
shall eatthe fat of the land.

45:19 Now thou art commanded, this do ye; take you wagons out
ofthe land of Egypt for your little ones, and for your wives,
andbring your father, and come.

45:20 Also regard not your stuff; for the good of all the landof
Egypt is your's.

45:21 And the children of Israel did so: and Joseph gave
themwagons, according to the commandment of Pharaoh, and gave
themprovision forthe way.

45:22 To all of them he gave each man changes of raiment; but
toBenjamin he gave three hundred pieces of silver, and five
changesof raiment.

45:23 And to his father he sent after this manner; ten
assesladen with the good things of Egypt, andten she asses laden
withcorn and bread and meat for his father by the way.

45:24 So he sent his brethren away, and they departed: and
hesaid unto them, See that ye fall not out by the way.

45:25 And they went up out of Egypt, and came into the land
ofCanaan unto Jacob their father, 45:26 And told him, saying,
Josephis yet alive, and he is governor over all the land of Egypt.
AndJacob's heart fainted, for he believed them not.

45:27 And they told him all the words of Joseph, which he
hadsaid unto them:and when he saw the wagons which Joseph had sent
tocarry him, the spirit of Jacob their father revived: 45:28
AndIsrael said, It is enough; Joseph my son is yet alive: I will
goand see him before I die.

46:1 And Israel took his journey with all that hehad, and cameto
Beersheba, and offered sacrifices unto the God of his
fatherIsaac.

46:2 And God spake unto Israel in the visions of the night,
andsaid, Jacob, Jacob. And he said, Here am I.

46:3 And he said, I am God, the God of thy father: fear not
togodown into Egypt; for I will there make of thee a great nation:
46:4I will go down with thee into Egypt; and I will also surely
bringthee up again: and Joseph shall put his hand upon thine
eyes.

46:5 And Jacob rose up from Beersheba: and the sons of
Israelcarried Jacob their father, and their little ones, and their
wives,in the wagons which Pharaoh had sent to carry him.

46:6 And they took their cattle, and their goods, which they
hadgotten in the land of Canaan, and came into Egypt, Jacob,
andallhis seed with him: 46:7 His sons, and his sons' sons with
him,his daughters, and his sons' daughters, and all his seed
brought hewith him into Egypt.

46:8 And these are the names of the children of Israel,
whichcame into Egypt, Jacob and his sons: Reuben, Jacob's
firstborn.

46:9 And the sons of Reuben; Hanoch, and Phallu, and Hezron,
andCarmi.

46:10 And the sons of Simeon; Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad,
andJachin, and Zohar, and Shaul the son of a Canaanitish woman.

46:11 And the sons of Levi; Gershon, Kohath, and Merari.

46:12 And the sons of Judah; Er, and Onan, and Shelah,
andPharez, and Zarah: but Er and Onan died in the land of Canaan.
Andthe sons of Pharez were Hezron and Hamul.

46:13 And the sons of Issachar; Tola, and Phuvah, and Job,
andShimron.

46:14 And the sons of Zebulun; Sered, and Elon, and Jahleel.

46:15 These be the sons of Leah, which she bare unto Jacob
inPadanaram, with his daughter Dinah: all the souls of his sons
andhis daughters were thirty and three.

46:16 And the sons of Gad;Ziphion, and Haggi, Shuni, and
Ezbon,Eri, and Arodi, and Areli.

46:17 And the sons of Asher; Jimnah, and Ishuah, and Isui,
andBeriah, and Serah their sister: and the sons of Beriah; Heber,
andMalchiel.

46:18 These are the sons of Zilpah, whom Laban gaveto Leah
hisdaughter, and these she bare unto Jacob, even sixteen souls.

46:19 The sons of Rachel Jacob's wife; Joseph, and Benjamin.

46:20 And unto Joseph in the land of Egypt were born Manassehand
Ephraim, which Asenath the daughter of Potipherahpriest of Onbare
unto him.

46:21 And the sons of Benjamin were Belah, and Becher,
andAshbel, Gera, and Naaman, Ehi, and Rosh, Muppim, and Huppim,
andArd.

46:22 These are the sons of Rachel, which were born to Jacob:all
the souls were fourteen.

46:23 And the sons of Dan; Hushim.

46:24 And the sons of Naphtali; Jahzeel, and Guni, and Jezer,and
Shillem.

46:25 These are the sons of Bilhah, which Laban gave unto
Rachelhis daughter, and she bare these unto Jacob: all the souls
wereseven.

46:26 All the souls that came with Jacob into Egypt, which
cameout of his loins, besides Jacob's sons' wives, all the souls
werethreescore and six; 46:27 And the sons of Joseph, which were
bornhim in Egypt, were two souls: all the souls of the house of
Jacob,which cameinto Egypt, were threescore and ten.

46:28 And he sent Judah before him unto Joseph, to direct
hisface unto Goshen; and they came into the land of Goshen.

46:29 And Joseph made ready his chariot, and went up to
meetIsrael his father, to Goshen, andpresented himself unto him;
and hefell on his neck, and wept on his neck a good while.

46:30 And Israel said unto Joseph, Now let me die, since I
haveseen thy face, because thou art yet alive.

46:31 And Joseph said unto his brethren, and unto his
father'shouse, I will go up, and shew Pharaoh, and say unto him,
Mybrethren, and my father's house, which were in the land of
Canaan,are come unto me; 46:32 And the men are shepherds, for their
tradehath been to feed cattle; and they have brought their flocks,
andtheir herds, and all that they have.

46:33 And it shall come to pass, when Pharaoh shall call you,and
shall say, What is your occupation? 46:34 That ye shall say,Thy
servants' trade hath been about cattle from our youth evenuntil
now, both we, andalso our fathers: that ye may dwell in theland of
Goshen; for every shepherd is an abomination unto theEgyptians.

47:1 Then Joseph came and told Pharaoh, and said, My father
andmy brethren, and their flocks, and their herds, and all that
theyhave, arecome out of the land of Canaan; and, behold, they are
inthe land of Goshen.

47:2 And he took some of his brethren, even five men,
andpresented them unto Pharaoh.

47:3 And Pharaoh said unto his brethren, What is youroccupation?
And they said unto Pharaoh, Thy servants are shepherds,both we, and
also our fathers.

47:4 They said morever unto Pharaoh, For to sojourn in the
landare we come; for thy servants have no pasture for their flocks;
forthe famine is sore in the land of Canaan: now therefore, we
praythee, let thy servants dwell in the land of Goshen.

47:5 And Pharaoh spake unto Joseph, saying, Thy father and
thybrethren are come unto thee: 47:6 The land of Egypt is before
thee;in the best of the land make thy father and brethren to dwell;
intheland of Goshen let them dwell: and if thou knowest any men
ofactivity among them, then make them rulers over my cattle.

47:7 And Joseph brought in Jacob his father, and set him
beforePharaoh: and Jacob blessed Pharaoh.

47:8 And Pharaoh said unto Jacob, How old art thou? 47:9
AndJacob said unto Pharaoh, The days of the years of my pilgrimage
arean hundred and thirty years: few and evil have the days of
theyears of my life been, and have not attained unto the days of
theyears of the life of my fathers in the days of
theirpilgrimage.

47:10 And Jacob blessed Pharaoh, and went out from
beforePharaoh.

47:11 And Joseph placed his father and his brethren, and
gavethem a possession in the land of Egypt, in the best of the
land, inthe land of Rameses, as Pharaoh had commanded.

47:12 And Joseph nourished his father, and his brethren, and
allhis father's household, with bread, according to
theirfamilies.

47:13 And there was no bread in all the land; for the famine
wasvery sore, so that the land of Egypt andall the land of
Canaanfainted by reason of the famine.

47:14 And Joseph gathered up all the money that was found in
theland of Egypt, and in the land of Canaan, for the corn which
theybought: and Joseph brought the money into Pharaoh's house.

47:15 Andwhen money failed in the land of Egypt, and in the
landof Canaan, all the Egyptians came unto Joseph, and said, Give
usbread: for why should we die in thy presence? for the
moneyfaileth.

47:16 And Joseph said, Give your cattle; and I will give you
foryour cattle, if money fail.

47:17 And they brought their cattle unto Joseph: and Joseph
gavethem bread in exchange for horses, and for the flocks, and for
thecattle of the herds, and for the asses: and he fed them with
breadfor all their cattle for thatyear.

47:18 When that year was ended, they came unto him the
secondyear, and said unto him, We will not hide it from my lord,
how thatour money is spent; my lord also hath our herds of cattle;
there isnot ought left in the sight of my lord, but our bodies, and
ourlands: 47:19 Wherefore shall we die before thine eyes, both we
andour land? buy us and our land for bread, and we and our land
willbe servants unto Pharaoh: and give us seed, that we may live,
andnot die, that the land be not desolate.

47:20And Joseph bought all the land of Egypt for Pharaoh; forthe
Egyptians sold every man his field, because the famineprevailed
over them: so the land became Pharaoh's.

47:21 And as for the people, he removed them to cities from
oneend of the borders of Egypt even to the other end thereof.

47:22 Only the land of the priests bought he not; for thepriests
had a portion assigned them of Pharaoh, and did eat theirportion
which Pharaoh gave them: wherefore they sold not theirlands.

47:23 Then Joseph said untothe people, Behold, I have bought
youthis day and your land for Pharaoh: lo, here is seed for you,
andye shall sow the land.

47:24 And it shall come to pass in the increase, that ye
shallgive the fifth part unto Pharaoh, and four parts shall be your
own,for seed of the field, and for your food, and for them of
yourhouseholds, and for food for your little ones.

47:25 And they said, Thou hast saved our lives: let us findgrace
in the sight of my lord, and we will be Pharaoh'sservants.

47:26 And Josephmade it a law over the land of Egypt unto
thisday, that Pharaoh should have the fifth part, except the land
ofthe priests only, which became not Pharaoh's.

47:27 And Israel dwelt in the land of Egypt, in the country
ofGoshen; and they had possessions therein, and grew, and
multipliedexceedingly.

47:28 And Jacob lived in the land of Egypt seventeen years:
sothe whole age of Jacob was an hundred forty and seven years.

47:29 And the time drew nigh that Israel must die: and he
calledhis son Joseph, andsaid unto him, If now I have found grace
in thysight, put, I pray thee, thy hand under my thigh, and deal
kindlyand truly with me; bury me not, I pray thee, in Egypt: 47:30
But Iwill lie with my fathers, and thou shalt carry me out of
Egypt, andbury mein their buryingplace. And he said, I will do as
thou hastsaid.

47:31 And he said, Swear unto me. And he sware unto him.
AndIsrael bowed himself upon the bed's head.

48:1 And it came to pass after these things, that one
toldJoseph, Behold, thy father is sick: and he took with him his
twosons, Manasseh and Ephraim.

48:2 And one told Jacob, and said, Behold, thy son Joseph
comethunto thee: and Israel strengthened himself, and sat upon
thebed.

48:3 And Jacob said unto Joseph, God Almighty appeared untome
atLuz in the land of Canaan, and blessed me, 48:4 And said unto
me,Behold, I will make thee fruitful, and multiply thee, and I
willmake of thee a multitude of people; and will give this land to
thyseed after thee for an everlasting possession.

48:5And now thy two sons, Ephraim and Manasseh, which were
bornunto thee in the land of Egypt before I came unto thee into
Egypt,are mine; as Reuben and Simeon, they shall be mine.

48:6 And thy issue, which thou begettest after them, shall
bethine, and shall be called after the name of their brethren
intheir inheritance.

48:7 And as for me, when I came from Padan, Rachel died by me
inthe land of Canaan in the way, when yet there was but a little
wayto come unto Ephrath: and I buried her there in the way of
Ephrath;the same is Bethlehem.

48:8 And Israel beheld Joseph's sons, and said, Who are
these?48:9 And Joseph said unto his father, They are my sons, whom
Godhath given me in this place. And he said, Bring them, I pray
thee,unto me, and I will bless them.

48:10 Now the eyes of Israel were dim for age, so that he
couldnot see.

And he brought them near unto him; and he kissed them,
andembraced them.

48:11 And Israel said unto Joseph, I had not thought to see
thyface: and, lo, God hath shewed me also thy seed.

48:12 And Joseph brought them out from between his knees, and
hebowed himself with his face to the earth.

48:13 And Joseph took them both, Ephraim in his right handtoward
Israel's left hand, and Manasseh in his left hand towardIsrael's
righthand, and brought them near unto him.

48:14 And Israel stretched out his right hand, and laid it
uponEphraim's head, who was the younger, and his left hand
uponManasseh's head, guiding his hands wittingly; for Manasseh was
thefirstborn.

48:15 And he blessed Joseph, and said, God, before whom
myfathers Abraham and Isaac did walk, the God which fed me all
mylife long unto this day, 48:16 The Angel which redeemed me from
allevil, bless the lads; and let my name be named on them, and
thename of my fathers Abraham and Isaac; and let them grow into
amultitude in the midst of the earth.

48:17 And when Joseph saw that his father laid his right
handupon the head of Ephraim, it displeased him: and he held up
hisfather's hand, to remove it from Ephraim's headunto
Manasseh'shead.

48:18 And Joseph said unto his father, Not so, my father:
forthis is the firstborn; put thy right hand upon his head.

48:19 And his father refused, and said, I know it, my son, Iknow
it: he also shall become a people, and he also shall be great:but
truly his younger brother shall be greater than he, and hisseed
shall become a multitude of nations.

48:20 And he blessed them that day, saying, In thee shall
Israelbless, saying, God make thee as Ephraim and as Manasseh: and
he setEphraim before Manasseh.

48:21 And Israel said unto Joseph, Behold, I die: but God
shallbe with you, and bring you again unto the land of your
fathers.

48:22 Moreover I have given to thee one portion above
thybrethren, which I took out of the hand of the Amorite with my
swordand with my bow.

49:1 And Jacob called unto his sons, and said, Gather
yourselvestogether, that I may tell you that which shall befall you
in thelast days.

49:2 Gather yourselves together, and hear, ye sons of Jacob;
andhearken untoIsrael your father.

49:3 Reuben, thou art my firstborn, my might, and the
beginningof my strength, the excellency of dignity, and the
excellency ofpower: 49:4 Unstable as water, thou shalt not excel;
because thouwentest up to thy father's bed; then defiledst thou it:
he went upto my couch.

49:5 Simeon and Levi are brethren; instruments of cruelty are
intheir habitations.

49:6 O my soul, come not thou into their secret; unto
theirassembly, mine honour, be not thou united: for in their anger
theyslewa man, and in their selfwill they digged down a wall.

49:7 Cursed be their anger, for it was fierce; and their
wrath,for it was cruel: I will divide them in Jacob, and scatter
them inIsrael.

49:8 Judah, thou art he whom thy brethren shall praise:
thyhandshall be in the neck of thine enemies; thy father's children
shallbow down before thee.

49:9 Judah is a lion's whelp: from the prey, my son, thou
artgone up: he stooped down, he couched as a lion, and as an old
lion;who shall rouse him up? 49:10 The sceptre shall not depart
fromJudah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until Shiloh come;
andunto him shall the gathering of the people be.

49:11 Binding his foal unto the vine, and his ass's colt untothe
choice vine; he washed his garments in wine, and his clothes inthe
blood of grapes: 49:12 His eyes shall be red with wine, and
histeeth white with milk.

49:13 Zebulun shall dwell at the haven of the sea; and he
shallbe for an haven of ships; and his border shall be unto
Zidon.

49:14 Issachar isa strong ass couching down between two
burdens:49:15 And he saw that rest was good, and the land that it
waspleasant; and bowed his shoulder to bear, and became a servant
untotribute.

49:16 Dan shall judge his people, as one of the tribes
ofIsrael.

49:17 Dan shall be a serpent by the way, an adder in the
path,that biteth the horse heels, so that his rider shall
fallbackward.

49:18 I have waited for thy salvation, O LORD.

49:19 Gad, a troop shall overcome him: but he shall overcome
atthe last.

49:20 Out of Asher his bread shall be fat, and he shall
yieldroyal dainties.

49:21 Naphtali is a hind let loose: he giveth goodly words.

49:22 Joseph is a fruitful bough, even a fruitful bough by
awell; whose branches run over the wall: 49:23 The archers
havesorely grieved him, and shot at him, and hated him: 49:24 But
hisbow abode in strength, and the arms of his hands were made
strongby the hands of the mighty God of Jacob; (from thence is
theshepherd, the stone of Israel:) 49:25 Even by the God of
thyfather, who shall help thee; and by the Almighty, who shall
blessthee with blessings of heaven above, blessings of the deep
thatlieth under, blessings of the breasts, and of the womb: 49:26
Theblessings of thy father have prevailed above the blessings of
myprogenitors unto the utmost bound of the everlasting hills:
theyshall be on the head of Joseph, and on the crown of the head of
himthat was separate from his brethren.

49:27 Benjamin shall ravin as a wolf: in the morning he
shalldevour the prey, and at night he shall divide the spoil.

49:28 All these are the twelve tribes of Israel: and this is
itthat their father spake unto them, and blessed them; every
oneaccording to his blessing he blessed them.

49:29 And he charged them, and said unto them, I amto begathered
unto my people: bury me with my fathers in the cave thatis in the
field of Ephron the Hittite, 49:30 In the cave that is inthe field
of Machpelah, which is before Mamre, in the land ofCanaan, which
Abraham bought with the field of Ephronthe Hittitefor a possession
of a buryingplace.

49:31 There they buried Abraham and Sarah his wife; there
theyburied Isaac and Rebekah his wife; and there I buried Leah.

49:32 The purchase of the field and of the cave that is
thereinwas from the children of Heth.

49:33 And when Jacob had made an end of commanding his sons,
hegathered up his feet into the bed, and yielded up the ghost,
andwas gathered unto his people.

50:1 And Joseph fell upon his father's face, and wept upon
him,and kissed him.

50:2 And Joseph commanded his servants the physicians to
embalmhis father: and the physicians embalmed Israel.

50:3 And forty days were fulfilled for him; for so are
fulfilledthe days of those which are embalmed: and the Egyptians
mourned forhim threescore and ten days.

50:4 And when the days of his mourning were past, Joseph
spakeunto the house of Pharaoh, saying, If now I have found grace
inyour eyes, speak, I pray you, in the ears of Pharaoh, saying,
50:5My father made me swear, saying, Lo, I die: in mygrave which I
havedigged for me in the land of Canaan, there shalt thou bury me.
Nowtherefore let me go up, I pray thee, and bury my father, and I
willcome again.

50:6 And Pharaoh said, Go up, and bury thy father, according
ashe made thee swear.

50:7 And Joseph went up to bury his father: and with him went
upall the servants of Pharaoh, the elders of his house, and all
theelders of the land of Egypt, 50:8 And all the house of Joseph,
andhis brethren, and his father's house: only their little ones,
andtheir flocks, and their herds, they left in the land of
Goshen.

50:9 And there went up with him both chariots and horsemen:
andit was a very great company.

50:10 And they came to the threshingfloor of Atad, which
isbeyond Jordan, and there they mournedwith a great and very
sorelamentation: and he made a mourning for his father seven
days.

50:11 And when the inhabitants of the land, the Canaanites,
sawthe mourning in the floor of Atad, they said, This is a
grievousmourning to the Egyptians: whereforethe name of it was
calledAbelmizraim, which is beyond Jordan.

50:12 And his sons did unto him according as he commanded
them:50:13 For his sons carried him into the land of Canaan, and
buriedhim in the cave of the field of Machpelah, which Abraham
boughtwith the field for a possession of a buryingplace of Ephron
theHittite, before Mamre.

50:14 And Joseph returned into Egypt, he, and his brethren,
andall that went up with him to bury his father, after he had
buriedhis father.

50:15 And when Joseph'sbrethren saw that their father was
dead,they said, Joseph will peradventure hate us, and will
certainlyrequite us all the evil which we did unto him.

50:16 And they sent a messenger unto Joseph, saying, Thy
fatherdid command before he died, saying, 50:17 So shall ye say
untoJoseph, Forgive, I pray thee now, the trespass of thy brethren,
andtheir sin; for they did unto thee evil: and now, we pray
thee,forgive the trespass of the servants of the God of thy father.
AndJoseph wept when they spake unto him.

50:18 And his brethren also went and fell down before his
face;and they said, Behold, we be thy servants.

50:19 And Joseph said unto them, Fear not: for am I in the
placeof God? 50:20 But as for you, ye thought evil against me; but
Godmeant it unto good, to bring to pass, as it is this day, to
savemuch people alive.

50:21 Now therefore fear ye not: I will nourish you, and
yourlittle ones.

And he comforted them, and spake kindly unto them.

50:22 And Joseph dwelt in Egypt, he, and his father's
house:andJoseph lived an hundred and ten years.

50:23 And Joseph saw Ephraim's children of the third
generation:the children also of Machir the son of Manasseh were
brought upupon Joseph's knees.

50:24 And Joseph said unto his brethren, I die: and God
willsurely visit you, and bring you out of this land unto the
landwhich he sware to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob.

50:25 And Joseph took an oath of the children of Israel,
saying,God will surely visit you, and ye shall carry up my bones
fromhence.

50:26 SoJoseph died, being an hundred and ten years old: andthey
embalmed him, and he was put in a coffin in Egypt.

The Second Book of Moses: Called Exodus

1:1 Now these are the names of the children of Israel, whichcame
into Egypt; every man and his householdcame with Jacob.

1:2 Reuben, Simeon, Levi, and Judah, 1:3 Issachar, Zebulun,
andBenjamin, 1:4 Dan, and Naphtali, Gad, and Asher.

1:5 And all the souls that came out of the loins of Jacob
wereseventy souls: for Joseph was in Egypt already.

1:6 And Josephdied, and all his brethren, and all
thatgeneration.

1:7 And the children of Israel were fruitful, and
increasedabundantly, and multiplied, and waxed exceeding mighty;
and theland was filled with them.

1:8 Now there arose up a new king over Egypt, whichknew
notJoseph.

1:9 And he said unto his people, Behold, the people of
thechildren of Israel are more and mightier than we: 1:10 Come on,
letus deal wisely with them; lest they multiply, and it come to
pass,that, when there falleth out any war, they join also unto
ourenemies, and fight against us, and so get them up out of
theland.

1:11 Therefore they did set over them taskmasters to afflictthem
with their burdens. And they built for Pharaoh treasurecities,
Pithom and Raamses.

1:12 But the more theyafflicted them, the more they
multipliedand grew.

And they were grieved because of the children of Israel.

1:13 And the Egyptians made the children of Israel to serve
withrigour: 1:14 And they made their lives bitter with hard
bondage, inmorter, and inbrick, and in all manner of service in the
field: alltheir service, wherein they made them serve, was with
rigour.

1:15 And the king of Egypt spake to the Hebrew midwives, ofwhich
the name of the one was Shiphrah, and the name of the otherPuah:
1:16 And he said, When ye do the office of a midwife to theHebrew
women, and see them upon the stools; if it be a son, then yeshall
kill him: but if it be a daughter, then she shall live.

1:17 But the midwives feared God, and did not as the king
ofEgypt commanded them, but saved the men children alive.

1:18 And the king of Egypt called for the midwives, and saidunto
them, Why have ye done this thing, and have saved the menchildren
alive? 1:19 And the midwives said unto Pharaoh, Becausethe Hebrew
women are not as the Egyptian women; for they arelively, and are
delivered ere the midwives come in unto them.

1:20 Therefore God dealt well with the midwives: and the
peoplemultiplied, and waxed very mighty.

1:21 And it came to pass, because the midwives feared God,
thathe made them houses.

1:22 And Pharaoh charged all his people, saying, Every son
thatis born ye shall cast into the river, and every daughter ye
shallsave alive.

2:1 And there went a man of the house of Levi, and took to wifea
daughter of Levi.

2:2 And the woman conceived, and bare a son: and when she sawhim
that he was a goodly child, she hid him three months.

2:3 And when she could not longer hide him, she took for him
anark of bulrushes, and daubed it with slime and with pitch, and
putthe child therein; and she laid it in the flags by the
river'sbrink.

2:4 And his sister stood afar off, to wit what would be done
tohim.

2:5 And the daughter of Pharaoh came down to wash herself at
theriver; and her maidens walked along by the river's side;and
whenshe saw the ark among the flags, she sent her maid to fetch
it.

2:6 And when she had opened it, she saw the child: and,
behold,the babe wept. And she had compassion on him, and said, This
is oneof the Hebrews' children.

2:7 Then said his sisterto Pharaoh's daughter, Shall I go
andcall to thee a nurse of the Hebrew women, that she may nurse
thechild for thee? 2:8 And Pharaoh's daughter said to her, Go. And
themaid went and called the child's mother.

2:9 And Pharaoh's daughter said unto her, Take this child
away,and nurse it for me, and I will give thee thy wages. And the
womentook the child, and nursed it.

2:10 And the child grew, and she brought him unto
Pharaoh'sdaughter, and he became her son. And she called his name
Moses: andshe said,Because I drew him out of the water.

2:11 And it came to pass in those days, when Moses was
grown,that he went out unto his brethren, and looked on their
burdens:and he spied an Egyptian smiting an Hebrew, one of
hisbrethren.

2:12 And he looked this wayand that way, and when he saw
thatthere was no man, he slew the Egyptian, and hid him in
thesand.

2:13 And when he went out the second day, behold, two men of
theHebrews strove together: and he said to him that did the
wrong,Wherefore smitest thou thyfellow? 2:14 And he said, Who made
thee aprince and a judge over us? intendest thou to kill me, as
thoukilledst the Egyptian? And Moses feared, and said, Surely
thisthing is known.

2:15 Now when Pharaoh heard this thing, he sought to slay
Moses.But Moses fled from the face of Pharaoh, and dwelt in the
land ofMidian: and he sat down by a well.

2:16 Now the priest of Midian had seven daughters: and they
cameand drew water, and filled the troughs to water their
father'sflock.

2:17 And the shepherds came and drove them away: but Moses
stoodup and helped them, and watered their flock.

2:18 And when they came to Reuel their father, he said, How isit
that ye are come so soon to day? 2:19 And they said, An
Egyptiandelivered us out of the hand of the shepherds, and also
drew waterenough for us, and watered the flock.

2:20 And he said unto his daughters, And where is he? why is
itthat ye have left the man? call him, that he may eat bread.

2:21 And Moses was content to dwell with the man: and he
gaveMosesZipporah his daughter.

2:22 And she bare him a son, and he called his name Gershom:
forhe said, I have been a stranger in a strange land.

2:23 And it came to pass in process of time, that the king
ofEgypt died: and the children of Israel sighed by reasonof
thebondage, and they cried, and their cry came up unto God by
reasonof the bondage.

2:24 And God heard their groaning, and God remembered
hiscovenant with Abraham, with Isaac, and with Jacob.

2:25 And God looked upon the children of Israel, and
Godhadrespect unto them.

3:1 Now Moses kept the flock of Jethro his father in law,
thepriest of Midian: and he led the flock to the backside of
thedesert, and came to the mountain of God, even to Horeb.

3:2 And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in aflame offire
out of the midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, thebush
burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed.

3:3 And Moses said, I will now turn aside, and see this
greatsight, why the bush is not burnt.

3:4 And when the LORD saw that he turned aside to see, Godcalled
unto him out of the midst of the bush, and said, Moses,Moses. And
he said, Here am I.

3:5 And he said, Draw not nigh hither: put off thy shoes fromoff
thy feet, for the place whereon thou standest is holyground.

3:6Moreover he said, I am the God of thy father, the God
ofAbraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. And Moses hid
hisface; for he was afraid to look upon God.

3:7 And the LORD said, I have surely seen the affliction of
mypeople which are in Egypt,and have heard their cry by reason
oftheir taskmasters; for I know their sorrows; 3:8 And I am come
downto deliver them out of the hand of the Egyptians, and to bring
themup out of that land unto a good land and a large, unto a
landflowing with milk and honey; unto the place of the Canaanites,
andthe Hittites, and the Amorites, and the Perizzites, and
theHivites, and the Jebusites.

3:9 Now therefore, behold, the cry of the children of Israel
iscome unto me: and I have also seen the oppression wherewith
theEgyptians oppress them.

3:10 Come now therefore, and I will send thee unto Pharaoh,
thatthou mayest bring forth my people the children of Israel out
ofEgypt.

3:11 And Moses said unto God, Who am I, that I should go
untoPharaoh, and that I shouldbring forth the children of Israel
out ofEgypt? 3:12 And he said, Certainly I will be with thee; and
thisshall be a token unto thee, that I have sent thee: When thou
hastbrought forth the people out of Egypt, ye shall serve God upon
thismountain.

3:13And Moses said unto God, Behold, when I come unto
thechildren of Israel, and shall say unto them, The God of
yourfathers hath sent me unto you; and they shall say to me, What
ishis name? what shall I say unto them? 3:14 And God said unto
Moses,I AM THAT I AM: and he said, Thus shalt thou say unto the
childrenof Israel, I AM hath sent me unto you.

3:15 And God said moreover unto Moses, Thus shalt thou say
untothe children of Israel, the LORD God of your fathers, the God
ofAbraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, hath sent me
untoyou: this is my name for ever, and this is my memorial unto
allgenerations.

3:16 Go, and gather the elders of Israel together, and say
untothem, The LORD God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, of
Isaac,and of Jacob, appeared unto me, saying, I have surely visited
you,and seen that which is done to you in Egypt: 3:17 And I have
said,I will bring you up out of the affliction of Egypt unto the
land ofthe Canaanites, and the Hittites, and the Amorites, and
thePerizzites, and the Hivites, and the Jebusites, unto a land
flowingwith milk and honey.

3:18 And they shall hearken to thy voice: and thou shalt
come,thou and the elders of Israel, unto the king of Egypt, and ye
shallsay unto him, The LORD God of the Hebrewshath met with us: and
nowlet us go, we beseech thee, three days' journey into
thewilderness, that we may sacrifice to the LORD our God.

3:19 And I am sure that the king of Egypt will not let you
go,no, not by a mighty hand.

3:20 And I will stretch outmy hand, and smite Egypt with all
mywonders which I will do in the midst thereof: and after that
hewill let you go.

3:21 And I will give this people favour in the sight of
theEgyptians: and it shall come to pass, that, when ye go, ye
shallnot go empty.

3:22 But every woman shall borrow of her neighbour, and of
herthat sojourneth in her house, jewels of silver, and jewels of
gold,and raiment: and ye shall put them upon your sons, and upon
yourdaughters; and ye shall spoil the Egyptians.

4:1 And Mosesanswered and said, But, behold, they will
notbelieve me, nor hearken unto my voice: for they will say, The
LORDhath not appeared unto thee.

4:2 And the LORD said unto him, What is that in thine hand?
Andhe said, A rod.

4:3 And he said, Cast it on the ground. And he cast it on
theground, and it became a serpent; and Moses fled from before
it.

4:4 And the LORD said unto Moses, Put forth thine hand, and
takeit by the tail. And he put forth his hand, and caught it, and
itbecame a rod in his hand: 4:5 Thatthey may believe that the
LORDGod of their fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and
theGod of Jacob, hath appeared unto thee.

4:6 And the LORD said furthermore unto him, Put now thine
handinto thy bosom. And he put his hand into his bosom: and when
hetook it out, behold, his hand was leprous as snow.

4:7 And he said, Put thine hand into thy bosom again. And he
puthis hand into his bosom again; and plucked it out of his
bosom,and, behold, it was turned again as his other flesh.

4:8 And it shall come to pass, if they will not believe
thee,neither hearken to the voice of the first sign, that they
willbelieve the voice of the latter sign.

4:9 And it shall come to pass, if they will not believe
alsothese two signs, neither hearken unto thy voice, that thou
shalttake of the water of the river, and pour it upon the dry land:
andthe water which thou takest out of the river shall become
bloodupon the dry land.

4:10 And Moses said unto the LORD, O my LORD, I am not
eloquent,neither heretofore, nor since thou hast spoken unto thy
servant:but I am slow of speech, and of a slow tongue.

4:11 And the LORD said unto him, Who hath made man's mouth?
orwho maketh the dumb, or deaf, or the seeing, or the blind? have
notI the LORD? 4:12 Now therefore go,and I will be with thy mouth,
andteach thee what thou shalt say.

4:13 And he said, O my LORD, send, I pray thee, by the hand
ofhim whom thou wilt send.

4:14 And the anger of the LORD was kindled against Moses, and
hesaid, Is not Aaron the Levite thy brother? I know that he can
speakwell. And also, behold, he cometh forth to meet thee: and when
heseeth thee, he will be glad in his heart.

4:15 And thou shalt speak unto him, and put words in his
mouth:and I will be with thy mouth, and with his mouth, and will
teachyou what ye shall do.

4:16 And he shall be thy spokesman unto the people: and he
shallbe, even he shall be to thee instead of a mouth, and thou
shalt beto him instead of God.

4:17 And thou shalt take this rod in thine hand, wherewith
thoushalt do signs.

4:18 And Moses went and returned to Jethro his father in law,and
said unto him, Let me go, I pray thee, and return unto mybrethren
which are in Egypt, and see whether they be yet alive. AndJethro
said to Moses, Go in peace.

4:19 And the LORD said unto Moses in Midian, Go, return
intoEgypt: for all the men are dead which sought thy life.

4:20 And Moses took his wife and his sons, and set them upon
anass, and he returned to the land of Egypt: and Moses took the
rodof God in his hand.

4:21And the LORD said unto Moses, When thou goest to return
intoEgypt, see that thou do all those wonders before Pharaoh, which
Ihave put in thine hand: but I will harden his heart, that he
shallnot let the people go.

4:22 And thou shalt say unto Pharaoh, Thus saith the LORD,Israel
is my son, even my firstborn: 4:23 And I say unto thee, Letmy son
go, that he may serve me: and if thou refuse to let him go,behold,
I will slay thy son, even thy firstborn.

4:24 And it came to pass by the way in the inn, thatthe LORD
methim, and sought to kill him.

4:25 Then Zipporah took a sharp stone, and cut off the
foreskinof her son, and cast it at his feet, and said, Surely a
bloodyhusband art thou to me.

4:26 So he let him go: then she said, A bloody husband thou
art,because of the circumcision.

4:27 And the LORD said to Aaron, Go into the wilderness to
meetMoses. And he went, and met him in the mount of God, and
kissedhim.

4:28 And Moses told Aaron all the words of the LORD who had
senthim, and all the signs which he had commanded him.

4:29 And Moses and Aaron went and gathered together all
theelders of the children of Israel: 4:30 And Aaron spake all
thewords which the LORD had spoken unto Moses, and did the signs
inthe sight of the people.

4:31 And the peoplebelieved: and when they heard that the
LORDhad visited the children of Israel, and that he had looked
upontheir affliction, then they bowed their heads and
worshipped.

5:1 And afterward Moses and Aaron went in, and told Pharaoh,Thus
saith the LORD Godof Israel, Let my people go, that they mayhold a
feast unto me in the wilderness.

5:2 And Pharaoh said, Who is the LORD, that I should obey
hisvoice to let Israel go? I know not the LORD, neither will I
letIsrael go.

5:3 And they said, The God of the Hebrews hath met with us:
letus go, we pray thee, three days' journey into the desert,
andsacrifice unto the LORD our God; lest he fall upon us
withpestilence, or with the sword.

5:4 And the king of Egypt said unto them, Wherefore do ye,
Mosesand Aaron,let the people from their works? get you unto
yourburdens.

5:5 And Pharaoh said, Behold, the people of the land now
aremany, and ye make them rest from their burdens.

5:6 And Pharaoh commanded the same day the taskmasters of
thepeople, and their officers, saying, 5:7 Ye shall no more give
thepeople straw to make brick, as heretofore: let them go and
gatherstraw for themselves.

5:8 And the tale of the bricks, which they did make
heretofore,ye shall lay upon them; ye shall not diminish ought
thereof: forthey be idle; therefore they cry, saying, Let us go and
sacrificeto our God.

5:9 Let there more work be laid upon the men, that they
maylabour therein; and let them not regard vain words.

5:10 And the taskmasters of the people went out, and
theirofficers, and they spake to the people, saying, Thus saith
Pharaoh,I will not give you straw.

5:11 Go ye, get you straw where ye can find it: yet not ought
ofyour work shall be diminished.

5:12 So the people were scattered abroad throughout all the
landofEgypt to gather stubble instead of straw.

5:13 And the taskmasters hasted them, saying, Fulfil your
works,your daily tasks, as when there was straw.

5:14 And the officers of the children of Israel, which
Pharaoh'staskmasters had set over them, were beaten, and demanded,
Whereforehave ye not fulfilled your task in making brick both
yesterday andto day, as heretofore? 5:15 Then the officers of the
children ofIsrael came and cried unto Pharaoh, saying, Wherefore
dealest thouthus with thy servants? 5:16 There is no straw given
unto thyservants, and they say to us, Make brick: and, behold, thy
servantsare beaten; but the fault is in thine own people.

5:17 But he said, Ye are idle, ye are idle: therefore ye say,Let
us go and do sacrifice to the LORD.

5:18Go therefore now, and work; for there shall no straw begiven
you, yet shall ye deliver the tale of bricks.

5:19 And the officers of the children of Israel did see thatthey
were in evil case, after it was said, Ye shall not minishought from
your bricksof your daily task.

5:20 And they met Moses and Aaron, who stood in the way, as
theycame forth from Pharaoh: 5:21 And they said unto them, The
LORDlook upon you, and judge; because ye have made our savour to
beabhorred in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in theeyes of his servants,
toput a sword in their hand to slay us.

5:22 And Moses returned unto the LORD, and said, LORD,
whereforehast thou so evil entreated this people? why is it that
thou hastsent me? 5:23 For since I came to Pharaoh to speak in thy
name, hehath done evil to this people; neither hast thou delivered
thypeople at all.

6:1 Then the LORD said unto Moses, Now shalt thou see what Iwill
do to Pharaoh: for with a strong hand shall he let them go,and with
a strong hand shall he drive them outof his land.

6:2 And God spake unto Moses, and said unto him, I am the
LORD:6:3 And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob,
by thename of God Almighty, but by my name JEHOVAH was I not known
tothem.

6:4 And I have also established mycovenant with them, to
givethem the land of Canaan, the land of their pilgrimage, wherein
theywere strangers.

6:5 And I have also heard the groaning of the children ofIsrael,
whom the Egyptians keep in bondage; and I have rememberedmy
covenant.

6:6 Wherefore say unto the children of Israel, I am the LORD,and
I will bring you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians,and I
will rid you out of their bondage, and I will redeem you witha
stretched out arm, and with great judgments: 6:7 And I willtakeyou
to me for a people, and I will be to you a God: and yeshall know
that I am the LORD your God, which bringeth you out fromunder the
burdens of the Egyptians.

6:8 And I will bring you in unto the land, concerning the whichI
did swear to give it to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob; and Iwill
give it you for an heritage: I am the LORD.

6:9 And Moses spake so unto the children of Israel: but
theyhearkened not unto Moses for anguish of spirit, and for
cruelbondage.

6:10 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 6:11 Go in,
speakunto Pharaoh king of Egypt, that he let the children of Israel
goout of his land.

6:12 And Moses spake before the LORD, saying, Behold,
thechildren of Israel have not hearkened unto me; how then
shallPharaoh hear me, who am of uncircumcised lips? 6:13 Andthe
LORDspake unto Moses and unto Aaron, and gave them a charge unto
thechildren of Israel, and unto Pharaoh king of Egypt, to bring
thechildren of Israel out of the land of Egypt.

6:14 These be the heads of their fathers' houses: The sons
ofReuben the firstborn of Israel; Hanoch, and Pallu, Hezron,
andCarmi: these be the families of Reuben.

6:15 And the sons of Simeon; Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad,
andJachin, and Zohar, and Shaul the son of a Canaanitish woman:
theseare thefamilies of Simeon.

6:16 And these are the names of the sons of Levi according
totheir generations; Gershon, and Kohath, and Merari: and the
yearsof the life of Levi were an hundred thirty and seven
years.

6:17 The sons of Gershon; Libni, and Shimi, according to
theirfamilies.

6:18 And the sons of Kohath; Amram, and Izhar, and Hebron,
andUzziel: and the years of the life of Kohath were an hundred
thirtyand three years.

6:19 And the sons of Merari; Mahali and Mushi: these are
thefamilies of Levi according to their generations.

6:20 And Amram took him Jochebed his father's sister to wife;and
she bare him Aaron and Moses: and the years of the life ofAmram
were an hundred and thirty and seven years.

6:21 And the sons of Izhar; Korah, and Nepheg, and Zichri.

6:22 And the sons of Uzziel; Mishael, and Elzaphan,
andZithri.

6:23 And Aaron took him Elisheba, daughter of Amminadab,
sisterof Naashon, to wife; and she bare him Nadab, and Abihu,
Eleazar,and Ithamar.

6:24 And the sons of Korah; Assir, and Elkanah, and
Abiasaph:these are the families of the Korhites.

6:25 And Eleazar Aaron's son took him one of the daughters
ofPutiel to wife; and she bare him Phinehas: these are the heads
ofthe fathers of the Levites according to their families.

6:26 These are that Aaron and Moses, to whom the LORD said,Bring
out the children of Israel from the land of Egypt accordingto their
armies.

6:27 These are they which spake to Pharaoh king of Egypt,
tobring out the children of Israel from Egypt: these are that
Mosesand Aaron.

6:28 And it came to pass on the day when the LORD spake
untoMoses in the land of Egypt, 6:29 That the LORD spake unto
Moses,saying, I am the LORD: speak thou unto Pharaoh king of Egypt
allthat I say unto thee.

6:30 And Moses said before the LORD, Behold, I am
ofuncircumcised lips, and how shall Pharaoh hearken unto me? 7:1
Andthe LORD said unto Moses, See, I have made thee a god to
Pharaoh:and Aaron thy brother shall be thy prophet.

7:2 Thou shalt speak all that I command thee: and
Aaronthybrother shall speak unto Pharaoh, that he send the children
ofIsrael out of his land.

7:3 And I will harden Pharaoh's heart, and multiply my signs
andmy wonders in the land of Egypt.

7:4 But Pharaoh shall not hearken unto you, that I may lay
myhand uponEgypt, and bring forth mine armies, and my people
thechildren of Israel, out of the land of Egypt by
greatjudgments.

7:5 And the Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD, when
Istretch forth mine hand upon Egypt, and bring out the children
ofIsrael from among them.

7:6 And Moses and Aaron did as the LORD commanded them, so
didthey.

7:7 And Moses was fourscore years old, and Aaron fourscore
andthree years old, when they spake unto Pharaoh.

7:8 And the LORD spake unto Moses and unto Aaron, saying,7:9When
Pharaoh shall speak unto you, saying, Shew a miracle foryou: then
thou shalt say unto Aaron, Take thy rod, and cast itbefore Pharaoh,
and it shall become a serpent.

7:10 And Moses and Aaron went in unto Pharaoh, and they did soas
the LORD had commanded: and Aaron cast down his rod beforePharaoh,
and before his servants, and it became a serpent.

7:11 Then Pharaoh also called the wise men and the sorcerers:now
the magicians of Egypt, they also did in like manner with
theirenchantments.

7:12 For they cast down every man his rod, and they
becameserpents: but Aaron's rod swallowed up their rods.

7:13 And he hardened Pharaoh's heart, that he hearkened not
untothem; as the LORD had said.

7:14 And the LORD said unto Moses, Pharaoh's heart is
hardened,he refuseth to let the people go.

7:15 Get thee unto Pharaoh in the morning; lo, he goeth out
untothe water; and thou shalt stand by the river's brink against
hecome; and the rod which was turned to a serpent shalt thou take
inthine hand.

7:16 And thou shalt say unto him, The LORD God of the
Hebrewshath sent me unto thee, saying, Let my people go, that they
mayserve me in the wilderness: and, behold, hitherto thou wouldest
nothear.

7:17 Thus saith the LORD, In this thou shalt know that I am
theLORD: behold, I will smite with the rod that is in mine hand
uponthe waters which are in the river, and they shall be turned
toblood.

7:18 And the fish that is in the river shall die, and the
rivershall stink; and the Egyptians shall lothe to drink of the
water ofthe river.

7:19 And the LORD spake unto Moses, Say unto Aaron, Take thyrod,
and stretch out thine hand upon the waters of Egypt, upontheir
streams, upon their rivers, and upon their ponds, and uponall their
pools of water, that they may becomeblood; and that theremay be
blood throughout all the land of Egypt, both in vessels ofwood, and
in vessels of stone.

7:20 And Moses and Aaron did so, as the LORD commanded; and
helifted up the rod, and smote the waters that were in the river,
inthe sight of Pharaoh, and in the sight of his servants; and all
thewaters that were in the river were turned to blood.

7:21 And the fish that was in the river died; and the
riverstank, and the Egyptians could not drink of the water of the
river;and there was blood throughout all the land of Egypt.

7:22 And the magicians of Egypt did so with their
enchantments:and Pharaoh's heart was hardened, neither did he
hearken unto them;as the LORD had said.

7:23 And Pharaoh turned and went into his house, neither
didheset his heart to this also.

7:24 And all the Egyptians digged round about the river forwater
to drink; for they could not drink of the water of theriver.

7:25 And seven days were fulfilled, after that the LORD
hadsmitten the river.

8:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, Go unto Pharaoh, and say
untohim, Thus saith the LORD, Let my people go, that they may
serveme.

8:2 And if thou refuse to let them go, behold, I will smite
allthy borders with frogs: 8:3 And the river shall bring forth
frogsabundantly, which shall go up and come into thine house, and
intothy bedchamber, and upon thy bed, and into the house of
thyservants, and upon thy people, and into thine ovens, and into
thykneadingtroughs: 8:4 And the frogs shall come up both on thee,
andupon thy people, and upon all thy servants.

8:5 And the LORD spake unto Moses, Say unto Aaron, Stretch
forththine hand with thy rod over the streams, over the rivers, and
overthe ponds, and cause frogs to come up upon the land of
Egypt.

8:6 And Aaron stretched outhis hand over the waters of Egypt;and
the frogs came up, and covered the land of Egypt.

8:7 And the magicians did so with their enchantments, andbrought
up frogs upon the land of Egypt.

8:8 Then Pharaoh called for Moses and Aaron, and said,
IntreattheLORD, that he may take away the frogs from me, and from
mypeople; and I will let the people go, that they may do
sacrificeunto the LORD.

8:9 And Moses said unto Pharaoh, Glory over me: when shall
Iintreat for thee, and for thy servants, and for thy people,
todestroy the frogs from thee and thy houses, that they may
remaininthe river only? 8:10 And he said, To morrow. And he said,
Be itaccording to thy word: that thou mayest know that there is
nonelike unto the LORD our God.

8:11 And the frogs shalldepart from thee, and from thy
houses,and from thy servants, and from thy people; they shall
remain inthe river only.

8:12 And Moses and Aaron went out from Pharaoh: and Moses
criedunto the LORD because of the frogs which he had brought
againstPharaoh.

8:13 And the LORD did according to the word of Moses; and
thefrogs died out of the houses, out of the villages, and out of
thefields.

8:14 And they gathered them together upon heaps: and the
landstank.

8:15 But when Pharaoh saw that there was respite,he hardened
hisheart, and hearkened not unto them; as the LORD had said.

8:16 And the LORD said unto Moses, Say unto Aaron, Stretch
outthy rod, and smite the dust of the land, that it may become
licethroughout all the land of Egypt.

8:17 And they did so; for Aaron stretched out his hand with
hisrod, and smote the dust of the earth, and it became lice in
man,and in beast; all the dust of the land became lice throughout
allthe land of Egypt.

8:18 And the magicians did so with their enchantments
tobringforth lice, but they could not: so there were lice upon
man,and upon beast.

8:19 Then the magicians said unto Pharaoh, This is the finger
ofGod: and Pharaoh's heart was hardened, and he hearkened not
untothem; as the LORD had said.

8:20 And the LORD said unto Moses, Rise up early in the
morning,and stand before Pharaoh; lo, he cometh forth to the water;
and sayunto him, Thus saith the LORD, Let my people go, that they
mayserve me.

8:21 Else, if thou wilt not let my people go, behold, I willsend
swarms of flies upon thee, and upon thy servants, and upon
thypeople, and into thy houses: and the houses of the Egyptians
shallbe full of swarms of flies, and also the ground whereon
theyare.

8:22 And I will sever in that day the land of Goshen, in whichmy
people dwell, that no swarms of flies shall be there; to the
endthou mayest know that I am the LORD in the midst of the
earth.

8:23 And I will put a division between my people and thy
people:to morrow shall this sign be.

8:24 And the LORD did so; and there came a grievous swarm
offlies into the house of Pharaoh, and into his servants' houses,
andinto all the land of Egypt: the land was corrupted by reason of
theswarm of flies.

8:25 And Pharaoh called for Moses and for Aaron, and said, Goye,
sacrifice to your God in the land.

8:26 And Moses said, It is not meet so to do; for we
shallsacrifice the abomination of the Egyptians to the LORD our
God: lo,shall we sacrifice the abomination of the Egyptians before
theireyes, and will they not stone us? 8:27 We will go three
days'journey into the wilderness, and sacrifice to the LORD our
God, ashe shall command us.

8:28 And Pharaoh said, I will let you go, that ye may
sacrificeto the LORD your God in the wilderness; only ye shall not
go veryfar away: intreat for me.

8:29 And Moses said, Behold, I go out from thee, and I
willintreat the LORD that the swarms of flies may depart from
Pharaoh,from his servants, and from his people, to morrow: but let
notPharaoh deal deceitfully any more in not letting thepeople go
tosacrifice to the LORD.

8:30 And Moses went out from Pharaoh, and intreated theLORD.

8:31 And the LORD did according to the word of Moses; and
heremoved the swarms of flies from Pharaoh, from his servants,
andfrom his people; there remainednot one.

8:32 And Pharaoh hardened his heart at this time also,
neitherwould he let the people go.

9:1 Then the LORD said unto Moses, Go in unto Pharaoh, and
tellhim, Thus saith the LORD God of the Hebrews, Let my people go,
thatthey may serve me.

9:2 For if thou refuse to let them go, and wilt hold them
still,9:3 Behold, the hand of the LORD is upon thy cattle which is
in thefield, upon the horses, upon the asses, upon the camels, upon
theoxen, and upon the sheep: there shall be a very
grievousmurrain.

9:4 And the LORD shall sever between the cattle of Israel andthe
cattle of Egypt: and there shall nothing die of all that is
thechildren's of Israel.

9:5 And the LORD appointed a set time, saying, To morrow theLORD
shall do this thing in the land.

9:6 And the LORD did that thing on the morrow, and all thecattle
of Egypt died: but of the cattle of the children of Israeldied not
one.

9:7 And Pharaoh sent, and, behold, there was not one of
thecattle of the Israelites dead. And the heart of Pharaoh
washardened, and he did not let the people go.

9:8 And the LORD said unto Moses and unto Aaron, Take to
youhandfuls of ashes of the furnace, and let Moses sprinkle it
towardthe heaven in the sight of Pharaoh.

9:9 And it shall become small dust in all theland of Egypt,
andshall be a boil breaking forth with blains upon man, and
uponbeast, throughout all the land of Egypt.

9:10 And they took ashes of the furnace, and stood
beforePharaoh; and Moses sprinkled it up toward heaven; and it
became aboil breaking forth with blains upon man, and upon
beast.

9:11 And the magicians could not stand before Moses because
ofthe boils; for the boil was upon the magicians, and upon all
theEgyptians.

9:12 And the LORD hardened the heart of Pharaoh, and hehearkened
notunto them; as the LORD had spoken unto Moses.

9:13 And the LORD said unto Moses, Rise up early in the
morning,and stand before Pharaoh, and say unto him, Thus saith the
LORD Godof the Hebrews, Let my people go, that they may serve
me.

9:14 For I will atthis time send all my plagues upon thineheart,
and upon thy servants, and upon thy people; that thou mayestknow
that there is none like me in all the earth.

9:15 For now I will stretch out my hand, that I may smite
theeand thy people with pestilence; and thou shalt be cut off from
theearth.

9:16 And in very deed for this cause have I raised thee up,
forto shew in thee my power; and that my name may be
declaredthroughout all the earth.

9:17 As yet exaltest thou thyself against my people,
thatthouwilt not let them go? 9:18 Behold, to morrow about this
time Iwill cause it to rain a very grievous hail, such as hath not
beenin Egypt since the foundation thereof even until now.

9:19 Send therefore now, and gather thy cattle, and all thatthou
hast inthe field; for upon every man and beast which shall befound
in the field, and shall not be brought home, the hail shallcome
down upon them, and they shall die.

9:20 He that feared the word of the LORD among the servants
ofPharaoh made his servants andhis cattle flee into the houses:
9:21And he that regarded not the word of the LORD left his servants
andhis cattle in the field.

9:22 And the LORD said unto Moses, Stretch forth thine
handtoward heaven, that there may be hail in all the land of
Egypt,upon man, and upon beast, and upon every herb of the
field,throughout the land of Egypt.

9:23 And Moses stretched forth his rod toward heaven: and
theLORD sent thunder and hail, and the fire ran along upon the
ground;and the LORD rained hail upon the land of Egypt.

9:24 So there was hail, and fire mingled with the hail,
verygrievous, such as there was none like it in all the land of
Egyptsince it became a nation.

9:25 And the hail smote throughout all the land of Egypt allthat
was in the field, both man and beast; and the hail smote everyherb
of the field, and brake every tree of the field.

9:26 Only in the land of Goshen, where the children of
Israelwere, was there no hail.

9:27 And Pharaoh sent, and called for Moses and Aaron, and
saidunto them, Ihave sinned this time: the LORD is righteous, and I
andmy people are wicked.

9:28 Intreat the LORD (for it is enough) that there be no
moremighty thunderings and hail; and I will let you go, and ye
shallstay no longer.

9:29 And Moses said unto him, As soon as I am gone out of
thecity, I will spread abroad my hands unto the LORD; and the
thundershall cease, neither shall there be any more hail; that thou
mayestknow how that the earth is the LORD's.

9:30 But as for thee and thy servants, I know that yewill notyet
fear the LORD God.

9:31 And the flax and the barley was smitten: for the barley
wasin the ear, and the flax was bolled.

9:32 But the wheat and the rie were not smitten: for they
werenot grown up.

9:33 And Moses went out of the city from Pharaoh, and
spreadabroad his hands unto the LORD: and the thunders and hail
ceased,and the rain was not poured upon the earth.

9:34 And when Pharaoh saw that the rain and the hail and
thethunders were ceased, he sinned yet more, and hardened his
heart,heand his servants.

9:35 And the heart of Pharaoh was hardened, neither would he
letthe children of Israel go; as the LORD had spoken by Moses.

10:1 And the LORD said unto Moses, Go in unto Pharaoh: for Ihave
hardened his heart, and the heart of his servants, that Imight shew
these my signs before him: 10:2 And that thou mayesttell in the
ears of thy son, and of thy son's son, what things Ihave wrought in
Egypt, and my signs which I have done among them;that ye may know
how that I am the LORD.

10:3 AndMoses and Aaron came in unto Pharaoh, and said unto
him,Thus saith the LORD God of the Hebrews, How long wilt thou
refuseto humble thyself before me? let my people go, that they may
serveme.

10:4 Else, if thou refuse to let my people go, behold, to
morrowwill I bring the locusts into thy coast: 10:5 And they shall
coverthe face of the earth, that one cannot be able to see the
earth:and they shall eat the residue of that which is escaped,
whichremaineth unto you from the hail, and shall eat every
treewhichgroweth for you out of the field: 10:6 And they shall fill
thyhouses, and the houses of all thy servants, and the houses of
allthe Egyptians; which neither thy fathers, nor thy fathers'
fathershave seen, since the day that they were upon the earth unto
thisday. And he turned himself, and went out from Pharaoh.

10:7 And Pharaoh's servants said unto him, How long shall
thisman be a snare unto us? let the men go, that they may serve
theLORD their God: knowest thou not yet that Egypt is
destroyed?10:8And Moses and Aaron were brought again unto Pharaoh:
and he saidunto them, Go, serve the LORD your God: but who are they
that shallgo? 10:9 And Moses said, We will go with our young and
with ourold, with our sons and with our daughters, with our flocks
and withour herds will we go; for we must hold a feast unto the
LORD.

10:10 And he said unto them, Let the LORD be so with you, as
Iwill let you go, and your little ones: look to it; for evil
isbefore you.

10:11 Not so: go now ye that are men, andserve the LORD; forthat
ye did desire. And they were driven out from Pharaoh'spresence.

10:12 And the LORD said unto Moses, Stretch out thine hand
overthe land of Egypt for the locusts, that they may come up upon
theland of Egypt, and eat every herb ofthe land, even all that
thehail hath left.

10:13 And Moses stretched forth his rod over the land of
Egypt,and the LORD brought an east wind upon the land all that day,
andall that night; and when it was morning, the east wind brought
thelocusts.

10:14And the locust went up over all the land of Egypt,
andrested in all the coasts of Egypt: very grievous were they;
beforethem there were no such locusts as they, neither after them
shallbe such.

10:15 For they covered the face of the whole earth, sothat
theland was darkened; and they did eat every herb of the land, and
allthe fruit of the trees which the hail had left: and there
remainednot any green thing in the trees, or in the herbs of the
field,through all the land of Egypt.

10:16 Then Pharaoh called for Moses and Aaron in haste; and
hesaid, I have sinned against the LORD your God, and against
you.

10:17 Now therefore forgive, I pray thee, my sin only this
once,and intreat the LORD your God, that he may take away from me
thisdeath only.

10:18 And he went out from Pharaoh, and intreated the LORD.

10:19 And the LORD turned a mighty strong west wind, which
tookaway the locusts, and cast them into the Red sea; there
remainednot one locust in all the coasts of Egypt.

10:20 But the LORD hardenedPharaoh's heart, so that he would
notlet the children of Israel go.

10:21 And the LORD said unto Moses, Stretch out thine handtoward
heaven, that there may be darkness over the land of Egypt,even
darkness which may be felt.

10:22 And Moses stretched forth his hand toward heaven; andthere
was a thick darkness in all the land of Egypt three days:10:23 They
saw not one another, neither rose any from his place forthree days:
but all the children of Israel had light in theirdwellings.

10:24 And Pharaoh called unto Moses, and said, Go ye, serve
theLORD; only let your flocks and your herds be stayed: let
yourlittle ones also go with you.

10:25 And Moses said, Thou must give us also sacrifices andburnt
offerings, that we may sacrifice unto the LORD our God.

10:26 Our cattle also shall go with us; there shall not an
hoofbe left behind; for thereof must we take to serve the LORD our
God;and we know not with what we must serve the LORD, until we
comethither.

10:27 But the LORD hardened Pharaoh's heart, andhe would not
letthem go.

10:28 And Pharaoh said unto him, Get thee from me, take heed
tothyself, see my face no more; for in that day thou seest my
facethou shalt die.

10:29 And Moses said, Thou hast spoken well, I will see thy
faceagain no more.

11:1And the LORD said unto Moses, Yet will I bring one
plaguemore upon Pharaoh, and upon Egypt; afterwards he will let you
gohence: when he shall let you go, he shall surely thrust you
outhence altogether.

11:2 Speak now in the ears of the people, and letevery manborrow
of his neighbour, and every woman of her neighbour, jewelsof silver
and jewels of gold.

11:3 And the LORD gave the people favour in the sight of
theEgyptians.

Moreover the man Moses was very great in the land of Egypt,
inthe sight of Pharaoh's servants, and in the sight of
thepeople.

11:4 And Moses said, Thus saith the LORD, About midnight will
Igo out into the midst of Egypt: 11:5 And all the firstborn in
theland of Egypt shall die, from the first born of Pharaoh
thatsitteth upon his throne, even unto the firstborn of the
maidservantthat is behind the mill; and all the firstborn of
beasts.

11:6 And there shall be a great cry throughout all the land
ofEgypt, such as there was none like it, nor shall be like it
anymore.

11:7 But against any of the children of Israel shall not a
dogmove his tongue, against man or beast: that ye may know how
thatthe LORD doth put a difference between the Egyptians
andIsrael.

11:8 And all these thy servants shall come down unto me, and
bowdown themselves unto me, saying, Get thee out, and all the
peoplethat follow thee: and after that I will go out. And he went
outfrom Pharaoh in a great anger.

11:9 And the LORD said unto Moses, Pharaoh shall not hearkenunto
you; that my wonders may be multipliedin the land ofEgypt.

11:10 And Moses and Aaron did all these wonders before
Pharaoh:and the LORD hardened Pharaoh's heart, so that he would not
let thechildren of Israel go out of his land.

12:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses and Aaron in the land
ofEgyptsaying, 12:2 This month shall be unto you the beginning of
months:it shall be the first month of the year to you.

12:3 Speak ye unto all the congregation of Israel, saying, Inthe
tenth day of this month they shall take to them every man alamb,
according to the house of their fathers, a lamb for an house:12:4
And if the household be too little for the lamb, let him andhis
neighbour next unto his house take it according to the numberof the
souls; every man according to his eating shall make yourcount for
the lamb.

12:5 Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male of the
firstyear: ye shall take it out from the sheep, or from the goats:
12:6And ye shall keep it up until the fourteenth day of the same
month:and the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall
kill itin the evening.

12:7 And they shall take of the blood, and strike it on the
twoside posts and on the upper door post of the houses, wherein
theyshall eat it.

12:8 And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast withfire,
andunleavened bread; and with bitter herbs they shall eatit.

12:9 Eat not of it raw, nor sodden at all with water, but
roastwith fire; his head with his legs, and with the
purtenancethereof.

12:10 And ye shall let nothing of it remain until themorning;and
that which remaineth of it until the morning ye shallburn with
fire.

12:11 And thus shall ye eat it; with your loins girded,
yourshoes on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and ye shall
eatit in haste: it is the LORD's passover.

12:12 For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night,
andwill smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man
andbeast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute
judgment: Iam the LORD.

12:13 And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the
houseswhere ye are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you,
andthe plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite
theland of Egypt.

12:14 And this day shall be unto you for a memorial; and yeshall
keep it a feast to the LORD throughout your generations; yeshall
keep it a feast by an ordinance for ever.

12:15 Seven days shall ye eat unleavened bread; even the
firstday ye shall put away leaven out of your houses: for
whosoevereateth leavened bread from the first day until the seventh
day,thatsoul shall be cut off from Israel.

12:16 And in the first day there shall be an holy
convocation,and in the seventh day there shall be an holy
convocation to you;no manner of work shall be done in them, save
that which every manmust eat, that onlymay be done of you.

12:17 And ye shall observe the feast of unleavened bread; for
inthis selfsame day have I brought your armies out of the land
ofEgypt: therefore shall ye observe this day in your generations
byan ordinance for ever.

12:18 In the first month, on the fourteenth day of the month
ateven, ye shall eat unleavened bread, until the one and
twentiethday of the month at even.

12:19 Seven days shall there be no leaven found in your
houses:for whosoever eateth that which is leavened, even thatsoul
shall becut off from the congregation of Israel, whether he be a
stranger,or born in the land.

12:20 Ye shall eat nothing leavened; in all your
habitationsshall ye eat unleavened bread.

12:21 Then Moses called for all the elders of Israel, and
saidunto them, Draw out and take you a lamb according to your
families,and kill the passover.

12:22 And ye shall take a bunch of hyssop, and dip it in
theblood that is in the bason, and strike the lintel and the two
sideposts with the blood that is in thebason; and none of you shall
goout at the door of his house until the morning.

12:23 For the LORD will pass through to smite the Egyptians;
andwhen he seeth the blood upon the lintel, and on the two side
posts,the LORD will pass over the door, and willnot suffer the
destroyerto come in unto your houses to smite you.

12:24 And ye shall observe this thing for an ordinance to
theeand to thy sons for ever.

12:25 And it shall come to pass, when ye be come to the
landwhich the LORD will give you, according as he hath promised,
thatye shall keep this service.

12:26 And it shall come to pass, when your children shall
sayunto you, What mean ye by this service? 12:27 That ye shall say,
Itis the sacrifice of the LORD's passover, who passed over the
housesofthe children of Israel in Egypt, when he smote the
Egyptians, anddelivered our houses. And the people bowed the head
andworshipped.

12:28 And the children of Israel went away, and did as the
LORDhad commanded Moses and Aaron, so did they.

12:29 And itcame to pass, that at midnight the LORD smote allthe
firstborn in the land of Egypt, from the firstborn of Pharaohthat
sat on his throne unto the firstborn of the captive that wasin the
dungeon; and all the firstborn of cattle.

12:30 And Pharaoh rose upin the night, he, and all his
servants,and all the Egyptians; and there was a great cry in Egypt;
forthere was not a house where there was not one dead.

12:31 And he called for Moses and Aaron by night, and said,
Riseup, and get you forth from among mypeople, both ye and the
childrenof Israel; and go, serve the LORD, as ye have said.

12:32 Also take your flocks and your herds, as ye have said,
andbe gone; and bless me also.

12:33 And the Egyptians were urgent upon the people, that
theymight send them out of the land in haste; for they said, We be
alldead men.

12:34 And the people took their dough before it was
leavened,their kneadingtroughs being bound up in their clothes upon
theirshoulders.

12:35 And the children of Israel did according to the word
ofMoses; and they borrowed of the Egyptians jewels of silver,
andjewels of gold, and raiment: 12:36 And the LORD gave the
peoplefavour in the sight of the Egyptians, so that they lent unto
themsuch things as they required. And they spoiled the
Egyptians.

12:37 And the children of Israel journeyed from Rameses
toSuccoth, about six hundred thousand on foot that were men,
besidechildren.

12:38 And a mixed multitude went up also with them; and
flocks,and herds, even very much cattle.

12:39 And they baked unleavened cakes of the dough which
theybrought forth out of Egypt, for it was not leavened; because
theywere thrust out of Egypt, and could not tarry, neither had
theyprepared for themselves any victual.

12:40 Now the sojourning of the children ofIsrael, who dwelt
inEgypt, was four hundred and thirty years.

12:41 And it came to pass at the end of the four hundred
andthirty years, even the selfsame day it came to pass, that all
thehosts of the LORD went out from the land of Egypt.

12:42 It is anight to be much observed unto the LORD forbringing
them out from the land of Egypt: this is that night of theLORD to
be observed of all the children of Israel in theirgenerations.

12:43 And the LORD said unto Moses and Aaron, This is
theordinance of the passover: There shall no stranger eat
thereof:12:44 But every man's servant that is bought for money,
when thouhast circumcised him, then shall he eat thereof.

12:45 A foreigner and an hired servant shall not eatthereof.

12:46 In one house shall it be eaten; thou shalt not carry
forthought of the flesh abroad out of the house; neither shall ye
breaka bone thereof.

12:47 All the congregation of Israel shall keep it.

12:48 And when a stranger shall sojourn with thee, and will
keepthe passover to theLORD, let all his males be circumcised, and
thenlet him come near and keep it; and he shall be as one that is
bornin the land: for no uncircumcised person shall eat thereof.

12:49 One law shall be to him that is homeborn, and unto
thestranger that sojourneth among you.

12:50 Thus did all the children of Israel; as the LORD
commandedMoses and Aaron, so did they.

12:51 And it came to pass the selfsame day, that the LORD
didbring the children of Israel out of the land of Egypt by
theirarmies.

13:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 13:2 Sanctify untome
all the firstborn, whatsoever openeth the womb among thechildren of
Israel, both of man and of beast: it is mine.

13:3 And Moses said unto the people, Remember this day, in
whichye came out from Egypt, out of the house of bondage; for
bystrength of hand the LORD brought you out from this place:
thereshall no leavened bread be eaten.

13:4 This day came ye out in the month Abib.

13:5 And it shall be when the LORD shall bring thee into theland
of theCanaanites, and the Hittites, and the Amorites, and
theHivites, and the Jebusites, which he sware unto thy fathers to
givethee, a land flowing with milk and honey, that thou shalt keep
thisservice in this month.

13:6 Seven days thou shalt eat unleavenedbread, and in
theseventh day shall be a feast to the LORD.

13:7 Unleavened bread shall be eaten seven days; and there
shallno leavened bread be seen with thee, neither shall there be
leavenseen with thee in all thy quarters.

13:8 And thou shalt shewthy son in that day, saying, This isdone
because of that which the LORD did unto me when I came forthout of
Egypt.

13:9 And it shall be for a sign unto thee upon thine hand,
andfor a memorial between thine eyes, that the LORD's law may be
inthy mouth:for with a strong hand hath the LORD brought thee out
ofEgypt.

13:10 Thou shalt therefore keep this ordinance in his seasonfrom
year to year.

13:11 And it shall be when the LORD shall bring thee into
theland of the Canaanites, as he sware unto thee andto thy
fathers,and shall give it thee, 13:12 That thou shalt set apart
unto theLORD all that openeth the matrix, and every firstling that
comethof a beast which thou hast; the males shall be the
LORD's.

13:13 And every firstling of an ass thou shalt redeem with
alamb; and if thou wilt not redeem it, then thou shalt break
hisneck: and all the firstborn of man among thy children shalt
thouredeem.

13:14 And it shall be when thy son asketh thee in time to
come,saying, What is this? that thou shalt say unto him, By
strength ofhand the LORD brought us out from Egypt, from the house
of bondage:13:15 And it came to pass, when Pharaoh would hardly let
us go,that the LORD slew all the firstborn in the land of Egypt,
both thefirstborn of man, and the firstborn of beast: therefore I
sacrificeto the LORD all that openeth the matrix, being males; but
all thefirstborn of my children I redeem.

13:16 And it shall be for a token upon thine hand, and
forfrontlets between thine eyes: for by strength of hand the
LORDbrought us forth out of Egypt.

13:17 And it came to pass, when Pharaoh had let the people
go,that God led them not through the way of the land of
thePhilistines, although that was near; for God said,
Lestperadventure the people repent when they see war, and they
returnto Egypt: 13:18 But God led the people about, through the way
ofthe wilderness of the Red sea: and the children of Israel went
upharnessed out of the land of Egypt.

13:19 And Moses took the bones of Joseph with him: for he
hadstraitlysworn the children of Israel, saying, God will surely
visityou; and ye shall carry up my bones away hence with you.

13:20 And they took their journey from Succoth, and encamped
inEtham, in the edge of the wilderness.

13:21 And the LORD went before themby day in a pillar of acloud,
to lead them the way; and by night in a pillar of fire, togive them
light; to go by day and night: 13:22 He took not away thepillar of
the cloud by day, nor the pillar of fire by night, frombefore the
people.

14:1 And theLORD spake unto Moses, saying, 14:2 Speak unto
thechildren of Israel, that they turn and encamp before
Pihahiroth,between Migdol and the sea, over against Baalzephon:
before itshall ye encamp by the sea.

14:3 For Pharaoh will say of the children ofIsrael, They
areentangled in the land, the wilderness hath shut them in.

14:4 And I will harden Pharaoh's heart, that he shall
followafter them; and I will be honoured upon Pharaoh, and upon all
hishost; that the Egyptians may know that I am the LORD. And they
didso.

14:5 And it was told the king of Egypt that the people fled:
andthe heart of Pharaoh and of his servants was turned against
thepeople, and they said, Why have we done this, that we have
letIsrael go from serving us? 14:6 And he made ready his chariot,
andtook his people with him: 14:7 And he took six hundred
chosenchariots, and all the chariots of Egypt, and captains over
everyone of them.

14:8 And the LORD hardened the heart of Pharaoh king of
Egypt,and he pursued after the childrenof Israel: and the children
ofIsrael went out with an high hand.

14:9 But the Egyptians pursued after them, all the horses
andchariots of Pharaoh, and his horsemen, and his army, and
overtookthem encamping by the sea, beside Pihahiroth,
beforeBaalzephon.

14:10 And when Pharaoh drew nigh, the children of Israel
liftedup their eyes, and, behold, the Egyptians marched after them;
andthey were sore afraid: and the children of Israel cried out
untothe LORD.

14:11 And they said unto Moses, Because there were no graves
inEgypt, hast thou taken us away to die in the wilderness?
whereforehast thou dealt thus with us, to carry us forth out of
Egypt? 14:12Is not this the word that we did tell thee in Egypt,
saying, Let usalone, that we may serve the Egyptians? For it had
been better forus to serve the Egyptians, than that we should die
in thewilderness.

14:13 And Moses said unto the people, Fear ye not, stand
still,and see the salvation of the LORD, which he will shew to you
today: for the Egyptians whomye have seen to day, ye shall see
themagain no more for ever.

14:14 The LORD shall fight for you, and ye shall hold
yourpeace.

14:15 And the LORD said unto Moses, Wherefore criest thou
untome? speak unto the children of Israel, that they go forward:
14:16But lift thou up thy rod, and stretch out thine hand over the
sea,and divide it: and the children of Israel shall go on dry
groundthrough the midst of the sea.

14:17 And I, behold, I will harden the hearts of the
Egyptians,and they shall follow them:and I will get me honour upon
Pharaoh,and upon all his host, upon his chariots, and upon
hishorsemen.

14:18 And the Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD, when
Ihave gotten me honour upon Pharaoh, upon his chariots, and upon
hishorsemen.

14:19 And the angel of God, which went before the camp ofIsrael,
removed and went behind them; and the pillar of the cloudwent from
before their face, and stood behind them: 14:20 And itcame between
the camp of the Egyptians and the camp of Israel; andit was a cloud
and darkness to them, but it gave light by night tothese: so that
the one came not near the other all the night.

14:21 And Moses stretched out his hand over the sea; and theLORD
caused the sea to go back by a strong east wind all thatnight, and
madethe sea dry land, and the waters were divided.

14:22 And the children of Israel went into the midst of the
seaupon the dry ground: and the waters were a wall unto them on
theirright hand, and on their left.

14:23 And the Egyptians pursued, and went in after them to
themidst of the sea, even all Pharaoh's horses, his chariots, and
hishorsemen.

14:24 And it came to pass, that in the morning watch the
LORDlooked unto the host of the Egyptians through the pillar of
fireand of the cloud, and troubled thehost of the Egyptians, 14:25
Andtook off their chariot wheels, that they drave them heavily:
sothat the Egyptians said, Let us flee from the face of Israel;
forthe LORD fighteth for them against the Egyptians.

14:26 And the LORD said unto Moses, Stretchout thine hand
overthe sea, that the waters may come again upon the Egyptians,
upontheir chariots, and upon their horsemen.

14:27 And Moses stretched forth his hand over the sea, and
thesea returned to his strength when the morning appeared; and
theEgyptians fled against it; and the LORD overthrew the Egyptians
inthe midst of the sea.

14:28 And the waters returned, and covered the chariots, and
thehorsemen, and all the host of Pharaoh that came into the sea
afterthem; there remained not so much as one of them.

14:29 But the children of Israel walked upon dry land in
themidst of the sea; and the waters were a wall unto them on
theirright hand, and on their left.

14:30 Thus the LORD saved Israel that day out of the hand of
theEgyptians; and Israel saw the Egyptians dead upon the
seashore.

14:31 And Israel saw that great work which the LORD did upon
theEgyptians: and the people feared the LORD, and believed the
LORD,and his servant Moses.

15:1 Then sang Moses and the children of Israel this song
untothe LORD, and spake, saying, I will sing unto the LORD, for he
hathtriumphed gloriously: the horse and his rider hath he thrown
intothe sea.

15:2 The LORD is my strength and song, and he is become
mysalvation: he is my God, and I will prepare him anhabitation;
myfather's God, and I will exalt him.

15:3 The LORD is a man of war: the LORD is his name.

15:4 Pharaoh's chariots and his host hath he cast into the
sea:his chosen captains also are drowned in the Red sea.

15:5 The depths have covered them:they sank into the bottom as
astone.

15:6 Thy right hand, O LORD, is become glorious in power:
thyright hand, O LORD, hath dashed in pieces the enemy.

15:7 And in the greatness of thine excellency thou
hastoverthrown them that rose up against thee: thousentest forth
thywrath, which consumed them as stubble.

15:8 And with the blast of thy nostrils the waters were
gatheredtogether, the floods stood upright as an heap, and the
depths werecongealed in the heart of the sea.

15:9 The enemy said, I will pursue, I will overtake, I
willdivide the spoil; my lust shall be satisfied upon them; I will
drawmy sword, my hand shall destroy them.

15:10 Thou didst blow with thy wind, the sea covered them:
theysank as lead in the mighty waters.

15:11 Who is like untothee, O LORD, among the gods? who is
likethee, glorious in holiness, fearful in praises, doing
wonders?15:12 Thou stretchedst out thy right hand, the earth
swallowedthem.

15:13 Thou in thy mercy hast led forth the people which thouhast
redeemed: thouhast guided them in thy strength unto thy
holyhabitation.

15:14 The people shall hear, and be afraid: sorrow shall
takehold on the inhabitants of Palestina.

15:15 Then the dukes of Edom shall be amazed; the mighty men
ofMoab, trembling shall take hold upon them; all the inhabitants
ofCanaan shall melt away.

15:16 Fear and dread shall fall upon them; by the greatness
ofthine arm they shall be as still as a stone; till thy people
passover, O LORD, till the people pass over, which thou
hastpurchased.

15:17 Thou shalt bring them in, and plant them in the mountainof
thine inheritance, in the place, O LORD, which thou hast madefor
thee to dwell in, in the Sanctuary, O LORD, which thy handshave
established.

15:18 The LORD shall reign for ever and ever.

15:19 For the horse of Pharaoh went in with his chariots andwith
his horsemen into the sea, and the LORD brought again thewaters of
the sea upon them; but the children of Israel went on dryland in
the midst of the sea.

15:20 And Miriam the prophetess, the sister of Aaron, took
atimbrel in her hand; and all the women went out after her
withtimbrels and with dances.

15:21 And Miriam answered them, Sing ye to the LORD, for he
hathtriumphed gloriously; the horse and his rider hath he thrown
intothe sea.

15:22 So Moses brought Israel from the Red sea, and they wentout
into the wilderness of Shur; and they went three days in
thewilderness, and found no water.

15:23 And when they came to Marah, they could not drink of
thewaters of Marah, for they were bitter: therefore the name of it
wascalled Marah.

15:24 And the people murmured against Moses, saying, What
shallwe drink? 15:25 And he cried unto the LORD; and the LORD
shewed hima tree, which when he had cast into the waters, the
waters weremade sweet:there he made for them a statute and an
ordinance, andthere he proved them, 15:26 And said, If thou wilt
diligentlyhearken to the voice of the LORD thy God, and wilt do
that which isright in his sight, and wilt give ear to his
commandments, and keepallhis statutes, I will put none of these
diseases upon thee, whichI have brought upon the Egyptians: for I
am the LORD that healeththee.

15:27 And they came to Elim, where were twelve wells of
water,and threescore and ten palm trees: and they encamped there by
thewaters.

16:1 And they took their journey from Elim, and all
thecongregation of the children of Israel came unto the wilderness
ofSin, which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of
thesecond month after their departing out of the land of Egypt.

16:2 And the whole congregation of the children of
Israelmurmured against Moses and Aaron in the wilderness: 16:3 And
thechildren of Israel said unto them, Would to God we had died by
thehand of the LORD in the land of Egypt, when we sat bythe
fleshpots, and when we did eat bread to the full; for ye have
brought usforth into this wilderness, to kill this whole assembly
withhunger.

16:4 Then said the LORD unto Moses, Behold, I will rain
breadfrom heaven for you; and the people shall go out and gather
acertain rate every day, that I may prove them, whether they
willwalk in my law, or no.

16:5 And it shall come to pass, that on the sixth day they
shallprepare that which they bring in; and it shall be twice as
much asthey gather daily.

16:6 And Moses and Aaron said unto all the children of Israel,At
even, then ye shall know that the LORD hath brought you out fromthe
land of Egypt: 16:7 And in the morning, then ye shall see theglory
of the LORD; for that he heareth your murmurings against theLORD:
and what are we, that ye murmur against us? 16:8 And Mosessaid,
This shall be, when the LORD shall give you in the eveningflesh to
eat, and in the morning bread to the full; for that theLORD heareth
your murmurings which ye murmur against him: and whatare we? your
murmurings are not against us, but against theLORD.

16:9 And Moses spake unto Aaron, Say unto all the congregationof
the children of Israel, Come near before the LORD: for he hathheard
your murmurings.

16:10 And it came to pass, as Aaron spake unto the
wholecongregation of the children of Israel, that they looked
toward thewilderness, and, behold, the glory of the LORD appeared
in thecloud.

16:11 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 16:12 I have
heardthe murmurings of thechildren of Israel: speak unto them,
saying,At even ye shall eat flesh, and in the morning ye shall be
filledwith bread; and ye shall know that I am the LORD your
God.

16:13 And it came to pass, that at even the quails came up,
andcovered the camp: andin the morning the dew lay round about
thehost.

16:14 And when the dew that lay was gone up, behold, upon
theface of the wilderness there lay a small round thing, as small
asthe hoar frost on the ground.

16:15 And when the children of Israel saw it, they said one
toanother, It is manna: for they wist not what it was. And Moses
saidunto them, This is the bread which the LORD hath given you
toeat.

16:16 This is the thing which the LORD hath commanded, Gather
ofit every man according to his eating, anomer for every
man,according to the number of your persons; take ye every man for
themwhich are in his tents.

16:17 And the children of Israel did so, and gathered, somemore,
some less.

16:18 And when they did mete it with an omer, he that
gatheredmuchhad nothing over, and he that gathered little had no
lack; theygathered every man according to his eating.

16:19 And Moses said, Let no man leave of it till
themorning.

16:20 Notwithstanding they hearkened not unto Moses; but some
ofthem left of it until the morning, and it bred worms, and
stank:and Moses was wroth with them.

16:21 And they gathered it every morning, every man according
tohis eating: and when the sun waxed hot, it melted.

16:22 And it came to pass, that on the sixth day
theygatheredtwice as much bread, two omers for one man: and all
therulers of the congregation came and told Moses.

16:23 And he said unto them, This is that which the LORD
hathsaid, To morrow is the rest of the holy sabbath unto the LORD:
bakethat which ye will bake to day, and seethe that ye will seethe;
andthat which remaineth over lay up for you to be kept until
themorning.

16:24 And they laid it up till the morning, as Moses bade: andit
did not stink, neither was there any worm therein.

16:25 And Moses said,Eat that to day; for to day is a
sabbathunto the LORD: to day ye shall not find it in the field.

16:26 Six days ye shall gather it; but on the seventh day,
whichis the sabbath, in it there shall be none.

16:27 And it came to pass, that there went out some of thepeople
on the seventh day for to gather, and they found none.

16:28 And the LORD said unto Moses, How long refuse ye to keepmy
commandments and my laws? 16:29 See, for that the LORD hathgiven
you the sabbath, therefore he giveth you on the sixthday thebread
of two days; abide ye every man in his place, let no man goout of
his place on the seventh day.

16:30 So the people rested on the seventh day.

16:31 And the house of Israel called the name thereof Manna:
andit was like coriander seed, white; and the taste of it was
likewafers made with honey.

16:32 And Moses said, This is the thing which the
LORDcommandeth, Fill an omer of it to be kept for your
generations;that they may see the bread wherewith I have fed you in
thewilderness, when I brought you forth from the land of Egypt.

16:33 And Moses said unto Aaron, Take a pot, and put an omerfull
of manna therein, and lay it up before the LORD, to be keptfor your
generations.

16:34 As the LORD commanded Moses, so Aaron laid it up beforethe
Testimony, to be kept.

16:35 And the children of Israel did eat manna forty years,until
they came to a land inhabited; they did eat manna, until theycame
unto the borders of the land of Canaan.

16:36 Now an omer is the tenth part of an ephah.

17:1 And allthe congregation of the children of Israel
journeyedfrom the wilderness of Sin, after their journeys,
according to thecommandment of the LORD, and pitched in Rephidim:
and there was nowater for the people to drink.

17:2 Wherefore the people did chide with Moses, and said, Giveus
water that we may drink. And Moses said unto them, Why chide yewith
me? wherefore do ye tempt the LORD? 17:3 And the peoplethirsted
there for water; and the people murmured against Moses,and said,
Wherefore is this that thouhast brought us up out ofEgypt, to kill
us and our children and our cattle with thirst? 17:4And Moses cried
unto the LORD, saying, What shall I do unto thispeople? they be
almost ready to stone me.

17:5 And the LORD said unto Moses, Go on before the people,
andtake with thee of the elders of Israel; and thy rod, wherewith
thousmotest the river, take in thine hand, and go.

17:6 Behold, I will stand before thee there upon the rock
inHoreb; and thou shalt smite the rock, and there shall come
waterout ofit, that the people may drink. And Moses did so in the
sightof the elders of Israel.

17:7 And he called the name of the place Massah, and
Meribah,because of the chiding of the children of Israel, and
because theytempted the LORD, saying, Is the LORD among us, or not?
17:8 Thencame Amalek, and fought with Israel in Rephidim.

17:9 And Moses said unto Joshua, Choose us out men, and go
out,fight with Amalek: to morrow I will stand on the top of the
hillwith the rod of God in mine hand.

17:10 So Joshua did as Moses had said to him, and fought
withAmalek: and Moses, Aaron, and Hur went up to the top of
thehill.

17:11 And it came to pass, when Moses held up his hand,
thatIsrael prevailed: and when he let down his hand,
Amalekprevailed.

17:12 But Moses hands were heavy; and they took a stone, and
putit under him, and he sat thereon; and Aaron and Hur stayed up
hishands, the one on the one side, and the other on the other
side;and his hands were steady until the going down of the sun.

17:13 And Joshuadiscomfited Amalek and his people with the
edgeof the sword.

17:14 And the LORD said unto Moses, Write this for a memorial
ina book, and rehearse it in the ears of Joshua: for I will
utterlyput out the remembrance of Amalek from under heaven.

17:15 AndMoses built an altar, and called the name of
itJehovahnissi: 17:16 For he said, Because the LORD hath sworn
thatthe LORD will have war with Amalek from generation
togeneration.

18:1 When Jethro, the priest of Midian, Moses' father in
law,heard of all that God had done for Moses, and for Israel
hispeople, and that the LORD had brought Israel out of Egypt;
18:2Then Jethro, Moses' father in law, took Zipporah, Moses'
wife,after he had sent her back, 18:3 And her two sons; of which
thename of the one was Gershom; for he said, I have been an alien
in astrange land: 18:4 And the name of the other was Eliezer; for
theGod of my father, said he, was mine help, and delivered me from
thesword of Pharaoh: 18:5 And Jethro, Moses' father in law, came
withhis sons and his wife unto Moses into the wilderness, where
heencamped at the mount of God: 18:6 And he said unto Moses, I
thyfather in law Jethro am come unto thee, and thy wife, and her
twosons with her.

18:7 And Moses went out to meet his father in law, and
didobeisance, and kissed him; and they asked each other of
theirwelfare; and they came into the tent.

18:8 And Moses told his father in law all that the LORD had
doneunto Pharaoh and to the Egyptians for Israel's sake, and all
thetravail that had come upon them by the way, and how the
LORDdelivered them.

18:9 And Jethro rejoiced for all the goodness which the LORD
haddone to Israel, whom he had delivered out of the hand of
theEgyptians.

18:10 And Jethro said, Blessed be the LORD, who hath
deliveredyou out of the hand of the Egyptians, and out of the hand
ofPharaoh, who hath delivered the people from under the hand of
theEgyptians.

18:11 Now I know that the LORD is greater than all gods: for
inthe thing wherein they dealt proudly he was above them.

18:12 And Jethro, Moses' father in law, took a burnt offeringand
sacrifices for God: and Aaron came, and all the elders ofIsrael, to
eat bread with Moses' father in law before God.

18:13 And it came to pass on the morrow, that Moses sat to
judgethepeople: and the people stood by Moses from the morning unto
theevening.

18:14 And when Moses' father in law saw all that he did to
thepeople, he said, What is this thing that thou doest to the
people?why sittest thou thyself alone, and all the people stand by
theefrom morning unto even? 18:15 And Moses said unto his father
inlaw, Because the people come unto me to enquire of God: 18:16
Whenthey have a matter, they come unto me; and I judge between one
andanother, and I do make them know the statutesof God, and
hislaws.

18:17 And Moses' father in law said unto him, The thing thatthou
doest is not good.

18:18 Thou wilt surely wear away, both thou, and this peoplethat
is with thee: for this thing is too heavy for thee; thou artnot
able to perform itthyself alone.

18:19 Hearken now unto my voice, I will give thee counsel,
andGod shall be with thee: Be thou for the people to God-ward,
thatthou mayest bring the causes unto God: 18:20 And thou shalt
teachthem ordinances and laws, and shalt shew themthe way wherein
theymust walk, and the work that they must do.

18:21 Moreover thou shalt provide out of all the people ablemen,
such as fear God, men of truth, hating covetousness; and placesuch
over them, to be rulers of thousands, and rulers of hundreds,rulers
of fifties, and rulers of tens: 18:22 And let them judge thepeople
at all seasons: and it shall be, that every great matterthey shall
bring unto thee, but every small matter they shalljudge: so shall
it be easier for thyself, and they shall bear theburden with
thee.

18:23 If thou shalt do this thing, and God command thee so,
thenthou shalt be able to endure, and all this people shall also go
totheir place in peace.

18:24 So Moses hearkened to the voice of his father in law,
anddid all thathe had said.

18:25 And Moses chose able men out of all Israel, and made
themheads over the people, rulers of thousands, rulers of
hundreds,rulers of fifties, and rulers of tens.

18:26 And they judged the people at all seasons: the hard
causesthey brought unto Moses, but every small matter they
judgedthemselves.

18:27 And Moses let his father in law depart; and he went hisway
into his own land.

19:1 In the third month, when the children of Israel were
goneforth out of the land of Egypt, the same day came they into
thewilderness of Sinai.

19:2 For they were departed from Rephidim, and were come to
thedesert of Sinai, and had pitched in the wilderness; and
thereIsrael camped before the mount.

19:3 And Moses went up unto God, and the LORD called unto himout
of the mountain, saying, Thus shalt thou say to the house ofJacob,
and tell the children of Israel; 19:4 Ye haveseen what I didunto
the Egyptians, and how I bare you on eagles' wings, andbrought you
unto myself.

19:5 Now therefore, if ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep
mycovenant, then ye shall be a peculiar treasure unto me above
allpeople: for all the earth is mine: 19:6 And ye shall be unto me
akingdom of priests, and an holy nation.

These are the words which thou shalt speak unto the children
ofIsrael.

19:7 And Moses came and called for the elders of the people,
andlaid before their faces all these words which the LORD
commandedhim.

19:8 And all the people answered together, and said, All thatthe
LORD hath spoken we will do. And Moses returned the words ofthe
people unto the LORD.

19:9 And the LORD said unto Moses, Lo, I come unto thee in
athick cloud, that the people may hear when I speak with thee,
andbelieve thee for ever.

And Moses told the words of the people unto the LORD.

19:10 And the LORD said unto Moses, Go unto the people,
andsanctify them to day and to morrow, and let them wash
theirclothes, 19:11 And be ready against the third day: for the
thirdday the LORD will come down in the sight of all the people
uponmount Sinai.

19:12 And thou shalt set bounds unto the people round
about,saying, Take heed to yourselves, that ye go not up into the
mount,or touch the border of it: whosoever toucheth the mount shall
besurely put to death: 19:13 There shall not an hand touchit, but
heshall surely be stoned, or shot through; whether it be beast
orman, it shall not live: when the trumpet soundeth long, they
shallcome up to the mount.

19:14 And Moses went down from the mount unto the people,
andsanctified the people; and they washed their clothes.

19:15 And he said unto the people, Be ready against the
thirdday: come not at your wives.

19:16 And it came to pass on the third day in the morning,
thatthere were thunders and lightnings, and a thick cloud upon
themount, and thevoice of the trumpet exceeding loud; so that all
thepeople that was in the camp trembled.

19:17 And Moses brought forth the people out of the camp to
meetwith God; and they stood at the nether part of the mount.

19:18 And mount Sinai was altogether on asmoke, because the
LORDdescended upon it in fire: and the smoke thereof ascended as
thesmoke of a furnace, and the whole mount quaked greatly.

19:19 And when the voice of the trumpet sounded long, and
waxedlouder and louder, Moses spake, and God answered him by
avoice.

19:20 And the LORD came down upon mount Sinai, on the top of
themount: and the LORD called Moses up to the top of the mount;
andMoses went up.

19:21 And the LORD said unto Moses, Go down, charge the
people,lest they break through untothe LORD to gaze, and many of
themperish.

19:22 And let the priests also, which come near to the
LORD,sanctify themselves, lest the LORD break forth upon them.

19:23 And Moses said unto the LORD, The people cannot come up
tomount Sinai: for thou chargedst us, saying, Set bounds about
themount, and sanctify it.

19:24 And the LORD said unto him, Away, get thee down, and
thoushalt come up, thou, and Aaron with thee: but let not the
priestsand the people break through to come up unto the LORD, lest
hebreak forth upon them.

19:25 So Moses went down unto the people, and spake
untothem.

20:1 And God spake all these words, saying, 20:2 I am the
LORDthy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out
ofthe house of bondage.

20:3 Thou shalt haveno other gods before me.

20:4 Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or
anylikeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in
theearth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.

20:5 Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, norserve them:
forI the LORD thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of
thefathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation
ofthem that hate me; 20:6 And shewing mercy unto thousands of
themthat love me, and keep my commandments.

20:7 Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in
vain;for the LORD will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name
invain.

20:8 Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.

20:9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: 20:10
Butthe seventhday is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou
shaltnot do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter,
thymanservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy
strangerthat is within thy gates: 20:11 For in six days the LORD
madeheaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested
theseventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day,
andhallowed it.

20:12 Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may belong
upon the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee.

20:13 Thou shalt not kill.

20:14 Thou shalt not commit adultery.

20:15 Thou shalt not steal.

20:16 Thou shalt not bear false witness against
thyneighbour.

20:17 Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt
notcovet thy neighbour's wife, nor his manservant,nor his
maidservant,nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy
neighbour's.

20:18 And all the people saw the thunderings, and thelightnings,
and the noise of the trumpet, and the mountain smoking:and when the
people saw it, they removed, and stood afar off.

20:19 And they said unto Moses, Speak thou with us, and we
willhear: but let not God speak with us, lest we die.

20:20 And Moses said unto the people, Fear not: for God is
cometo prove you, and that his fear may be before your faces,
thatyesin not.

20:21 And the people stood afar off, and Moses drew near untothe
thick darkness where God was.

20:22 And the LORD said unto Moses, Thus thou shalt say unto
thechildren of Israel, Ye have seen that I have talked with you
fromheaven.

20:23 Yeshall not make with me gods of silver, neither shall
yemake unto you gods of gold.

20:24 An altar of earth thou shalt make unto me, and
shaltsacrifice thereon thy burnt offerings, and thy peace
offerings, thysheep, and thine oxen: in all places where Irecord my
name I willcome unto thee, and I will bless thee.

20:25 And if thou wilt make me an altar of stone, thou shalt
notbuild it of hewn stone: for if thou lift up thy tool upon it,
thouhast polluted it.

20:26 Neither shalt thou go up by steps untomine altar, that
thynakedness be not discovered thereon.

21:1 Now these are the judgments which thou shalt set
beforethem.

21:2 If thou buy an Hebrew servant, six years he shall serve:and
in the seventh he shall go out free for nothing.

21:3 If he camein by himself, he shall go out by himself: if
hewere married, then his wife shall go out with him.

21:4 If his master have given him a wife, and she have born
himsons or daughters; the wife and her children shall be her
master's,and he shall go out by himself.

21:5 And if the servant shall plainly say, I love my master,
mywife, and my children; I will not go out free: 21:6 Then his
mastershall bring him unto the judges; he shall also bring him to
thedoor, or unto the door post; and his master shall bore his
earthrough with an aul; and he shall serve him for ever.

21:7 And if a man sell his daughter to be a maidservant,
sheshall not go out as the menservants do.

21:8 If she please not her master, who hath betrothed her
tohimself, then shall he let her be redeemed: to sell her unto
astrange nation he shall have no power, seeing he hath
dealtdeceitfully with her.

21:9 And if he have betrothed her unto his son, he shall
dealwith her after the manner of daughters.

21:10 If he take him another wife; herfood, her raiment, and
herduty of marriage, shall he not diminish.

21:11 And if he do not these three unto her, then shall she
goout free without money.

21:12 He that smiteth a man, so that he die, shall be surely
putto death.

21:13 And if a man lie not in wait, but God deliver him into
hishand; then I will appoint thee a place whither he shall
flee.

21:14 But if a man come presumptuously upon his neighbour,
toslay him with guile; thou shalt take him from mine altar, that
hemay die.

21:15 And he thatsmiteth his father, or his mother, shall
besurely put to death.

21:16 And he that stealeth a man, and selleth him, or if he
befound in his hand, he shall surely be put to death.

21:17 And he that curseth his father, or his mother, shallsurely
be put todeath.

21:18 And if men strive together, and one smite another with
astone, or with his fist, and he die not, but keepeth his bed:
21:19If he rise again, and walk abroad upon his staff, then shall
hethat smote him be quit: only he shall pay for the loss of his
time,and shall cause him to be thoroughly healed.

21:20 And if a man smite his servant, or his maid, with a
rod,and he die under his hand; he shall be surely punished.

21:21 Notwithstanding, if he continue a day or two, he shall
notbe punished:for he is his money.

21:22 If men strive, and hurt a woman with child, so that
herfruit depart from her, and yet no mischief follow: he shall
besurely punished, according as the woman's husband will lay
uponhim; and he shall pay as the judges determine.

21:23 And if any mischief follow, then thou shalt give life
forlife, 21:24 Eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand for hand, foot
forfoot, 21:25 Burning for burning, wound for wound, stripe
forstripe.

21:26 And if a man smite the eye of his servant, or theeye ofhis
maid, that it perish; he shall let him go free for his
eye'ssake.

21:27 And if he smite out his manservant's tooth, or
hismaidservant's tooth; he shall let him go free for his
tooth'ssake.

21:28 If an ox gore a man or a woman, that they die:then the
oxshall be surely stoned, and his flesh shall not be eaten; but
theowner of the ox shall be quit.

21:29 But if the ox were wont to push with his horn in timepast,
and it hath been testified to his owner, and he hath not kepthim
in, but that he hath killed a man or a woman; the ox shall
bestoned, and his owner also shall be put to death.

21:30 If there be laid on him a sum of money, then he shall
givefor the ransom of his life whatsoever is laid upon him.

21:31 Whether he have gored a son, orhave gored a
daughter,according to this judgment shall it be done unto him.

21:32 If the ox shall push a manservant or a maidservant;
heshall give unto their master thirty shekels of silver, and the
oxshall be stoned.

21:33 And if a man shall open a pit, or if a man shall dig apit,
and not cover it, and an ox or an ass fall therein; 21:34 Theowner
of the pit shall make it good, and give money unto the ownerof
them; and the dead beast shall be his.

21:35 And if one man's ox hurt another's, that he die; then
theyshall sell the live ox, and divide the money of it; and the
dead oxalso they shall divide.

21:36 Or if it be known that the ox hath used to push in
timepast, and his owner hath not kept him in; he shall surely pay
oxfor ox; and the dead shall be his own.

22:1 If a man shall steal an ox, or a sheep, and kill it, orsell
it; he shall restore five oxen for an ox, and four sheep for
asheep.

22:2 If a thief be found breaking up, and be smitten that hedie,
there shall no blood be shed for him.

22:3 If the sun be risen upon him, there shall be blood shed
forhim; for he should make full restitution; if he have nothing,
thenhe shall be sold for his theft.

22:4 If the theft be certainly found in his hand alive,
whetherit be ox, or ass, or sheep; heshall restore double.

22:5 If a man shall cause a field or vineyard to be eaten,
andshall put in his beast, and shall feed in another man's field;
ofthe best of his own field, and of the best of his own
vineyard,shall he make restitution.

22:6 If firebreak out, and catch in thorns, so that the stacksof
corn, or the standing corn, or the field, be consumed therewith;he
that kindled the fire shall surely make restitution.

22:7 If a man shall deliver unto his neighbour money or stuff
tokeep, and it bestolen out of the man's house; if the thief
befound, let him pay double.

22:8 If the thief be not found, then the master of the
houseshall be brought unto the judges, to see whether he have put
hishand unto his neighbour's goods.

22:9 For all manner oftrespass, whether it be for ox, for
ass,for sheep, for raiment, or for any manner of lost thing
whichanother challengeth to be his, the cause of both parties shall
comebefore the judges; and whom the judges shall condemn, he shall
paydouble unto his neighbour.

22:10 If a man deliver unto his neighbour an ass, or an ox, or
asheep, or any beast, to keep; and it die, or be hurt, or
drivenaway, no man seeing it: 22:11 Then shall an oath of the LORD
bebetween them both, that he hath not put his hand
untohisneighbour's goods; and the owner of it shall accept thereof,
and heshall not make it good.

22:12 And if it be stolen from him, he shall make
restitutionunto the owner thereof.

22:13 If it be torn in pieces, then let him bring it forwitness,
and he shall not make good that which was torn.

22:14 And if a man borrow ought of his neighbour, and it behurt,
or die, the owner thereof being not with it, he shall surelymake it
good.

22:15 But if the owner thereof be with it, he shall not make
itgood: if itbe an hired thing, it came for his hire.

22:16 And if a man entice a maid that is not betrothed, and
liewith her, he shall surely endow her to be his wife.

22:17 If her father utterly refuse to give her unto him, heshall
pay money according to the dowryof virgins.

22:18 Thou shalt not suffer a witch to live.

22:19 Whosoever lieth with a beast shall surely be put
todeath.

22:20 He that sacrificeth unto any god, save unto the LORD
only,he shall be utterly destroyed.

22:21 Thou shalt neither vex astranger, nor oppress him: for
yewere strangers in the land of Egypt.

22:22 Ye shall not afflict any widow, or fatherless child.

22:23 If thou afflict them in any wise, and they cry at all
untome, I will surely hear their cry; 22:24 And my wrath shall wax
hot,and I will kill you with the sword; and your wives shall be
widows,and your children fatherless.

22:25 If thou lend money to any of my people that is poor
bythee, thou shalt not be to him as an usurer, neither shalt thou
layupon him usury.

22:26If thou at all take thy neighbour's raiment to pledge,
thoushalt deliver it unto him by that the sun goeth down: 22:27
Forthat is his covering only, it is his raiment for his
skin:whereinshall he sleep? and it shall come to pass, when he
crieth unto me,that I will hear; for I am gracious.

22:28 Thou shalt not revile the gods, nor curse the ruler of
thypeople.

22:29 Thou shalt not delay to offer the first of thy ripefruits,
and of thy liquors: the firstborn of thy sons shalt thougive unto
me.

22:30 Likewise shalt thou do with thine oxen, and with thysheep:
seven days it shall be with his dam; on the eighth day thoushalt
give it me.

22:31 And ye shall be holy men unto me: neither shall ye eat
anyflesh that is torn of beasts in the field; ye shall cast it to
thedogs.

23:1 Thou shalt not raise a false report: put not thine handwith
the wicked to be an unrighteous witness.

23:2 Thou shalt not follow a multitude to do evil; neither
shaltthou speak in a cause to decline after many to wrest judgment:
23:3Neither shalt thou countenance a poor man in his cause.

23:4 If thou meet thine enemy's ox or his ass going astray,
thoushalt surely bring it back to him again.

23:5 If thou see the ass of him that hateth thee lying under
hisburden, and wouldest forbear to help him, thou shalt surely
helpwith him.

23:6 Thou shalt not wrest the judgment of thy poor in
hiscause.

23:7 Keep thee far from a false matter; and the innocent
andrighteous slay thou not: for I will not justify the wicked.

23:8 And thou shalt take no gift: for the gift blindeth thewise,
and perverteth the words of the righteous.

23:9 Also thou shalt not oppress a stranger: for ye know
theheart of a stranger, seeing ye were strangers in the land
ofEgypt.

23:10 And six years thou shalt sow thyland, and shalt gather
inthe fruits thereof: 23:11 But the seventh year thou shalt let
itrest and lie still; that the poor of thy people may eat: and
whatthey leave the beasts of the field shall eat. In like manner
thoushalt deal with thy vineyard, andwith thy oliveyard.

23:12 Six days thou shalt do thy work, and on the seventh
daythou shalt rest: that thine ox and thine ass may rest, and the
sonof thy handmaid, and the stranger, may be refreshed.

23:13 And in all things that I have said unto you
becircumspect:and make no mention of the name of other gods,
neither let it beheard out of thy mouth.

23:14 Three times thou shalt keep a feast unto me in
theyear.

23:15 Thou shalt keep the feast of unleavened bread: (thou
shalteat unleavened bread sevendays, as I commanded thee, in the
timeappointed of the month Abib; for in it thou camest out from
Egypt:and none shall appear before me empty:) 23:16 And the feast
ofharvest, the firstfruits of thy labours, which thou hast sown
inthe field: and the feast of ingathering, which is in the end of
theyear, when thou hast gathered in thy labours out of the
field.

23:17 Three items in the year all thy males shall appear
beforethe LORD God.

23:18 Thou shalt not offer the blood of my sacrifice
withleavened bread; neither shall the fat of my sacrifice remain
untilthe morning.

23:19 The first of the firstfruits of thy land thou shalt
bringinto the house of the LORD thy God. Thou shalt not seethe a
kid inhis mother's milk.

23:20 Behold, I send an Angel beforethee, to keep thee in
theway, and to bring thee into the place which I have prepared.

23:21 Beware of him, and obey his voice, provoke him not; for
hewill not pardon your transgressions: for my name is in him.

23:22 But if thou shalt indeed obey his voice, and do all that
Ispeak; then I will be an enemy unto thine enemies, and an
adversaryunto thine adversaries.

23:23 For mine Angel shall go before thee, and bring thee inunto
the Amorites, and the Hittites, and the Perizzites, and
theCanaanites, theHivites, and the Jebusites: and I will cut
themoff.

23:24 Thou shalt not bow down to their gods, nor serve them,
nordo after their works: but thou shalt utterly overthrow them,
andquite break down their images.

23:25 And ye shall serve the LORD yourGod, and he shall blessthy
bread, and thy water; and I will take sickness away from themidst
of thee.

23:26 There shall nothing cast their young, nor be barren, inthy
land: the number of thy days I will fulfil.

23:27 I will send my fear before thee, andwill destroy all
thepeople to whom thou shalt come, and I will make all thine
enemiesturn their backs unto thee.

23:28 And I will send hornets before thee, which shall drive
outthe Hivite, the Canaanite, and the Hittite, from before
thee.

23:29 I willnot drive them out from before thee in one year;lest
the land become desolate, and the beast of the field
multiplyagainst thee.

23:30 By little and little I will drive them out from
beforethee, until thou be increased, and inherit the land.

23:31 And Iwill set thy bounds from the Red sea even unto thesea
of the Philistines, and from the desert unto the river: for Iwill
deliver the inhabitants of the land into your hand; and thoushalt
drive them out before thee.

23:32 Thou shalt make no covenant withthem, nor with
theirgods.

23:33 They shall not dwell in thy land, lest they make thee
sinagainst me: for if thou serve their gods, it will surely be a
snareunto thee.

24:1 And he said unto Moses, Come up unto the LORD, thou,
andAaron, Nadab, and Abihu,and seventy of the elders of Israel;
andworship ye afar off.

24:2 And Moses alone shall come near the LORD: but they shallnot
come nigh; neither shall the people go up with him.

24:3 And Moses came and told the people all the words of
theLORD, and allthe judgments: and all the people answered with
onevoice, and said, All the words which the LORD hath said will
wedo.

24:4 And Moses wrote all the words of the LORD, and rose upearly
in the morning, and builded an altar under the hill, andtwelve
pillars, according to the twelve tribes of Israel.

24:5 And he sent young men of the children of Israel,
whichoffered burnt offerings, and sacrificed peace offerings of
oxenunto the LORD.

24:6 And Moses took half of the blood, and put it in basons;
andhalf ofthe blood he sprinkled on the altar.

24:7 And he took the book of the covenant, and read in
theaudience of the people: and they said, All that the LORD hath
saidwill we do, and be obedient.

24:8 And Moses took the blood, and sprinkled it on thepeople,and
said, Behold the blood of the covenant, which the LORDhath made
with you concerning all these words.

24:9 Then went up Moses, and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, andseventy
of the elders of Israel: 24:10 And they saw the God ofIsrael: and
there was under his feet as it were a paved work of asapphire
stone, and as it were the body of heaven in hisclearness.

24:11 And upon the nobles of the children of Israel he laid
nothis hand: also they saw God, and did eat and drink.

24:12 And the LORD said unto Moses,Come up to me into the
mount,and be there: and I will give thee tables of stone, and a
law, andcommandments which I have written; that thou mayest teach
them.

24:13 And Moses rose up, and his minister Joshua: and Moses
wentup into the mount of God.

24:14 And he said unto the elders, Tarry ye here for us, untilwe
come again unto you: and, behold, Aaron and Hur are with you: ifany
man have any matters to do, let him come unto them.

24:15 And Moses went up into the mount, and a cloud covered
themount.

24:16 And the glory of the LORD abode upon mount Sinai, and
thecloud covered it six days: and the seventh day he called unto
Mosesout of the midst of the cloud.

24:17 And the sight of the glory of the LORD was like
devouringfire on the top of the mount in the eyes of the children
ofIsrael.

24:18 And Moses went into the midst of the cloud, and gat him
upinto the mount: and Moses was in the mount forty days and
fortynights.

25:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 25:2 Speak unto
thechildren of Israel, that they bring me an offering: of every
manthat giveth it willingly with his heart ye shall take
myoffering.

25:3 And this is the offering which ye shall take of them;
gold,and silver, and brass, 25:4 And blue, and purple, and scarlet,
andfine linen, and goats' hair, 25:5 And rams' skins dyed red,
andbadgers' skins, and shittim wood, 25:6 Oil for the light,
spicesfor anointing oil, and for sweet incense, 25:7 Onyx stones,
andstones to be set in the ephod, and in the breastplate.

25:8 And let themmake me a sanctuary; that I may dwell
amongthem.

25:9 According to all that I shew thee, after the pattern of
thetabernacle, and the pattern of all the instruments thereof, even
soshall ye make it.

25:10 And they shall make an ark of shittim wood: twocubits anda
half shall be the length thereof, and a cubit and a half thebreadth
thereof, and a cubit and a half the height thereof.

25:11 And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold, within
andwithout shalt thou overlay it, and shalt make upon it a crown
ofgold round about.

25:12 And thou shalt cast four rings of gold for it, and putthem
in the four corners thereof; and two rings shall be in the oneside
of it, and two rings in the other side of it.

25:13 And thou shalt make staves of shittim wood, and
overlaythem with gold.

25:14 And thou shalt put the staves into the rings by the
sidesof the ark, that the ark may be borne with them.

25:15 The staves shall be in the rings of the ark: they shallnot
be taken from it.

25:16 And thou shalt put into the arkthe testimony which I
shallgive thee.

25:17 And thou shalt make a mercy seat of pure gold: two
cubitsand a half shall be the length thereof, and a cubit and a
half thebreadth thereof.

25:18 And thou shalt make two cherubims of gold, of beaten
workshalt thou make them, in the two ends of the mercy seat.

25:19 And make one cherub on the one end, and the other cherubon
the other end: even of the mercy seat shall ye make thecherubims on
the two ends thereof.

25:20 And the cherubims shall stretch forth their wings on
high,covering the mercy seat with their wings, and their faces
shalllook one to another; toward the mercy seat shall the faces of
thecherubims be.

25:21 And thou shalt put the mercy seat above upon the ark;
andin the ark thou shalt put thetestimony that I shall give
thee.

25:22 And there I will meet with thee, and I will commune
withthee from above the mercy seat, from between the two
cherubimswhich are upon the ark of the testimony, of all things
which I willgive thee in commandment unto the children of
Israel.

25:23 Thou shalt also make a table of shittim wood: two
cubitsshall be the length thereof, and a cubit the breadth thereof,
and acubit and a half the height thereof.

25:24 And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold, and make
theretoa crown of gold round about.

25:25 And thou shalt make unto it a border of an hand
breadthround about, and thou shalt make a golden crown to the
borderthereof round about.

25:26 And thou shalt make for it four rings of gold, and put
therings in thefour corners that are on the four feet thereof.

25:27 Over against the border shall the rings be for places
ofthe staves to bear the table.

25:28 And thou shalt make the staves of shittim wood, andoverlay
them with gold, that the table may be borne withthem.

25:29 And thou shalt make the dishes thereof, and spoonsthereof,
and covers thereof, and bowls thereof, to cover withal: ofpure gold
shalt thou make them.

25:30 And thou shalt set upon the table shewbread before
mealway.

25:31 And thou shalt makea candlestick of pure gold: of
beatenwork shall the candlestick be made: his shaft, and his
branches,his bowls, his knops, and his flowers, shall be of the
same.

25:32 And six branches shall come out of the sides of it;
threebranches of the candlestickout of the one side, and three
branchesof the candlestick out of the other side: 25:33 Three bowls
madelike unto almonds, with a knop and a flower in one branch;
andthree bowls made like almonds in the other branch, with a knop
anda flower: so in the six branches that come out of
thecandlestick.

25:34 And in the candlesticks shall be four bowls made like
untoalmonds, with their knops and their flowers.

25:35 And there shall be a knop under two branches of the
same,and a knop under two branches of thesame, and a knop under
twobranches of the same, according to the six branches that
proceedout of the candlestick.

25:36 Their knops and their branches shall be of the same: allit
shall be one beaten work of pure gold.

25:37 And thou shalt make the seven lamps thereof: and theyshall
light the lamps thereof, that they may give light overagainst
it.

25:38 And the tongs thereof, and the snuffdishes thereof,
shallbe of pure gold.

25:39 Of a talent of pure gold shall he make it, with all
thesevessels.

25:40 And look that thou make them after their pattern, whichwas
shewed thee in the mount.

26:1 Moreover thou shalt make the tabernacle with ten curtainsof
fine twined linen, and blue, and purple, and scarlet: withcherubims
of cunning work shalt thou make them.

26:2 The length of one curtain shall be eight and twenty
cubits,and the breadth of one curtain four cubits: and every one of
thecurtains shall have one measure.

26:3 The five curtains shall be coupled together one to
another;and other five curtains shall be coupled one to
another.

26:4 And thou shalt make loops of blue upon the edge of the
onecurtain from the selvedge in the coupling; and likewise shalt
thoumake in the uttermost edge of another curtain, in the coupling
ofthe second.

26:5 Fifty loops shalt thou make in the one curtain, and
fiftyloops shalt thou make in the edge of the curtain that is in
thecoupling of the second; that the loops may take hold one
ofanother.

26:6 And thou shalt make fifty taches of gold, and couple
thecurtains together with the taches: and it shall be
onetabernacle.

26:7 And thou shalt make curtains of goats' hair to be acovering
upon the tabernacle: eleven curtains shalt thou make.

26:8 The length of one curtain shall be thirty cubits, and
thebreadth of one curtain four cubits: and the eleven curtains
shallbe all of one measure.

26:9 And thou shalt couple five curtains by themselves, and
sixcurtains by themselves, and shalt double the sixth curtain in
theforefront of the tabernacle.

26:10 And thou shaltmake fifty loops on the edge of the
onecurtain that is outmost in the coupling, and fifty loops in
theedge of the curtain which coupleth the second.

26:11 And thou shalt make fifty taches of brass, and put
thetaches into the loops, and couple the tent together, that it may
beone.

26:12 And the remnant that remaineth of the curtains of thetent,
the half curtain that remaineth, shall hang over the backsideof the
tabernacle.

26:13 And a cubit on the one side, and a cubit on the other
sideof that which remaineth in the length of the curtains of the
tent,it shall hang over the sides of the tabernacle on this side
and onthat side, to cover it.

26:14 And thou shalt make a covering for the tent of rams'
skinsdyed red, and a covering above of badgers' skins.

26:15 And thou shalt make boards for the tabernacle of
shittimwood standing up.

26:16 Ten cubits shall be the length of a board, and a cubit
anda half shall be the breadth of one board.

26:17 Two tenons shall there be in one board, set in order
oneagainst another: thus shalt thou make for all the boards of
thetabernacle.

26:18 And thou shalt make the boards for the tabernacle,
twentyboards on the south side southward.

26:19 And thou shalt make forty sockets of silver under
thetwenty boards; two sockets under one board for his two tenons,
andtwo sockets under another board for his two tenons.

26:20 And for the second side of the tabernacle on the northside
there shall be twenty boards: 26:21 And their forty sockets
ofsilver; two sockets under one board, and two sockets under
anotherboard.

26:22 And for the sides of the tabernacle westward thou
shaltmake six boards.

26:23 And two boards shalt thou make for the corners of
thetabernacle in the two sides.

26:24 And they shall be coupled together beneath, and they
shallbe coupled together above the head of it unto one ring: thus
shallit be for them both; they shall be for the two corners.

26:25 And they shall be eight boards, and their sockets
ofsilver, sixteen sockets; two sockets under one board,and
twosockets under another board.

26:26 And thou shalt make bars of shittim wood; five for
theboards of the one side of the tabernacle, 26:27 And five bars
forthe boards of the other side of the tabernacle, and five bars
forthe boards of the side ofthe tabernacle, for the two
sideswestward.

26:28 And the middle bar in the midst of the boards shall
reachfrom end to end.

26:29 And thou shalt overlay the boards with gold, and maketheir
rings of gold for places for the bars: and thou shalt
overlaythebars with gold.

26:30 And thou shalt rear up the tabernacle according to
thefashion thereof which was shewed thee in the mount.

26:31 And thou shalt make a vail of blue, and purple,
andscarlet, and fine twined linen of cunning work: with
cherubimsshallit be made: 26:32 And thou shalt hang it upon four
pillars ofshittim wood overlaid with gold: their hooks shall be of
gold, uponthe four sockets of silver.

26:33 And thou shalt hang up the vail under the taches, thatthou
mayest bring in thither withinthe vail the ark of thetestimony: and
the vail shall divide unto you between the holyplace and the most
holy.

26:34 And thou shalt put the mercy seat upon the ark of
thetestimony in the most holy place.

26:35 And thou shalt set the table without the vail, and
thecandlestick over against the table on the side of the
tabernacletoward the south: and thou shalt put the table on the
northside.

26:36 And thou shalt make an hanging for the door of the tent,of
blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen, wroughtwith
needlework.

26:37 And thou shalt make for the hanging five pillars ofshittim
wood, and overlay them with gold, and their hooks shall beof gold:
and thou shalt cast five sockets of brass for them.

27:1 And thou shalt make an altar of shittim wood, five
cubitslong, and five cubits broad; the altar shall be foursquare:
and theheight thereof shall be three cubits.

27:2 And thou shalt make the horns of it upon the four
cornersthereof: his horns shall be of the same: and thou shalt
overlayitwith brass.

27:3 And thou shalt make his pans to receive his ashes, and
hisshovels, and his basons, and his fleshhooks, and his firepans:
allthe vessels thereof thou shalt make of brass.

27:4 And thou shalt make for it a grate of network of brass;
andupon the net shalt thou make four brasen rings in the four
cornersthereof.

27:5 And thou shalt put it under the compass of the
altarbeneath, that the net may be even to the midst of the
altar.

27:6 And thou shalt make staves for the altar, staves of
shittimwood, and overlay them with brass.

27:7 And the staves shall be put into the rings, and the
stavesshall be upon the two sides of the altar, to bear it.

27:8 Hollow with boards shalt thou make it: as it was shewedthee
in the mount, so shall they make it.

27:9 And thou shalt make the court of the tabernacle: for
thesouth side southward there shall be hangings for the court of
finetwined linen of an hundred cubits long for one side: 27:10 And
thetwenty pillars thereof and their twenty sockets shallbe of
brass;the hooks of the pillars and their fillets shall be of
silver.

27:11 And likewise for the north side in length there shall
behangings of an hundred cubits long, and his twenty pillars
andtheir twenty sockets of brass; the hooks of the pillars and
theirfillets of silver.

27:12 And for the breadth of the court on the west side shall
behangings of fifty cubits: their pillars ten, and their
socketsten.

27:13 And the breadth of the court on the east side
eastwardshall be fifty cubits.

27:14The hangings of one side of the gate shall be
fifteencubits: their pillars three, and their sockets three.

27:15 And on the other side shall be hangings fifteen
cubits:their pillars three, and their sockets three.

27:16 And for the gate of the court shall be an hanging oftwenty
cubits, of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twinedlinen,
wrought with needlework: and their pillars shall be four,and their
sockets four.

27:17 All the pillars round about the court shall be
filletedwith silver; their hooks shall be of silver, and their
sockets ofbrass.

27:18 The length of the court shall be an hundred cubits, andthe
breadth fifty every where, and the height five cubits of finetwined
linen, and their sockets of brass.

27:19 All the vessels of the tabernacle in all the
servicethereof, and all the pins thereof, and all the pins of the
court,shall be of brass.

27:20 And thou shalt command the children of Israel, that
theybring thee pure oil olive beaten for the light, to cause the
lampto burn always.

27:21 In the tabernacle of the congregation without the
vail,which is before the testimony, Aaron and his sons shall order
itfrom evening to morning before the LORD: it shall be a statute
forever unto their generations on the behalf of the children
ofIsrael.

28:1 And take thou unto thee Aaron thy brother, and his sonswith
him, from among the children of Israel, that he may ministerunto me
in the priest's office, even Aaron, Nadab and Abihu,Eleazar and
Ithamar, Aaron's sons.

28:2 And thou shalt makeholy garments for Aaron thy brother
forglory and for beauty.

28:3 And thou shalt speak unto all that are wise hearted, whom
Ihave filled with the spirit of wisdom, that they may make
Aaron'sgarments to consecrate him, that he may minister unto me
inthepriest's office.

28:4 And these are the garments which they shall make;
abreastplate, and an ephod, and a robe, and a broidered coat,
amitre, and a girdle: and they shall make holy garments for
Aaronthy brother, and his sons, that he may minister untome in
thepriest's office.

28:5 And they shall take gold, and blue, and purple, andscarlet,
and fine linen.

28:6 And they shall make the ephod of gold, of blue, and
ofpurple, of scarlet, and fine twined linen, with cunning work.

28:7 It shall have the two shoulderpieces thereof joined at
thetwo edges thereof; and so it shall be joined together.

28:8 And the curious girdle of the ephod, which is upon it,shall
be of the same, according to the work thereof; even of gold,of
blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen.

28:9 And thou shalt take two onyx stones, and grave on them
thenames of the children of Israel: 28:10 Six of their names on
onestone, and the other six names of the rest on the other
stone,according to their birth.

28:11 With the work of an engraver in stone, like the
engravingsof a signet, shalt thou engrave the two stones with the
names ofthe children of Israel: thou shalt make them to be set in
ouches ofgold.

28:12 And thou shalt put the two stones upon the shoulders ofthe
ephod for stones of memorial unto the children of Israel: andAaron
shall bear their names before the LORD upon his two shouldersfor a
memorial.

28:13 And thou shalt make ouches of gold; 28:14 And two chainsof
pure gold at the ends; of wreathen work shaltthou make them,
andfasten the wreathen chains to the ouches.

28:15 And thou shalt make the breastplate of judgment
withcunning work; after the work of the ephod thou shalt make it;
ofgold, of blue, and of purple, and of scarlet, and of fine
twinedlinen, shalt thou make it.

28:16 Foursquare it shall be being doubled; a span shall be
thelength thereof, and a span shall be the breadth thereof.

28:17 And thou shalt set in it settings of stones, even fourrows
of stones: the first row shall be a sardius, atopaz, and
acarbuncle: this shall be the first row.

28:18 And the second row shall be an emerald, a sapphire, and
adiamond.

28:19 And the third row a ligure, an agate, and an amethyst.

28:20 And the fourth row a beryl, and an onyx, and a jasper:they
shall be set in gold in their inclosings.

28:21 And the stones shall be with the names of the children
ofIsrael, twelve, according to their names, like the engravings of
asignet; every one with his name shall they be according to
thetwelve tribes.

28:22 And thou shalt make upon the breastplate chains at theends
of wreathen work of pure gold.

28:23 And thou shalt make upon the breastplate two rings ofgold,
and shalt put the two rings on the two ends of thebreastplate.

28:24 And thou shalt put the two wreathen chains of gold in
thetwo rings which are on the ends of the breastplate.

28:25 And the other two ends of the two wreathen chains
thoushalt fasten in the two ouches, and put them on the
shoulderpiecesof the ephod before it.

28:26 And thou shalt maketwo rings of gold, and thou shalt
putthem upon the two ends of the breastplate in the border
thereof,which is in the side of the ephod inward.

28:27 And two other rings of gold thou shalt make, and shalt
putthem on the two sides of the ephod underneath, toward the
forepartthereof, over against the other coupling thereof, above the
curiousgirdle of the ephod.

28:28 And they shall bind the breastplate by the rings
thereofunto the rings of the ephod with a lace of blue, that it may
beabove the curiousgirdle of the ephod, and that the breastplate
benot loosed from the ephod.

28:29 And Aaron shall bear the names of the children of Israelin
the breastplate of judgment upon his heart, when he goeth inunto
the holy place, for a memorial before the LORDcontinually.

28:30 And thou shalt put in the breastplate of judgment the
Urimand the Thummim; and they shall be upon Aaron's heart, when
hegoeth in before the LORD: and Aaron shall bear the judgment of
thechildren of Israel upon his heart before the
LORDcontinually.

28:31 And thou shalt make the robe of the ephod all of blue.

28:32 And there shall be an hole in the top of it, in the
midstthereof: it shall have a binding of woven work round about the
holeof it, as it were the hole of an habergeon, thatit be not
rent.

28:33 And beneath upon the hem of it thou shalt makepomegranates
of blue, and of purple, and of scarlet, round aboutthe hem thereof;
and bells of gold between them round about: 28:34A golden bell and
a pomegranate, a golden bell and apomegranate,upon the hem of the
robe round about.

28:35 And it shall be upon Aaron to minister: and his soundshall
be heard when he goeth in unto the holy place before theLORD, and
when he cometh out, that he die not.

28:36 And thou shalt make a plate of pure gold, and grave
uponit, like the engravings of a signet, HOLINESS TO THE LORD.

28:37 And thou shalt put it on a blue lace, that it may be
uponthe mitre; upon the forefront of the mitre it shall be.

28:38 And it shall be upon Aaron's forehead, thatAaron may
bearthe iniquity of the holy things, which the children of Israel
shallhallow in all their holy gifts; and it shall be always upon
hisforehead, that they may be accepted before the LORD.

28:39 And thou shalt embroider the coat of fine linen,and
thoushalt make the mitre of fine linen, and thou shalt make the
girdleof needlework.

28:40 And for Aaron's sons thou shalt make coats, and thou
shaltmake for them girdles, and bonnets shalt thou make for them,
forglory and for beauty.

28:41 And thou shalt put them upon Aaron thy brother, and
hissons with him; and shalt anoint them, and consecrate them,
andsanctify them, that they may minister unto me in the
priest'soffice.

28:42 And thou shalt make them linen breeches to cover
theirnakedness; from the loins even unto the thighs they shall
reach:28:43 And they shall be upon Aaron, and upon his sons, when
theycome in unto the tabernacle of the congregation, or when they
comenear unto the altar to minister in the holy place; that they
bearnot iniquity, and die: it shall be a statute for ever unto him
andhis seed after him.

29:1 And this is the thing that thou shalt do unto them tohallow
them, to minister unto me in the priest's office: Take oneyoung
bullock, and two rams without blemish, 29:2And unleavenedbread, and
cakes unleavened tempered with oil, and wafersunleavened anointed
with oil: of wheaten flour shalt thou makethem.

29:3 And thou shalt put them into one basket, and bring them
inthe basket, with the bullock and the two rams.

29:4 And Aaron and his sons thou shalt bring unto the door ofthe
tabernacle of the congregation, and shalt wash them withwater.

29:5 And thou shalt take the garments, and put upon Aaron
thecoat, and the robe of the ephod, and the ephod, and
thebreastplate, and gird him with the curious girdle of the
ephod:29:6 And thou shalt put the mitre upon his head, and put the
holycrown upon the mitre.

29:7 Then shalt thou take the anointing oil, and pour it uponhis
head, and anoint him.

29:8 And thou shalt bring his sons, and put coats upon them.

29:9 And thou shalt gird them with girdles, Aaron and his
sons,and put the bonnets on them: and the priest's office shall
betheirs for a perpetual statute: and thou shalt consecrate Aaron
andhis sons.

29:10 And thoushalt cause a bullock to be brought before
thetabernacle of the congregation: and Aaron and his sons shall
puttheir hands upon the head of the bullock.

29:11 And thou shalt kill the bullock before the LORD, by
thedoor of the tabernacle of the congregation.

29:12 And thou shalt take of the blood of the bullock, and putit
upon the horns of the altar with thy finger, and pour all theblood
beside the bottom of the altar.

29:13 And thou shalt take all the fat that covereth the
inwards,and the caul that isabove the liver, and the two kidneys,
and thefat that is upon them, and burn them upon the altar.

29:14 But the flesh of the bullock, and his skin, and his
dung,shalt thou burn with fire without the camp: it is a
sinoffering.

29:15 Thou shalt also takeone ram; and Aaron and his sons
shallput their hands upon the head of the ram.

29:16 And thou shalt slay the ram, and thou shalt take hisblood,
and sprinkle it round about upon the altar.

29:17 And thou shalt cut the ram in pieces, and wash the
inwardsof him, and his legs, and put them unto his pieces, and unto
hishead.

29:18 And thou shalt burn the whole ram upon the altar: it is
aburnt offering unto the LORD: it is a sweet savour, an
offeringmade by fire unto the LORD.

29:19 And thou shalt take theother ram; and Aaron and his
sonsshall put their hands upon the head of the ram.

29:20 Then shalt thou kill the ram, and take of his blood,
andput it upon the tip of the right ear of Aaron, and upon the tip
ofthe right ear of his sons, and upon the thumb of their right
hand,and upon the great toe of their right foot, and sprinkle the
bloodupon the altar round about.

29:21 And thou shalt take of the blood that is upon the
altar,and of the anointing oil, and sprinkle it upon Aaron, and
upon hisgarments, and upon his sons, and upon the garments of his
sons withhim: and he shall be hallowed, and his garments, and his
sons, andhis sons' garments with him.

29:22 Also thou shalt take of the ram the fat and the rump,
andthe fat that covereth the inwards, and the caul above the
liver,and the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them, and the
rightshoulder; for it is a ram of consecration: 29:23 And one loaf
ofbread, and one cake of oiled bread, and one wafer out of the
basketof the unleavened bread thatis before the LORD: 29:24 And
thoushalt put all in the hands of Aaron, and in the hands of his
sons;and shalt wave them for a wave offering before the LORD.

29:25 And thou shalt receive them of their hands, and burn
themupon the altar for a burntoffering, for a sweet savour before
theLORD: it is an offering made by fire unto the LORD.

29:26 And thou shalt take the breast of the ram of
Aaron'sconsecration, and wave it for a wave offering before the
LORD: andit shall be thy part.

29:27 And thou shalt sanctify the breast of the wave
offering,and the shoulder of the heave offering, which is waved,
and whichis heaved up, of the ram of the consecration, even of that
which isfor Aaron, and of that which is for his sons: 29:28 And it
shall beAaron'sand his sons' by a statute for ever from the
children ofIsrael: for it is an heave offering: and it shall be an
heaveoffering from the children of Israel of the sacrifice of
theirpeace offerings, even their heave offering unto the LORD.

29:29 And the holy garments of Aaron shall be his sons'
afterhim, to be anointed therein, and to be consecrated in
them.

29:30 And that son that is priest in his stead shall put them
onseven days, when he cometh into the tabernacle of the
congregationto minister in the holy place.

29:31 And thou shalt take the ram of the consecration, andseethe
his flesh in the holy place.

29:32 And Aaron and his sons shall eat the flesh of the ram,
andthe bread that is in the basket by the door of the tabernacle
ofthe congregation.

29:33 And they shall eat those things wherewith the atonementwas
made, to consecrate and to sanctify them: but a stranger shallnot
eat thereof, because they are holy.

29:34 And if ought of the flesh of the consecrations, or of
thebread, remain unto themorning, then thou shalt burn the
remainderwith fire: it shall not be eaten, because it is holy.

29:35 And thus shalt thou do unto Aaron, and to his
sons,according to all things which I have commanded thee: seven
daysshalt thou consecrate them.

29:36 And thou shalt offer every day a bullock for a sinoffering
for atonement: and thou shalt cleanse the altar, when thouhast made
an atonement for it, and thou shalt anoint it, tosanctify it.

29:37 Seven days thou shalt make an atonement for the
altar,andsanctify it; and it shall be an altar most holy:
whatsoevertoucheth the altar shall be holy.

29:38 Now this is that which thou shalt offer upon the altar;two
lambs of the first year day by day continually.

29:39 The one lamb thou shalt offer in the morning; and theother
lamb thou shalt offer at even: 29:40 And with the one lamb atenth
deal of flour mingled with the fourth part of an hin ofbeaten oil;
and the fourth part of an hin of wine for a drinkoffering.

29:41 And the other lamb thou shalt offer at even, and shalt
dothereto according to the meat offering of the morning,
andaccording to the drink offering thereof, for a sweet savour,
anoffering made by fire unto the LORD.

29:42 This shall be a continual burnt offering throughout
yourgenerationsat the door of the tabernacle of the congregation
beforethe LORD: where I will meet you, to speak there unto
thee.

29:43 And there I will meet with the children of Israel, and
thetabernacle shall be sanctified by my glory.

29:44 And I will sanctify the tabernacle of the congregation,and
the altar: I will sanctify also both Aaron and his sons, tominister
to me in the priest's office.

29:45 And I will dwell among the children of Israel, and will
betheir God.

29:46 And they shall know that I am the LORD their God,
thatbrought them forth out of the land of Egypt, that I may dwell
amongthem: I am the LORD their God.

30:1 And thou shalt make an altar to burn incense upon:
ofshittim wood shalt thou make it.

30:2 A cubit shall be the length thereof, and a cubit thebreadth
thereof; foursquare shall it be: and two cubits shall bethe height
thereof: the horns thereof shall be of the same.

30:3 And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold, the top
thereof,and the sides thereof round about, and the horns thereof;
and thoushalt make unto it a crown of gold round about.

30:4 And two golden rings shalt thou make to it under the
crownof it, by the two corners thereof, upon the two sides of it
shaltthou make it; and they shall be for places for the staves to
bearit withal.

30:5 And thou shalt make the staves of shittim wood, and
overlaythem with gold.

30:6 And thou shalt put it before the vail that is by the ark
ofthe testimony, before the mercy seat that is over the
testimony,where I will meet with thee.

30:7 AndAaron shall burn thereon sweet incense every
morning:when he dresseth the lamps, he shall burn incense upon
it.

30:8 And when Aaron lighteth the lamps at even, he shall
burnincense upon it, a perpetual incense before the LORD
throughoutyour generations.

30:9 Ye shall offer no strange incense thereon, nor
burntsacrifice, nor meat offering; neither shall ye pour drink
offeringthereon.

30:10 And Aaron shall make an atonement upon the horns of itonce
in a year with the blood of the sin offering ofatonements:once in
the year shall he make atonement upon it throughout
yourgenerations: it is most holy unto the LORD.

30:11 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 30:12 When
thoutakest the sum of the children of Israel after their number,
thenshall they give every man a ransom for his soul unto the LORD,
whenthou numberest them; that there be no plague among them, when
thounumberest them.

30:13 This they shall give, every one that passeth among
themthat are numbered, half a shekel after the shekelof the
sanctuary:(a shekel is twenty gerahs:) an half shekel shall be the
offeringof the LORD.

30:14 Every one that passeth among them that are numbered,
fromtwenty years old and above, shall give an offering unto
theLORD.

30:15 The rich shall not givemore, and the poor shall not
giveless than half a shekel, when they give an offering unto the
LORD,to make an atonement for your souls.

30:16 And thou shalt take the atonement money of the children
ofIsrael, and shalt appoint it for the service of thetabernacle
ofthe congregation; that it may be a memorial unto the children
ofIsrael before the LORD, to make an atonement for your souls.

30:17 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 30:18 Thou
shaltalso make a laver of brass, and his foot also of brass, to
washwithal: and thou shalt put it between the tabernacle of
thecongregation and the altar, and thou shalt put water
therein.

30:19 For Aaron and his sons shall wash their hands and
theirfeet thereat: 30:20 When they go into the tabernacle of
thecongregation, they shall wash with water, that they die not;
orwhen they come near to the altar to minister, to burn offering
madeby fire unto the LORD: 30:21 So they shall wash their hands
andtheir feet, that they die not: and it shall be a statute for
everto them, even to him and to his seed throughout
theirgenerations.

30:22 Moreover the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 30:23 Takethou
also unto thee principal spices, of pure myrrh five hundredshekels,
and of sweet cinnamon half so much, even two hundred andfifty
shekels, and of sweet calamus two hundred and fifty shekels,30:24
And of cassia five hundred shekels, after the shekel of
thesanctuary, and of oil olive an hin: 30:25 And thou shalt make it
anoil of holy ointment, an ointment compound afterthe art of
theapothecary: it shall be an holy anointing oil.

30:26 And thou shalt anoint the tabernacle of the
congregationtherewith, and the ark of the testimony, 30:27 And the
table andall his vessels, and the candlestick and his vessels, and
the altarof incense, 30:28 And the altar of burnt offering with all
hisvessels, and the laver and his foot.

30:29 And thou shalt sanctify them, that they may be most
holy:whatsoever toucheth them shall be holy.

30:30 And thou shalt anoint Aaron and his sons, and
consecratethem, that they may minister unto me in the priest's
office.

30:31 And thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel,
saying,This shall be an holy anointing oil unto me throughout
yourgenerations.

30:32 Upon man's flesh shall it not be poured, neither shall
yemake any other like it, after the composition of it: it is
holy,and it shall be holy unto you.

30:33 Whosoever compoundeth any like it, or whosoever puttethany
of it upon a stranger, shall even be cut off from hispeople.

30:34 And the LORD said unto Moses, Take unto thee sweet
spices,stacte, and onycha, and galbanum; these sweet spices with
purefrankincense: of each shall there be a like weight: 30:35 And
thoushalt make it a perfume, a confection after the art of
theapothecary, tempered together, pure and holy: 30:36 And thou
shaltbeat some of it very small, and put of it before the testimony
inthe tabernacle of the congregation, where I will meet with thee:
itshall be unto you most holy.

30:37 And as for the perfume which thoushalt make, ye shall
notmake to yourselves according to the composition thereof: it
shallbe unto thee holy for the LORD.

30:38 Whosoever shall make like unto that, to smell
thereto,shall even be cut off from his people.

31:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 31:2 See, I
havecalled by name Bezaleel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of
thetribe of Judah: 31:3 And I have filled him with the spirit of
God,in wisdom, and in understanding, and in knowledge, and in
allmanner of workmanship, 31:4 To devise cunning works, to work
ingold, and in silver, and in brass, 31:5 And in cutting of
stones,to set them, and in carving of timber, to work in all manner
ofworkmanship.

31:6 And I, behold, I have given with him Aholiab, the son
ofAhisamach, of the tribeof Dan: and in the hearts of all that
arewise hearted I have put wisdom, that they may make all that I
havecommanded thee; 31:7 The tabernacle of the congregation, and
theark of the testimony, and the mercy seat that is thereupon, and
allthe furnitureof the tabernacle, 31:8 And the table and
hisfurniture, and the pure candlestick with all his furniture, and
thealtar of incense, 31:9 And the altar of burnt offering with all
hisfurniture, and the laver and his foot, 31:10 And the cloths
ofservice, and the holy garments for Aaron the priest, and
thegarments of his sons, to minister in the priest's office, 31:11
Andthe anointing oil, and sweet incense for the holy place:
accordingto all that I have commanded thee shall they do.

31:12 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 31:13 Speak
thoualso unto the children of Israel, saying, Verily my sabbaths
yeshall keep: for it is a sign between me and you throughout
yourgenerations; that ye may know that I am the LORD that doth
sanctifyyou.

31:14 Ye shallkeep the sabbath therefore; for it is holy
untoyou: every one that defileth it shall surely be put to death:
forwhosoever doeth any work therein, that soul shall be cut off
fromamong his people.

31:15 Six days may work be done; but in the seventh is
thesabbath of rest, holy to the LORD: whosoever doeth any work in
thesabbath day, he shall surely be put to death.

31:16 Wherefore the children of Israel shall keep the sabbath,to
observe the sabbath throughout their generations, for aperpetual
covenant.

31:17 It is a sign between me and the children of Israel
forever: for in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, and on
theseventh day he rested, and was refreshed.

31:18 And he gave unto Moses, when he had made an end
ofcommuning with him upon mountSinai, two tables of testimony,
tablesof stone, written with the finger of God.

32:1 And when the people saw that Moses delayed to come down
outof the mount, the people gathered themselves together unto
Aaron,and said unto him, Up, make us gods, which shall go before
us; foras for this Moses, the man that brought us up out of the
land ofEgypt, we wot not what is become of him.

32:2 And Aaron said unto them, Break off the golden
earrings,which are in the ears of your wives, of your sons, and of
yourdaughters, and bring them unto me.

32:3 And all the people brake off the golden earrings which
werein their ears, and brought them unto Aaron.

32:4 And he received them at their hand, and fashioned it with
agraving tool, after he had made it a molten calf:and they
said,These be thy gods, O Israel, which brought thee up out of the
landof Egypt.

32:5 And when Aaron saw it, he built an altar before it;
andAaron made proclamation, and said, To morrow is a feast to
theLORD.

32:6 And they rose up early on the morrow, and offered
burntofferings, and brought peace offerings; and the people sat
down toeat and to drink, and rose up to play.

32:7 And the LORD said unto Moses, Go, get thee down; for
thypeople, which thou broughtest out of the land of
Egypt,havecorrupted themselves: 32:8 They have turned aside quickly
outof the way which I commanded them: they have made them a
moltencalf, and have worshipped it, and have sacrificed thereunto,
andsaid, These be thy gods, O Israel, which have brought thee up
outof the land of Egypt.

32:9 And the LORD said unto Moses, I have seen this people,
and,behold, it is a stiffnecked people: 32:10 Now therefore let
mealone, that my wrath may wax hot against them, and that I
mayconsume them: and I will make of thee a great nation.

32:11 And Moses besought the LORD his God, and said, LORD,
whydoth thy wrath wax hot against thy people, which thou hast
broughtforth out of the land of Egypt with great power,and with a
mightyhand? 32:12 Wherefore should the Egyptians speak, and say,
Formischief did he bring them out, to slay them in the mountains,
andto consume them from the face of the earth? Turn from thy
fiercewrath, and repent of this evil against thy people.

32:13 Remember Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, thy servants,to
whomthou swarest by thine own self, and saidst unto them, I
willmultiply your seed as the stars of heaven, and all this land
that Ihave spoken of will I give unto your seed, and they shall
inheritit for ever.

32:14 And the LORD repented of the evilwhich he thought to
dounto his people.

32:15 And Moses turned, and went down from the mount, and thetwo
tables of the testimony were in his hand: the tables werewritten on
both their sides; on the one side and on the other werethey
written.

32:16 And the tables were the work of God, and the writing
wasthe writing of God, graven upon the tables.

32:17 And when Joshua heard the noise of the people as
theyshouted, he said unto Moses, There is a noise of war in
thecamp.

32:18 And he said, It is not the voice of them that shout
formastery, neither is it the voice of them that cry for
beingovercome: but the noise of them that sing do I hear.

32:19 And it came to pass, as soon as he came nigh unto thecamp,
that he saw the calf, and the dancing: and Moses'anger waxedhot,
and he cast the tables out of his hands, and brake thembeneath the
mount.

32:20 And he took the calf which they had made, and burnt it
inthe fire, and ground it to powder, and strawed it upon the
water,and made the children of Israel drink of it.

32:21 And Moses said unto Aaron, What did this people unto
thee,that thou hast brought so great a sin upon them? 32:22 And
Aaronsaid, Let not the anger of my lord wax hot: thou knowest
thepeople, that they are set on mischief.

32:23 For theysaid unto me, Make us gods, which shall go
beforeus: for as for this Moses, the man that brought us up out of
theland of Egypt, we wot not what is become of him.

32:24 And I said unto them, Whosoever hath any gold, let
thembreak it off. So they gave itme: then I cast it into the fire,
andthere came out this calf.

32:25 And when Moses saw that the people were naked; (for
Aaronhad made them naked unto their shame among their enemies:)
32:26Then Moses stood in the gate of the camp, and said, Who is
ontheLORD's side? let him come unto me. And all the sons of
Levigathered themselves together unto him.

32:27 And he said unto them, Thus saith the LORD God of
Israel,Put every man his sword by his side, and go in and out from
gate togate throughout the camp, and slay every man his brother,
and everyman his companion, and every man his neighbour.

32:28 And the children of Levi did according to the word
ofMoses: and there fell of the people that day about three
thousandmen.

32:29 For Moses had said, Consecrate yourselves today to
theLORD, even every man upon his son, and upon his brother; that
hemay bestow upon you a blessing this day.

32:30 And it came to pass on the morrow, that Moses said untothe
people, Ye have sinned a great sin: and now I will goup untothe
LORD; peradventure I shall make an atonement for your sin.

32:31 And Moses returned unto the LORD, and said, Oh, thispeople
have sinned a great sin, and have made them gods ofgold.

32:32 Yet now, if thou wilt forgive their sin—; and
ifnot,blot me, I pray thee, out of thy book which thou
hastwritten.

32:33 And the LORD said unto Moses, Whosoever hath sinnedagainst
me, him will I blot out of my book.

32:34 Therefore now go, lead the people unto the place of whichI
have spoken unto thee: behold, mine Angel shall go before
thee:nevertheless in the day when I visit I will visit their sin
uponthem.

32:35 And the LORD plagued the people, because they made
thecalf, which Aaron made.

33:1 And the LORD said unto Moses, Depart, and go up hence,
thouand the people which thou hast brought up out of the land of
Egypt,unto the land which I sware unto Abraham, to Isaac, and to
Jacob,saying, Unto thy seed will I give it: 33:2 And I will send an
angelbefore thee; and I will drive out the Canaanite, the Amorite,
andthe Hittite, and the Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite:
33:3Unto a land flowing with milk and honey: for I will not go up
inthe midst of thee; for thou art a stiffnecked people: lest
Iconsume thee in the way.

33:4 And when the people heard these evil tidings, they
mourned:and no man did put on him his ornaments.

33:5 For the LORD had said unto Moses, Say unto the children
ofIsrael, Ye are a stiffnecked people: I will come up into the
midstof thee in a moment, and consume thee:therefore now put off
thyornaments from thee, that I may know what to do unto thee.

33:6 And the children of Israel stripped themselves of
theirornaments by the mount Horeb.

33:7 And Moses took the tabernacle, and pitched it without
thecamp, afar off from the camp, and called it the Tabernacle of
thecongregation. And it came to pass, that every one which sought
theLORD went out unto the tabernacle of the congregation, which
waswithout the camp.

33:8 And it came to pass, when Moses went out unto
thetabernacle, that all the people rose up, and stood every man at
histent door, and looked after Moses, until he was gone into
thetabernacle.

33:9 And it came to pass, as Moses entered into the
tabernacle,the cloudy pillar descended, and stood at the door of
thetabernacle, and the Lord talked with Moses.

33:10 And all the people saw the cloudy pillar stand at
thetabernacle door: and all the people rose up and worshipped,
everyman in his tent door.

33:11 And the LORD spake unto Moses face to face, as
amanspeaketh unto his friend. And he turned again into the camp:
buthis servant Joshua, the son of Nun, a young man, departed not
outof the tabernacle.

33:12 And Moses said unto the LORD, See, thou sayest unto
me,Bring up this people: and thou hast not letme know whom thou
wiltsend with me. Yet thou hast said, I know thee by name, and
thouhast also found grace in my sight.

33:13 Now therefore, I pray thee, if I have found grace in
thysight, shew me now thy way, that I may know thee, that I may
findgrace in thy sight: and consider that this nation is
thypeople.

33:14 And he said, My presence shall go with thee, and I
willgive thee rest.

33:15 And he said unto him, If thy presence go not with me,carry
us not up hence.

33:16 For wherein shall it be known here that I and thy
peoplehave found grace in thy sight? is it not in that thou goest
withus? so shall we be separated, I and thy people, from all the
peoplethat are upon the face of the earth.

33:17 And the LORD said unto Moses, I will do this thingalsothat
thou hast spoken: for thou hast found grace in my sight, and Iknow
thee by name.

33:18 And he said, I beseech thee, shew me thy glory.

33:19 And he said, I will make all my goodness pass before
thee,and I will proclaim the name of the LORD before thee; and will
begracious to whom I will be gracious, and will shew mercy on whom
Iwill shew mercy.

33:20 And he said, Thou canst not see my face: for there shallno
man see me, and live.

33:21 And the LORD said, Behold, there is a place by me, andthou
shalt stand upon a rock: 33:22 And it shall come to pass,while my
glory passeth by, that I will put thee in a clift of therock, and
will cover thee with my hand while I pass by: 33:23 And Iwill take
away mine hand, and thou shalt see my back parts: but myface shall
not be seen.

34:1 And the LORD said unto Moses, Hew thee two tables of
stonelike unto the first: and I will write upon these tables the
wordsthat were in the first tables, which thou brakest.

34:2 And be ready in the morning, and come upin the morning
untomount Sinai, and present thyself there to me in the top of
themount.

34:3 And no man shall come up with thee, neither let any man
beseen throughout all the mount; neither let the flocks nor
herdsfeed before that mount.

34:4 And he hewed two tables of stone like unto the first;
andMoses rose up early in the morning, and went up unto mount
Sinai,as the LORD had commanded him, and took in his hand the two
tablesof stone.

34:5 And the LORD descended in the cloud, and stood with
himthere, and proclaimed the name of the LORD.

34:6 And the LORD passed by before him, and proclaimed, TheLORD,
The LORD God, merciful and gracious, longsuffering, andabundant in
goodness and truth, 34:7 Keeping mercy for thousands,forgiving
iniquity and transgression and sin, and that will by nomeans clear
the guilty; visiting the iniquity of the fathers uponthe children,
and upon the children's children, unto the third andto the fourth
generation.

34:8 And Moses made haste, and bowed his head toward
theearth,and worshipped.

34:9 And he said, If now I have found grace in thy sight, OLORD,
let my LORD, I pray thee, go among us; for it is astiffnecked
people; and pardon our iniquity and our sin, and takeus for thine
inheritance.

34:10 And he said, Behold, I make a covenant: before all
thypeople I will do marvels, such as have not been done in all
theearth, nor in any nation: and all the people among which thou
artshall see the work of the LORD: for it is a terrible thing that
Iwill do with thee.

34:11 Observe thou that which I command thee this day: behold,
Idrive out before thee the Amorite, and the Canaanite, and
theHittite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the
Jebusite.

34:12 Take heed to thyself, lest thou make a covenant with
theinhabitants of the land whither thou goest, lest it be for a
snarein the midst of thee: 34:13 But ye shall destroy their
altars,break their images, and cut down their groves: 34:14 For
thou shaltworship no other god: for the LORD, whose name is
Jealous, is ajealous God: 34:15 Lest thou make a covenant with the
inhabitantsof the land, and they go a whoring after their gods, and
dosacrifice unto their gods, and one call thee, and thou eat of
hissacrifice; 34:16 And thou take of their daughters unto thy
sons,and their daughters go a whoring after their gods, and make
thysons go a whoring after their gods.

34:17 Thou shalt make thee no molten gods.

34:18 The feast of unleavened bread shalt thou keep. Seven
daysthou shalt eat unleavened bread, as I commandedthee, in the
time ofthe month Abib: for in the month Abib thou camest out
fromEgypt.

34:19 All that openeth the matrix is mine; and every
firstlingamong thy cattle, whether ox or sheep, that is male.

34:20 But the firstling of an ass thou shalt redeem with a
lamb:and if thou redeem him not, then shalt thou break his neck.
All thefirstborn of thy sons thou shalt redeem. And none shall
appearbefore me empty.

34:21 Six days thou shalt work, but on the seventh day thoushalt
rest: in earing time and in harvest thou shalt rest.

34:22 And thou shalt observe the feast of weeks, of
thefirstfruits of wheat harvest, and the feast of ingathering at
theyear's end.

34:23 Thrice in the year shall all your menchildren appearbefore
the LORD God, the God of Israel.

34:24 For I will cast out the nations before thee, and
enlargethy borders: neither shall any man desire thy land, when
thou shaltgo up to appear before the LORD thy God thrice in the
year.

34:25 Thou shalt not offer the blood of my sacrifice
withleaven;neither shall the sacrifice of the feast of the passover
beleft unto the morning.

34:26 The first of the firstfruits of thy land thou shalt
bringunto the house of the LORD thy God. Thou shalt not seethe a
kid inhis mother's milk.

34:27 And the LORD said unto Moses, Write thou these words:
forafter the tenor of these words I have made a covenant with thee
andwith Israel.

34:28 And he was there with the LORD forty days and fortynights;
he did neither eat bread, nor drink water. And he wroteupon the
tables the words of the covenant, the tencommandments.

34:29 And it came to pass, when Moses came down from mount
Sinaiwith the two tables of testimony in Moses' hand, when he came
downfrom the mount, that Moses wist not that the skin of his face
shonewhile he talked with him.

34:30 And when Aaron and all the children of Israel saw
Moses,behold, the skin of his face shone; and they were afraid to
comenigh him.

34:31 And Moses called unto them; and Aaron and all the rulersof
the congregation returned unto him: and Moses talked withthem.

34:32 And afterward all the children of Israel came nigh: and
hegave them in commandment all that the LORD had spoken with him
inmount Sinai.

34:33 And till Moses had done speaking with them, he put a
vailon his face.

34:34 But when Moses went in before the LORD to speak with
him,he took the vail off, until he came out. And he came out, and
spakeunto the children of Israel that which he was commanded.

34:35 And the children of Israel saw the face of Moses, that
theskin of Moses' face shone: and Moses put the vail upon his
faceagain, until he went in to speak with him.

35:1 And Moses gathered all the congregation of the children
ofIsrael together, and said unto them, These are the words which
theLORD hath commanded, that ye should do them.

35:2 Six days shall work be done, but on the seventh day
thereshall be to you an holy day, a sabbath of rest to the
LORD:whosoever doeth work therein shall be put to death.

35:3 Ye shall kindle no fire throughout your habitations uponthe
sabbath day.

35:4 And Moses spake unto all the congregation of the childrenof
Israel, saying, This is the thing which the LORD commanded,saying,
35:5 Take ye from among you an offering unto the LORD:whosoever is
of a willing heart, let him bring it, an offering ofthe LORD; gold,
and silver, and brass, 35:6 And blue, and purple,and scarlet, and
fine linen, and goats' hair, 35:7 And rams' skinsdyed red, and
badgers' skins, and shittim wood, 35:8 And oil forthe light, and
spices for anointingoil, and for the sweet incense,35:9 And onyx
stones, and stones to be set for the ephod, and forthe
breastplate.

35:10 And every wise hearted among you shall come, and make
allthat the LORD hath commanded; 35:11 The tabernacle, his tent,
andhis covering, his taches, and his boards, his bars, his
pillars,and his sockets, 35:12 The ark, and the staves thereof,
with themercy seat, and the vail of the covering, 35:13 The table,
and hisstaves, and all his vessels, and the shewbread, 35:14
Thecandlestickalso for the light, and his furniture, and his
lamps,with the oil for the light, 35:15 And the incense altar, and
hisstaves, and the anointing oil, and the sweet incense, and
thehanging for the door at the entering in of the tabernacle,
35:16The altarof burnt offering, with his brasen grate, his staves,
andall his vessels, the laver and his foot, 35:17 The hangings of
thecourt, his pillars, and their sockets, and the hanging for the
doorof the court, 35:18 The pins of the tabernacle, and the pins of
thecourt, and their cords, 35:19 The cloths of service, to do
servicein the holy place, the holy garments for Aaron the priest,
and thegarments of his sons, to minister in the priest's
office.

35:20 And all the congregation of the children of Israeldeparted
from the presence of Moses.

35:21 And they came, every one whose heart stirred him up,
andevery one whom his spirit made willing, and they brought the
LORD'soffering to the work of the tabernacle of the congregation,
and forall his service, andfor the holy garments.

35:22 And they came, both men and women, as many as were
willinghearted, and brought bracelets, and earrings, and rings,
andtablets, all jewels of gold: and every man that offered offered
anoffering of gold unto the LORD.

35:23 And every man, with whom was found blue, and purple,
andscarlet, and fine linen, and goats' hair, and red skins of
rams,and badgers' skins, brought them.

35:24 Every one that did offer an offering of silver and
brassbrought the LORD's offering: and everyman, with whom was
foundshittim wood for any work of the service, brought it.

35:25 And all the women that were wise hearted did spin
withtheir hands, and brought that which they had spun, both of
blue,and of purple, and of scarlet, and of fine linen.

35:26 And all the women whose heart stirred them up in
wisdomspun goats' hair.

35:27 And the rulers brought onyx stones, and stones to be
set,for the ephod, and for the breastplate; 35:28 And spice, and
oilfor the light, and for the anointing oil, and for the
sweetincense.

35:29 The children of Israel brought a willing offering unto
theLORD, every man and woman, whose heart made them willing to
bringfor all manner of work, which the LORD had commanded to be
made bythe hand of Moses.

35:30 And Moses said unto the children of Israel, See, the
LORDhath called by name Bezaleel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of
thetribe of Judah; 35:31 And he hath filled him with the spirit
ofGod, in wisdom, in understanding, and in knowledge, and in
allmanner of workmanship; 35:32 And to devise curious works, to
workin gold, and in silver, and in brass, 35:33 And in the cutting
ofstones, to set them, and in carving of wood, to make any manner
ofcunning work.

35:34 And he hath put in his heart that he may teach, both
he,and Aholiab, the son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan.

35:35 Them hath he filled with wisdom of heart, to work
allmanner of work, of the engraver, and of the cunning workman, and
ofthe embroiderer, in blue, and in purple, in scarlet, and in
finelinen, and of the weaver, even of them that do any work, and
ofthose that devise cunning work.

36:1 Then wrought Bezaleel and Aholiab, and every wise
heartedman, in whom the LORD put wisdom and understanding to know
how towork all manner of work for theservice of the sanctuary,
accordingto all that the LORD had commanded.

36:2 And Moses called Bezaleel and Aholiab, and every
wisehearted man, in whose heart the LORD had put wisdom, even every
onewhose heart stirred him up to come unto the work to do it: 36:3
Andthey received of Moses all the offering, which the children
ofIsrael had brought for the work of the service of the sanctuary,
tomake it withal. And they brought yet unto him free offerings
everymorning.

36:4 And all the wise men, that wrought all the work of
thesanctuary, came every man from his work which they made; 36:5
Andthey spake unto Moses, saying, The people bring much more
thanenough for the service of the work, which the LORD commanded
tomake.

36:6 And Moses gave commandment, and they caused it to
beproclaimed throughout the camp, saying, Let neither man nor
womanmake any more work for the offering of the sanctuary. So the
peoplewere restrained from bringing.

36:7 For the stuff they had was sufficient for all the work
tomakeit, and too much.

36:8 And every wise hearted man among them that wrought the
workof the tabernacle made ten curtains of fine twined linen, and
blue,and purple, and scarlet: with cherubims of cunning work made
hethem.

36:9 The length of one curtain wastwenty and eight cubits,
andthe breadth of one curtain four cubits: the curtains were all
ofone size.

36:10 And he coupled the five curtains one unto another: and
theother five curtains he coupled one unto another.

36:11 And he made loops of blue on theedge of one curtain
fromthe selvedge in the coupling: likewise he made in the
uttermostside of another curtain, in the coupling of the
second.

36:12 Fifty loops made he in one curtain, and fifty loops madehe
in the edge of the curtain which was in thecoupling of thesecond:
the loops held one curtain to another.

36:13 And he made fifty taches of gold, and coupled the
curtainsone unto another with the taches: so it became one
tabernacle.

36:14 And he made curtains of goats' hair for the tent over
thetabernacle: eleven curtains he made them.

36:15 The length of one curtain was thirty cubits, and
fourcubits was the breadth of one curtain: the eleven curtains were
ofone size.

36:16 And he coupled five curtains by themselves, and
sixcurtains by themselves.

36:17 And he made fifty loops upon the uttermost edge of
thecurtain in the coupling, and fifty loops made he upon the edge
ofthe curtain which coupleth the second.

36:18 And he made fifty taches of brass to couple the
tenttogether, that it might beone.

36:19 And he made a covering for the tent of rams' skins
dyedred, and a covering of badgers' skins above that.

36:20 And he made boards for the tabernacle of shittim
wood,standing up.

36:21 The length of a board was ten cubits, and the breadth
ofaboard one cubit and a half.

36:22 One board had two tenons, equally distant one fromanother:
thus did he make for all the boards of the tabernacle.

36:23 And he made boards for the tabernacle; twenty boards
forthe south side southward: 36:24 And forty sockets of silver he
madeunder the twenty boards; two sockets under one board for his
twotenons, and two sockets under another board for his two
tenons.

36:25 And for the other side of the tabernacle, which is
towardthe north corner, he made twenty boards, 36:26 And their
fortysockets of silver; two sockets under one board, and two
socketsunder another board.

36:27 And for the sides of the tabernacle westward he made
sixboards.

36:28 And two boards made he for the corners of the tabernaclein
the twosides.

36:29 And they were coupled beneath, and coupled together at
thehead thereof, to one ring: thus he did to both of them in both
thecorners.

36:30 And there were eight boards; and their sockets weresixteen
sockets of silver, under every board two sockets.

36:31 And he made bars of shittim wood; five for the boards
ofthe one side of the tabernacle, 36:32 And five bars for the
boardsof the other side of the tabernacle, and five bars for the
boardsof the tabernacle for the sides westward.

36:33 Andhe made the middle bar to shoot through the boards
fromthe one end to the other.

36:34 And he overlaid the boards with gold, and made their
ringsof gold to be places for the bars, and overlaid the bars
withgold.

36:35 And he made a vail of blue, and purple, and scarlet,
andfine twined linen: with cherubims made he it of cunning
work.

36:36 And he made thereunto four pillars of shittim wood,
andoverlaid them with gold: their hooks were of gold; and he cast
forthem four sockets of silver.

36:37 And hemade an hanging for the tabernacle door of blue,
andpurple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen, of needlework;
36:38And the five pillars of it with their hooks: and he overlaid
theirchapiters and their fillets with gold: but their five sockets
wereof brass.

37:1 And Bezaleel made the ark of shittim wood: two cubits and
ahalf was the length of it, and a cubit and a half the breadth
ofit, and a cubit and a half the height of it: 37:2 And he
overlaidit with pure gold within and without, and made a crownof
gold to itround about.

37:3 And he cast for it four rings of gold, to be set by thefour
corners of it; even two rings upon the one side of it, and tworings
upon the other side of it.

37:4 And he made staves of shittim wood, and overlaid them
withgold.

37:5 And he put the staves into the rings by the sides of
theark, to bear the ark.

37:6 And he made the mercy seat of pure gold: two cubits and
ahalf was the length thereof, and one cubit and a half the
breadththereof.

37:7 And he made two cherubimsof gold, beaten out of one
piecemade he them, on the two ends of the mercy seat; 37:8 One
cherub onthe end on this side, and another cherub on the other end
on thatside: out of the mercy seat made he the cherubims on the two
endsthereof.

37:9 And thecherubims spread out their wings on high, andcovered
with their wings over the mercy seat, with their faces oneto
another; even to the mercy seatward were the faces of
thecherubims.

37:10 And he made the table of shittim wood: two cubits was
thelengththereof, and a cubit the breadth thereof, and a cubit and
ahalf the height thereof: 37:11 And he overlaid it with pure
gold,and made thereunto a crown of gold round about.

37:12 Also he made thereunto a border of an handbreadth
roundabout; and made a crown of gold for the border thereof
roundabout.

37:13 And he cast for it four rings of gold, and put the
ringsupon the four corners that were in the four feet thereof.

37:14 Over against the border were the rings, the places for
thestaves to bear the table.

37:15 And he made the staves of shittim wood, and overlaid
themwith gold, to bear the table.

37:16 And he made the vessels which were upon the table,
hisdishes, and his spoons, and his bowls, and his covers to
coverwithal, of pure gold.

37:17 And hemade the candlestick of pure gold: of beaten
workmade he the candlestick; his shaft, and his branch, his bowls,
hisknops, and his flowers, were of the same: 37:18 And six
branchesgoing out of the sides thereof; three branches of the
candlestickout ofthe one side thereof, and three branches of the
candlestickout of the other side thereof: 37:19 Three bowls made
after thefashion of almonds in one branch, a knop and a flower; and
threebowls made like almonds in another branch, a knop and a
flower:sothroughout the six branches going out of the
candlestick.

37:20 And in the candlestick were four bowls made like
almonds,his knops, and his flowers: 37:21 And a knop under two
branches ofthe same, and a knop under two branches of the same, and
a knopunder two branches of the same, according to the six branches
goingout of it.

37:22 Their knops and their branches were of the same: all of
itwas one beaten work of pure gold.

37:23 And he made his seven lamps, and his snuffers, and
hissnuffdishes, of puregold.

37:24 Of a talent of pure gold made he it, and all the
vesselsthereof.

37:25 And he made the incense altar of shittim wood: the
lengthof it was a cubit, and the breadth of it a cubit; it
wasfoursquare; and two cubits was the height of it; the horns
thereofwere of the same.

37:26 And he overlaid it with pure gold, both the top of it,
andthe sides thereof round about, and the horns of it: also he
madeunto it a crown of gold round about.

37:27 And he made two rings of gold for it under
thecrownthereof, by the two corners of it, upon the two sides
thereof,to be places for the staves to bear it withal.

37:28 And he made the staves of shittim wood, and overlaid
themwith gold.

37:29 And he made the holy anointing oil, and the pure incenseof
sweetspices, according to the work of the apothecary.

38:1 And he made the altar of burnt offering of shittim
wood:five cubits was the length thereof, and five cubits the
breadththereof; it was foursquare; and three cubits the
heightthereof.

38:2 And he made the horns thereof on the four corners of it;the
horns thereof were of the same: and he overlaid it withbrass.

38:3 And he made all the vessels of the altar, the pots, and
theshovels, and the basons, and the fleshhooks, and the firepans:
allthe vessels thereof made he of brass.

38:4 And he made for the altar a brasen grate of network
underthe compass thereof beneath unto the midst of it.

38:5 And he cast four rings for the four ends of the grate
ofbrass, to be places for the staves.

38:6 And he madethe staves of shittim wood, and overlaid
themwith brass.

38:7 And he put the staves into the rings on the sides of
thealtar, to bear it withal; he made the altar hollow with
boards.

38:8 And he made the laver of brass, and the foot of it ofbrass,
of thelookingglasses of the women assembling, whichassembled at the
door of the tabernacle of the congregation.

38:9 And he made the court: on the south side southward
thehangings of the court were of fine twined linen, an hundred
cubits:38:10 Their pillarswere twenty, and their brasen sockets
twenty;the hooks of the pillars and their fillets were of
silver.

38:11 And for the north side the hangings were an hundredcubits,
their pillars were twenty, and their sockets of brasstwenty; the
hooks of the pillars and their fillets of silver.

38:12 And for the west side were hangings of fifty cubits,
theirpillars ten, and their sockets ten; the hooks of the pillars
andtheir fillets of silver.

38:13 And for the east side eastward fifty cubits.

38:14 The hangingsof the one side of the gate were
fifteencubits; their pillars three, and their sockets three.

38:15 And for the other side of the court gate, on this hand
andthat hand, were hangings of fifteen cubits; their pillars
three,and their sockets three.

38:16All the hangings of the court round about were of
finetwined linen.

38:17 And the sockets for the pillars were of brass; the hooksof
the pillars and their fillets of silver; and the overlaying oftheir
chapiters of silver; and all the pillars of the court werefilleted
with silver.

38:18 And the hanging for the gate of the court was
needlework,of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen:
and twentycubits was the length, and the height in the breadth was
fivecubits, answerable to the hangings of the court.

38:19 And their pillars were four, and their sockets of
brassfour; their hooks of silver, and the overlaying of their
chapitersand their fillets of silver.

38:20 And all the pins of the tabernacle, and of the court
roundabout, were of brass.

38:21 This is the sum of the tabernacle, even of the
tabernacleof testimony, as it was counted, according to the
commandment ofMoses, for the service of the Levites, by the hand of
Ithamar, sonto Aaron the priest.

38:22 And Bezaleel the son Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe
ofJudah, made all that the LORD commanded Moses.

38:23 And with him was Aholiab, son of Ahisamach, of the tribeof
Dan, an engraver, and a cunning workman, and an embroiderer inblue,
and in purple, and in scarlet, and fine linen.

38:24 All the gold that was occupied for the work in all thework
of the holy place, even the gold of the offering, was twentyand
nine talents, and seven hundred and thirty shekels, after theshekel
of the sanctuary.

38:25 And the silver of them that were numbered of
thecongregation was an hundred talents, and a thousand seven
hundredand threescore and fifteen shekels, after the shekel of
thesanctuary: 38:26 A bekah for every man, that is, half a
shekel,after the shekel of the sanctuary, for every one that went
to benumbered, from twenty years old and upward, for six
hundredthousand and three thousand and five hundred and fifty
men.

38:27 And of the hundred talents of silver were cast the
socketsof the sanctuary, and the sockets of the vail; an hundred
socketsof the hundred talents, a talent for a socket.

38:28 And of the thousand seven hundred seventy and five
shekelshe made hooks for the pillars, and overlaid their chapiters,
andfilleted them.

38:29 And the brass of the offering was seventytalents, and
twothousand and four hundred shekels.

38:30 And therewith he made the sockets to the door of
thetabernacle of the congregation, and the brasen altar, and
thebrasen grate for it, and all the vessels of the altar, 38:31
Andthe sockets of thecourt round about, and the sockets of the
courtgate, and all the pins of the tabernacle, and all the pins of
thecourt round about.

39:1 And of the blue, and purple, and scarlet, they made
clothsof service, to do service in the holy place, and made
theholygarments for Aaron; as the LORD commanded Moses.

39:2 And he made the ephod of gold, blue, and purple,
andscarlet, and fine twined linen.

39:3 And they did beat the gold into thin plates, and cut itinto
wires, to work it in the blue, and in the purple, and in
thescarlet, and in the fine linen, with cunning work.

39:4 They made shoulderpieces for it, to couple it together:
bythe two edges was it coupled together.

39:5 And the curious girdle of his ephod, that was upon it,
wasof the same, accordingto the work thereof; of gold, blue,
andpurple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen; as the LORD
commandedMoses.

39:6 And they wrought onyx stones inclosed in ouches of
gold,graven, as signets are graven, with the names of the children
ofIsrael.

39:7 Andhe put them on the shoulders of the ephod, that
theyshould be stones for a memorial to the children of Israel; as
theLORD commanded Moses.

39:8 And he made the breastplate of cunning work, like the
workof the ephod; of gold, blue, and purple, and scarlet, and
finetwined linen.

39:9 It was foursquare; they made the breastplate double: a
spanwas the length thereof, and a span the breadth thereof,
beingdoubled.

39:10 And they set in it four rows of stones: the first row wasa
sardius, a topaz, and a carbuncle: this was the first row.

39:11 And the second row, an emerald, a sapphire, and
adiamond.

39:12 And the third row, a ligure, an agate, and anamethyst.

39:13 And the fourth row, a beryl, an onyx, and a jasper:
theywere inclosed in ouches of gold intheir inclosings.

39:14 And the stones were according to the names of the
childrenof Israel, twelve, according to their names, like the
engravings ofa signet, every one with his name, according to the
twelvetribes.

39:15 And they made upon the breastplate chains at the ends,
ofwreathen work of pure gold.

39:16 And they made two ouches of gold, and two gold rings;
andput the two rings in the two ends of the breastplate.

39:17 And they put the two wreathen chains of gold in the
tworings on the ends ofthe breastplate.

39:18 And the two ends of the two wreathen chains they
fastenedin the two ouches, and put them on the shoulderpieces of
the ephod,before it.

39:19 And they made two rings of gold, and put them on the
twoends of the breastplate, upon theborder of it, which was on
theside of the ephod inward.

39:20 And they made two other golden rings, and put them on
thetwo sides of the ephod underneath, toward the forepart of it,
overagainst the other coupling thereof, above the curious girdle
oftheephod.

39:21 And they did bind the breastplate by his rings unto
therings of the ephod with a lace of blue, that it might be above
thecurious girdle of the ephod, and that the breastplate might not
beloosed from the ephod; as the LORD commanded Moses.

39:22 And he made the robe of the ephod of woven work, all
ofblue.

39:23 And there was an hole in the midst of the robe, as thehole
of an habergeon, with a band round about the hole, that itshould
not rend.

39:24 And they made upon the hems of the robepomegranates
ofblue, and purple, and scarlet, and twined linen.

39:25 And they made bells of pure gold, and put the bellsbetween
the pomegranates upon the hem of the robe, round aboutbetween the
pomegranates; 39:26 A bell and a pomegranate, a belland
apomegranate, round about the hem of the robe to minister in;as the
LORD commanded Moses.

39:27 And they made coats of fine linen of woven work for
Aaron,and for his sons, 39:28 And a mitre of fine linen, and
goodlybonnets of fine linen, and linen breeches of fine twined
linen,39:29 And a girdle of fine twined linen, and blue, and
purple, andscarlet, of needlework; as the LORD commanded Moses.

39:30 And they made the plate of the holy crown of pure gold,and
wrote upon it a writing, like to the engravings of a
signet,HOLINESS TO THE LORD.

39:31 And they tied unto it a lace of blue, to fasten it on
highupon the mitre; as the LORD commanded Moses.

39:32 Thus was all the work of the tabernacle of the tent of
thecongregation finished: and the children ofIsrael did according
toall that the LORD commanded Moses, so did they.

39:33 And they brought the tabernacle unto Moses, the tent,
andall his furniture, his taches, his boards, his bars, and
hispillars, and his sockets, 39:34 And the covering of rams'skins
dyedred, and the covering of badgers' skins, and the vail of
thecovering, 39:35 The ark of the testimony, and the staves
thereof,and the mercy seat, 39:36 The table, and all the vessels
thereof,and the shewbread, 39:37 The pure candlestick, withthe
lampsthereof, even with the lamps to be set in order, and all
thevessels thereof, and the oil for light, 39:38 And the golden
altar,and the anointing oil, and the sweet incense, and the hanging
forthe tabernacle door, 39:39 The brasen altar, and his grate
ofbrass, his staves, and all his vessels, the laver and his
foot,39:40 The hangings of the court, his pillars, and his sockets,
andthe hanging for the court gate, his cords, and his pins, and
allthe vessels of the service of the tabernacle, forthe tent of
thecongregation, 39:41 The cloths of service to do service in the
holyplace, and the holy garments for Aaron the priest, and his
sons'garments, to minister in the priest's office.

39:42 According to all that the LORD commanded Moses,
sothechildren of Israel made all the work.

39:43 And Moses did look upon all the work, and, behold, theyhad
done it as the LORD had commanded, even so had they done it:and
Moses blessed them.

40:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 40:2 On the
firstdayof the first month shalt thou set up the tabernacle of the
tentof the congregation.

40:3 And thou shalt put therein the ark of the testimony,
andcover the ark with the vail.

40:4 And thou shalt bring in the table, and set in order
thethings that are tobe set in order upon it; and thou shalt bring
inthe candlestick, and light the lamps thereof.

40:5 And thou shalt set the altar of gold for the incense
beforethe ark of the testimony, and put the hanging of the door to
thetabernacle.

40:6 And thou shaltset the altar of the burnt offering beforethe
door of the tabernacle of the tent of the congregation.

40:7 And thou shalt set the laver between the tent of
thecongregation and the altar, and shalt put water therein.

40:8 And thou shalt set up the courtround about, and hang up
thehanging at the court gate.

40:9 And thou shalt take the anointing oil, and anoint
thetabernacle, and all that is therein, and shalt hallow it, and
allthe vessels thereof: and it shall be holy.

40:10 And thou shalt anoint thealtar of the burnt offering,
andall his vessels, and sanctify the altar: and it shall be an
altarmost holy.

40:11 And thou shalt anoint the laver and his foot, and
sanctifyit.

40:12 And thou shalt bring Aaron and his sons unto the door
ofthe tabernacleof the congregation, and wash them with water.

40:13 And thou shalt put upon Aaron the holy garments, andanoint
him, and sanctify him; that he may minister unto me in thepriest's
office.

40:14 And thou shalt bring his sons, and clothe them with
coats:40:15 And thou shalt anoint them, as thou didst anoint
theirfather, that they may minister unto me in the priest's office:
fortheir anointing shall surely be an everlasting
priesthoodthroughout their generations.

40:16 Thus did Moses: according to all that the LORD
commandedhim, so did he.

40:17 And it came to pass in the first month in the second
year,on the first day of the month, that the tabernacle was
rearedup.

40:18 And Moses reared up the tabernacle, and fastened
hissockets, and set up theboards thereof, and put in the bars
thereof,and reared up his pillars.

40:19 And he spread abroad the tent over the tabernacle, and
putthe covering of the tent above upon it; as the LORD
commandedMoses.

40:20 And he took and put the testimony into the ark, and setthe
staves on the ark, and put the mercy seat above upon the ark:40:21
And he brought the ark into the tabernacle, and set up thevail of
the covering, and covered the ark of the testimony; as theLORD
commanded Moses.

40:22 And he put the table in the tent of the congregation,
uponthe side of the tabernacle northward, without the vail.

40:23 And he set the bread in order upon it before the LORD;
asthe LORD had commanded Moses.

40:24 And he put the candlestick in the tent of
thecongregation,over against the table, on the side of the
tabernaclesouthward.

40:25 And he lighted the lamps before the LORD; as the
LORDcommanded Moses.

40:26 And he put the golden altar in the tent of thecongregation
before the vail: 40:27 And he burnt sweet incensethereon; as the
LORD commanded Moses.

40:28 And he set up the hanging at the door of
thetabernacle.

40:29 And he put the altar of burnt offering by the door of
thetabernacle of the tent of the congregation, and offered upon it
theburnt offering andthe meat offering; as the LORD
commandedMoses.

40:30 And he set the laver between the tent of the
congregationand the altar, and put water there, to wash withal.

40:31 And Moses and Aaron and his sons washed their hands
andtheir feet thereat: 40:32 Whenthey went into the tent of
thecongregation, and when they came near unto the altar, they
washed;as the LORD commanded Moses.

40:33 And he reared up the court round about the tabernacle
andthe altar, and set up the hanging of the court gate. So
Mosesfinished the work.

40:34 Then a cloud covered the tent of the congregation, and
theglory of the LORD filled the tabernacle.

40:35 And Moses was not able to enter into the tent of
thecongregation, because the cloud abode thereon, and the glory of
theLORD filled the tabernacle.

40:36 And when the cloud was taken up from over the
tabernacle,the children of Israel went onward in all their
journeys: 40:37 Butif the cloud were not taken up, then they
journeyed not till theday that it was taken up.

40:38 For the cloud of the LORD was upon the tabernacle by
day,and fire was on it by night, in the sight of all the house
ofIsrael, throughout all their journeys.

The Third Book of Moses: Called Leviticus

1:1 And the LORD called unto Moses, and spake unto him outof
thetabernacle of the congregation, saying, 1:2 Speak unto the
childrenof Israel, and say unto them, If any man of you bring an
offeringunto the LORD, ye shall bring your offering of the cattle,
even ofthe herd, and of the flock.

1:3 If his offeringbe a burnt sacrifice of the herd, let
himoffer a male without blemish: he shall offer it of his
ownvoluntary will at the door of the tabernacle of the
congregationbefore the LORD.

1:4 And he shall put his hand upon the head of the
burntoffering; and itshall be accepted for him to make atonement
forhim.

1:5 And he shall kill the bullock before the LORD: and
thepriests, Aaron's sons, shall bring the blood, and sprinkle
theblood round about upon the altar that is by the door of
thetabernacle of the congregation.

1:6 And he shall flay the burnt offering, and cut it into
hispieces.

1:7 And the sons of Aaron the priest shall put fire upon
thealtar, and lay the wood in order upon the fire: 1:8 And
thepriests, Aaron's sons, shall lay the parts, the head,and the
fat,in order upon the wood that is on the fire which is upon the
altar:1:9 But his inwards and his legs shall he wash in water: and
thepriest shall burn all on the altar, to be a burnt sacrifice,
anoffering made by fire, of a sweet savour untothe LORD.

1:10 And if his offering be of the flocks, namely, of the
sheep,or of the goats, for a burnt sacrifice; he shall bring it a
malewithout blemish.

1:11 And he shall kill it on the side of the altar
northwardbefore the LORD: and the priests, Aaron's sons, shall
sprinkle hisblood round about upon the altar.

1:12 And he shall cut it into his pieces, with his head and
hisfat: and the priest shall lay them in order on the wood that is
onthe fire which is upon the altar: 1:13 But he shall wash
theinwardsand the legs with water: and the priest shall bring it
all, andburn it upon the altar: it is a burnt sacrifice, an
offering madeby fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

1:14 And if the burnt sacrifice for his offering to the LORD
beof fowls, then he shall bring his offering of turtledoves, or
ofyoung pigeons.

1:15 And the priest shall bring it unto the altar, and wring
offhis head, and burn it on the altar; and the blood thereof shall
bewrung out at the side of the altar: 1:16 And he shall pluck
awayhis crop with his feathers, and cast it beside the altar on
theeast part, by the place of the ashes: 1:17 And he shall cleave
itwith the wings thereof, but shall not divide it asunder: and
thepriest shall burn it upon the altar, upon the wood that is upon
thefire: it is a burnt sacrifice, an offering made by fire, of a
sweetsavour unto the LORD.

2:1 And when any will offer a meat offering unto the LORD,
hisoffering shall be of fine flour; and he shall pour oil upon it,
andput frankincense thereon: 2:2 And he shall bring it to Aaron's
sonsthe priests: and he shall take thereout his handful of the
flourthereof, and of the oil thereof, with all the frankincense
thereof;and the priest shall burn the memorial of it upon the
altar, to bean offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the
LORD: 2:3 Andthe remnant of the meat offering shall be Aaron's and
his sons': itis a thing most holy of the offerings of the LORD made
by fire.

2:4 And if thou bring an oblation of a meat offering baken inthe
oven, it shall be unleavened cakes of fine flour mingled withoil,
or unleavened wafers anointed with oil.

2:5 And if thy oblation be a meat offering baken in a pan,
itshall be of fine flour unleavened, mingled with oil.

2:6 Thou shalt part it in pieces, and pour oil thereon: it is
ameat offering.

2:7 And if thy oblation be a meat offering baken in
thefryingpan, it shall be made of fine flour with oil.

2:8 And thou shalt bring the meat offering that is made of
thesethings unto the LORD: and when it ispresented unto the priest,
heshall bring it unto the altar.

2:9 And the priest shall take from the meat offering a
memorialthereof, and shall burn it upon the altar: it is an
offering madeby fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

2:10 And that which isleft of the meat offering shall be
Aaron'sand his sons': it is a thing most holy of the offerings of
the LORDmade by fire.

2:11 No meat offering, which ye shall bring unto the LORD,
shallbe made with leaven: for ye shall burn no leaven, nor any
honey,inany offering of the LORD made by fire.

2:12 As for the oblation of the firstfruits, ye shall offer
themunto the LORD: but they shall not be burnt on the altar for a
sweetsavour.

2:13 And every oblation of thy meat offering shalt thou
seasonwith salt;neither shalt thou suffer the salt of the covenant
of thyGod to be lacking from thy meat offering: with all thine
offeringsthou shalt offer salt.

2:14 And if thou offer a meat offering of thy firstfruits
untothe LORD, thou shalt offer for the meat offering of thy
firstfruitsgreen ears of corn dried by the fire, even corn beaten
out of fullears.

2:15 And thou shalt put oil upon it, and lay
frankincensethereon: it is a meat offering.

2:16 And the priest shall burn the memorial of it, part of
thebeatencorn thereof, and part of the oil thereof, with all
thefrankincense thereof: it is an offering made by fire unto
theLORD.

3:1 And if his oblation be a sacrifice of peace offering, if
heoffer it of the herd; whether it be a male or female, he
shalloffer it without blemish before the LORD.

3:2 And he shall lay his hand upon the head of his offering,
andkill it at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation:
andAaron's sons the priests shall sprinkle the blood upon the
altarround about.

3:3 And he shall offer of the sacrifice of the peace offering
anoffering made by fire unto the LORD; the fat that covereth
theinwards, and all the fat that is upon the inwards, 3:4 And the
twokidneys, and the fat that is on them, which is by the flanks,
andthe caul above the liver, with the kidneys, it shall he
takeaway.

3:5 And Aaron's sons shall burn it on the altar upon the
burntsacrifice, which is upon the wood that is on the fire: it is
anoffering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

3:6 And if his offering for a sacrifice of peace offering
untothe LORD be of the flock; male or female, he shall offer it
withoutblemish.

3:7 If he offer a lamb for his offering, then shall he offer
itbefore the LORD.

3:8 And he shall lay his hand upon the head of his offering,
andkill it before the tabernacle of the congregation: and Aaron's
sonsshall sprinkle the blood thereof round about upon the
altar.

3:9 And he shall offer of the sacrifice of the peace offering
anoffering made by fire unto the LORD; the fatthereof, and the
wholerump, it shall he take off hard by the backbone; and the fat
thatcovereth the inwards, and all the fat that is upon the
inwards,3:10 And the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them,
which isby the flanks, and the caul above theliver, with the
kidneys, itshall he take away.

3:11 And the priest shall burn it upon the altar: it is the
foodof the offering made by fire unto the LORD.

3:12 And if his offering be a goat, then he shall offer itbefore
the LORD.

3:13 And he shall layhis hand upon the head of it, and kill
itbefore the tabernacle of the congregation: and the sons of
Aaronshall sprinkle the blood thereof upon the altar round
about.

3:14 And he shall offer thereof his offering, even an
offeringmade by fire unto the LORD; the fat that covereth the
inwards, andall the fat that is upon the inwards, 3:15 And the two
kidneys, andthe fat that is upon them, which is by the flanks, and
the caulabove the liver, with the kidneys, it shall he take
away.

3:16 And the priest shall burn them upon the altar: it is
thefood of the offering made by fire for a sweet savour: all the
fatis the LORD's.

3:17 It shall be a perpetual statute for your
generationsthroughout all your dwellings, that ye eat neither fat
norblood.

4:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 4:2 Speak unto
thechildren of Israel, saying, If a soul shall sin through
ignoranceagainst any of the commandments of the LORD concerning
things whichought not to be done, and shall do against any of them:
4:3 If thepriestthat isanointed do sin according to the sin of the
people;then let him bring for his sin, which he hath sinned, a
youngbullock without blemish unto the LORD for a sin offering.

4:4 And he shall bring the bullock unto the door of
thetabernacle of the congregation before the LORD; and shall lay
hishand upon the bullock's head, and kill the bullock before
theLORD.

4:5 And the priest that is anointed shall take of the
bullock'sblood, and bring it to the tabernacle of the congregation:
4:6 Andthe priestshall dip his finger in the blood, and sprinkle of
theblood seven times before the LORD, before the vail of
thesanctuary.

4:7 And the priest shall put some of the blood upon the horns
ofthe altar of sweet incense before the LORD, which is in
thetabernacle of the congregation; and shall pour all the blood of
thebullock at the bottom of the altar of the burnt offering, which
isat the door of the tabernacle of the congregation.

4:8 And he shall take off from it all the fat of the bullock
forthe sin offering; the fat that covereth the inwards, and all
thefat that is upon the inwards, 4:9 And the two kidneys, and the
fatthat is upon them, which is by the flanks, and the caul above
theliver, with the kidneys, it shall he take away, 4:10 As it
wastakenoff from the bullock of the sacrifice of peace offerings:
andthe priest shall burn them upon the altar of the
burntoffering.

4:11 And the skin of the bullock, and all his flesh, with
hishead, and with his legs, and his inwards, and his dung, 4:12
Eventhe whole bullock shall he carry forth without the camp unto
aclean place, where the ashes are poured out, and burn him on
thewood with fire: where the ashes are poured out shall he
beburnt.

4:13 And if the whole congregation of Israel sin
throughignorance, and the thing be hid from the eyes of the
assembly, andthey have done somewhat against any of the
commandments of the LORDconcerning things which should not be done,
and are guilty; 4:14When the sin, which they have sinned against
it, is known, then thecongregation shall offer a young bullock for
the sin, and bring himbefore the tabernacle of the
congregation.

4:15 And the elders of the congregation shall lay their
handsupon the head of the bullock before the LORD: and the bullock
shallbe killedbefore the LORD.

4:16 And the priest that is anointed shall bring of thebullock's
blood to the tabernacle of the congregation: 4:17 And thepriest
shall dip his finger in some of the blood, and sprinkle itseven
times before the LORD, even before the vail.

4:18 And he shall put some of the blood upon the horns of
thealtar which is before the LORD, that is in the tabernacle of
thecongregation, and shall pour out all the blood at the bottom of
thealtar of the burnt offering, which is at the door of
thetabernacleof the congregation.

4:19 And he shall take all his fat from him, and burn it uponthe
altar.

4:20 And he shall do with the bullock as he did with the
bullockfor a sin offering, so shall he do with this: and the priest
shallmake an atonement for them, and it shall be forgiven them.

4:21 And he shall carry forth the bullock without the camp,
andburn him as he burned the first bullock: it is a sin offering
forthe congregation.

4:22 When a ruler hath sinned, and done somewhat
throughignorance against any of the commandments of the LORD his
Godconcerning things which should not be done, and is guilty; 4:23
Orif his sin, wherein he hath sinned, come to his knowledge; he
shallbring his offering, a kid of the goats, a male without
blemish:4:24 And he shall lay his hand upon the head of the goat,
and killit in the place where they kill the burnt offering before
the LORD:it is a sin offering.

4:25 And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin
offeringwith his finger, and put it upon the horns of the altar of
burntoffering, and shall pour out his blood at the bottom of the
altarof burnt offering.

4:26 And he shall burn all his fat upon the altar, as the fat
ofthe sacrifice of peace offerings: and the priest shall make
anatonement for him as concerning his sin, and it shall be
forgivenhim.

4:27 And if any one of the common people sin through
ignorance,while he doeth somewhat against any of the commandments
of the LORDconcerning things which ought not to be done, and be
guilty; 4:28Or ifhis sin, which he hath sinned, come to his
knowledge: then heshall bring his offering, a kid of the goats, a
female withoutblemish, for his sin which he hath sinned.

4:29 And he shall lay his hand upon the head of the sinoffering,
and slay the sin offering in the place of the burntoffering.

4:30 And the priest shall take of the blood thereof with
hisfinger, and put it upon the horns of the altar of burnt
offering,and shall pour out all the blood thereof at the bottom of
thealtar.

4:31 And he shall take away all the fat thereof, as the fat
istaken away from off the sacrifice of peace offerings; and
thepriest shall burn it upon the altar for a sweet savour unto
theLORD; and the priest shall make an atonement for him, and it
shallbe forgiven him.

4:32 And if he bring a lamb for a sin offering, he shall bringit
a female without blemish.

4:33 And he shall lay his hand upon the head of the sinoffering,
and slay it for a sin offering in the place where theykill the
burnt offering.

4:34 And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin
offeringwith his finger, and put it upon the horns of the altar of
burntoffering, and shall pour out all the blood thereof at the
bottom ofthe altar: 4:35 And he shall take away all the fat
thereof, as thefat of the lamb is taken away from the sacrifice of
the peaceofferings; and the priest shall burn them upon the altar,
accordingto the offerings made by fire unto the LORD: and the
priest shallmake an atonement for his sin that he hath committed,
and it shallbe forgiven him.

5:1 And if a soul sin, and hear the voice of swearing, and is
awitness, whether he hath seen or known of it; if he do not
utterit, then he shall bear his iniquity.

5:2 Or if a soul touch any unclean thing, whether it be acarcase
of an uncleanbeast, or a carcase of unclean cattle, or thecarcase
of unclean creeping things, and if it be hidden from him;he also
shall be unclean, and guilty.

5:3 Or if he touch the uncleanness of man, whatsoeveruncleanness
it be that a man shall be defiled withal, and it be hidfrom him;
when he knoweth of it, then he shall be guilty.

5:4 Or if a soul swear, pronouncing with his lips to do evil,
orto do good, whatsoever it be that a man shall pronounce with
anoath, and it be hid from him; when he knoweth of it,then he
shallbe guilty in one of these.

5:5 And it shall be, when he shall be guilty in one of
thesethings, that he shall confess that he hath sinned in that
thing:5:6 And he shall bring his trespass offering unto the LORD
for hissin which he hath sinned, a female from the flock, a lamb or
a kidof the goats, for a sin offering; and the priest shall make
anatonement for him concerning his sin.

5:7 And if he be not able to bring a lamb, then he shall
bringfor his trespass, which he hath committed, twoturtledoves, or
twoyoung pigeons, unto the LORD; one for a sin offering, and the
otherfor a burnt offering.

5:8 And he shall bring them unto the priest, who shall offerthat
which is for the sin offering first, and wring off his headfrom his
neck, butshall not divide it asunder: 5:9 And he shallsprinkle of
the blood of the sin offering upon the side of thealtar; and the
rest of the blood shall be wrung out at the bottomof the altar: it
is a sin offering.

5:10 And he shall offer the second for a burnt
offering,according to the manner: and the priest shall make an
atonement forhim for his sin which he hath sinned, and it shall be
forgivenhim.

5:11 But if he be not able to bring two turtledoves, or twoyoung
pigeons, then he that sinned shall bring for his offering thetenth
part of an ephah of fine flour for a sin offering; he shallput no
oil upon it, neither shall he put any frankincense thereon:for it
is a sin offering.

5:12 Then shall he bring it to the priest, and the priest
shalltake his handful of it, even a memorial thereof, and burn it
on thealtar, according to the offerings made by fire unto the LORD:
it isa sin offering.

5:13 And the priest shall make an atonement for him as
touchinghis sin that he hath sinned in one of these, and it shall
beforgiven him: and the remnant shall be the priest's, as a
meatoffering.

5:14 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 5:15 If a soulcommit
a trespass, and sin through ignorance, in the holy things ofthe
LORD; then he shall bring for his trespass unto the LORD a
ramwithout blemish out of the flocks, with thy estimation by
shekelsof silver, after the shekel of the sanctuary, for a
trespassoffering.

5:16 And he shall make amends for the harm that he hath done
inthe holy thing, and shall add the fifth part thereto, and give
itunto the priest: and the priest shall make an atonement for
himwith the ram of the trespass offering, and it shall be
forgivenhim.

5:17 And if a soul sin, and commit any of these things which
areforbidden to be done by thecommandments of the LORD; though he
wistit not, yet is he guilty, and shall bear his iniquity.

5:18 And he shall bring a ram without blemish out of the
flock,with thy estimation, for a trespass offering, unto the
priest: andthe priest shall make an atonement for him concerning
his ignorancewherein he erred and wist it not, and it shall be
forgiven him.

5:19 It is a trespass offering: he hath certainly
trespassedagainst the LORD.

6:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 6:2 If a soul sin,and
commit atrespass against the LORD, and lie unto his neighbourin
that which was delivered him to keep, or in fellowship, or in
athing taken away by violence, or hath deceived his neighbour;
6:3Or have found that which was lost, and lieth concerning it,
andsweareth falsely; in any of all these that a man doeth,
sinningtherein: 6:4 Then it shall be, because he hath sinned, and
isguilty, that he shall restore that which he took violently away,
orthe thing which he hath deceitfully gotten, or that which
wasdelivered him to keep, or the lost thing which he found, 6:5 Or
allthat about which he hath sworn falsely; he shall even restore it
inthe principal, and shall add the fifth part more thereto, and
giveit unto him to whom it appertaineth, in the day of his
trespassoffering.

6:6 And he shall bring his trespass offering unto the LORD, aram
without blemish out of the flock, with thy estimation, for
atrespass offering, unto the priest: 6:7 And the priest shall
makean atonement for him before the LORD: and it shall be forgiven
himfor any thing of all that he hath done in trespassing
therein.

6:8 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 6:9 Command Aaron
andhis sons, saying, This is the law of the burnt offering: It is
theburnt offering, because of the burning upon the altar all
nightunto the morning, and the fire of the altar shall be burning
init.

6:10 And the priest shall put on his linen garment, and hislinen
breeches shall he put upon his flesh, and take up the asheswhich
the fire hath consumed with theburnt offering on the altar,and he
shall put them beside the altar.

6:11 And he shall put off his garments, and put on
othergarments, and carry forth the ashes without the camp unto a
cleanplace.

6:12 And the fire upon the altar shall be burning in it;it
shallnot be put out: and the priest shall burn wood on it every
morning,and lay the burnt offering in order upon it; and he shall
burnthereon the fat of the peace offerings.

6:13 The fire shall ever be burning upon the altar; it
shallnever go out.

6:14 And this is the law of the meat offering: the sons of
Aaronshall offer it before the LORD, before the altar.

6:15 And he shall take of it his handful, of the flour of
themeat offering, and of the oil thereof, and all the
frankincensewhich is upon the meat offering, and shall burn it upon
the altarfor a sweet savour, even the memorial of it, unto the
LORD.

6:16 And the remainder thereof shall Aaron and his sons eat:with
unleavened bread shall it be eaten in the holy place; in thecourt
of the tabernacle of the congregation they shall eat it.

6:17 It shall not be baken with leaven. I have given it untothem
for their portion of my offerings made by fire; it is mostholy, as
is the sin offering, and as the trespass offering.

6:18 All the males among the children of Aaron shall eat of
it.It shall be a statute for ever in your generations concerning
theofferings of the LORD made by fire: every one that toucheth
themshall be holy.

6:19 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 6:20 This is
theoffering ofAaron and of his sons, which they shall offer unto
theLORD in the day when he is anointed; the tenth part of an ephah
offine flour for a meat offering perpetual, half of it in
themorning, and half thereof at night.

6:21 In a pan it shall be made with oil; and when it is
baken,thou shalt bring it in: and the baken pieces of the meat
offeringshalt thou offer for a sweet savour unto the LORD.

6:22 And the priest of his sons that is anointed in his
steadshall offer it: it is a statute for ever unto the LORD; it
shall bewholly burnt.

6:23 For every meat offering for the priest shall be
whollyburnt: it shall not be eaten.

6:24 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 6:25 Speak untoAaron
and to his sons, saying, This is the law of the sin offering:In the
place where the burnt offering is killed shall the sinoffering be
killed before the LORD: it is most holy.

6:26 The priest that offereth it for sin shall eat it: in
theholy place shall it be eaten, in the court of the tabernacle of
thecongregation.

6:27Whatsoever shall touch the flesh thereof shall be holy:
andwhen there is sprinkled of the blood thereof upon any garment,
thoushalt wash that whereon it was sprinkled in the holy place.

6:28 But the earthen vessel wherein it is sodden shall bebroken:
and if it be sodden in a brasen pot, it shall be bothscoured, and
rinsed in water.

6:29 All the males among the priests shall eat thereof: it
ismost holy.

6:30 And no sin offering, whereof any of the blood is
broughtinto the tabernacle of the congregationto reconcile withal
in theholy place, shall be eaten: it shall be burnt in the
fire.

7:1 Likewise this is the law of the trespass offering: it ismost
holy.

7:2 In the place where they kill the burnt offering shall
theykill the trespass offering: and the blood thereof shall he
sprinkleround about upon the altar.

7:3 And he shall offer of it all the fat thereof; the rump,
andthe fat that covereth the inwards, 7:4 And the two kidneys, and
thefat that is on them, which is by the flanks, and the
caulthatisabove the liver, with the kidneys, it shall he take away:
7:5 Andthe priest shall burn them upon the altar for an offering
made byfire unto the LORD: it is a trespass offering.

7:6 Every male among the priests shall eat thereof: it shall
beeaten inthe holy place: it is most holy.

7:7 As the sin offering is, so is the trespass offering: thereis
one law for them: the priest that maketh atonement therewithshall
have it.

7:8 And the priest that offereth any man's burnt offering,
eventhe priest shallhave to himself the skin of the burnt
offeringwhich he hath offered.

7:9 And all the meat offering that is baken in the oven, and
allthat is dressed in the fryingpan, and in the pan, shall be
thepriest's that offereth it.

7:10 And every meat offering,mingled with oil, and dry, shallall
the sons of Aaron have, one as much as another.

7:11 And this is the law of the sacrifice of peace
offerings,which he shall offer unto the LORD.

7:12 If he offer it for a thanksgiving, then he shall offer
withthe sacrifice of thanksgiving unleavened cakes mingled with
oil,and unleavened wafers anointed with oil, and cakes mingled
withoil, of fine flour, fried.

7:13 Besides the cakes, he shall offer for his offering
leavenedbread with the sacrifice of thanksgiving ofhis peace
offerings.

7:14 And of it he shall offer one out of the whole oblation
foran heave offering unto the LORD, and it shall be the priest's
thatsprinkleth the blood of the peace offerings.

7:15 And the flesh of the sacrifice of his peace
offeringsforthanksgiving shall be eaten the same day that it is
offered; heshall not leave any of it until the morning.

7:16 But if the sacrifice of his offering be a vow, or
avoluntary offering, it shall be eaten the same day that he
offerethhis sacrifice: and on the morrow also the remainder of it
shall beeaten: 7:17 But the remainder of the flesh of the sacrifice
on thethird day shall be burnt with fire.

7:18 And if any of the flesh of the sacrifice of his
peaceofferings be eaten at all on the third day,it shall not
beaccepted, neither shall it be imputed unto him that offereth it:
itshall be an abomination, and the soul that eateth of it shall
bearhis iniquity.

7:19 And the flesh that toucheth any unclean thing shall not
beeaten; it shall be burnt with fire: and as for the flesh, all
thatbe clean shall eat thereof.

7:20 But the soul that eateth of the flesh of the sacrifice
ofpeace offerings, that pertain unto the LORD, having his
uncleannessupon him, even that soul shall be cut off from his
people.

7:21 Moreover the soul that shall touch any unclean thing, asthe
uncleanness of man, or any unclean beast, or any abominableunclean
thing, and eat of the flesh of the sacrifice of peaceofferings,
which pertain unto the LORD, even that soul shall be cutoff from
his people.

7:22 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 7:23 Speak unto
thechildren of Israel, saying, Ye shall eat no manner of fat, of
ox,or of sheep, or of goat.

7:24 And the fat of the beast that dieth of itself, and the
fatof that whichis torn with beasts, may be used in any other use:
butye shall in no wise eat of it.

7:25 For whosoever eateth the fat of the beast, of which
menoffer an offering made by fire unto the LORD, even the soul
thateateth it shall be cut off from his people.

7:26 Moreover ye shall eat no manner of blood, whether it be
offowl or of beast, in any of your dwellings.

7:27 Whatsoever soul it be that eateth any manner of blood,
eventhat soul shall be cut off from his people.

7:28 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 7:29 Speak unto
thechildren of Israel, saying, He that offereth the sacrifice of
hispeace offerings unto the LORD shall bring his oblation unto
theLORD of the sacrifice of his peace offerings.

7:30 His own hands shall bring the offerings of the LORD made
byfire, the fat with the breast, it shall he bring, that the
breastmay be waved for a wave offering before the LORD.

7:31 And the priest shall burn the fat upon the altar: but
thebreast shall be Aaron's and his sons'.

7:32 And the right shouldershall ye give unto the priest for
anheave offering of the sacrifices of your peace offerings.

7:33 He among the sons of Aaron, that offereth the blood of
thepeace offerings, and the fat, shall have the right shoulder for
hispart.

7:34 For the wave breast and the heave shoulder have I taken
ofthe children of Israel from off the sacrifices of their
peaceofferings, and have given them unto Aaron the priest and unto
hissons by a statute for ever from among the children of
Israel.

7:35 This is the portionof the anointing of Aaron, and of
theanointing of his sons, out of the offerings of the LORD made
byfire, in the day when he presented them to minister unto the
LORDin the priest's office; 7:36 Which the LORD commanded to be
giventhem of the children of Israel, in the day that he anointed
them,by a statute for ever throughout their generations.

7:37 This is the law of the burnt offering, of the meatoffering,
and of the sin offering, and of the trespass offering,and of the
consecrations, and of the sacrifice of the peaceofferings; 7:38
Which the LORD commanded Moses in mount Sinai, inthe day that he
commanded the children of Israel to offer theiroblations unto the
LORD, in the wilderness of Sinai.

8:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 8:2 TakeAaron and
hissons with him, and the garments, and the anointing oil, and
abullock for the sin offering, and two rams, and a basket
ofunleavened bread; 8:3 And gather thou all the congregation
togetherunto the door of the tabernacle of the congregation.

8:4 And Moses did as the LORD commanded him; and the assemblywas
gathered together unto the door of the tabernacle of
thecongregation.

8:5 And Moses said unto the congregation, This is the thingwhich
the LORD commanded to be done.

8:6 And Moses broughtAaron and his sons, and washed them
withwater.

8:7 And he put upon him the coat, and girded him with thegirdle,
and clothed him with the robe, and put the ephod upon him,and he
girded him with the curious girdle of the ephod, and boundit unto
himtherewith.

8:8 And he put the breastplate upon him: also he put in
thebreastplate the Urim and the Thummim.

8:9 And he put the mitre upon his head; also upon the mitre,even
upon his forefront, did he put the golden plate, the holycrown; as
the LORD commanded Moses.

8:10 And Moses took the anointing oil, and anointed
thetabernacle and all that was therein, and sanctified them.

8:11 And he sprinkled thereof upon the altar seven times,
andanointed the altar and all his vessels, both the laver and
hisfoot, to sanctify them.

8:12 And he poured of the anointing oil upon Aaron's head,
andanointed him, to sanctify him.

8:13 And Moses brought Aaron's sons, and put coats upon them,and
girded them with girdles, and put bonnets upon them; as theLORD
commanded Moses.

8:14 And he brought the bullock for the sin offering: and
Aaronand his sons laid their hands upon the head of the bullock for
thesin offering.

8:15 And he slew it; and Moses took the blood, and put it
uponthe horns of the altar round about with his finger, and
purifiedthe altar, and poured the blood at the bottom of the altar,
andsanctified it, to make reconciliation upon it.

8:16 And he took all the fat that was upon the inwards, and
thecaul above the liver, and the two kidneys, and their fat,and
Mosesburned it upon the altar.

8:17 But the bullock, and his hide, his flesh, and his dung,
heburnt with fire without the camp; as the LORD commanded
Moses.

8:18 And he brought the ram for the burnt offering: and Aaronand
his sons laid their hands upon the head of the ram.

8:19 And he killed it; and Moses sprinkled the blood upon
thealtar round about.

8:20 And he cut the ram into pieces; and Moses burnt the
head,and the pieces, and the fat.

8:21 And he washed the inwards and the legs in water;
andMosesburnt the whole ram upon the altar: it was a burnt
sacrifice for asweet savour, and an offering made by fire unto the
LORD; as theLORD commanded Moses.

8:22 And he brought the other ram, the ram of consecration:
andAaron and his sons laid their hands upon the head of the
ram.

8:23 And he slew it; and Moses took of the blood of it, and
putit upon the tip of Aaron's right ear, and upon the thumb of
hisright hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot.

8:24 And he brought Aaron's sons, and Mosesput of the blood
uponthe tip of their right ear, and upon the thumbs of their
righthands, and upon the great toes of their right feet: and
Mosessprinkled the blood upon the altar round about.

8:25 And he took the fat, and the rump, and all the fat
thatwasupon the inwards, and the caul above the liver, and the
twokidneys, and their fat, and the right shoulder: 8:26 And out of
thebasket of unleavened bread, that was before the LORD, he took
oneunleavened cake, and a cake of oiled bread, and one wafer,and
putthem on the fat, and upon the right shoulder: 8:27 And he put
allupon Aaron's hands, and upon his sons' hands, and waved them for
awave offering before the LORD.

8:28 And Moses took them from off their hands, and burnt them
onthe altar upon theburnt offering: they were consecrations for
asweet savour: it is an offering made by fire unto the LORD.

8:29 And Moses took the breast, and waved it for a wave
offeringbefore the LORD: for of the ram of consecration it was
Moses' part;as the LORD commanded Moses.

8:30 And Moses took of the anointing oil, and of the blood
whichwas upon the altar, and sprinkled it upon Aaron, and upon
hisgarments, and upon his sons, and upon his sons' garments with
him;and sanctified Aaron, and his garments, and his sons, and his
sons'garments with him.

8:31 And Moses said unto Aaron and to his sons, Boil the fleshat
the door of the tabernacle of the congregation: and there eat
itwith the bread that is in the basket of consecrations, as
Icommanded, saying, Aaron and his sons shall eat it.

8:32 And that which remaineth of the flesh and of the breadshall
ye burn with fire.

8:33 And ye shall not go out of the door of the tabernacle ofthe
congregation in seven days, until the days of your consecrationbe
at an end: for seven days shall he consecrate you.

8:34 As he hath done this day, so the LORD hath commanded to
do,to make an atonement for you.

8:35 Therefore shall ye abide at the door of the tabernacle
ofthe congregation day and night seven days, and keep the charge
ofthe LORD, that ye die not: for so I am commanded.

8:36 So Aaron and his sons did all things which the
LORDcommanded by the hand of Moses.

9:1 And it came to pass on the eighth day, that Moses
calledAaron and his sons, and the elders of Israel; 9:2And he said
untoAaron, Take thee a young calf for a sin offering, and a ram for
aburnt offering, without blemish, and offer them before
theLORD.

9:3 And unto the children of Israel thou shalt speak,
saying,Take ye a kid of the goats for a sin offering;and a calf and
alamb, both of the first year, without blemish, for a
burntoffering; 9:4 Also a bullock and a ram for peace offerings,
tosacrifice before the LORD; and a meat offering mingled with
oil:for to day the LORD will appear unto you.

9:5 And they brought that which Moses commanded before
thetabernacle of the congregation: and all the congregation drew
nearand stood before the LORD.

9:6 And Moses said, This is the thing which the LORD
commandedthat ye should do: and the glory of the LORD shall appear
untoyou.

9:7 And Moses said unto Aaron, Go unto the altar, and offer
thysin offering, and thy burnt offering, and make an atonement
forthyself, and for the people: and offer the offering of the
people,and make an atonement for them; as the LORD commanded.

9:8 Aaron therefore went unto the altar, and slew the calf ofthe
sin offering, which was for himself.

9:9 And the sons of Aaron brought the blood unto him: and
hedipped his finger in the blood, and put it upon the horns of
thealtar, and poured out the blood at the bottom of the altar:
9:10But the fat, and the kidneys, and the caul above the liver of
thesin offering, he burnt upon the altar; as the LORD
commandedMoses.

9:11 And the flesh and the hide he burnt with fire without
thecamp.

9:12 And he slew the burnt offering; and Aaron's sons
presentedunto him the blood, which he sprinkled round about upon
thealtar.

9:13 And they presented the burnt offering unto him, with
thepieces thereof, and the head: and he burnt them upon the
altar.

9:14 And he did wash the inwards and the legs, and burnt
themupon the burnt offering on the altar.

9:15 And he brought the people's offering, and took the
goat,which was the sin offering for the people, and slew it, and
offeredit for sin, as the first.

9:16 And he brought the burnt offering, and offered it
accordingto the manner.

9:17 And he brought the meat offering, and took an
handfulthereof, and burnt it upon the altar, beside the burnt
sacrifice ofthe morning.

9:18 He slew also the bullock and theram for a sacrifice ofpeace
offerings, which was for the people: and Aaron's sonspresented unto
him the blood, which he sprinkled upon the altarround about, 9:19
And the fat of the bullock and of the ram, therump, and that which
covereth the inwards,and the kidneys, and thecaul above the liver:
9:20 And they put the fat upon the breasts,and he burnt the fat
upon the altar: 9:21 And the breasts and theright shoulder Aaron
waved for a wave offering before the LORD; asMoses commanded.

9:22 And Aaronlifted up his hand toward the people, and
blessedthem, and came down from offering of the sin offering, and
theburnt offering, and peace offerings.

9:23 And Moses and Aaron went into the tabernacle of
thecongregation, and came out, and blessed the people: and the
gloryof the LORD appeared unto all the people.

9:24 And there came a fire out from before the LORD, andconsumed
upon the altar the burnt offering and the fat: which whenall the
people saw, they shouted, and fell on their faces.

10:1 And Nadaband Abihu, the sons of Aaron, took either of
themhis censer, and put fire therein, and put incense thereon,
andoffered strange fire before the LORD, which he commanded
themnot.

10:2 And there went out fire from the LORD, and devoured
them,and theydied before the LORD.

10:3 Then Moses said unto Aaron, This is it that the LORD
spake,saying, I will be sanctified in them that come nigh me, and
beforeall the people I will be glorified. And Aaron held his
peace.

10:4 And Moses called Mishael and Elzaphan, the sons of
Uzzielthe uncle of Aaron, and said unto them, Come near, carry
yourbrethren from before the sanctuary out of the camp.

10:5 So they went near, and carried them in their coats out
ofthe camp; as Moses had said.

10:6 And Moses said unto Aaron, and unto Eleazar and
untoIthamar, his sons, Uncover not your heads, neither rend
yourclothes; lest ye die, and lest wrath come upon all the people:
butlet your brethren, the whole house of Israel, bewail the
burningwhich the LORD hath kindled.

10:7 And ye shall not go out from the door of the tabernacle
ofthe congregation, lest ye die: for the anointing oil of the LORD
isupon you. And they did according to the word of Moses.

10:8 And the LORD spake unto Aaron, saying, 10:9 Do not
drinkwine nor strong drink, thou, nor thy sons with thee, when ye
gointo the tabernacle of the congregation, lest ye die: it shall be
astatute for ever throughout your generations: 10:10 And that ye
mayput difference between holy and unholy, and between unclean
andclean; 10:11 And that ye may teach the children of Israel all
thestatutes which the LORD hath spoken unto them by the hand
ofMoses.

10:12 And Moses spake unto Aaron, and unto Eleazar and
untoIthamar, his sons that were left, Take the meat offering
thatremaineth of the offerings of the LORD made by fire, and eat
itwithout leaven beside the altar: for it is most holy: 10:13 And
yeshall eat it in the holy place,because it is thy due, and thy
sons'due, of the sacrifices of the LORD made by fire: for so
Iamcommanded.

10:14 And the wave breast and heave shoulder shall ye eat in
aclean place; thou, and thy sons, and thy daughters with thee:
forthey be thy due, and thy sons' due, which are given out of
thesacrifices of peace offerings of the children of Israel.

10:15 The heave shoulder and the wave breast shall they
bringwith the offerings made by fire of the fat, to wave it for a
waveoffering before the LORD; and it shall be thine, and thy sons'
withthee, by a statute for ever; as the LORD hath commanded.

10:16 And Moses diligently sought the goat of the sin
offering,and, behold, it was burnt: and he was angry with Eleazar
andIthamar, the sons of Aaron which were left alive, saying,
10:17Wherefore have ye not eaten the sin offering in the
holyplace,seeing it is most holy, and God hath given it you to bear
theiniquity of the congregation, to make atonement for them before
theLORD? 10:18 Behold, the blood of it was not brought in within
theholy place: ye should indeed have eaten it in the holy place, as
Icommanded.

10:19 And Aaron said unto Moses, Behold, this day have
theyoffered their sin offering and their burnt offering before
theLORD; and such things have befallen me: and if I had eaten the
sinoffering to day, should it have been acceptedin the sight of
theLORD? 10:20 And when Moses heard that, he was content.

11:1 And the LORD spake unto Moses and to Aaron, saying
untothem, 11:2 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, These are
thebeasts which ye shall eat among all the beasts thatare on
theearth.

11:3 Whatsoever parteth the hoof, and is clovenfooted,
andcheweth the cud, among the beasts, that shall ye eat.

11:4 Nevertheless these shall ye not eat of them that chew
thecud, or of them that divide the hoof: as the camel,
becausehecheweth the cud, but divideth not the hoof; he is unclean
untoyou.

11:5 And the coney, because he cheweth the cud, but divideth
notthe hoof; he is unclean unto you.

11:6 And the hare, because he cheweth the cud, but divideth
notthe hoof; he is uncleanunto you.

11:7 And the swine, though he divide the hoof, and
beclovenfooted, yet he cheweth not the cud; he is unclean to
you.

11:8 Of their flesh shall ye not eat, and their carcase shall
yenot touch; they are unclean to you.

11:9 These shall ye eat ofall that are in the waters:
whatsoeverhath fins and scales in the waters, in the seas, and in
the rivers,them shall ye eat.

11:10 And all that have not fins and scales in the seas, and
inthe rivers, of all that move in the waters, and of any living
thingwhich is in the waters, they shall be an abomination unto
you:11:11 They shall be even an abomination unto you; ye shall not
eatof their flesh, but ye shall have their carcases
inabomination.

11:12 Whatsoever hath no fins nor scales in the waters,
thatshall be an abomination unto you.

11:13 And these are they which ye shall have in abominationamong
the fowls; they shall not be eaten, they are an abomination:the
eagle, and the ossifrage, and the ospray, 11:14 And thevulture, and
the kite after his kind; 11:15 Every raven after hiskind; 11:16 And
the owl, and the night hawk, and the cuckow, andthe hawk after his
kind, 11:17 And the little owl, and thecormorant, and the great
owl, 11:18 And the swan, and the pelican,and the gier eagle, 11:19
And the stork, the heron after her kind,and the lapwing, and the
bat.

11:20 All fowls that creep, going upon all four, shall be
anabomination unto you.

11:21 Yet these may ye eat of every flying creeping thing
thatgoeth upon all four, which have legs above their feet, to
leapwithal upon the earth; 11:22 Even these of them ye may eat;
thelocust after his kind, and the bald locust after his kind, and
thebeetle after his kind, and the grasshopper after his kind.

11:23 But all other flying creeping things, which have fourfeet,
shall be an abomination unto you.

11:24 And for these ye shall be unclean: whosoever toucheth
thecarcase of them shall be unclean until the even.

11:25 And whosoever beareth ought of the carcase of them
shallwash his clothes, and be unclean until the even.

11:26 The carcases of every beast which divideth the hoof, andis
not clovenfooted, nor cheweth the cud, are unclean unto you:every
one that toucheth them shall be unclean.

11:27 And whatsoever goeth upon his paws, among all
mannerofbeasts that go on all four, those are unclean unto you:
whosotoucheth their carcase shall be unclean until the even.

11:28 And he that beareth the carcase of them shall wash
hisclothes, and be unclean until the even: they are unclean
untoyou.

11:29 These also shall be unclean unto you among the
creepingthings that creep upon the earth; the weasel, and the
mouse, andthe tortoise after his kind, 11:30 And the ferret, and
thechameleon, and the lizard, and the snail, and the mole.

11:31 These are uncleanto you among all that creep:
whosoeverdoth touch them, when they be dead, shall be unclean until
theeven.

11:32 And upon whatsoever any of them, when they are dead,
dothfall, it shall be unclean; whether it be any vessel of wood,
orraiment, or skin, or sack, whatsoever vessel it be, whereinany
workis done, it must be put into water, and it shall be unclean
untilthe even; so it shall be cleansed.

11:33 And every earthen vessel, whereinto any of them
falleth,whatsoever is in it shall be unclean; andye shall break
it.

11:34 Of all meat which may be eaten, that on which such
watercometh shall be unclean: and all drink that may be drunk in
everysuch vessel shall be unclean.

11:35 And every thing whereupon any part of their carcasefalleth
shall be unclean; whether it be oven, or ranges for pots,they shall
be broken down: for they are unclean and shall beunclean unto
you.

11:36 Nevertheless a fountain or pit, wherein there is plenty
ofwater, shall be clean: but that which toucheth their
carcaseshallbe unclean.

11:37 And if any part of their carcase fall upon any sowing
seedwhich is [...]
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
